“ Subscriber” from Calcasieu 

parish, La., puts me in rather a 
°lose place, when he asks me 
wheather he should buy a razor- 
back bow  at *:i or $4, or Berk 
ahire sow fo r$25. If the Berk 
shir costs $2.') because site has 
$21 wortli of |>edigree ami £4 
worth of hogs, I would buy t he 
razor back in preference, in esae 
I did not wish to raise and sell 
pedigreed animals. If the razor- 
bpek is particularly small in size 
ami poor in quality, as the low 
price would indicate, I would 
prefer the Berkshire, if a really 
good hog.

I f  trouble with the razorback 
has been |>oor feeding, or run 
ning out on a poor range, she 
would in all probability improve 
wonderfully on a little improved 
care. It may be the main dif 
ference in the two hogs is that 
the razorback has been dwarfed 
by p o ir  food, and the other ling 
is big fat from extra feeding. 
I f both were brought to the 
same condition, it might prove 
that they would Is- near the 
same size, and much more nearly 
the same shape and quality than 
most jieople would believe.

Take two sows, one of which 
ha* been kept fat and the other 
lean during their lives,|and the 
probabilities are entirely in 
favor o f the lean one bringing 
the best litters of pigs, killing 
fewer o f  them, and giving more 
milk for the pigs than the fat 
one; provided, o f course, that 
good feeding is practiced after 
farrowing with both. Not a few 
men are failing with their pig 
crops by depending on sows 
kept in show flesh, just to please 
a U»t o f foolish customers who 
know no better.

I hope no other breeder or 
newspaiier man will try to i>oke 
any more fun at me for my 
statement that breeding has not 
increased the gains animals will 
make for a given amount and 
kind o f food. At Insist let him 
wait until an ex|s*riuient we 
have now under way here is re 
ported on. I can here state that 
a period of good feeding has so 
transformed some razorback 
aborts that their old friends 
would not know them, and their 
new acquaintance invariably say: 
"W hy, those hogs have blood in 
them ." Good food is a wonderful 
leveler or equalizer of the whoh 
hog tribe.

I am sure “ Subscriber’ can 
get my idea and act more intel­
ligently than if I tried to give 
exact advu*e in a shorter way. 
I think one trooble with us 
“ book farm ers'' in the past has 
been that we save too much ad 
vice about tilings we did not 
know, and thus fooled lots of 
good farmers into expensive 
mistakes. When we learn to 
write the truth from the farmers 
own *tand|x>int, agricultural 
literature will become as pop 
ular with farmers as supreme

deprived of everything and 
condem ned to toil and loneliness. 
Tiie girl on the farm has the 
fancies, the same ambitions, as 
she of the city; and from her 
point of view, has few or no 
opportunities to reach her goal, 
whatever it may be. She sighs 
for freedom from the monotony 
of rural l i fe - fo r  the opportun- 
ity to go out into the world"and 
through some avenue open to 
women, to become inde[>endent. 
In the seclusion of her country 
home, rumors of success along 
many lines, of young woman no 
more talented or gifted than her­
self, make her feel that her life 
is being wasted, as the wild flow 
ers about her, “ on the desert 
air,”  and she longs for a career.

“ I am sure, if I had but the 
chance, that I could succeed; I 
could earn my own living, and 
indulge in pretty dresses and 
social amusements, and life 
would indeed be worth living”

Many have found the oppor 
tunity, have tried the life pictur 
ed, and have failed, have return­
ed to the country home, disgust­
ed and disappointed. Of course, 
some have made a success, but. 
they belong to a class that is not 
large, a class that would succeed 
with anything and anywhere.

Opportunities to become indi 
tiendent in a financial way are as 
numerous, if not more frequent, 
in the country than in the town, 
and there are really fewer ob­
stacles in the way, since one’s 
time is more fully her own, and 
there are fewer interruptions 
from any source. The girl who 
can not master and overcome 
the difficulties in the country 
had better not seek to do the 
same in town.

The girl who has learned the 
tine art of neeble craft lias before 
her a rich field for porfitabk 
work. Noedlecraft in plain and 
fancy work is greatly in demand. 
Lacemaking, embroidery and 
plain sewing are 
fashionable once more, and 
dainty,artistic garments in hand­
made lingerie collars, coats, 
gowns, etc., find ready sale.— 
Farm & Ranch.
