For instance, we atl know that we ought to be careful about pass.ag 

car*, especially when another car is approaching from thj opposite direction.
And yet there possibly isn’t one of us 

who hasn't, at one time or another, moved 
over in the road to pass a car. and then 
wondered if we would get around in tune 

Now here'a an interesting thing about 
that. When we try to pass a car that’s 
going forty miles an hour, it's Just the 
same as tf we tried to pass a standinc 
string of cars 136 feet long. In other words, 
it's like passing eight can parked bumper- 
to-bumper in Ihe toad. If we try to pas' 
one going sixty, it’s like trying to pas. a 
line of more than sixteen cars standing in 

the road, and sixteen cars in a row will reach half a block. This la probably 
a new idea to most of us. If we kept it in mind, we would never pass a car 
unless we were sure that there were no oncoming cars for a good long 
distance ahead

But turning aside to pass is not the particular kind of turning that wv 
are interested in discussing here. What w e are now 
concerned with i* taking curves and corners. From 
time to time in these discussions we will And that 
the same old laws of Nature will be involved. Fore- 
in.Mt among them wilt be Ihe law s of momentum, and 
in imentum plays the major purl in going around 
curves Because momentum not only wants to keep 
us going, but going in the Mine direction When it Is 
trying to make us go straight instead of curving our 
c nirve. it operates under an assumed name, if you 
please For then we call it “centrifugal force "

Now of course we all know what centrifugal force 
Is W- feel il when we go around curves Highways 
and railrojdaaie hanked a! curv es to offset centrifu­
gal force. Aviators bank their planes at turns by tip­
ping them with the controls. But even though vve all know about centrifugal 
force, few of us realize how powerful it is, and how much greater it gets Die 
faster we go.

A MtK)-pound car making a turn of 500-foot radius, has to overcome a 
centrifugal force of oniy about 158 pounds at 20 nules an hour. But at 30 miles 

an hour, that force has grown to SCO pounds, and at 
60 it is nine times as great as at 20 . . .  over fourteen 

-<-3 hundred pounds trying its best to push us off the 
1 road! The onty thing that keeps us on the road in the 
. first place Is the friction between our tire* and the 

_ J? road. The minute the centrifugal force gets stronger 
^ --tL-tVi. than the force of that friction, off the road we go.

The trouble is that we often don’t realize how fast 
we’re gQing. On road trips, for instance, alter we 
have driven at a certain speed for a long time. It 
seems a smalt matter to increase our speed a few 
mites an hour. Then after 
same thing again. In
forward our basis of comparison till by- n;,t-*ytw* 
have lost our usual sense of how fast 'Wo' are going 
Then, the first thing we knew, r e  are face-to-face 

with a turn or even half way around it and we feel Old Man Centrifugal

v So what do we do* We ojamp down the brakes. It’s the only thing^Y 

do when we find WA^tuing too fast. But Just the same. upproachitH;

condition* permit, il Is often desirable to increase speed as we go 
around a curve. As long as our rear wheels are not being retarded, but are 
actually pushing us around the curve, our steering is effective and our car 
is under control

The tong and short of It Is that we can’t take liberties with the taws of 
momentum and centr.tugal force. Man's speed laws may not alwav* be 
observed, but Nature's speed taws always are!

Spaghetti and Mushroom*
To make the spaghetti with 

mushrooms you will need one *- 
ounce package of spaghetti. 2 ta­
bles poona butter. 1 pound round 
ateak ground, 1 medium sised 
onion, 1-2 pound mushrooms. 2 
cups canned tomatoes, 1-4 tea­
spoon pepper, 1 1-2 teaspoons salt, 
1-2 cup grated cheese.

Cook spaghetti In boiling salted 
water for twenty-five minutes, 
breaking It in pieces or cooking 
It whole aa you prefer. Drain 
and put on a heat-proof platter 
Pour over sauce, sprinkle with 
grated cheese and slide under the 
broiler long enough to melt the 
cheese. .

To make the sauce: Melt but­
ter, add onion cut In thin slices 
and cook slowly five minutea. Add 
chopped meat and cook twenty 
minutes, stirring to prevent stick­
ing and burning. Add salt and 
pepper and tomatoes and cook 
fifteen minutes longer. Add 1-2 
cup boiling water and mushrooms
