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WAGES vs. CONSTRUCTION WORK
T H E  GREATEST NUMBER of unemployed in the| 
1 State of Texas, according to a recent estimate, are 
in the skilled and semi-skilled occupations relating 
directly and indirectly to the building and allied 
trades. Texas, along with other states in the Union, 
must direct its economic revival through a revival 
of construction.

Construction in the -residential and commercial 
fields, industrial and public utilities’ programs, lower 
interest rates and removal of many restrictions on 
business, together with prevailing inequitable corpor­
ation taxes, will soon result in a complete revival of 
economic conditions in Texas.

This, however, brings up the question of the labor 
leaders, who say that construction is at a standstill 
chiefly because of a wage problem. The less construc­
tion, the higher wages . . . and the higer wages, the 
less construction! The less construction work the 
higher wages must be in order for skilled labor to | 
balance budgets through the unemployed periods, and 
the higher building wages art1 the less construction ( 
America can afford.

Better market prices for raw materials might bej 
a solution. Such an increase in the producers buying! 
jiower would give industries opportunity to pay em­
ployees higher wages, and they in turn could pay the 
cost of high construction wage.

CT,’ ASHINGTON - B  e f o r e the 
75th Congress adtourrt* and 

congressmen go home to mend 
their political nets tor the 193b 
elections, assuredly there will be 
new farm legislation embodying 
what Is said to be the best of the 
old. and even better new fea­
tures.

The new streamlined farm 
program, it Is estimated, will cost 
anywhere from 1800.000,000 to a 
billion dollars a year.

For thi* sizable outlay of fed­
eral money, farmer* are fairly 
*ure to have the present “soil 
conservation" program contin­
ued Thi* would include pay­
ment* to farmers for the transfer 
>f crop land from “soil deplet­
ing crops" to "soil building 
crops." and production quotas 
for cotton, wheat, corn, tobacco 
and rice

The old AAA voluntary ad­
justment programs probably will 
be revived with benefit payments 
for farmer co-operation which Is 
filv*n a new name: “production 
goals.” • • •
SEC RETA RY of Agriculture 

Henry A. Wallace has long 
sponsored an “ever normal gran­
ary" and it Is likely he will see 
provision made for his system in 
the new farm law.

Under such a system producers 
of cotton, wheat, com. rice and 
tobacco would store up enough 
of their crop In good years to see 
them through lean years, and for 
promises to reduce their acreage 
they would receive commodity 

- loans
A device for maintaining 

"parity price" for the farmer 
under the old AAA probably will 
be adapted tn the new law and 
described as a "parity Income" 
policy. Thus when it is not 
economically safe to boost com­
modity prices to “parity" levels, 
there will be provision for mak­
ing benefit payments to bring 
farmer Income Into line with th# 
ratio between farmer and non­
farmer incomes from 1909 to 
1914. *

Processing taxes on cotton and

Question: How union are bene 

fits payable under the old-age in 
auranee provision* of the Social 
Security Act T

Answer: Lump-sum benefit* are 
payable now to an employee if 
he has reached th* *g< of 85 since 
December 31, 1936, and hn* work 
ed in a covered occupation since 
that date. In case an employee 
has died since Decembei .11, 1936, 
and has worked in a covered occu­
pation after that date, the estate 
of such an individual i* eligible to 
file claim for a lump-sum pay- 
mi nt. In either case, the lump 
• uni will amount to 3 1-2 per cent 
of wages paid to the worker ill 
covered occupations since Decem­ber 31, 1936.

Monthly benefits will be paid 
after January 1, 1942, to  quali- 
f .c l  individuals. Qualified mill 
viduais are those who have a t­
tained age 65 and who, since De- 
ormbei 31, 1936. and before a t­
taining age 65, have worked in 
covered occupation* one day in 
i nch five different calendar years, 
and have received during such 
period at least a total o f $2,000 
A person who reaches age 65 but 
docs not become a “qualified” 
individual will receive a lump­
sum payment equal to 3 1-2 per 
cent of wage* paid to him in cov­
ered occupation* a fter  December 
31, 1936, and before he attain* 
age 65.
