My neiee found 
somebody at the sanitarium who 
told her my family had escaped 
and an old friend ’phoned that 
a friend of his had seen one of 
the Mr. McCommases and he said 
they were safe. Next morning a 
call came from my daughter say­
ing: "Mother we are still alive.”  
Something was wrong with the 
wire* and I didn’t understand an­
other word but I had heard what 
I wanted to hear. I am deeply 
thankful to have my family still 
intact while a mile away so much 
suffering occurred.

The day after the terrible 
storm was one of those shining 
ones, that made it difficult for a 
person to realise that destruction 
had raged the day before and 
wiped out a large area, taking its 
terrible toll of human lives.

I have not seen Frost but my 
sister has and tells me it beggars 
description— many have gone 
over.
