Texas’ bluebonnet covered
hills at this time of the year re-
call that the cotton blossom, in-
stead of the bluebonnet, almost
became the state flower of Tex-
as, due to the efforts of John
Nance Garner, now vice presi-
dent, but a member of the Texas
Housz of Representatives when
the official flower was selected.

Judge John M. Green of Cu-
ero left the winning wing to de-
signate the bluebornet as the
state’s official flower, according
to W. T. Carley of the Victoria
Advocate, while Garner in this
encounter was unsuccessful for
one of the few times in his politi-
cal career.

Because Texas is the banner
cotton growing state, the cotton
blossom had many advocates in
the controversy and the Garner-
Green oratory proved a real class-
ic in the annals of the Texas
House, but the vote favored the
bluebonnet. The late Barry Mil-
ler carried the bluebonnet bill
through the Senate without diifi-
culty, it is recalled.

The Texan, chairman of the
House Appropriations Commit-
ee, said he underst.od $5,000,-
000 of the ailotment would be a
grant administered ‘hrough the
bureau of reclamatior for flood
contrel and added he ‘‘assumed”
the remaining $15000,060
would be allccated on a loan and -
grant basis, perhaps the 70-5v
ratio used by the public works
administration.

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WANTED — A DIVORCE

Certain citizens of the -Texas
Panhandle and of Northwestern
Oklahoma who don’t think their
section is getting a square deal at
Austin and Oklahoma City have
put forward a plan to organize a
new state. Sixty-nine - counties
now included in Texas and Okla-
homa would be joined together
as the state of Texlahoma.

The proposal brings to mind a
similar one that was agitated
some fifty years ago ig the same
region, but for a different reason.
It was shortly after the invention
of barbed wire, and landowners
in the plains section were fencing
their holdings. Many of the large
cattle owners of the region vio-
lently opposed the practice. They
were for the open range because
it was a source of free grass and
also because fences interfered
with the driving of cattle over-
land to market.

Someone suggested that Con-
gress be petitioned to create a
new state, a cattle common-
wealth in which the building of
fences, except to a. very limited
extent, would be forbidden. The
idea took hold, and for a while
enthusiasm for the state of Cim-
arron ran high. Other than hold-
ing a few meetings, nothing came
of it. Cattlemen finally became

reconciled to the passing of the|
open range, and the building of

railroads made it more profitd-
ble to ship cattle to market than
to drive them.

An accumulation of gricvances
against the older settled portions
of the two states is responsible
for the new proposal. It arises
from a feeling of geographical as
well as political isolation. For
many years residents of the Tex-
as Panhandle have complained
that their section does not receive
due recognition from the state
government, and that the rest of
the state neiher undersands nor
cares about their problems. Ap-

parently the same feeling pre-
vails in the outlying section of
Oklahoma. '

Probably it would be useless to
deny that the resentment of West
Texans is justified to some ex-
tent. Complete -homogeneity is
impossible in a state as big as
Texas, and especially in one that
was originally settled by people
of such diverse cultural back-
grounds. As more Texans make
use of the state’s vast mileage of
improved roads, sectionalism
tends to disappear, but there are
fundamental divisions of eco-
nomic interest difficult indeed to
eliminate.

Apropos of the Texlahoma
proposal, the Dallas News de-
clares that the situation com-
plained of is real and should be
met “whenever our much be-
patched constitution is revised.”
The News suggests that it could
be met by dividing the state into
several natural regions and ar-
ranging that each have its own
autonomous government in local
affairs, with the government at
Austin bearing the same relation
to the federation as the Washing-
ton government does to the sev-
eral states.

Such an arrangement would
require readjustments much less
drastic than a subdivision into

different states would entail, :muT
undoubtedly it would be more
economical to maintain. It has
become evident that the mainten-
ance of 254 county governments
in Texas is a useless extrava-
gance which detracts from gov-
ernmental efficiency. The sepa-
rationist movement started by
disgruntled West Texans won’t
be carried to its proposed con-
ciusion, of course, but it may
hasten the redivision of Texas
into a sensible number of region-
al administrative units.—Galves-
ton Daily News.

