Pension Amendment

_ Draws First Place On

Ofﬁcial State Ballot

The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to pro-
vide an old age pension system
drew place No. 1 Wednesday at
a public drawing held in Austin
to determine the order in which
the amendments to be voted on
August 24 shouid appear on the
ballot.

The drawing was held in the
office of Gerald C. Mann, secre-
tary of state, in accordance with
a law passed by the last session
of the legislature.

The amendment _authorizing
commitment of persons to state
hospitals for observation without
trial by jury drew place No. 2,
and that modifying constitutional
prohibition of alcoholic liquors
received place No..3.

Other amendments and their
places in order on the ballot are
as follows:

Authorizing the submission of
constitutional amendments at
special sessions of the legislature.

Authorizing trial judges to ex-
tend suspended sentences, place
defendants on probation, and re-
voke suspended sentences for
cause.

Abolishing the fee system as a
basis of compensating public of-
ficials and substituting the salary
plan.

Authorizing the state to supply
free text books to private as well
as public schools.

In the past the secretary of
state has certified the amend-
ments to county election officials
in the order he chose, and the of-
ficials, in the absenee of a speci-
fic mandate by law, have follow-
ed the certification or disregarded
it as they chose,

PICNIC IDEAS FOR
YOUNG AND OLD

As soon as warm weather ap-
pears picnics again take the spot-
light. For young folks they are
apt to be meals prepared in the
rough and ready fashion of the
camper, while older folks some-
times prefer the delicacies of the
home carefully packed away .in
the picnic kit deluxe. ‘But regard-
less of the kind, a picnic is a pic-
nic, -and is sure to bring a good
time for all.

For the “camper style” picnic,
frankfurts or weiners have long
been a favorite, not only because
they are easily roasted on a
pointed stick over the fire, but
also because there is something
about their flavor that just seems
to fill the bill for the outdoor

meal. These placed between the
halves of buns, with mustard or
‘ketchup for added zest, prove
quite satisfying in themselves,
and need only fruit and cookies
to finish the meal.

If you are lookmg for some-
thing a bit different, tho, Inez S.
Wilson, home economist, sug-
gests that you split the frank-
furts before you start on the pic-
nic trip, spread the. cut surfaces
‘with  mustard, insert slices of
cheese, and wrap with bacon.
Fasten with -toothpicks so that
there is no danger of the bacon
slipping into the fire during the
roasting. The toothpicks are re-
moved, of course, before
cooked frankfurt is made into a
sandwich.

Lamb lends itself well to camp
cookery, and is a little unusual,
simply because not so many peo-
ple in this country have tried
roasting it over the open fire. It
is said, however, that lamb on
skewers is a favorite meat dish in
the Near East, and that it is al-
lways cooked in camp manner. So
et us take a lesson from our for-
eign friends.

Lamb, Hunter Style
The lamb is cut into 1-inch
squares.  This is then threaded on
wooden skewers at the market or
on green sticks at the picnic site.
Bacon may be skewered with the
lamb, or if you wish, onion slices,
tomatoes or mushroom caps may
be used. These then are broiled
over the hot coals.

Ribbon Sandwich Loaf

6 slices baked ham, rather
thick.

1-4 cup ketchup.

2 teaspoons prepared mustard.
1 cup grated cheese.

Place a slice of ham in a bak-
ing pan and spread sparingly with
ketchup and mustard which have
been mixed together. Sprinkle
liberally with grated cheese, and
spread another slice of ham over
this.- Spread with ketchup and
mustard sauce, sprinkle with the
cheese, add another slice of ham,
and continue until all ingredients
are used.

Manufactured thrills, the kind
that go into the making of a mo-
tion picture, can be just as potent
as the spontaneous variety. .
Take, for instance,. the river
fording sequence in “West of the |
