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Fifty Cars of Pipe Unloaded 
As First Local Development 
in Building Humble Pipe Line

W ith the arrival in Eldorado of about fifty carloads 
of pipe, representing approximately one third of the 
required amount for this locality, a start has been made 
on the building of the new Hunjble pipe line from Kemper 
to San Satsuma.

A crew, some of whom are local men, are unloading 
the pipe on lots near the depot, where it will be stored 
until it is needed on Schleicher County construction work. 
The 18-inch pipe has been shipped in on fla t cars during 
the past several days, and about twice as much more is 
expected soon.

The first actual construction work will be done by a 
crew of welders, who will arrive here possibly in about 
two or three weeks, though the date is uncertain at this 
time. T h \ men will weld two pieces of pipe together, and 
stack the long pieces into piles ready for the other crew, 
who will follow later. It is expected th a t the ditch diggers 
will not be here for over a month. -

At present the main part of the work is being done 
a t  Big Lake and Barnhart. The line starts a t Kemper, five 
miles from Big Lake, and goes to San Satsuma, near Hous­
ton, paralleling the Shell line all the way. Right-of-way 
clearing will be simplified because of the fact th a t the 
line parallels another line.

The work started at Kemper about three weeks ago. 
and it is understood tha t some of the pipe is being laid in 
th a t locality a t present.

The route runs near Eldorado, crossing the highway 
a t  a point between the ball park  and the Mrs. George 
Williams property. As this is a large line, requiring fewer 
pum ping stations, it is understood th a t a pumping station 
will not be needed in this county.

The entire project requires many men, and it is 
expected th a t during the early, spring months many of 
these will be stationed in Eldorado for possibly two or 
th ree  months.

UNPAID POLL TAX

S heriff E. H. Sw eatt, county tax 
assessor and collector, reported  on 
Tuesday of th is week th a t only 150 
persons had paid th e ir  poll taxes 
in Schleicher County, thus qualify ­
ing them selves. to vote in the elec­
tions which will come up th is year.

In  th is issue the E ldorado Suc­
cess carries the announcem ents of 
several county candidates fo r re- 
election in the forthcom ing Demo­
cratic  Ju ly  p rim ary . This should 
m ake some 600 or 700 o ther people 
realize th a t they  will be unable to 
cast a vote e ither fo r or aga in s t 
any of these candidates, if they  
don’t  ge t BUSY and see about th a t  
poll tax , says Sw eatt.

The deadline is Jan . 31.
The fac t th a t so few  poll taxes 

have been paid to th is date is ac­
counted fo r by the m ix-up which 
resu lted  early  in the p roperty  tax  
paying period from  the proposed 
constitu tional am endm ent which 
would have elim inated  the poll tax  
as a p rerequ isite  fo r voting  and 
which proposal w as tu rned  down 
by the voters of th is  s ta te  by a 
wide m argin . B ut while the m eas­
ure was still in the realm  of pos­
sibility , ta x  collectors over the 
s ta te  advised tax p ay e rs  to  w ith ­
hold paym ent of the poll ta x  until 
th e  issue was decided.

As a consequence, m any persons 
who ord inarily  pay th e ir  poll tax  
along w ith th e ir  p ro p erty  taxes, 
did no t do so th is year, and as a 
m a tte r  of hab it, have no t re tu rned  
to the collector’s office fo r a second 
visit to  take care of th is im p o rtan t 
item  since th e  election' on the 
am endm ents.

Poll taxes m ust be paid on or 
before Ja n u a ry  31st to qualify  a 
citizen to vote in the coming year.

CHILD’S HEALTH 
TO BE GUARDED 
IN WINTER

Seasonal hea lth  hazards f o r  
young children are  to  be guarded 
ag a in s t in the w in tertim e ju s t as 
carefu lly  as they  are  in the sum ­
m ertim e in the opinion of Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, S ta te  H ealth  Officer.

In the group of w in ter diseases 
Dr. Cox included influenza, tonsil­
litis, pneum onia, bronchitis, a s th ­
ma, and even d iph theria  when a 
child has no t been im munized. Any 
such disease affec tin g  a  child’s 
re sp ira to ry  or b rea th ing  system  is 
ap t to be very  sei-ious and only too 
often  fa ta l. Pneum onia often de­
velops from  a neglected cold or 
m ay follow a severe case of m eas­
les or w hooping cough. Bronchitis 
condition m ay also prove to be an 
a f te r  effect of these diseases and 
these re sp ira to ry  ailm ents are  
much m ore d ifficu lt to  com bat 
successfully than  the digestive ail­
m ents which are  prevalen t in the 
Summ ertim e and known as sum m er 
com plaints.

