LONDON, May 31 (AP)—
Statisticlans chalked up a
1ew record today for the
RAF as a resume of opera-
tional reports showed that
British fliers had dumped
more than 7,000 tons of
bombs on Germany during
the past week in the most
furious aerial offensive in
history.

Tha precedent-smashing total of
high explosives was concentrated
on five German Industrial centers
—Dortmund, Dueaseldorf, Jena,
Essen and Wuppertal, all of which
are engaged In the production of
materials vital to Adolfl Hitler's
war machine,

Wuppertal, a Ruhr wvalley ecity
of 411,000 situated between Essen
and Duesseldorf, was the latest to
fesl the might of the RAF, which
unloaded 1500 tons of bombs on
this target Saturday night in one
of the heaviest ralds on record.

Returning pliota reported they
left fires from which columns of
smoke billowed up nearly three
miles Into the sky.

The Germans struck back in re-
prisal yesterday by making thelr
strongest daylight raids on Britaln
in some time and lost at Jeast half
a dozen planes.

The brunt of the German attacks
was borne by a town on the south-
weat coast, identified by the Ber-
lin radio as the resort center of
Torquay, which was bombed by 15
Focke-Wulf fighter-bombers. This
rald caused a conalderable number
of fatalities, including 18 children
and three Bunday school teachers
whose bodies later weres dug from
the ruins of a church. An un-
known number of children and
teachers was missing. Additional
casualties resulted when a hotel
was hit and when the streets were
machine-gunned by the ralders.

RAF bombéFs were active over
the continent yesterday, attacking
a ateel works at Mondeville, near
Caen in Northern France.

“If I can get oven as far as Ma-
nila, I ecan help cover the war
from there," I said to Harrls.

There Is no use of
all three of us geiting Interned in
Bhanghat”

Weeks before we had planned
ways and means of escaping from
Bhangal when the Japanese should
take over the entire ecity, as they
were certain to do on the first day
of war, We knew it would be
touch and go getting out, for
Shanghal was already a huge con-
centration camp. Its streets were
crisscromsed with barricades and
patrolled by sentries, and the en-
tire city was surrounded by dou-
ble lines of barbed wire. In Bep-
tember we burned most our AP of-
fles flles, after some Nazl friends
warned wus that the Japanese
army was getling Impatient and
might thke over the entire Bettle-
ment at any time, There were a
lot of data In the files that the
local Japanese had never seen,
and we knew it would go hard
with us If they ever discovered the
source of some of the storles that
had been printed in American
newspapers concerning the Japan-
¢ army and navy In China
Those stories had gons out under
Manila or Hong Kong datelines,
having been mmuggled from Shang-
hal, where the Japaness operated
an lllegal. and surreptitious mall
censorship,

In some of the smuggled stories
I had reported Japan's plans and
preparations. During the summer
and fall Japan had carried outl &
gigantic military mobilization,

Major Frank Merrill, American
military attache to Tokyo, came
over to Bhanghul en route to his
new post In Chungking, and gave
me detalls of the mobilization.
"“The Japaness have got every
able-bodied man, and some who
aren't so able-bodled, in wuniform.
They have 2470000 men under
arma, Of these 1,067,000 are com-
bat troops. Their reserves num-
ber 8,300,000, They have a total
of 10,600,000 men to draw from,
but some of those ars undoubtedly
essantial to thelr Induatry,

“They mow hava only sixtesn
divisions in Manchukuo, Since
October the first the others have
bean moving southward, probably
to Hainan Island and Salgon.
