Construction Work
On Upward Swing
For Coming Year

There can be a lot of construc-
tion work done in Schleicher coun-
ty during the next year, but it will
consist mostly of smaller buildings,
according to J. H.Mace, local lum-
ber and building material dealer
and members of the Public Affairs
Committee of the National Retail
Lumber Dealers Association.

“Larger Homes and commercial
and industrial buildings cannot be
put up without securing permission
in Washington unless they are de-
signed to require a minimum of
steel and copper, and few permits
are being approved,” Mr. Mace
said.

“On the other hand, no permit
is needed to build a single-family
home if it uses no structural steel
and not more than 1800 pounds of
other steel and 35 pounds of cop-

per, not counting fabricated build-
ing products, such as heating and
plumbing fixtures whose weight
need not be considered.

“In the case of stores, garages,
warehouses, and other commercial
and institutional buildings, con-
struction can go ahead without a
permit if no more than 4000 pounds
of steel and 200 pounds of copper
are to be used in any calendar
quarter.

“In other words, the size of a
new building, except one intended
for amusement or recreational pur-
poses, is limited only by the quan-
tity of eritical material it requires.

“Any type of repair and modern-
zation work also can go ahead
without special authorization from
Washington, provided the, neces-
sary materials are available.”

Explanation Given
On New Safety Law
Effective January 1

Public Safety Director Homer
Garrison, Jr., reminded Texas mot-
orists tonight that their licenses to
own or operate an automobile will
be suspended if they are involved
in a traffic accident and fail to
meet damage claims up to $15,-
000 when the state’s new Motor
Vehicle Safety Responsibility Law
becomes effective on January le

Declaring it “will greatly affect
the personal safety and economic
security of every man, woman and
child in the state,” Director Garri-
son gave the public its first offical
analysis of the new law since its
adoption by the last session of the
legislature. He spoke from Austin
over .a state-wide radio network
and announced that during the
next two months the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety will
fully acquaint the people with the
purposes and requirements of the
law through the press and radio
and by means of an official leaflet
that may be obtained at any ser-
vice station.

Director Garrison pointed to the
rapidly increasing number of traf-
fic accidents and public indignation
over the failure of motor vehicle
owners and operators to pay for
the damage they cause through
negligence as the reasons that
prompted the legislature to enact
the law, which closely follows
safety responsibility statutes in 34
other states. He declared the law’s
primary objectives ‘were to deny
motoring privileges to owners or
operators who do not meet just
damage claims resulting from ac-
cidents and to put chronic accident
causers off of the highways per-
manently.

In a carefully summarized ex-
planation of the law’s principal
features, Director Garrison ex-
plained its operation as follows:
The operator of every motor ve-
hicle that is involved in an accident
resulting in death or injury to a
person, or property damage to any
one person. exceeding $100, must
file with the Texas Department of
Public Safety a new report in addi-
tion to the regular accident report
that is now required by the state’s
Uniform Traffic Law. The regular
accident report must be filed with-
in 24 hours, but motorists have
up to 10 days to file the new re-
port form. Both reports are man-
datory regardless of who caused
the accident.

The law does not apply, except
with respect to filing the new re-
port form, to insured owners or
operators, provided the insurance
covers possible damage claims res-
ulting from a traffic accident, up
to $15,000. Uninsured motorists
will receive a notice from the Texas
Department of Public Safety that
they must deposit sufficient sec-
urity to cover the damage they
caused, as determined by the De-
partment. This may range any-
where from'$101 to $15,000, and
the collateral may be in the form
of cash or negotiable securities.
The deposit must be made with the
Department within a maximum of
60 days after the accident report
was filed.

An uninsured motorist will not
be required to deposit security,
however, if he files satisfactory
evidence, within the 60-day per-
iod, that he has been released from
liability, been finally adjudicated
not to be liable, executed a duly
acknowledged agreement to pay
damage claims up to $15,000, or
that his motor vehicle was legally
parked or was being operated with-
out his permission at the time of
the accident.

Should an uninsured. motorist
fail to meet any of these require-
ments within 60 days after filing

his acecident report, both his oper-
ator’s license and registration of
ownership will be suspended until
he does or until a year has'elapsed
without court action for damages
being filed. Suspension of registra-
tion will apply to all cars owned
by the defaulting motorist.

Sale of TB Seals
Launched By Gov.

Citing the “invaluable work” of
the Texas Tuberculosis Association
in fighting tuberculosis in Texas,
Governor Shivers made public to-
day a formal proclamation calling
for “100 per cent generous support”
of the 1951 Christmas Seal sale.
The campaign will be conducted by
the Tuberculosis Association from
Nov. 19 to Christmas.

