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Congress okays U.S. 277 route for Port-to-Plains corridor
Feds’ action boosts chances o f four-lane highway through Eldorado

A long awaited upgrade of U.S. 
277 from a two-lane to a four-lane 
highway moved one step closer to 

¡ reality recently when the U.S. Con­
gress approved the nation’s bud­
get for fiscal year 2001. Included 
is the multi-billion dollar budget is 
aithorization of a route for the 
mich ballyhooed “Port-to-Plains 
Trate Corridor”. The corridor has 
beei actively promoted by a coali- 
vionof communities including El- 
Jortdb, Sonora, San Angelo and 
Lubbock.

The route approved by Con­
gress mirrors the one promoted by 
he coalition. It begins at Laredo 
tnd: travels north on IH 35 to US 
>3 at exit 13; follows US 83 to Car­

rizo Springs; follows US 277 to 
Eagle Pass, Del Rio, Sonora, El­
dorado and San Angelo; follows 
US 87 from San Angelo to Ster­
ling City where it forks; Texas 158 
carries one of the forks westward 

|to Midland where Texas 349 then 
takes the route north to Lamesa; 
the second fork follows US 87 
northwest to Big Spring and Lame- 
fa where the two forks merge back 
ogether; US 87 then carries the 
oute north to Lubbock; IH 27 
akes the route north to Amarillo; 
JS 287 takes the corridor north to

Dumas. The exact route of an ex­
tension from Dumas to IH 70 in 
Colorado has yet to be approved. 
However, the Port-to-Plains Coa­
lition supports a proposal to extend 
the road north from Dumas to Strat­
ford then across the Oklahoma 
Panhandle to Limon, Colorado, 
where it would join IH 70 and con­
tinue north to Denver.

U.S. R epresentative Lam ar 
Smith praised the route’s inclusion 
in the budget. “This is good news 
for Eldorado and all West Texas.” 
Congressman Smith stated. “Inten­
sive efforts over the last 3 years 
have crea ted  real p rogress, 
progress that will expand trade & 
business opportunities for West 
Texas. I ’ve been privileged to 
work with West Texans to make 
this day possible. More work lies 
ahead and together we will get the 
job done.”

Local leaders expressed their 
pleasure as well. “This is good 
news,” stated Schleicher County 
Judge Johnny Griffin. “Traffic on 
277 has increased greatly in recent 
years. Upgrading the road to a 
four-lane will relieve some of that 
traffic and should be very benefi­
cial to us.”

Eldorado Mayor John Nikolauk

agreed. “A lot of people have 
worked long and hard promoting 
this corridor,” Nikolauk said upon 
hearing the news. “The City of El­
dorado and Schleicher County have 
each contributed financially to the 
coalition and it’s good to see that 
our investment will pay off some­
day.”

The someday to which N i­
kolauk referred may yet be sever­
al years into the future. Officials 
with the Texas Departm ent of 
Transportation (TxDOT) note that 
the Port-to-Plains corridor route 
overlaps roads that are already pro­
posed for upgrade in the state’s 
“Trunk Road System”. However, 
no firm date for the beginning of 
the project has been set. To the 
contrary, TxDOT may alter the 
proposed route, provided the chang­
es are made prior to June 30, 2001.

That doesn’t appear likely, 
however, since the U.S. Congress 
approved designation and the route 
now qualifies for federal and state 
funding, according to Kevin Evans, 
president of Ports-to-Plains Trade 
Corridor Coalition.

Evans notes that a general cor­
ridor route from the Texas/Mexi- 
co border to Denver had to be es­
tablished before a specific route

At that time Barton denied the use 
of the prohibited substance “Lasix” 
and requested a second test.

The San A ngelo Standard- 
Times reported this week that the 
second sample concluded there 
were no signs of Lasix in the ani­
mal’s urine. The Houston livestock 
association reinstated the champi­
onships and auction proceeds to 
Barton and another competitor in 
September 1991.

Last week, after nine-years of 
legal proceedings, a jury found the 
Houston livestock association “en-

gaged in deceptive and misleading 
practices” in its dealings with the 
competitors. The jury also found 
the Texas Veterinarian Medical 
Diagnostic Laboratory, the site of 
the first test, did not act in good 
faith when testing the results. The 
third competitor was reinstated as 
winner after the trial.

Barton was awarded $50,000 
for mental anguish, $20,000 for loss 
of reputation and $90,000 in addi­
tional damages. Barton’s father, 
who is still in the club lamb busi­
ness, was awarded $20,000 for loss 
of reputation.

could be chosen. “Now we have 
the specifics,” Evans said.

The legislation, introduced by 
Representative Larry Combest, 
gives TxDOT until June 30, to des­
ignate an official route for the cor­
ridor. If the agency fails to change 
the route, then Congress’ designa­
tion will become the official route.

“The push by the Ports-to- 
Plains coalition increases our pros­
pects of getting a four-lane high­
way through Eldorado,” Mayor 
John Nikolauk said. “It corresponds 
to phase one of the Texas Trunk 
system, which by the way, is al­
ready approved by TxDOT. This 
just reinforces that and improves 
our chances.”

Unfinished ag barn forces stock show into tent
Work is progressing on con­

struction of the school’s new ag 
building.

The exhibition hall of the old ag 
bam suffered severe wind damage 
on Sept. 12,2000 and had to be tom 
down. The new structure is will be 
even larger than the old one, but with 
work slowed by inclement weather, 
the building will not be complete in 
time for this year’s stock show. At 
this point, a foundation has been 
poured and the building’s framing is 
up. The partially completed build­
ing may help serve as a wind break 
for the tent which is to be set up on 
the west side of the new building.

