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County asks Hospital to
help with Meals Program

Schleicher County’s “Meals for
the Elderly” program was the first
topic of conversation Monday
evening at Schleicher County Hos-
pital District’s board of trustees
meeting. County Judge Johnny Grif-
fin was present to meet with the
board and, after giving the trustees
a brief history of the program,
asked that the hospital take over
preparation of forty-two meals per
day. Griffin explained that the pro-
gram has been active here for sev-
eral years, although the meals have
been prepared by a number of dif-
ferent groups. Most recently, the
meals were cooked in the County
Jail, with an inmate from the Tex-
as Department of Corrections
(TDC) handling the day-to-day
cooking duties.

That program is coming to an
end, however, since District Judge
Barbara Walther has declined to is-

bring another TDC cook to the jail.
That leaves in question the future
of a program which serves 10,920
meals per year to elderly citizens

sug.a bench warrant necessary to  meeting planned for February, 8,

of the county.

Griffin told the hospital trustees
that the Schleicher County would be
willing to pay the hospital to prepare
the food, which would be picked up
by Sr. Citizen director Carol Gault.
The food would be taken to the Sr.
Center, divided into individual por-
tions, then served to the program’s
forty-two participants.

Griffin further explained that
administrators from the Concho
Valley Council of Governments
have agreed to waive the require-
ment that the meals be prepared to
meet a specific menu. Instead, a
menu approved by the hospital’s di-
etician would be acceptable.

Although the board members
seemed in general agreement with
Judge Griffin’s request, they direct-
ed Administrator Ann Fagan-Cook
to investigate the matter, determine
specific costs the hospital would in-
cur and report back to them at a

2001, at which time the trustees
plan to make a final decision. That

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I am not certain how I man-
aged to do it, but somehow I sur-
vived the first thirty-three years of
my life without the benefit of own-
ing a computer. In the years that
followed, as computer technolo-
gy revolutionized the world, the
electronic gizmos had a tremen-
dous impact on my life. But, per-
sonal computers aren’t the only
technological advances we’ve
seen in recent years. Everywhere
we look, new gadgets make our
lives easier...at least that’s what
they are supposed to do.

Lately more and more people
h are complaining about something
called “‘technology overload.” It’s
a common malady afflicting mil-
lions of people worldwide. What

AUSTIN — Nothing is more
fundamental to this state’s future
than water, and progress is being
made toward the biggest water deal
ever to come down the pipe in Tex-
as. ;

The city of San Antonio and the
Lower Colorado River Authority
are moving toward an estimated $1
billion project in which water from
the Colorado would be collected in
a series of levee-encircled holding
ponds in Wharton and Matagorda
counties and then piped some 170
miles to the Alamo City.

If the LCRA board approves a
memorandum of agreement be-
tween the authority and the San
Antonio Water System, a seven-
year feasibility study will follow.

After the study, enabling legislation
still would be necessary before any
dirt moving began.

Construction of the pipeline,
four reservoirs and a treatment
plant could take another decade.

As envisioned, the plan seems
like a win-win-win proposition for
San Antonio, Central Texas and the
agricultural interests along the low-
er Colorado. San Antonio would
get 150,000 acre feet of water a

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The Sportsman's Memory Shop

Several people told me that I
ought to go see a taxidermy place
just outside Grapeland. So I did. It’s
called The Sportsman’s Memory
Shop and is owned by two guys
who have been partners for 21
years. They are Bobby Shaw and
Robin “Trap” Coppedge.

The first thing I saw when I
walked through the front door was
a big alligator on the floor. It looked
so real I thought it was alive.

"It’s twelve feet, four inches,”
says Trap. “It weighed 750 pounds
when we brought it in. We caught
him on a hook down near Bay City.
We drew on an alligator hunt and
went down there and ended up
catching that alligator and another
nine footer.”

Bobby says the word taxidermy
derives from two words: taxi, mean-
ing to move from one place to an-
other and dermy, which means skin.
“You basically have a tanned ani-
mal skin and as you put it on aman-
nequin, you’ve got to get everything
adjusted in the right places, then glue
it or staple it down to hold it while it
dries so it looks real when you get
through. It’s really an art.”

When I was there the shop had
two large elk ready to ship to Mid-
land. :

"We’ve done work for people
in Spain and Austria and Switzer-
land, just all over the world,” says
Bobby.

Their business has come a long
way since they started it in Bob-
by’s house in 1980. “We just en-
joyed going hunting together and
used to have somebody else do the
taxidermy work on the game we
brought in. Then we got interested
in it. We started skinning fish on a

butcher block in my kitchen, trying
to figure out how to mount them.
We first opened a shop at Trap’s
house, then moved out here on the
highway. We were serious about
it. We didn’t consider it just a hob-
by. We always wanted to be full
time, professional taxidermists.”

