Going into the matter further
would be circulating a petition
calling for a special city election,
and it is not likely that any group
would care to go that far.

In the meantime it is pointed
out local citizens can use the “El
Dorado” spelling if they want to
and it won’t make any difference.

Wool Fabrics Could |
Reduce Fire Hazard
In Aufomobiles

By Congressman O. C. Fisher

Improvement in safety features
of automobhiles at last
given some official recognition.
The U. S. Senate recently held
hearings on the subject, and some
good may come out of it.
Senate passed a bill the other day
to require certain safety qualities
in automobile tires that move in
interstate commerce. And other
legislation may follow. It is claim-
ed many thousands of lives can
be saved each year by use of safer
tires.

Another safety factor relates to
upholstery fabrics in both automo-
biles and airplanes. The National
Fire Protection Association figures
for 1964 show that fire occurred in
about 400,000 automobiles in that
year with a dollar loss of over
$37 million, and, of course, many
deaths.

There can be no question but
that wool and mohair upholsteries
in both autos and airplanes would
save many lives. The synthetics
are highly flammable, whereas
both wool and mohair are flame
resistant. Every airplane is equip-
ped with blankets for each pas-
senger.

I have urged the Federal Avia-
tion Agency——which writes the
safety requirements for commer-
cail planes—to do something about
this fire hazard. A recent letter to
me from George S. Moore, director
of FAA’s Flight Standards Service,
states that accelerated research is
to include flammability and 'com-
bustible characteristics of the in-
terior of aircraft. Fabrics using
wool fibers are included in these
test programs, the letter assured
me,

What applies to airplanes also
applies to all modes of transporta-
tion where there is a fire hazard.
Now that official notice is being
given to means of reducing the
extremely heavy losses occasioned
by fire, it is believed the manu-
facturers will give more attention
to the safety qualities of wool and
mohair in carpets, upholsteries,
blankets, and other fabrics.

Austin—Texas school teachers
are planning a big push for ano-
ther pay raise.

This time it will be for a $500-
a-year increase with a built-in ad-
justment to keep their salary level
equal to the national average.

They will try to sell the 1967
Legistlature on this plan—on the
heels of a $100-million raise voted
them in 1965.

=

Legislative candidates already
have been polled by the Texas
State Teachers Association. More

than half the 415 candidates res-
ponded to the TSTA questionnaire
on salary increases, retirement
benefits and a statewide sick leave
program. Of the 212 who respond-
ed, three-fourths reportedly favor
the salary plan which would move
the teachers to the national aver-
age next year and set up machin-
ery “to keep them there automat-
ically without a biennial bloodlet-
ting legislative fight.” Support was
said to be almost identical for re-
tirement and sick leave proposi-
tions.

TSTA’s salary proposal calls for
adjusting the base pay at the be-
ginning of each biennium to insure
that it remains at the nationwide
average. This likely will mean in-
creases in teacher pay every two
years since the ‘average” will
automatically rise with each Texas
hike in pay.

Recent discovery of several cas-
es of screwworms in Tamaulipas
antl an area 30 miles south of
Eagle Pass pose a threat to the
Texas border regions form El Paso
to Laredo.

“There were hot spots at Car-
rizo Springs and Uvalde last
year,” Dr. Ben Vale told members
of the state’ Animal Health Com-
mission, “and we are concerned
with two more cases reported in
Texas.”

Dr. Vale said 23 Texas cases
were reported in January, one in
February and two in March. The
last two were in the Hidalgo area.

Sterile flies now are being
flown ‘40 to 50 miles beyond Tam-
aulipas,” Dr. Vale said. But he
added that the program had diffi-
culty recently in producing enough
sterile flies to use up the single
mating period of native female
flies. Nineteen planes are used in
the program.

“Until we develop a Mexican
strain—a larger fly—we won’t get
the job done,” he said.

Better farm records are a must
in today’s farming business. They
can point the way to increased’
farm income.

Increased capital investments
and the price-cost squeeze make it
imperative that the farm manag
have improved information

f.r);'
making management decisions. The
better the records, the better the
farm planning and utilization of

available resources. They all add
up to improved management.

Accurate and improved farm
records aid the farm manager in
locating the strong and weak
points in the operation.

Good practices and profitable
enterprises, verified by records,
can be expanded while those on
the minus side can be eliminated
if corrective measures cannot be
found.

- For example, if the farm record
reveals that low returns per cow
were due mainly to below average
calf crop percentages, then a
change in management of the beef
enterprise is indicated. The record
does not reveal what change is
needed—this is the job of the man-
ager. He must determine if the
problem is due to the breeding,

mal health. By identifying and cor-
recting the weak point or points,
returns from the beef enterprise
can be increased.

Accurate farm records also pro-
vide information needed in prepar-
ing tax returns. Frequently, the
farmer’s income tax liability can
be reduced by using good records
when working with tax manage-
ment problems.

Entries should be recorded in
the record book weekly or better
each day. By keeping a close check
on activities and expenses and not
trusting them to memory, the rec-
ords will more nearly reflect the
day to day operations of the vari-
ous enterprises on the farm, and
problems related to them.

The county agent said many
good record books are available
and that he would be happy to
discuss record keeping systems
with interested farmers or ranch-
ers.

Fencing costs can be reduced by

using preservative treated wooden
fence posts. In addition to decay
resistance, properly treated wood-
en posts are more resistant to
grass fires.
Commercial pressure-treated pine
posts, which have been treated
with good preservatives like penta
or creosote are usually the best
buy. They provide superior service
at the lowest cost per year of ef-
tective life.

Good untreated posts come from
such naturally durable woods as
cedar, mulberry, bois d’are, and lo-
cust. However, caution must be
used in selecting posts of these
types because only the heartwood
or darker-coiored center portion is
resistant to decay. Because the
sapwood of these trees is not dur-
able, posts of these woods should
have at least two-thirds heartwood.

Properly home-treated pine posts
will last 25 years or longer when
treated by the method developed
by researchers of the Texas Forest
Service.
