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Follow the money — SCMC Administrative Assistant Philip Sharp is responsible for seeing to it that 
the hospital receives Medicare payments on a timely basis. He says the job  requires numerous 
phone calls and almost constant contact with the agency via the internet.

Trustees consider hospital d istrict’s 
im proving financial condition

Hospital comes within $622 o f  breaking even Feb.

Additional revenue generated 

by Medicare’s “Critical Access 
Program” coupled with an increase 
in the number of patients, is large­
ly responsible for the improving 
financial picture at Schleicher 
County Medical Center. Only a 
year ago, hospital board members 
were frantically searching for a 
means by which to keep the hospi­
tal open and operating. Now, the 
facility is enjoying an upturn in its 
economic fortunes even while 
neighboring hospitals continue to 
struggle.

The difference is almost entire­
ly due to the Critical Access Pro­
gram, as Andy Freeman explained 
to the hospital’s board of trustees 
Monday night. Freeman, a partner 
in Preferred Management, the 
company that oversees day-to-day 
operations at the hospital, was a 
strong proponent of the program 
when he convinced the hospital 
trustees to hire his firm more than 
a year ago. He was on hand Mon­
day night to go over the improv­
ing financial numbers with the hos­
pital board.

M ost local 
races are 

uncontested
City Councilman Robert Bybee 

will face challenger Jim Nance in 
the May 5, 2001 election for the 
city council seat from Ward #1. 
There will be no other contested 
races in the city, school, hospital 
district or water district elections.

Since only one person filed for 
each of the seats available in those 
races, each of the jurisdictions will 
be able to vote to officially cancel 
the election. And, on Monday 
night, that’s just what the hospital 
district did as Judy Christian, Ran­
dy Mankin and Jim Chancellor 
were declared to have won elec­
tion to the board. Christian and 
Mankin are both incumbents while 
Chancellor will be filling the seat 
currently held by Lanis Mikeska, 
who chose not to seek reelection.

In the school board election, 
trustees Berta Nicholson and Kur­
ds Homer were the only ones to 
file for the two available seats. 
City councilman Richard Mendez 
drew no challengers in Ward #2 
while former councilwoman Dora 
Bosmans was the only person to 
file in Ward #3. That seat is cur­
rently held by Eddie Rodriguez, 
who did not file for reelection.

Incumbent De Lux did not 
draw a challenger for Precinct #1 
of the Plateau Underground Wa­
ter Conservation and Supply Dis­
trict. In Precinct #4, Ronnie Sauer 
filed for the seat currently held by 
Steve Williams, who chose not to 
run for reelection.

And the numbers are looking 
better. In February, the hospital 
district almost broke even, need­
ing only $622.22 of tax revenue to 
balance the books. That’s a far cry 
from a year ago when the district’s 
tax subsidy often fell tens of thou­
sands of dollars short each month.

Freeman further explained ad­
ditional measures are being taken 
in collecting the Medicare dollars 
owed to the district. That, too, has 
contributed to the improving, if not 
yet rosy, financial picture. Freeman 
noted that Administrative Assis­
tant Philip Sharp spends much of 
his time chasing down funds that 
are owed to the hospital. Board 
members were encouraged by the 
news and took considerable time 
reviewing the numbers.

The meeting was the board’s 
regular monthly session and was 
called to order by Board President 
Judy Christian at 6:12 p.m. Present

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Old Pete Goes To Washington
The city of Muleshoe has a stat­

ue of a mule next to the chamber 
of commerce office. It is a fiber­
glass replica of a mule named Pete. 
Some Muleshoe residents got the 
idea that Pete should go to George 
W. Bush’s inauguration.

After all, George W. had been 
a friend of Gil Lamb, a Muleshoe 
broadcaster who was instrumental 
in getting the mule monument 
erected in 1965. Gil was also one 
of jdst a handful of Republicans 
around Muleshoe back then. Al­
though Gil is no longer with us, his 
spirit is always with Old Pete.

The statue was loaded onto a 
truck that was picking up items for 
the inauguration and hauled to 
Washington. Big events were 
ahead for it. At the Texas Society’s 
Black Tie & Boots Ball, one of the 
banquet rooms was transformed 
into the Muleshoe Martini & Ci­
gar Bar. Not surprising, really, 
since Rick Myers, a former Mule­
shoe resident, now a Washington 
lobbyist, was in charge of the ball. 
Rick said the ball had been in the 
planning stage for eighteen months 
and during the last month he had 
worked on it fulltime.

