New Laws Relale
To Molor Vehicle
Inspection Aug. 28

The Texas Department of Public
Safety would like to remind motoxr-
ists that we are fast approaching
the beginning of a new motor vehi-
cle inspection period and that the
laws relating to vehicle inspection
have been changed. Monday, Aug.
28, 1967, will start the new period
of inspection for all vehicles oper-
ated and registered in this state
except trailers and semi-trailers
whose gross weight and that of the
load carried is 4,000 pounds or
less. Until 'this year, only the
brakes, lighting equipment, horn
and warning devices, mirrors and
windshield wipers were to have
been inspected. The new law adds
several items that must be inspect-
ed now, in addition to the above.

Front seat belts have been added
as an item that must be inspected
and is therefore required equip-
ment,

Front seat belts are required on
every motor vehicle in which belt
anchorages were a part of the man-
ufacturer’s original equipment. On
American made passenger cars, all
models beginning with 1962 models
were part of the original equip-
ment and must be inspected.

Steering has also been added to
the required items. Steering will
be inspected fo rlash, to see that it
does not jam on full turns and
fluid in power steering meets the
recommended level. Wheels and
rims will be inspected for bent
rims, flanges, loose or missing
bolts or nuts or cracks or other
defects that might impair proper
inflation or operation. Another
change in this law raises the fee
for inspection from $1.00 to $1.75.

If the vehicle passes or is re-
jected, $1.75 is the fee. If a person
must have some repairs, parts or
adjustments they may take their
vehicle to the place of their choice
and have the item corrected. If
the owner then returns to the in-
spection station with the rejection
slip within one week the mechanic
need only inspect one item and
the inspection sticker will be plac-
ed on his windshield at no addi-
tional cost.

People think that the fee is fqr
the inspection sticker but this 1S
misinformation. The fee of $1.75
is for the inspection and not for
the sticker. Every motor vehicle
that is involved in an accident
where there was at least $25.00
damage done to their vehicle, the
law requires that this vehicle be
inspected again after repairs have
been made, before it is operate_d
on the streets and highways of this
state. i

The deadline when all vehicies
must be inspected is April 15,
1968. This means that every owaer
has 7% months in which to have
his vehicle inspected. The purpose
of the motor vehicle inspection law
is to discover any defect in any
vehicle that might become a link
in the chain of events leading up
to an accident, and to remove that
link and thus prevent a probable
accident.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU-
TION No. 17 proposing an
amendment to Section 49-b,
Article III of the Constitution
of Texas, so as to authorize
an increase in the total amount
of bonds .or obligations that
may be issued by the Veterans’
Land Board to Four Hundred
Million Dollars ($400,000,000);
providing for the issuance of
said bonds or obligations and
the conditions relating thereto
and the use of the Veterans’
Land Fund; and providing for
an election and the issuance of
a proclamation therefor.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 49-b,
Article III of the Constitution
of Texas, be amended so that
the same will hereafter read
as follows:

“Section 49-b. By virtue of
prior Amendments to this
Constitution, there has been
created a governmental agency
of the State of Texas perform-
ing governmental duties which
has been designated the Vet-
erans’ Land Board. Said Board
shall continue to function for
the purposes specified in all
of the prior Constitutional
Amendments except as modi-
fied herein. Said Board shall
be composed of the Commis-
sioner of the General Land Of-
fice and two (2) citizens of
the State of Texas, one (1) of
whom shall be well versed in
veterans’ affairs and one (1)
of whom shall be well versed
in finances. One (1) such citi-
zen member shall, with the ad-
vice and consent of the Sen-
ate, be appointed biennially by
the Governor to serve for a
term of four (4) years; but the
members serving on said Board
on the date of adoption hereof
shall complete. the terms to
which they were appointed. In
the event of the resignation or
death of any such citizen mem-
ber, the Governor shall ap-
point a replacement to serve
for the unexpired portion of
the term to which the de-
ceased or resigning member
had been appointed. The com-
pensation for said citizen mem-
bers shall be as is now or may
hereafter be fixed by the
Legislature; and each shall
make bond in such amount as
is now or may hereafter be
prescribed by the Legislature.

