City council faces soaring natural gas prices

The high cost of natural gas and 
escalating fuel costs for thé' city*s 
vehicles have wreaked havoc with 
the City of Eldorado’s 2000-2001 
budget. Much of the discussion at 
Monday night’s City Council meet­
ing centered on the topic. City Ad­
ministrator Randy Mankin told the 
council that the city had lost more 
than $8,000 in January due to price 
hikes from Conoco, the city’s gas 
supplier.

Conoco’s bill to the city for gas 
delivered in December, 2000 was 
more than $103,000.00. In January, 
that price jum ped to over 
$ 136,000.00. Mankin noted that the 
city had tried to hold the line on 
price increases to its customers by 
not passing through all of the rate 
hike. “We lost over $8,000.00 in 
January,” Mankin said. “We can’t 
keep absorbing the cost.”

The fact that the city’s gas sys­
tem is a municipal utility and not an 
investor owned utility means the 
city can’t look to its shareholders

for infusion of cash. Instead, the 
citizens of Eldorado are the city’s 
shareholders and it is they who are 
now bearing the brunt of price in­
creases.

Mankin told the council the 
city’s predicament is complicated 
by the fact that Conoco is the only 
supplier of gas available to the city. 
Lone Star Gas has a transmission 
line approximately 9 miles east of 
town, but the average daily usage 
in Eldorado, when calculated on a 
yearly basis, is less that 200 thou­
sand cubic feet (MCF), not nearly 
enough to prompt a competing gas 
company to build a pipeline to El­
dorado.

Mankin noted that the city buys 
gas from Conoco straight from the 
company’s gathering system. That 
means the gas hasn’t been pro­
cessed since leaving the wellhead 
requiring the city to run and main­
tain separation equipment and a 
dehydrator, further adding to the 
city’s costs. And, the unprocessed 
gas takes its toll on meters and reg­

ulators in the city’s system.
It was explained that the price 

the city pays Conoco is based on 
the “Spot M arket.” The cost of 
compressing and transporting the 
gas is also passed along to the city. 
In January the cost to the city was 
$10.61 per MCF. After calculating 
“line loss,” which City Secretary 
Carolyn Mayo said averages 10- 
12 percent per month, the price 
charged to city customers was $ 12 
per MCF, resulting in an $8,000.00 
loss to the city. Mankin estimates 
city customers will pay $14 per 
MCF on their February bills.

The big question, and the one 
no one could answer, is “What can 
we do?” Mankin produced a print­
out of gas futures market prices 
which indicated only a slight decline 
in prices during the summer of 
2001. Mankin proposed a 5-year 
program for changing out the city’s 
aging gas meters. He noted that 
when gas meters go bad they slow 
down or stop, resulting in a lower

Schleicher County Commis­

sioners met with architect Henry 
Tresk Monday to discuss various 
options for constructing a Civic 
Center or community building for 
the county. Among Tresk’s recent 
projects is the Sutton County Civic 
Center recently completed in So­
nora. Tresk also serves as base 
architect at Goodfellow Air Force 
Base in San Angelo.

Tresk brought with him plans for 
the construction of the facility in 
Sonora. He told the commission­
ers that that building included 15,000 
square feet of floor space and cost 
approximately $650,000.00 to build. 
The building has two offices, a 
large kitchen, a meeting room, am­
ple rest rooms and space designed 
for storage purposes. The large

central room can be divided into 
four smaller rooms by sliding parti­
tion walls. With the walls removed 
the room can seat up to 800 per­
sons theater-style, Tresk said.

After considerable discussion, 
the commissioners agreed that a 
committee comprised of local citi­
zens should be appointed to study 
the issue. The committee would 
then be asked to offer a recom­
mendation concerning just what 
kind of a facility the community 
wants. The commissioners agreed, 
however, that the any such build­
ing should not be located on the 
courthouse square.

