Another in a series of 100th
Anniversaries is being celebrated
here this week as Schleicher Coun-
ty turned 100 years old on Wednes-
day. The county was organized in
1901 after a petition was circulat-
ed calling for the election of coun-
ty officials and designating the six-
year old town of Eldorado as the
county seat.

Schleicher County was actual-
ly carved out of Bexar and Crock-
ett counties by the Texas State
Legislature on April 1, 1887. It
was named for U.S. Representa-
tive and former State Surveyor
Gustav Schleicher. But, since few
if any actually people lived within
county’s boundaries, it wasn’t for-
mally organized until years later.

Initially, the county was going
to be called Tilden County. That
name was proposed in a bill intro-

duced before the State Legislature
on February 8, 1887. The bill was
amended, however, and on Febru-
ary 17, 1887, at the request of the
Committee on Counties and Coun-
ty Boundaries, the name ;Tilden
was stricken and replaced by the
name Will Wilson. Twelve days
later, the name Will Wilson was
stricken by the State Senate and
the name Schleicher was inserted.
The final bill passed on April 1st
and Schleicher County was
formed.

More than 14 years later, dur-
ing the spring and summer of
1901, several men including A.T.
Wright, C.C. Doty and W.B. Silli-
man circulated a petition calling
for the organization of the county.
At that time, the judicial control
of Schleicher County resided in
Menard. The Eldorado men pre-

less.

Success publishers Randy and
Kathy Mankin were in attendance
Saturday night at the annual
WTPA awards banquet where they
accepted the awards on behalf of
the newspaper.

The highlight of the convention
came when Jerry Tidwell, the pub-
lisher of the Hood County News
in Granbury was presented with
the WTPA’s Harold Hudson
Award. The award is presented
annually to an individual in the
newspaper business who has made
outstanding contributions to the
industry.

The WTPA sponsors the better
newspaper contest each year as a
means of encouraging West Texas
newspapers and newspaper people
to continue developing their skills
and perfecting their craft.

Three local men arrested in theft of school car

Juan Olguin, 17, Juan Roberto
Rodriguez, 17, and Edward Elias,
19, all of Eldorado, were booked
into the Schleicher County Jail this
week and charged with “Unautho-
rized Use of a Motor Vehicle,” in
connection with the theft of a 1999
Ford Taurus sedan from the Schle-
icher County ISD bus barn.

Olguin had been arrested last
week and charged with “Burglary
of a Habitation” after evidence

was recovered linking him to a
July 14 burglary of a mobile home
at 109 W. Dorris Avenue. Leads
developed from that case proved
beneficial to investigators. Ques-
tioning several suspect$ soon re-
vealed that the stolen car had been
driven to Mexico.

Sheriff’s Deputy Jason
Chatham was the investigating of-
ficer in the burglary. He reported-
ly uncovered the connection be-

tween the break-in and the July 4th
theft of the car. Other information
in the two cases led to the ques-
tioning of three juvenile males.
Thus far, no charges have been
filed against the three youths, but
officers stress that the investiga-
tion into the two cases continues.

Chief Deputy George Arispe
noted that Elias had once worked
at the school’s bus barn, where the
missing car was kept.

Olguin was released on a
$5,000 surety bond and Elias was
released on a Personal Recogni-
zance bond. Rodriguez has not
appeared before a magistrate and
remains in jail at press time.

Chief Deputy George Arispe
told the Success that the Ford Tau-
rus was driven to Mexico shortly
after it was stolen. He said he ex-
pects the car to be recovered and
returned to the school.

sented their petition, bearing the
signatures of 55 county residents,
to the Menard County Commis-
sioners Court. After determining
that the signatures were authentic,
and represented virtually every
qualified voter in Schleicher
County, the commissioners agreed
to the request and issued a decree
saying that, “from this day hence-
forth Schleicher County should
paddle her own canoe.”

Following a hotly contested
election of Schleicher County of-
ficers, Menard County Judge J. D.
Scruggs, drove by buggy to Eldo-
rado. There, on July 25, 1901, he
“qualified” the newly elected of-
ficials and administered the oath
of office to each.

Ambrose Bernard Priour took
office as the first Schleicher Coun-
ty Judge. Henry J.Y. Mills was the
first Sheriff of Schleicher County
as well as the first Tax Collector.
Other officials taking office includ-
ed; F.C. Bates, Sr. - Justice of the
Peace; F. C. Bates, Jr. - County

.Clerk; C.C. Doty - Tax Assessor;

and J.L. Allen - County Treasurer.
The first commissioners court was
comprised of W.D. Ake, John Rae,
C.C. Yaws and James Garrett.