COMBATING LYNCHING

The Senate filibuster against
the Costigan-Wagner anti-lynch-
ing bill, which has now shelved
the bill, has been in one respect
an exception among filibusters.
The = addresses of the -southern
Senators opposing this bill have
been lengthy, but in the main
they have stuck to the subject,

have contributed, along with the
speeches of the advocates of the
bill, to public information on the
problem.

There is no question but that
the object sought in the Costi-
gan-Wagner bill is a wholly com-
mendable one. Fhe suppression
of what President Roosevelt has
called “a vile form of collective
murder’” and the establishment
of orderly processes of criminal
justice are aims in which most
citizens instinctively co-operate.
Yet honest opinions may differ
as to the most effective methods.

No greater injustice could be
done to many leaders in the
South than to assume that be-
cause they oppose a federal anti-
lynching bill they condone and
defend lynching. - Tremendous
strides have been made by the
South in recent years in building
up a sentiment against mob law-
lessness and toward reducing
lynching. This has been done by
dealing with the subject as a state
and local question. '

Sknator, Edward L. Costigan
has done well"to emphasize: that
his bill is not‘dimed at any sec-
tion of the - United States. The
facts are that 4 considerable pro-
portion of lynchings have taken
place outside of the South in re-
cent years. 1t is also a.fact that
in whatever locality it occurs,
such a travesty ' on justice is a
smirch on the national reputation
and hence to some extent a na-
tional concern.

How properly to couple this
national interest with local and
state sentiment for law and order
without antagonizing and vitiat-
ing that local sentiment— on
which, in the last analysis, the
suppression of lynching depends
—is the crux of the problem.

“I realize,” said Senator Hugo
E.“Black - of Alabania, “that it
may be impossible to appeal to
those who think they know more
about the problem than those
who live with it” People have al-
ways been anxious to impress the

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BETTER HOUSING DAY
PLANNED JUNE 15th

Washington, May 22.—With
definite arrangements already
made in 26 states to break the
ground on model homes projects
as a part of the observance of
National Better Housing Day on
June 15, scores of additional
projects in other localities are be-
ing reported daily. It is hoped
that on June 15 approximately
two thousand new dwellings will
be started.

National Better Housing Day
has for its purpose the focusing
of public attention on home own-
ership and home building.

Construction of these homes
will get under way simultaneous-
1y, and when completed they will
be open for public inspection for
a stipulated period. A great ma-
jority will be eligible for financ-
ing under terms of the mutual
mortgage insurance plan estab-
lished under the authority of the
National Better Housing Act.

In connection with the ground
breaking ceremonies in many lo-
calities, programs are being ar-
ranged with the help of the bet-
ter housing committees which are
in operation in over 7,400 com-
munities.

While the model homes start-
ed on June 15 will be open for
public inspection, the homes will
eventually be sold. They will be
practicable and livable, and of
the high type of construction as
to both materials and workman-
ship, required by the regulations
governing the mutual mortgage
insurance plan.

No money will be advanced
for model home construction by
the Federal Housing Administra-
tion.

STUDENTS RECEIVE TYPING
AND SHORTHAND AWARDS

A number of local typing stu-
dents have qualified for typing
certificates at rather high speeds.
These certificates are given by
the Eldorado high school, and
are sigred by the commercial
teacher and the superintendent.
A student may qualify for a cer-
tificate only by writing a 15-
minute test with three errors or
less, which is a very high stan-
dard of accuracy.

The highest award won up to
the present time is by Cecil New-
lin, who on May 2 wrote at the
rate of 50.3 words per minute
minutes with only three
errors. - Clarice Lee is next in line
with a rate of 47.6 words per
minute with three errors.

In the stenography class,
second year typing students: Inez
Bruton has won a certificate
from the Gregg Publi Com-
pany on ten-minute tests,
writing at the rate of 55.9 words
per minute with three errors.
John E. Rodgers has qualified for
the 50 words per minute certifi-
cate from the Gregg Publishing
Company with a rate of 52.0,
with three errors.