“These w in ter diseases are  es­
pecially dangerous to  babies and 
very  young children,” Dr. Cox 
sta ted . “N early  all of them  are  
spread from  the secretions of the 
nose and m outh. Children no t in 
vigorous health  are  n a tu ra lly  
m ore susceptible to  these com­
p lain ts and the f i r s t  line of defense 
ag a in s t them  is to  stren g th en  the 
child’s pow er of resistance aga in s t 
disease,” Dr. Cox advised. “The 
second step is to  keep them  under 
medical supervision and th e  th ird  
is to  m ake sure  th a t  they  avoid 
contact w ith  those who have 
coughs, colds o r fevers.”

S. C. S. News _________________
Ranges Im proved

R anges on the D. C. 0 . W ilson 
ranch 3 m iles w est of F t. McKa- 
v e tt have shown a  big im provem ent 
during the la s t 12 m onths.

D. C. 0 . W ilson operates the 
ranch and is w orking th rough  a 
coordinated conservation p lan w ith 
the Eldorado-Divide Soil Conser­
vation  D istric t. All of the  28,270 
acres w ere com pletely rested  th is 
year.

Side oats g ram a, little  bluestem . 
and th e  b e tte r  g rasses m ake up a 
big percen tage of the  composition 
on the rangeland. All g rasses have 
m ade an abundant seed crop, and 
an increase can be expected to  
come from  the seed nex t spring.

Mr. W ilson found in checking 
vegeta tion  on the deferred  ranges, 
w ith  ran g e  conservationists of the 
Soil C onservation Service last 
week, th a t  th ere  had been a big 
change from  la s t year. The range 
now has a good coveiuof g rass  and 
dead li tte r  which w nl hold the 
raind rops „ w here they  fa ll and add 
organic m a tte r  to  th e  soil.

Mr. W ilson plans to defer all 
rangeland  fo r ano ther year.

C onservation Increases
The Soil C onservation Service 

rep o rt fo r the E ldorado-D ivide Soil 
C onservation D istric t showed 
there  has been a steady  increase 
in p u ttin g  Soil C onservation p rac­
tices on the land.

The conservation d is tric t, of 
which J. F o rre s t Runge is chair­
m an, points ou t th a t  although 
much good has been done- there  is 
still a  g re a t deal to be accom plish­
ed. Cover crops need m uch wider 
use in o rder to  re s to re  th e  O rganic 
M atte r and N itrogen  to th e  soil, 
and m any thousand acres of range 
land need im provem ent in order to 
g e t h igher production.

D uring the p a s t six m onths, 
contour fa rm in g  w as applied on 
224 acres. The goal fo r the f irs t  
h a lf  of 1950 is 1800 acres.

There w ere 248 acres of cover 
crops, w hich included H ubam  clo­
ver, m adrid  clover, and vetch, 
p lan ted  in the p as t six m onths. 
The goal fo r th is  practice  is 250 
acres in the f i r s t  h a lf of 1950.

Crop residue m anagem ent was 
applied on 2,221 acres. This is a 
very  valuable practice as it  adds 
hum us to the soil and reduces loss 
of w ate r th rough  evaporation  and 
runoff.

R ange im provem ent came about 
by balancing the num ber of live­

stock to  the am ount of fo rage  p ro ­
duced. 57,835 acres of ran g e  im ­
provem ent w ere applied th is period.

F o rty -th ree  acres of l5nd w as re ­
seeded to  perm anent g rass. Some 
of th is w as done on old cultivated  
fields while some w as under culti­
vation  fo r seed production. G rasses 
being p lan ted  w ere K ing Ranch 
B luestem  and H ard ing  g rass. The 
goal fo r nex t period is 150 acres.

O ther achievem ents w ere 11 
m iles of level te rraces being con­
structed  and one m ile o'f jfield di­
versions being built. The goal fo i 
1950 is about 30 m iles of level te r ­
races and 1 mile of field  diversions.