In issuing his proclamation, the
Governor spoke of all “the excel-
lent tuberculosis-fighting projects
of the Association,” but singled out
the Association’s health education
programs for special commenda-
tion.

“Working on a year-round basis,
the Texas Tuberculosis Associa-
tion and +its local affiliates make
every effort to get across to the
people facts about tuberculosis
which will help them protect them-
selves against the disease,” the
Governor pointed out.

‘Mailing charges on bills, and the
record work required to keep our
list up to date eat into our subscrip-
tion receipts in increasing amounts.

We don’t expect anyone to know
when his subseription is out—but
we hope to keep our mailing ex-
penses down as much as possible.

How to Broil a Small Turkey

Use a young turkey weighing 2 to
4 pounds. Have turkey split in half
lengthwise for broiling. Break drum-
stick, hip and wing joints to keep
bird flat during broiling.

Flatten halves—skewer leg to body.
Fold 'wing tip back under wing.
Skewer wing flat against cut edge
of backbone.

Season each half turkey with
about % teaspoon salt and a sprink-
ling of pepper.

Place turkey in broiler pan (not
on rack). Brush with melted fat
and then place skin side down.

Broil slowly—place in broiler 5 to
7 inches under heat source. Regulate
heat or pan position so that turkey

just begins to brown lightly in 10
minutes. Cook slowly.

Turn and brush with fat two or
three times during broiling to brown
and cook:evenly. Total cooking time,
50 to 60 minutes for 2% ' pound
ready-to-cook turkey.

Test for doneness—the turkey is
done when meat on the thickest
part of the drumstick cuts easily
and there is no pink color visible.

Serve on warm platter with pan
drippings poured over turkey.

If giblets are served with broiled
turkey, coat the liver and precooked
heart and gizzard with fat, season
and broil just long enough to brown.

|Caution Is Needed

In Hunting Season

COLLEGE STATION, Nov. 22.—
During the next few weeks thou-
sands;of hunters will take to the
fields and woods on their annual
hunts and unless the siniple rules
of safety are followed, many will
be involved in a serious accident.
Most hunting accidents can be pre-
vented. It is'the “trigger happy”
hunters, says R. E. Callender, Ex-
tension specialist in wildlife con-
servation of Texas A&M College,
who endanger the lives of every
other hunter in the woods and
cause needless damage to wildlife.
Wild shooting leaves many birds
and animals crippled and these are
usually lost because they are never
found.

Practicing safety with guns in
the fields or woods, says :Callender,
is a good conservation practice
that applies both to humans and
wildlife. He points out that about
two-thirds of all hunting accidents
result from three causes: humans
in line of fire, mistaking humans
for game and hunting with the
safety catch off on the gun or
rifle.

According to Callender, good
sportsmanship is just using good
manners while on the hunt. It in-
cludes using the right gun for the
right game; hunting only in sea-
son and not taking more game than
can be used even though the bag
limit may ‘permit the hunter ‘to
take more. Wise hunters, he adds,
will use a trained dog to retrieve
crippled birds. The careful and
wise hunter never thrown down a
lighted cigarette ~nor leaves a
campfire burning for either may
start a destructive grass or forest
fire! He breaks matches after they
are struck and before they are
dropped to the ground and leaves
the area where he has hunted in
good condition. In other words, Cal-
lender says, he is a good house-
keeper in the woods.

Here is Callender’s code of safety
for the hunter. Treat every gun as
if it were loaded; it is usually the
empty gun—they thought it -was
empty—that takes the most lives.
Loaded guns should never be car-
ried in an automobile. The gun bar-
rel and action should always e
checked to make sure there are
no obstructions in either. The gun
should be carried so that the hun-
ter always has control of the dir-
ection of the muzzle, even if he
should stumble. The good hunter
never pulls the trigger until he is
sure of his target and never points
a gun at anything he doesn’t in-
tend to shoot.

The specialist says loaded guns
should never be left unattended
and that the hunter should unload
his gun before climbing a tree or
over a fence. Bullets fired at flat,
hard surfaces, or at objects on the
surface of water may ricochet and
hit objecets mot thought to be in the
line of fire. Last but mighty im-
portant, he says gunpowder and
alecohol should never be mixed for
the results can be disastrous.

The intelligent hunter will be
thinking how he can aid in. con-
serving the wildlife of the land so
that he and others will have areas
where they can continue to enjoy
one of America’s greatest sports in
the future. Wasteful and careless
hunting habits on the other hand,
can destroy the
protection, vegetation and even the
wildlife itself. It’s up to every hun-
ter, he concludes, to see that this
situation does mnot exist in the
areas where he hunts.