Due to all the changes, animals 
will not be required to be in the bams 
until the morning on the day that they 
show. Weighing in will be done at 
that time and not on the Thursday 
evening prior to the show as in pre­
vious years. Entrants will be allowed 
to take their animals home when 
they have finished showing and will

not be required to wait until Satur­
day afternoon as h  çyssîoh.

Otherwise, all divisions rules 
will remain in effect.

The Food and Project Show will 
be held in the exhibit building adja­
cent to construction. This portion 
of the facility was not damaged dur­
ing the storm.

On Thursday, January 4, 2001 
the Creative Arts entries will be 
judged from 2:00 p.m.-5:00 p.m. At 
5:00 p.m. the Creative Arts will be 
open to the public.

Friday, January 5 the livestock 
show will begin at 8:00 a.m. with 
the weighing in of goats, swine and 
steers (cards turned in by 9:30 
a.m.).

I sat there amazed. This guy 

was on stage alone. No instru­
ments. Just a m icrophone. He 
slapped his legs, his chest, his arms, 
his face and did one of the most 
fascinating rhythm performances 
I’ve ever seen. Then he got out his 
jaw harp and made it sound like a 
cross between an outback didgeri- 
doo and an electronic synthesizer. 
Then he played bones.

The highlight of the perfor­
mance to me was his lightning-fast 
tapping on the washboard. It had a 
flat piece of wood and a tin cup 
built into the bottom of it. He wore 
thimbles on his fingers to amplify 
the sound. Wow! He also played 
banjo, harmonica and steel guitar. 
He sang songs and told jokes and 
stories.

His name is David Holt. He was 
bom in Gatesville, Texas and now 
lives in North Carolina. For thirty 
years, he has interviewed folk mu­
sicians in the Appalachian moun­
tains and recorded their music and 
their techniques. In doing so, he has 
become a one of a kind entertain­
er. He performs somewhere in the 
world 220 times a year. When I saw 
him in Salado, where his parents 
live, he had just returned from the 
southern tip of South America 
where he was doing a tour for the 
state department. The week before 
that, he was in Alaska.

He has done some 95 shows for 
Public Television and has been the 
host of the Riverwalk Jazz show 
on Public Radio for thirteen years. 
He has won two Grammy Awards

and been nominated for others. He 
has recorded numerous cassettes 
and CD’s of his music and story­
telling. His documentary interviews 
with mountain people are in the 
Library of Congress.

When the family moved to Cal­
ifornia while David was growing 
up, he and his brother formed a 
dance band. David was hooked on 
music, but majored in biology in 
college because most of the men 
in his family were professional peo­
ple. But David’s pull toward music 
would not let him go and we’re all 
better off for that. His type of en­
tertaining is refreshing. He’s fun to 
watch. I had no idea 40 minutes 
had gone by during the first half of 
his performance.

David stays home the first part 
of the week, travels to entertain­
ment venues Thursday through 
Sunday. His son is a computer 
whiz. Sometiipes his father, a re­
tired engineer, joins David on stage 
and plays bones with him. His wife 
Ginny helps him. She has managed 
to get his books, tapes and CD’s 
published and into the pipeline to­
ward major awards.

Oh peas, say it ain’t so
If you’re a longtime Texan, 

chances are you had a small bowl 
of black-eyed peas on New Year’s 
Day for good luck in 2001.

For generations, we Texans 
have believed that it was an old 
Southern tradition dating back to 
what some still refer to as The War 
of Northern Aggression.

Now, the Texas Parks and 
W ildlife Departm ent seems to 
have declared open season on this 
venerable tradition. In the Janu­
ary issue of Texas Parks & Wild­
life Magazine, writer C.F. Eck- 
hardt of Sequin flatly declares the 
b lack-eyed  pea trad ition  is a 
hoax.

According to Eckhardt, the 
black-eyed-peas-for-good-luck- 
concept was cooked up in 1947 by 
one Elmore Torn, head of the Hend­
erson County-Athens Chamber of 
Commerce.

Tom, father of actor Rip Tom 
concocted the tradition to help a

food company in Henderson Coun­
ty sell canned black-eyed peas, 
Eckhardt said. If the tradition is in­
deed no older than 1947, Tom’s 
scheme succeeded beyond expec­
tations.

Eckhardt, while admitting he 
likes black-eyed peas, says early 
Southerners thought them much 
more suitable for horse feed than 
human consumption. The notion 
that good luck can be assured by 
eating black-eyed peas, he be­
lieves, is merely the result of one 
man’s clever public relations gim­
mick.

With the 77th Legislature about 
to convene, many more weighty 
issues lie ahead, but the prediction 
here is that we have not heard the 
last of this. Texans don’t turn loose 
of tradition lightly
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in the 1977 local business man Ed 
M eador purchased the Success 
from Fred Gunstead and merged it 
with his newly formed Eldorado 
Express-News newspaper. The 
name changed again in 1978 when 
Terry Neill purchased the newspa­
per and renamed it the Schleicher 
County Leader. In 1985 Gary 
Smith took over the newspaper and 
changed the name back to the El­
dorado Success.

Kathy and I bought the Success 
in 1994. That’s when I first learned 
what it means to meet a deadline.

At that point in my life, I thought 
I understood how to handle pres­
sure. Years in school and college, 
followed by even more years in the 
oilfields of West Texas convinced 
me that I could handle just about 
anything. When Gary and Cathy 
Sm ith handed over the keys,