They have built the largest and
most modern taxidermy studio in
East Texas. A life-size bear greets
people as they pass by on High-
way 287 north of Grapeland. These
two master taxidermists have re-
created some rather amazing hunt-
ing scenes: a mountain lion attack-
ing a deer, two hunting dogs attack-
ing a mountain lion.

“We’ ve mounted life-size Brah-
ma bulls, lions and bucking hors-
es,” says Bobby. “We’ve even done
full safaris, where a guy will spend
a hundred thousand dollars in Afri-
ca hunting and bring thirty differ-
ent species of animals back; leop-
ards, lions, even elephants.”

Their motto is “We Bring ‘Em
Back To Life.” They do antler and
horned shoulder mounts, open
mouth animal shoulder mounts,
horns on panels and lined rugs with
head and feet. They do fish, rep-
tiles and birds. They don’t do pets.

They do a big business in
bleached animal skulls, from a ba-
boon ($150) to a warthog ($250).
Prices include mounting panels.
They also tan and dress skins for
both small and large game.

Bobby and Trap have won state,
national and world competition
awards for their work. Their busi-
ness has been so good in recent
years they haven’t had much time
to hunt, the thing which was the
basis for their partnership.

The case with Angelo State is
particularly interesting. Research
has shown that the majority of Tex-
ans, not to mention those out of
state, think Angelo State is in Cal-
ifornia or somewhere.

West Texans, of course, refer
to San Angelo as Angelo, so they
have no problem with the name.
But since West Texas had only 17 '

Hospital Board meets,
discusses Meals Program

to the next meeting of the Schle-
icher County Commissioners
Court, and would allow time for a
contract, or “inter-local agree-
ment”, between the hospital and the
county to be prepared.

Board President Judy Christian
called the meeting to orderat 8:15 p.m.
with trustees Delia Pina, Randy Man-
kin, Jim Martin, John Callison, Lanis
Mikeska and Shirley Joiner.

An executive session for the
purpose of discussing a physician
search and a rental contract com-
menced at 9:06 p.m. As the group
returned to open session they unan-
imously approved the hiring of a
physician recruitment firm on a
contingency basis. The company
will be seeking a doctor to replace
Dr. Randall Sloan, who left recently
after his contract expired. It was
further explained that if the com-
pany fails to recruit a suitable phy-
sician with whom the hospital can
agree to a contract, the company
will be paid nothing. However, a
successful search could cost the
hospital district as much as
$20,000.00.

Minutes of the meeting of De-
cember 18, 2000 and January 8§,
2001 were distributed in printed
form and were approved as pre-
sented.

Next, the board discussed the
district’s investments and directed

Assistant Administrator Beverly .

Minor to contact various banks and
brokerage companies to determine
the best interest rate available on
$140,000.00 in certificates of de-
posit that will mature this month.
-The board then reviewed the
district’s financial statements and
noted that the facility’s financial po-

sition continues to improve. Admin-
istrator Fagan-Cook explained that
the hospital’s bank account had
grown by $91,831.46 in the past
year. That figure includes revenue
from all sources, including Medi-
care, Medicaid, health insurance,
private pay and the local tax levy.
Ms. Fagan-Cook noted' that much
of the improvement in the hospi-
tal’s finapces is directly attributable
to the fact the facility enrolling in
Medicare’s Critical Access pro-
gram. Additionally, Fagan-Cook
reported a significant reduction in
payment for overtime due to
scheduling and staffing changes.
The board voted unanimously to
approve the financial statements,
accounts payable, statistics, cash
flow and bad debt listings.
Fagan-Cook then reported to

the board concerning a complaint

from a local citizen regarding the
fees charged in the hospital’s clin-

ic. It was noted that the clinic fees

are in line with area facilities and
have not been increased since 1998.

In new business, Rico Forlano,
D.C. was reappointed to the hos-
pital’s consulting staff and Marcus
Sims, D.O. was reappointed to the
facility’s courtesy staff.

The board learned that the hos-
pital’s new emergency generator
has been installed and that it is ful-
ly operational. In a related item, the
board voted to declare the old gen-
erator and propane tank to be sur-
plus property and to call for bids
on the equipment. :

Before adjourning, the board
approved a consent agenda okay-
ing policy and procedures manuals
and clinic protocols. They authorized
the payment of $1,047.00 in dues to
the American Hospital Association.