About a dozen Muleshoe resi­
dents went to Washington for the 
festivities. The Mayor of Mule­
shoe, Victor Leal and his wife, 
Debbie were among them. On 
Thursday night prior to the festiv­
ities, Rick had the Muleshoe folks 
over to his house for a fancy party.

"It had all the good stuff,” says 
Debbie. "On Friday morning, Rick 
was interviewed on CNN,” says 
Victor. “He talked mostly about

Muleshoe and Old Pete.”
Old Pete was fashionably late 

at the ball because his ears 
wouldn’t fit through the door. 
Some carpenter work and careful 
maneuvering had to be done so 
Pete could join the party. He was 
introduced with a fanfare and spot­
light and escorted to the stage with 
great pomp and circumstance.

Pete’s next appearance was in 
the inaugural parade. Victor was 
one of the people responsible for 
getting Old Pete to the parade stag­
ing area. Parade officials wanted 
everything ready by 4 a.m. Satur­
day. That meant Old Pete had to 
be in place on the Texas float with­
in a few hours after the ball.

"We changed from our tuxedos, 
put on jeans and loaded Old Pete 
onto a pickup truck for the ride to 
the parade area. It’s freezing and 
drizzling rain. So here are all these 
guys from Muleshoe riding in the 
back of a pickup with Old Pete at 
3 a.m. It’s really something to see 
the Washington Monument be­
tween Old Pete’s ears. When we 
came to traffic lights, some peo­
ple would look away, some would 
ask us what we were doing. It’s 
something I’ll never forget.”

Victor rode on the Texas float. 
He was the only Texas mayor to 
do so. When it passed in front of 
George W., the President acknowl­
edged with a wave and a smile.

Victor has photos and write-ups 
about Old Pete from newspapers all 
over the country. Old Pete, the true 
celebrity of the Inauguration, is back 
on his perch in Muleshoe, greeting 
visitors as they come into town.

Since it’s pretty easy for a driv­
er who sees a police officer to hand 
his or her can or bottle to a pas­
senger (assuming the officer has 
not seen the driver taking a swig), 
the current law is the legal equiva­
lent of 3.2 beer.

One point still at issue is a part 
of the bill which says it still would 
be okay to keep booze in the trunk. 
But in a pickup, or a sport utility 
vehicle the requirement is to keep 
the alcohol behind the last upright 
seat. In a pickup, obviously, that 
could still be within reaching dis­
tance.

condition of county rodeo arena, 
including grandstands, fencing, 
arena and chutes.

Livestock Assistance Program Applications
The Schleicher County Farm 

Service Agency is now accepting 
applications for the Livestock As­
sistance Program (LAP). Accord­
ing to Jan Wanoreck, County Ex­
ecutive Director, LAP regulations 
were published as a final rule on 
March 19, 2001 and sign-up will 
end on April 27, 2001. LAP pro­
vides direct payments to produc­
ers who suffered grazing losses 
due to natural disaster during cal-

endar year 2000. “Often, produc­
ers equate Farm Service Agency 
assistance with row crops. How­
ever, LAP is one of the many live­
stock oriented programs available 
to producers through FSA,” said 
Wanoreck. “We recognize that in­
dividuals who raise livestock only, 
and those who raise livestock in 
conjunction with row crops have 
suffered devastating losses on both 
accounts due to recent natural di­
sasters,” she said.

According to Wanoreck, 2001

LAP payments are available to 
qualifying counties. In Texas, 240 
counties have been approved for 
LAP, including Schleicher Coun­
ty. Eligible counties must have sus­
tained a 40 percent or greater loss 
of available grazing for at least 
three consecutive months. Losses 
may have resulted from drought, 
excessive heat, disease, insect in­
festation and other adverse im­
pacts attributed to a natural disas­
ter event.

“LAP provides assistance to 
eligible livestock producers who 
have owned or leased qualifying 
livestock for at least three months 
prior to the payment period,” said 
Wanoreck. “Producers interested 
in LAP should be prepared to pro­
vide information including the 
number and kind of livestock, 
acres, location and type of grass 
forage used to support livestock, 
and an estimated percent of graz­
ing loss.”

Eligible livestock under LAP 
provisions are beef and dairy cat­
tle, buffalo and beefalo when 
maintained on the same basis as 
beef cattle, sheep, goats, swine and 
equine animals used commercial­
ly for human food or kept for the 
production of food or fiber on the 
owner’s farm.

The secretary of agriculture is 
authorized to provide approxi­
mately $430 million in LAP assis­
tance by the Agriculture, Rural 
Development, Food and Drug Ad­
ministration, and Related Agen­
cies Appropriations Act, 2001, 
Pub. L. 105-277.