“The Commissioner of the
General Land Office shall act
as Chairman of said Board
and shall be the administrator
of the Veterans’ Land Pro-
gram under such terms and re-
strictions as are now or may
hereafter be provided by law.
In the absence or illness of
said Commissioner, the Chief
Clerk of the General Land Of-
fice shall be the Acting Chair-
man of said Board with the
same duties and powers that
said Commissioner would have
if present.

“The Veterans’ Land Board
may provide for, issue and sell
not to exceed Four Hundred
Million Dollars ($400,000,000)
in bonds or obligations of the
State of Texas for the purpose
of creating a fund to be known
as the Veterans’ Land Fund,
Two Hundred Million Dollars
($200,000,000) of which have
heretofore been issued and
sold. Such bonds or obligations
shall be sold for not less than

par value and accrued interest;
shall be issued in such forms,
denominations, and upon such
terms as are now or may here-
after be provided by law; shall
be issued and sold at such
times, at' such places, and in
such installments as may be
determined by said Board; and
shall bear a rate or rates of
interest as may be fixed by
said Board but the weighted
average annual interest rate,
as that phrase is commonly
and ordinarily used and under-
stood in the municipal bond
market, of all the bonds issued
and sold in any installment of
any bonds may not exceed four
and one-half per cent (4%%).
All bonds or obligations issued
and sold hereunder shall, after
execution by the Board, ap-
proval by the Attorney Gen-
eral of Texas, registration by
the Comptroller of Public Ac-
counts of the State of Texas,
and delivery to the purchaser
or purchasers, be incontestable
and shall constitute general ob-
ligations of the State of Texas
under the Constitution of
Texas; and all bonds hereto-
fore issued and sold by said
Board are hereby in all re-
spects validated and declared
to be general obligations of
the State of Texas. In order to
prevent default in the payment
of principal or interest on any
such bonds, the Legislature
shall appropriate a sufficient
amount to pay the same.

“In the sale of any such
bonds or obligations, a pref-
erential right of purchase
shall be given to the adminis-
trators of the various Teacher
Retirement Funds, the Perm-
anent University Funds, and
the Permanent School Funds.

“Said Veterans’ Land Fund
shall consist of any lands here-
tofore or hereafter purchased
by said Board, until the sale
price therefor, together with
any interest and penalties due,
have been received by said
Board (although nothing here-
in shall be construed to pre-
vent said Board from accept-
ing full payment for a portion
of any tract), and of the
moneys attributable to any
bonds heretofore or hereafter
issued and sold by said Board
which moneys so attributable
shall include but shall not be
limited to the proceeds from
the issuance and sale of such
bonds; the moneys received
from the sale or resale of any
lands, or rights therein, pur-
chased with such proceeds; the
moneys received from the sale
or resale of any lands, or
rights therein, purchased with
other moneys attributable to
such bonds; the interest and
penalties received from the
sale or resale of such lands,
or rights therein; the bonuses,
income, rents, royalties, and
any other pecuniary benefit re-
ceived by said Board from any
such lands; sums received by
way of indemnity or forfeiture
for the failure of any bidder
for the purchase of any such
bonds to comply with his bid
and accept and pay for such
bonds or for the failure of any
bidder for the purchase of any
lands comprising a part of said
Fund to comply with his bid
and accept and pay for any
such lands; and interest re-
ceived from investments of any
such moneys. The principal and

interest on the bonds hereto-
fore and hereafter issued by
said Board shall be paid out of
the moneys of said Fund in
conformance with the Consti-
tutional provisions authorizing
such bonds; but the moneys of
said Fund which are not im-
mediately committed to the
payment of principal and in-
terest on such bonds, the pur-
chase of lands as herein pro-
vided, or the payment of ex-
penses as herein provided may
be invested in bonds or obli-
gations of the United States
until such funds are needed for
such purposes.