The meeting was the first of two 
regular monthly meetings for the 
Commissioners Court. It was called 
to order at 9:07 a.m. by Schleicher 
County Judge Johnny Griffin. Com­

missioners Ross Whitten, Kirk Grif­
fin, Johnny Mayo and Bill Clark 
were present. They listened to the 
minutes of the court’s previous 
meeting which were read by Coun­
ty Clerk Peggy Williams. After 
correcting one date in the minutes, 
the minutes were unanimously ap­
proved.

Following the interview with Mr. 
Tresk, the court met with Jerri 
Whitten, County Librarian who 
asked that the court consider pro­
viding space in the proposed new 
Community Center for County 
Agents Scott Edmonson and Nan­
cy Lester. Whitten said that all 
available space in the current li­
brary has been exhausted. She not­
ed that if the two county agents 
offices were moved, the library 
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San Angelo Better Business Bureau 
offers assistance to victims of phone scam

Glenna Friedrich of the San 
Angelo Better Business Bureau 
says that the phone scam reported 
in last week’s Success is not limited 
to Schleicher County. To the con­
trary, reports from across the state 
mirror those from Eldorado. Ac­
cording to Friedrich, unwitting vic­
tims are duped into accepting col­
lect telephone calls from con artists 
associated with a high-priced long 
distance phone company. Many of 
the calls are being billed through a 
company called ZPDI or Zero Plus 
Dialing, Inc., Friedrich says.

Friedrich notes that the mini­
mum charge for such a call is $50 
with many ranging above $200, de­
pending on how long the convinc­
ing con artist can keep the victim

on the line. The perpetrator’s tac­
tics vary from pretending to be a 
relative of the victim, to claiming 
that the victim has won an expen­
sive prize. Many of the calls origi­
nate outside the United States.

Friedrich says the bogus calls 
have been so widespread that they 
are now being investigated by Texas 
Attorney General John Comyn’s of­
fice in Austin. Kirtsen Niedzwecki, 
a lawyer with the Attorney Gener­
al’s office is heading up the inquiry.

Friedrich says that people who 
believe they have been victimized 
should take the following steps. 1) 
Call your phone company to report 
the bogus collect call and ask them 
to take it off your bill. 2) Delete 
that portion and pay the remainder

of your bill. 3) Make a photo copy 
of the bill, circle the call or calls. 4) 
Write a letter detailing the problem 
while stating clearly that the phone 
call was accepted under a false 
pretense. 5) Mail the letter along 
with the photo copy to:

Ms. Friedrich has agreed to for­

ward all such letters to the Attor­
ney General’s office where they 
can be pursued for collection and/ 
or criminal charges,

Finally, Friedrich urges you to 
no accept collect phone charges 
unless you positively know the iden­
tity of the caller.

Yet, that’s exactly what thou­
sands o f people across Texas, and 
m ore than a few in Schleicher 
County, have done. Now, they are 
paying the price.

It seems the m inimum  fee for 
such a call is $50. T hat’s right, I 
said minimum. If you stay on the 
line longer, and that is exacdy what 
the hucksters want you to do, then 
the price of the call escalates dra-

Bad ole bills and camels in your tent

the Legislature in action, or to make 
your wishes known to one of the 
lawmakers from your area, it might 
be a good idea to brush up on Tex­
as Legislative Speak before you 
do.

Keeping track of the colorful 
metaphor often employed to de­
scribe the legislative process in 
Texas would have delighted Am­
brose Bierce, author of the famous 
“Devil’s Dictionary.” But Bierce 
disappeared in Mexico in 1914 and 
has not been seen since.

So here, with a nod to Bierce’s 
trailblazing lexicography, are some 
helpful terms and their definitions.

Pet Toys from Hereford's Used Cow Dealer
How about a nice pig nose for 

your dog to play with? Or a horse 
hoof? You can get them from a 
place in Hereford called Merrick
Pet Foods, Inc.

The company makes pet food 
and pet treats. The raw material 
comes from packing houses in the 
neighborhood. Merrick uses the 
things that are not fit for human 
consumption.