At the second meeting of the
Schleicher County commissioners
court, H. Bticklew and D. Hobbs
were appointed as Constables of
Pct. 1 and 2, respectively.

Early on, county offices were
housed in the W.B. Silliman Land
Office, located on the corner of East
Callender and South Cottonwood
Streets, now occupied by the shop
building (old fire hall) belonging to
the City of Eldorado. Then in 1902,
a wood frame courthouse was erect-
ed in the center of Eldorado. Inter-
estingly, when W.B. Silliman sur-

veyed and laid out the townsite of

Eldorado in 1895, he included a
courthouse square, six years before
there was a county in which to build
a courthouse.

The white, wood frame court-
house (see photo on Page 1) served
the county until 1917. It was the
scene of early day land rushes,
where settlers flocked to claim
government land within the coun-
ty. By 1917 the building was too
small and county leaders decided
to put the question of building a
new courthouse to the voters of
Schleicher County.

County Judge George Moss
Brown, and Commissioners C.L.
Meador, Sr., J.W. Hill, Jr., W.D.
Ake and W.S. Wooten, proposed
building a new “rock” courthouse.
Apparently, the voters weren’t ea-

ger to incur the debt of the new
building and rejected the measure
on March 24, 1917. That same
evening, the old wood frame court-
house mysteriously burned to the
ground.

Sheriff A.F. Luedecke, who
was staying in the hotel across the
street from the courthouse, report-
ed hearing the alarm and rushing
into the street just in time to see
the building’s walls collapse. For-
tunately, many of the county’s
most important records were
stored nearby in a rock vault at the
old W.B. Silliman Land Office.
County commissioners offered a
$500 reward for the arrest and con-
victions of the “party or parties
who set fire to and burned the
courthouse.” The reward was nev-
er claimed.

Until a new courthouse could
be constructed, county business
was conducted in several Eldora-
do buildings, including the jail
(currently occupied by the Schle-
icher County Tax Appraisal Dis-
trict), the W.B. Silliman Building,
the Woodsmen of the World Hall
and the Bearce Building. In 1923,
county fathers again took the ques-
tion of building a new courthouse
to the voters. This time the mea-
sure passed by a 170-61 margin.
Bonds were soon issued for con-
struction of the current courthouse.
Architect H.T. Phelps designed the
structure for a fee of $1,743.20.
The San Antonio Construction
Company was selected to build the
courthouse and was awarded the
bid of $49,960.00. A separate bid
of $3,200 was awarded for the in-
stallation of a heating system.

Now, as the historic courthouse
approaches its 80th birthday, it is
facing challenges from another
direction. New rules outlined by
the Americans With Disabilities
Act will be difficult if not impos-
sible to meet with the existing
courthouse.

Through the years, Schleicher
County voters have elected sixteen
men to the office of County Judge.
They were: Ambrose Bernard Pri-
or 1901-02; Jacob Asbury Whit-
ten 1902-10; Joab Campbell 1910-
14; George Moss Brown 1914-18;
Clarence Abram Womack 1918-
22; William Franklin Ford 1922-
27; G.D. Hines 1920-27; Herbert
Wallace Finley 1929-31 and 1935-
37; Frank McDonald Bradley
1931-35; C. S. McKinney 1937-
39; Claude Lafayette Meador
1939-51; Elvis Weldon Craig
1951-55; William Rye Bearce
1955-67; John Thomas Ratliff
1967-71; Robert Lee McWhorter

For a hundred years now,
Schleicher County has been alter-
nately blessed and cursed by the
boom and bust cycles of the ranch-
ing, farming, oil and natural gas
businesses. Historically there are
more dry years than wet ones in
Schleicher County. A dearth of
rainfall makes earning a living
from the soil a questionable ven-
ture. Still, Schleicher County res-
idents have thrived.

With no flowing streams in the
county, the first pioneers looked
beneath the ground for their wa-
ter. And, they found it when C.C.
Doty drilled the first water well in
the county. With the improvement
of windmills, a seemingly inex-
haustible supply of water was
made available to county residents
and the land flourished.

In more recent times, as
droughts have held back the water
that normally recharges our aqui-
fer, we have been forced to the re-
alization that the water supply is |
not limitless. The Plateau Under-
ground Water Supply and Conser-
vation District was formed to pro-
tect the water, first from outsiders
wanting to claim it for their own,
but also from ourselves, by en-
couraging us to conserve the pre-
cious liquid.