Three students in the short-
hand class have successfully pass-
ed the 60-word per minute short-
hand transcription test. This year
is the first time that any short-
hand student has been able to
pass this test.

The test -is-sent-oul by-the
Gregg Publishing €Company, and
is five minutes in length. It is
dictated to the students at the
rate of 60 words per minute, is
taken down Dby the students in
shorthand, and is then transcrib-
ed on the typewriter.

House Joint Resolution

Proposing an Amendment to
Article 111, of the Constitution of
the State of Texas, by adopting a
new Section to be known as Sec-

Section -1, That Article 11 of

TRENDS FAVORABLE
IN STATE BANKING

Recent Figures Indicate Large
Increases in Deposits and
Invested Funds

Improvement in the condition of state
banks ‘in almost every respect during

- 1934 is shown by statistics recently as

sembled, Robert M. Hanes, President
Wachovie Bank and Trust Company.
Winston-Saleim, North Carclina, points
out in an article in ‘““Banking” pub-
lished by the American Bankers Asso-
ciation. The figures on which this state-
ment is based were gathered by the

- Committee on State Bank Research of

the association from reports furnished
by state bank supervisors throughout

- the country.

_ “Ever since 1921 the number of state
bar_xks has been declining,” Mr. Hanes
says. “Between 1931 and 1934 the de
cline was i'apid. Figures for December
31, 1934, showed that the downward
trend has not yet ended, but the de
cline last year was the smallest in
twelve years.”

There are now, he says, about ten
thousand state banks, which term in-
cludes all state chartered institutions
with the exception of mutual savings
banks. The article continues:

“Even more significant was the end-
ing of the decline of deposits in state

1 banks which had been going on since

the collapse of the steck market boom
in 1929, In recent years for which fig
ures are available the drop has been
particularly abrupt. Total deposits in
state banks declined from $20,395,762,
000 on December 31, 1931, to $15,424,

1 823,000 on December 31, 1933. The rec:

ord for 1934 shows a recovery to $17,
508,766,000 at the year-end.

Significance of Increased Deposits

“It is particularly gratifying to note
the expansion of deposits, since it was
their decline which made nececssary the
liquidation of investments, the calling
of loans, and all the other phenomena
waich go under the name of ‘deflation’
and have brought banks so much criti-
cism in recent years. It is now plain
that this was due to efforts of the
hanks to place themselves in the pos
session of enough liquid assets to meet
the growing demands of depositors for
the return of a part of the money which
had been placed on deposit.

“That this is true is borne out by the
movement of invested funds of state
banks, which has pa.raneled that of de-
posits. These invested tunds. (loans and
discounts: plus investments) for state

dits who kidnap bank employees from
their homes during the night, or break
into the bank premises and bind and
gag the employees.

The incident dramatizes the
swift change in cond'tions a few
hours of rainfall have wrought.
Within the past few days, cop-
ious rains have tallkn on the
“dust bowl’ and elsewhere
throughout the Southwest. Dust
has been converted into mud.
Channels . that were dry for
months are filled to overflowing.

Emergency  hospitals hastily
established for the neatment of
dust pneumonia victims have
been closed. Farmers who were
in the depth of despair a week
ago wait exuberantly until fields
are dry enouch for plinting.

In some localities .he life-giv-
ing rains assumed tke proportion
of cloudbursts, accompanied by
wind that took a number of lives.
Throughout the entire country
deaths bv wind and water total
20 as this is written and Red
Cross workers are inoving into
the field ‘n response to calls for
emergency relief.

A season or two of ~normal

rainfall will reveal the extent of
the permanent damage inflicted
by wind -=rosion during the
months ¢! drought. If the dam-
age proves *o be less than ex-s
pected, the federal government
will be strongly discouraged from
going ahead with the contemplat-
ed program ro combat wind ero-
sion. But the rain has not elim-
inated the conditions which con-
tributed to the drouth problem; .
it has ouly temporanly alleviated
them. Prolonged deficiency of
rainfall will bring recurring dust-
stornis until jermanent measures
are taken to control wind ero-

siomn.