“All moneys comprising a
part of said Fund and not ex-
pended for the purposes herein
provided shall be a part of
said Fund until there are suf-
ficient moneys therein to re-
tire fully all of the bonds here-
tofore or hereafter issued and
sold by said Board, at which
time all such moneys remain-
ing in said Fund,.except such
portion thereof as may be
necessary to retire all such
bonds which portion shall be
set aside and retained in said
Fund for the purpose of re-
tiring all such bonds, shall be
deposited to the ‘credit of the
General Revenue Fund to be
appropriated to such purposes
as may be prescribed by law.
All moneys becoming a part of
said Fund thereafter shall like-
wise be deposited to the credit
of the General Revenue Fund.

“When a Division of said
Fund (each Division consisting
of the moneys attributable to
the bonds issued and sold pur-
suant to a single Constitution-
al authorization and the lands
purchased therewith) contains
sufficient moneys to retire all
of the bonds secured by such
Division, the moneys thereof,
except such portion as may be
needed to retire all of the
bonds secured by such Divis-
ion which portion shall be set

aside and remain a part of’

such Division for the purpose
of retiring all such bonds, may
be used for the purpose of
paying the principal and the
interest thereon, together with
the expenses herein authorized,
of any other bonds heretofore
or hereafter issued and sold by
said Board. Such use shall be a
matter for the discretion and
direction of said Board; but
there may be no such use of
any such moneys contrary to
the rights of any holder of any
of the bonds issued and sold
by said Board or violative of
any contract to which said
Board is a party.

“The Veterans’ Land Fund
shall be used by said Board
for the purpose of purchasing
lands situated in the State of
Texas owned by the United
States or any governmental
agency thereof, owned by the
Texas Prison System or any
other governmental agency of
the State of Texas, or owned
by any person, firm, or cor-
poration. All lands thus pur-
chased shall be acquired at the
lowest price obtainable, to be
paid for in cash, and shall be
a part of said Fund. Such
lands heretofore or hereafter
purchased and comprising - a
part of said Fund are hereby
declared to be held for-a gov-
ernmental purpose, although
the individual purchasers there-
of shall be subject to taxation
to the same extent and in the
same manner as are purchas-
ers of lands dedicated to the

Permanent Free Public School
Fund.

“The lands of the Veterans’
Land Fund shall be sold by
said Board in such quantities,
on such terms, at such prices,
at such rates of interest and
under such rules and regula-
tions as are now or may here-
after be provided by law to
veterans who served not less
than ninety (90) continuous
days, unless sooner discharged
by reason of a service-con-
nected disability, on active
duty in the Army, Navy, Air
Force, Coast Guard or Marine
Corps of the United States be-
tween September 16, 1940, and
the date of formal withdrawal
of United States troops from
the present armed conflict in
Viet Nam, and who, upon the
date of filing his or her appli-
cation to -purchase any such
land is a citizen of the United
States, is a bona fide resident
of the State of Texas, and has
not been dishonorably dis-
charged from any branch of
the Armed Forces above-
named and who at the time of
his or her. enlistment, induc-
tion, commissioning, or draft-
ing was a bona fide resident
of the State of Texas, or who
has resided in Texas at least
five (5) years prior to the date
of filing his or her applica-
tion. The foregoing notwith-
standing, any lands in the
Veterans’ Land Fund which
have been first offered for sale
to veterans and which have not
been sold may be sold or re-
sold to such purchasers, in
such quantities, and on such
terms, and at such prices and
rates of interest, and under
such rules and regulations as
are now or may hereafter be
provided by law.