"So we do the tails and ears the 
noses and the chins and the hooves 
and different bones,” says Garth 
Merrick, president of the compa­
ny. “It’s all processed in such a way 
that is totally sanitary and safe for 
anything that would eat it. We’re 
in the middle of cattle country, of 
course, so it’s our hope to continue 
to utilize everything but the moo.”

Garth grew up in the business. 
He is the third generation of his 
family to be in this type of work. 
“We started out real small, just a 
couple of guys and myself and a 
couple of pickup trucks.” That was 
thirty years ago. The company now 
has some 500 employees in half a 
dozen states and supplies pet shops, 
grocery stores and farm stores all 
over North America and Europe.

"Pets are more prevalent today 
than they were thirty years ago," 
Merrick says. "People are more 
willing to buy some sort of a treat. 
And a lot of people don’t have kids, 
so they want to bring a treat home 
to their pet. Pets have taken on a 
level of importance in people’s lives. 
They’re part of the family. So folks 
are always wanting to give them 
something. These are good options 
because there’s no sugar, no salt, 
no preservatives. So they can chew 
on them. Protein-wise and nutrition-

wise, it’s good for them.”
The pet toys are wrapped in 

attractive packages. Most are sold 
retail, but Merrick does have a 
website (merrickpetfoods.com) 
and a product catalog. The Pet 
Treats Division has experienced a 
200 percent growth in the last five' 
years. Merrick Pet Delicatessens 
are located in shopping malls in 
Amarillo and Dallas. The firm is 
now offering franchise opportuni­
ties.

Garth says a hoof from a cow 
or horse makes a wonderful gift for 
a dog. "A lot of dogs are alone, so 
you can give them this and it occu­
pies them and keeps them satisfied 
rather than chewing on the fence 
or the house or the furniture. And 
we process them where we leave 
what’s inside so they get a little 
rawhide, a little bone, a little meat 
along with the hoof. It’s a long last­
ing chew.”

Merrick does a big business in 
rawhide with people who make 
drums, chairs, stirrups and whips. 
The company’s dog and cat foods 
are sold under the BEEF’n MOREr
and M errick Premium Quality 
brands. Merrick sells fresh and fro­
zen beef to zoos and offers special 
diet food for greyhounds in the rac­
ing industry.

"Our researchers and nutrition­
ists are continually working to pro­
vide the highest quality nutrition 
available in great-tasting foods and 
treats pets will enjoy,” says Garth.

The grounds at M errick are 
landscaped and filled with animals. 
It looks like a game park. “We’ve 
got peacocks and ostrich and emu 
and llamas and Indian black bucks. 
We like animals.”

Conceivably, the camel could not 
only wreck the place, he could take 
it down.

Sometimes, especially if you do 
not have a dog in the fight, it’s best 
simply to fold your tent. No matter 
if it’s a Bad Ole Bill or Sound Pub­
lic Policy, a camel can’t get its nose 
in a folded tent.

matically. So, the con artists have 
dream ed up num erous w ays for 
keeping you on the line.

First, the pose as a long lost 
relative in Mexico, or some other 
foreign country. If that doesn’t 
work, they tell you that you have 
won a prize of some sort and they 
need to take a few m om ents to 
gather some background informa­
tion before that prize can be de­
livered . T hose few  m om ents 
stretch into minutes as the scam ­
m er asks one detailed question 
after another.

W hen the person on the other 
end of the line senses the victim is 
grow ing tired o f the drill, they 
switch tactics and ask for direc­
tions to their home so the non-ex­
istent prize can be delivered. Then 
they pretend to misunderstand the 
directions and ask again, this time 
they ask the victim to speak slow­
ly so they can write down the di­
rections.

And, all along the con artist is 
making small talk with the victim,

asking about children, hobbies and 
church activities.