A long-standing tradition of ex-
cellence in education continues to
this day in Schleicher County. The
Eldorado School was established
in 1895 when the town was found-
ed. Before that there had been a
school in the community of Ve-
rand. Other schools were opened
in far flung parts of the county,
schools like Mayer No. 1 and May-
er No. 2, Adams, Lofton, CIiff,
Bailey Ranch and Kaffir. The

_Hackberry School was build near

a stage stop, about 14 miles north
of Eldorado. The Elder School was
on the I.H. Elder Ranch and the
Alexander School was built on the
D.E. Delong Ranch, about 15
miles northwest of Eldorado.
Eventually, all the schools were
merged into the Schleicher Coun-
ty Independent School District.

Today, SCISD carries on the
tradition of educating Schleicher
County children. For the last sev-
eral years the school has been rec-
ognized by the Texas Education
Agency as one of the best in the
state.

Separated by distance from
neighboring communities, Schle-
icher County residents have al-
ways found ways to care for their
own. In 1969, the Schleicher
County Hospital District was
formed and a modern hospital was
built. Through the years, the facil-
ity has grown to include a nursing
home and a clinic. Recently, while
neighboring communities have
been forced to close their hospi-
tals, Schleicher County Medical
Center has maintained its presence
in the community. By constantly
modernizing its facility and pur-

‘suing innovative ways of deliver-

ing health care in rural West Tex-
as, SCMC carries on the tradition
of Schleicher County neighbors
caring for one another.

What lies ahead for Schleicher
County? Recently the State of Tex-
as designated a four-lane highway
route to pass through the county.
That may be years in the future,

though. In the meantime, technol-
ogy has opened other opportuni-
ties. With internet service avail-
able almost everywhere in the
county and satellite and cable TV
beaming into virtually every home,
citizens of Schleicher County are
no longer cut off from the outside
world. But that may prove to be a
two-edged sword.

As more and more people dis-

cover the benefits of living in Schle- |

icher County, will they want to
change this place we love? Certain-
ly they will. Just like W.B. Silliman
and C.C..Doty set out to change it
to suit themselves, so then will the
people who will follow us onto the
Eldorado Divide. Schleicher Coun-
ty will change, that much is certain.
But the questions of how, and how
much...well, those questions are up
to us the people who follow in our
footsteps.

County wants to pursile
property swap with school

by Pat Ragsdale

The Schleicher County Com-
missioner’s Court of Schleicher
County voted Monday to pursue an
agreement with the Schleicher
County ISD to trade the county-
owned baseball field, as well as oth-
er properties, for the school’s agri-
culture barn and surrounding prop-
erties. After a motion to trade the

baseball field and adjacent lots

failed, a second motion, adding the
county’s Centennial Park to the list,
passed unanimously. If agreed to by
the school the swap would give the
county ownership of the school’s
new show barn, and exhibit hall, as
well as the property that surrounds
the compound. In return, the school
would take possession of the coun-
ty-owned baseball field where the
EHS baseball team currently plays
its home games. Also, the school
would get Centennial Park, a playa
lake adjacent to the school’s foot-
ball practice field.

Centennial Park was donated to
the county in 1995 by Holly Brame
for the purpose of making a park.
Commissioners reasoned that,
since the park adjoins school ath-

letic fields, the school would have

greater use for the property. Cen-
tennial Park is a dry lake bed which
regularly fills with water during
heavy rains. The water is drains
from the playa lake through a cave
under a bridge on FM 915.

It was noted that the trade
would give the county the show
barn and allow for the use of the
building for large meetings. Cur-
rently, since the building is owned
by the school, state law prohibits
the possession of alcohol, tobacco
and fire arms on the property. That
directly conflicts with the build-
ing’s use by the Eldorado Game
Dinner Association. Each year the

association raffles away guns at the

Now that the county has made
the offer to trade the properties, it
is up to SCISD trustees to approve
or reject the deal.

The meeting was the commis-
sioners regular semimonthly meet-
ing.

Ranchers in southwest Texas
are being asked to report recent
livestock or wildlife losses that
may be due to anthrax to the Tex-
as Department of Health (TDH) in
Uvalde at 1-830-278-7173 or the
Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion’s Area 5 office in Beeville at
1-800-658-6570, so that disease
researchers can collect tissue and
blood samples for field diagnostic
trials and an extensive study of the
anthrax bacteria in the area. This
year, the disease has killed live-
stock and wildlife in Edwards, Val
Verde, Uvalde, Kinney, Real and

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western Bandera counties. Al-
though domestic livestock may be
vaccinated, there is no approved
vaccine for wildlife.