“Said Veterans’ Land Fund,
to the extent of the moneys
attributable to any bonds here-
after issued and sold by said
Board may be used by said
Board, as is now or may here-
after be provided by law, for
the purpose of paying the ex-
penses of surveying, monu-
menting, road construction,
legal fees, recordation fees,
advertising .and other Ilike
costs necessary or incidental
to the purchase and sale, or re-
sale, of any lands purchased
with any of the moneys at-
tributable to such additional
bonds, such expenses to be
added -.to the price of such
lands when sold, or resold, by
said Board; for the purpose
of paying the expenses of is-
suing, selling, and delivering
any such additional bonds; and
for the purpose of meeting the
expenses of paying the inter-
est or principal due or to be-
come due on any such addi-
tional bonds.

“All of the moneys attri-
butable to any series of bonds
hereafter issued and sold by
said Board (a ‘series of bonds’
being all of the bonds issued
and sold in a single trans-
action as a single installment
of bonds) may be used for the
purchase of lands as herein
provided, to be sold as herein
provided, for a period ending
eight (8) years after the date
of sale of such series of
bonds; provided, however, that
so much of such moneys as may
be necessary to pay interest on
bonds hereafter issued and sold
shall be set aside for that pur-
pose in accordance with the
resolution adopted by said
Board authorizing the issuance
and sale of such series of
bonds. After such eight (8)
year period, all of such moneys
shall be set aside for the re-

tirement of any bonds here-
after issued and sold and to
pay interest thereon, together
with any expenses as provided
herein, in accordance with the
resolution or resolutions auth-
orizing the issuance and sale
of such additional bonds, until
there are sufficient moneys to
retire all of the bonds here-
after issued and sold, at which
time all such moneys then re-
maining a part of said Vet-
erans’ Land Fund and there-
after becoming a part of said
Fund shall be governed as
elsewhere provided herein.

“This Amendment being in-
tended only to establish a
basic framework and not to be
a comprehensive treatment of
the Veterans’ Land Program,
there is hereby reposed in the
Legislature full power to im-
plement and effectuate the de-
sign and objects of this Amend-
ment, including the power to
delegate such duties, responsi-
bilities, functions, and author-
ity to the Veterans’ Land
Board as it believes necessary.

“Should the Legislature en-
act any enabling laws in an-
ticipation of this Amendment, |
no such law shall be void by
reason of its anticipatory na-
ture.

“This Amendment shall be-
come effective upon its adop-
tion.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
November 11, 1967, at which
election all ballots shall have
printed thereon the following:

“FOR the amendment to ex-

tend the Veterans’ Land

Program by authorizing the

sale of bonds to increase the

Veterans’ Land Fund for the

purpose of purchasing land

in Texas to be sold to Texas
veterans who served in the

Armed Services of the

United States between Sep-

tember 16, 1940, and the

date of formal withdrawal of

United States troops from }

the present armed conflict in

Viet Nam, which amendment

would amend Section 49-b,

Article III of the Constitu-

tion of Texas, and provide

for an additional $200,000,-

000 in bonds, such funds to

be expended in accordance

with instructions and re-
quirements that may be pro-
vided by law.”

“AGAINST the amendment }

purpose of purchasing land

in Texas to be sold to Texas

9-inch Short Pie Shell
(below)
14 cups apricot nectar

1 package (3 ounces) lemon-
flavored gelatin

34 cup sugar

1 cup chilled evaporated
milk

1 tablespoon lemon juice

Heat nectar to boiling. Stir in
gelatin until dissolved. Stir in
sugar. Cool until almost stiff.
Whip evaporated milk with
lemon juice; pour over gelatin
mixture. Beat in slowly with
electric mixer on low speed.
Pour into cooled baked shell.
Chill at least 1 hour.

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Weather conditions dn many
parts of Texas during recent weeks
have been favorable for the in-
crease in the number of screw-

. worm cases, reports the officials

of the Mission Laboratory where
the sterile flies are produced.

The County Agent’s office has
received a request from the Lab
to caution livestock producers to be
on the alert for screwworms in the
critical weeks ahead.

While cases during July have
been concentrated mainly ir the
Big Bend sector of far West Texas,
there is always the possibility that
cases may show up in other sec-
tions.