Feigning interest in the victim’s 
personal life is a essential skill for 
a successful con artist. And, these 
cons have been very, very suc­
cessful. Too successful, perhaps. 
Now, the Texas Attorney Gener­
al is on the trail of the scam m ers 
and I, for one, hope they are ap­
prehended soon.

In the m eantim e, the best de­
fense is a good offense. D on’t ac­
cept a collect call from  someone 
you don’t know, especially one 
from out of the country. If for some 
reason you are duped into taking 
such a call, hang up as soon as 
you can and report it to the Schle­
icher County Sheriff’s Department 
and to the Better Business Bureau 
in San Angelo.

Like I said, I can’t imagine ac­
cepting such a call but it happens 
to people all the....

I have a call on line two?
Faith Hill... You mean the Faith 

Hill? She’s calling me?
Faith Hill is calling m e from  

Tahiti!?
Yes, operator I ’ll accept the 

charges!

The Eldorado Woolen Mill 
Foundation, the non-profit organi­
zation charged with maintaining the 
historic Eldorado Woolen Mill, is 
planning a 60th Anniversary Cele­
bration at the mill on Saturday, Feb­
ruary 24,2001.

The mill, a registered Texas 
landmark, opened for business in 
1941, only months before Ameri­
ca’s entry into World War II.

bill to the customer, but short­
changing the city. Mankin said he 
thought that much of the gas sys­
tem’s “line loss” is actually attrib­
utable to old meters.

One major source of “line loss” 
has been located, however. Man- 
kin said that the city’s old rural pipe­
line, serving eight families east of 
town, has been an ongoing prob­
lem. City crews located and re­
paired nine leaks in the line two 
weeks ago, only to identify several 
more last week. All but one of 
those leaks have been repaired.

The rural pipeline is all that re­
mains of the city’s old supply line 
coming from the Page oil field, 12 
miles southeast of Eldorado. When 
the city terminated its contract with 
Cities Service, the company that 
operated the field, most of the pipe­
line was abandoned. The remain­
ing section, approximately four 
miles of line extending east from 
the Eldorado city limits, was kept 
active and used to transport gas 
from the city back out to eight 
homes on the line.

After discussing the matter at 
length, it was determined that the 
line could not be repaired and main­
tained, based on the small amount 
of usage. A motion by Toni Sud- 
duth, seconded by Richard Men­
dez, to abandon the line passed 
unanimously. The eight customers 
will be notified of the change so 
they can make arrangements to 
convert to propane before the line 
is abandoned this summer.

The meeting, which was the 
council’s regular monthly meeting, 
was called to order by Mayor John 
Nikolauk at 5:33 p.m. Rev. Walt 
Griggs, pastor of Agape Assembly 
of God led the invocation. Present 
for the meeting were council mem­
bers Sherry Lux, Eddie Rodriguez, 
Tommy Minor, Toni Sudduth and 
Richard Mendez. Councilman Rob­

ert By bee was absent.
After approval of the minutes 

of the January, 2001 meeting, the 
council reviewed the city’s finan­
cial reports then voted unanimous­
ly to amend the city budget to re­
flect the escalating price of natural 
gas. .

Assistant Utility Superintendent 
Floyd Fay then updated the coun­
cil concerning various projects un­
derway. It was explained that Fay’s 
crews have been understaffed due 
to illness, and several employees 
attending state-mandated training

schools. Fay said that during those 
times the work load was distribut­
ed among the remaining employ­
ees in such a way as to ensure the 
most vital function of the city were 
not interrupted. Projects like patch­
ing potholes and use of the wood 
chipper to clear brush piles were 
pushed to the back burner.

The Schleicher County Medi­
cal Center board of trustees met 
for a noon meeting last Thursday 
to a request by from the Schleich­
er County Commissioners Court 
that the hospital take over meal 
preparation duties for the Meals 
for the Elderly program.

Present for the meeting were 
trustees Lanis Mikeska, John Cal- 
lison, Delia Pina, Jim Martin and 
Judy Christian.

After reviewing the county’s 
request and the costs associated