“Several staff members from
the Centers for Disease Control in
Atlanta, Georgia, have traveled to
Uvalde to collect samples for the
studies, commented veterinarian
Catherine Tull, who works in
TDH’s Zoonosis Control in Uval-
de. “We need ‘freshly dead’ ani-
mals that died within the past three
or four hours and have not started
to decompose. Researchers can be
dispatched quickly from the Uval-
de area to the location of the car-
cass to collect samples. Ranchers
will not be expected to handle the
samples but are responsible under
state regulations to burn the car-
casses after the samples are taken.

Dr. Tull said sample collection
efforts will continue through Au-
gust 3, and reports can be taken
from ranchers from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m.
weekdays.

“The CDC and state human and
animal health agencies, including
the Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion, Texas Department of Health,
and Texas Veterinary Medical Di-
agnostic Laboratory have an inter-
est in learning more about the oc-
currence of anthrax and the use of
field diagnostic tests,” commented
Dr. Terry Conger, state epidemiol-
ogist for the Texas Animal Health
Commission, the state’s livestock
health regulatory agency.

In the outbreak area, clinical
confirmation is still pending on
two suspected human cases of cu-
taneous (skin) anthrax after two
ranchers developed skin lesions
characteristic of anthrax after han-
dling livestock. She encouraged
ranchers in the area to wear latex
or work gloves and long sleeves
when handling livestock, carcass-
es or anthrax vaccine. Dr. Tull said
ranchers should seek immediate
medical attention if they develop
unusual sores on their arms or
hands.

Anthrax is caused by a spore-
forming bacteria that remains dor-
mant in the soil until activated by
periods of cool, wet weather, fol-
lowed by several weeks of hot, dry
conditions. The bacteria rises to
the surface, where it contaminates
soil and grass. Animals, including
cattle, sheep, goats, exotic and do-
mestic deer, and horses can ingest
the bacteria as they graze. By the
time an animal displays signs of
the disease, which may involve
staggering, trembling, convul-
sions, or bleeding from the body
openings, death usually follows.

4 year-old boy hospitalized

but did not see the 4 year-old vic-
tim as he walked into the path of
her vehicle. Garza was cited by
Sheriff’s Deputy David Olivan for
driving without a license.

Only two weeks ago, a 2-year
old boy was struck by a pickup
truck while crossing the road to
visit a snow cone vending truck.
According to Chief Deputy
George Arispe, the driver of the
pickup, David Smith of Christov-
al, was later cited by Department
of Public Safety Trooper Robert
Bybee for failing to report an ac-
cident to authorities.

Schleicher County Hospital
District board of trustees meet

The Schleicher County Hospi-
tal District board of directors met
Monday evening and, among oth-
er business, appointed Anita Jones,
R.N. as Director of Nursing in the
district’s Nursing Home. Jones,
who had been assigned to the hos-
pital’s clinic, will replace Beth
Aranan in the nursing home. Aran-
an resigned her position last week.

The meeting was called to or-
der by board president Randy
Mankin at 6:18 p.m. Trustees De-
lia Pina, Shirley Joiner, Judy Chris-
tian and Jim Martin were in atten-
dance. Trustees John Callison and
Ricky Fuessel were absent. Also
in attendance were Hospital Ad-
ministrator Ann Fagan-Cook, As-
sistant Administrator Beverly Mi-
nor and Accounts Receivable
Manager Philip Sharp.

As soon as the meeting began,
the board went into executive ses-
sion. The stated purpose for the
closed door session was discussion
of physician search and delibera-
tions about real property. About an
hour later the trustees returned to
open session, without taking action
on either matter.

The minutes of the June 25,
2001 were read and approved.
Then, the board went on to discuss
the district’s financial reports in-
cluding: investments, the financial
statement, check journal, statistics

and cash flow as well as the hospi-
tal’s bad debt listing.

During the review of the finan-
cial reports, the Bad Debt listing
drew the most discussion among
board members. It was noted that
so far this year the hospital has
written off $62,137.00 in bad debt.
Methods for collecting the past due
debt were discussed and, at one
point, it was suggested that the
names of people with past due ac-
counts be published in the news-
paper.

Administrator Ann Fagan-
Cook advised the board that she
did not believe the district could
not legally publish such a list. At
that point, trustee Jim Martin asked
if the list could be posted around
town and nailed to the church
doors. Fagan-Cook replied that
collection of the debt will be pur-
sued through legal means. She fur-
ther noted that collection efforts
are being assisted by the fact that
the hospital now accepts credit
card payments.

A brief discussion of a wage
increase ended when the board
agreed to consider the topic along
with the upcoming 2002 budget.
Before adjourning, the trustees
voted to approve a revised Nurs-
ing Home Quality Assurance Pro-
gram, Lab Values Policy and Pro-
cedures and the Nursing Home Fall
Prevention Policy and Procedures.