The program officials also point-
ed out that fall shearing will soon
be a major activity in many areas
of the state and advised the treat-
ing of all wounds, man-made oOr
otherwise, that might invite pos-
sible secrewworm infestations.

When worms are found in ani-
mal wounds, I strongly advise
stockmen in Schleicher county to
collect a sample and send it to the
Mission Lab for positive identifica-
tion, Should the sample be posi-

tive, immediate treatment mea-
sures can be taken to curb the
outhreaks.

During July, the Lab reported
that almost 600 million sterile flies
were released in the socuthwestern
Urited States and Mexico.

It is true that to date we have
not experienced any sCrewworm
cases, but it is still important that
worms in wounds bhe identified,
because there seems to be more
movement of cattle this time of
ithe year.

Thousands of Texas grassland
acres go up in smoke every year,
and with the hot and dry condi-
tions now existing, range fires are
a threat. ; .

The best cure for these fires is
prevention. Fire guards should be
constructed or reworked to protect
pastures and ranges from fires
which may start along highways.

Fire guards may vary in width,
bhut are usually about 10 feet w.ide.
They can be made by plowing,
disking or blading with a road
maintainer, old fashioned road
drag, bulldozer or any kind of
machine which leaves the surface
comparatively hare of vegetation.

Another good precaution is to
post signs at all ranch entrances
and gateways reminding people to
be careful with matches and cigar-
ettes. Keep the livestock sprayer
filled with water, have buckets,
sacks, shovels and other fire fight-
ing ‘equipment ready in case a
grass fire does get started.

Schleicher county is fortunate in
having an efficient and countywide
fire control program with equip-
ment purchased and used by the
Jocal fire department—but iet us
all be on the alert to prevent grass
fires.

While minerals are not
alls” they are essential along with
proteins, carbohydrates, fats and
vitamins for good animal nutriticn.

Cattle under normal grazing con-
ditions require sodium, calcium,
phosphorus, chlorine and addition-
al trace minerals. Trace minerals
are supplied in adequate amounts
from natural forage and water.

Sodium and chlorine are obtain-
ed from ordinary salt. Cattle should
have free access to salt, preferably
granular, at all times.

Calcium and phosphorus are ob-
taired in natural conditions from
green grazing foliage. Iowever,
such forages are often deficient
and must be supplemented. Unless
severe deficiency occurs, steamed
bonemeal fed free choice will sup-
ply all of the two elements needed
to supplement the normal diet.
Even though bonemeal is not al-
ways needed, most successful pro-
ducers- make it available to catttle
at all times.

Phosphorus is usually more effi-
cient than calcium and results in
loss of appetite and weight, dec-
line in milk production, poor calf
crop and failure to breed. Pro-
longed phosphorus deficiency will

cause cows to become lame and
stiff in the joints.
Should this condition occur,

phosphorus should be added dir-
ectly to the drinking water.
Minerals should be placed in a
sturdy container divided into two
sections. Loose salt should be kept

GLAZED APPLE DUMPLINGS
Makes 6 servings

Pastry:
1-1, cups sifted all-purpose
. flour
15 cup enriched corn maeal
. 1 teaspoon sdlt
24 cup shortening
V4 cup Cold water

Spicy Apples:

6 cooking apples, peeled anc
cored -
V2 cup sugar
1 teaspoon cinnamon:
V4 teaspoon nutmeg

Heat .oven to hot (400°F.). Sift together flour, corn meal and
salt into bowl. Cut in shortening until mixture resembles coarse
crumbs. Sprinkle water by tablespoonfuls over mixture; stir
lightly with fork until just dampened. (If necessary, add another
tablespoon cold water to make dough hold together.) Form

into ball.

Turn out onlightly floured board or canvas. Roll to form 2
21x14-inch rectangle. Cut in 6 squares. Place apple in center of
square. Combine sugar, cinnamon and nutmeg in bowl. Spoon
about 1 tablespoon of sugar mixture into center of apple. Dot
with butter. Bring corners of pastry to top of apple; seal edges.

Repeat for remaining apples.

Place dumplings in 13x9-inch baking pan. Pour Brown Sugar
Glaze (see below) into pan around base of dumplings. Bake in
preheated oven (400°F.) 25 to 30 minutes, basting dumplings
with glaze during last 5 minutes of baking. Serve warm with

cream, if desired.

‘For glaze, combine 2 ‘cups firmly-packed brown sugar and 1 cup
water in saucepan. Bring to a boil: simmer 3 minutes.

Actor Cornel Wilde portrays a
hunted white hunter in The Naked
Prey, which will be shown Friday
and Saturday nights at the Eagle
Drive-In Theatre, and will close
out ithe 1967 season, Then the
drive-in theater will close down
until next spring.

It’s been a few years since he
leaped over parapets as the bandit
of Sherwood Forest, or skipped

Cornel Wilde still hasn’s relaxed
in the movies.

- PUBLIC NOTICE
Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER SIX ON THE BALLOT

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 33,
Article XVI, Constitution of
the State of Texas, be amended
to read as follows:

“Section 33. The Accounting
Officers of this State shall
neither draw nor pay a war-
rant upon the Treasury in
favor of any person for salary
or compensation as agent,
officer or appointee, who holds
at the same time any other
office or position of honor,
trust, or profit, under this
State, except as prescribed in
this Constitution. Provided,
that this restriction as to the
drawing and paying of war-
rants upon the Treasury shall
not apply to officers of the
National Guard or Air Na-
tional Guard of Texas, the Na-
tional Guard Reserve, the Air
National Guard Reserve, the
Air Force Reserve, the Of-
ficers Reserve Corps of the
United States, nor to enlisted
men of the National Guard,
the Air National Guard, the
National Guard Reserve, the
Air National Guard Reserve,
the Air Force Reserve, and the
Organized Reserve of the
United States, nor to retired
officers of the United States
Army, Air Force, Navy, and
Marinz Corps, and retired
warrant officers and retired
enlisted men of the United
States Aymy, Air Force, Navy,
and Marine Corps. It is further
provided, until September 1,
1969, and thereafter only if
authorized by the Legislature
by general law under such re-
strietions and limitations as
the Legislature may prescribe,
that a non-elective State of-
ficer or employee may hold
other mnon-elective offices or
positions of honor, trust, or
profit under this State or the
United States, if the other
offices or positions are of
benefit to the State of Texas
or are required by State or
federal law, and there is mo
conflict with the original of-
fice or position for which he
receives salary or compensa-
tion. No member of the Legis-
lature of this State may hold

any other office or position of
profit under this state, or the
United States.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
November 11, 1967, at which
election all ballots shall have
printed thereon the following:

“FOR the constitutional
amendment allowing mnon-
elective state officers and
employees to serve in other
non-elective offices or posi-
tions under this state or the
United States until Septem-
ber 1, 1969, and thereafter
only if authorized by the
Legislature, if the offices or
positions are of benefit to
Texas or are required by
state or federal law, and
there is no conflict of inter-
est with the original office
or position; prohibiting
elected officers under this
state or the United States
from holding any.other of-
fice or position under this
state; and adding members
of the Air National Guard,
Air National Guard Reserve,
Air Force Reserve, and re-
tired members of the Air
Force to the list of persons
exempted.”

“AGAINST the constitution-
al amendment allowing non-
elective state officers and
employees to serve in other
non-elective offices or posi-
tions under this state or the
United States until Septem-
ber 1, 1969, and thereafter
only if authorized by the
Legislature, if* the offices or
positions are of benefit to
Texas or are required by
state or federal law, and
there is no conflict of inter-
est with the original office
or position;  prohibiting
elected officers under this
state or the United States
from holding any other of-
fice or position under this
state; and adding members
of the Air National Guard,
Air National Guard Reserve,
Air Force Reserve, and re-
tired members of the Air
Force to the list of persons
exempted.”
