Reporting Can Be Important
Do you pay your bills on time? 

Have you always paid your debts 
in full? How much do you owe right 
now and to whom?

You, of course, know the answers 
to these questions. But so do Con­
sumer Reporting Agencies because 
they are in the business of collect­
ing this type of information. Every 
time you apply for credit, employ­
ment or insurance, the potential 
creditor, employer, or insurer will 
probably purchase whatever infor­
mation a Reporting Agency has on 
you.

Therefore, it is important that 
information these agencies circu­
late about individual consumers be 
as accurate and up-to-date as pos­
sible. Until recently, it may have 
been difficult for you as an indivi­
dual to determine the accuracy as 
well as the nature of the informa­
tion these Consumer Reporting Ag­
encies were including in reports 
about you.

However, you now have legal 
protection to insure your basic 
rights in this area. This is because 
of the new Federal Fair Credit Re­
porting Act which is administered 
by the Federal Trade Commission. 
You, as a consumer, are entitled 
to protection against circulation of 
erroneous, incomplete or obsolete 

(information on which an unsus- 
j pecting firm might rely in deciding 
i whether or not to do business with 
you or to offer you employment.

Some of the most significant of 
your rights as a consumer are:

1. The right to know the nature 
and substance of all the informa­
tion (except medical) in your file 
at the particular Consumer Report­
ing Agency.

2. The right to know the sources 
of information.

3. The right to know who has re­
ceived a Consumer Report on you 
within the last six months (or with-

There is a major change in the 
school advance sign and the school 
crossing sign. These signs will now 
be pentagon in shape, with the fig­
ures of two school children being 
shown in black on a yellow back­
ground.

Color will become more impor­
tant in the new system.

Red will indicate stop or a pro­
hibition, green will show movement 
permitted or give directional guid­
ance, blue will signify motorist 
services, yellow will indicate a gen­
eral warning, and black on white 
will be used for regulatory signs 
such as those for speed limits and 
for most guide and destination 
signs.

In addition, orange (a new color 
in the manual) will convey cons­
truction and maintenance warn­
ings.

The new traffic control devices 
manual also indicates major ad- 

■ justments in the use of color lines 
for pavement markings.

White broken lane lines will re­
main on divided, multiple-lane 
highways such as Interstate High­
ways. The white broken line will 
denote that there is more than one 
lane, but that traffic in all lanes 
travels in the same direction. 
Solid white lines will be used for 
edge lining on two-way roadways, 
crosswalks and road markings.

Yellow striping will be used a 
great deal more than in the past 
and will denote two-way traffic 
The combination of broken and so­
lid yellow stripes will indicate to 
the motorist what is permitted.

A yellow broken centerline will 
mark the division of the road where 
passing is permitted. A solid yel­
low line to the right of a broken 
yellow centerline will mean no 
passing is allowed for traffic in 
that lane. Double solid yellow lines 
will denote the center line of an 
undivided multilane highway where 
no pnssine is allowed by vehicles 
in either direction.

THE CRUCIFIXION
As the crowd led Jesus away 

to his death, Simon of Cyrene, 
who was just coming into Je­
rusalem from the country, was 
forced to follow, carrying Jesus’ 
cross.

By now 
it was noon, and darkness fell 
across the whole land for three 
hours, until three o’clock. The 
light from the sun was gone...

You pay additional money 
for the whirling, ^xtra- ingredients 
and any eth°r additional processes 
needed to make the margarine 
r^dy-to-spread, fluffy, or low-cal­
orie.

Anoth°r difference between the 
whipped and regular types of mar­
garine is the vob’m0 n°r w°ight. 
For example, one pound of regular 
mararine contains two cuds of 
mararine. A pound of whippQd 
mararin^ contains three cups be­
cause milk and air have been ad­
ded.

This difference poses a problem 
wh'm bakine since the cook can’t 
substitute ono-half cup of whipped 
margarine for one-half cup of 
regular margarine or butter. If 
the substitution was made, the 
bakpd Deduct would not contain 
enough fat and would contain too 
much liquid.

Whipped margarine, although it 
is more costlv is convenient when­
ever you desire a soft, fluffy 
spread. However, choose the regu­
lar tvpe of margarine if you want 
a better buv for your money or if 
vou want to use margarine for 
baking.

Combine milk, water and

Increased damage caused by the 
boll weevil in several Rolling 
Plains counties has generated in­
terest in diapause boll weevil con­
trol. Diapause boll weevil control 
is primarily aimed at those weevils 
which will leave the field in the 
fall, go into ground trash and pass 
the winter. By limiting the number 
of these weevils that are able to 
build up large enough fat reserves 
to pass the winter, the damage caus­
ed by the boll weevil the following 
season can be decreased greatly.

Another advantage of controlling 
weevils using the diapause boll 
weevil control method is that the 
insecticides applied for control will 
be applied during September and 
October. At this time destruction of 
beneficial populations are not like­
ly to lead to a major bollworm out­
break.

If properly planned and carried 
out, diapause boll weevil control 
offers the following advantages as 
compared to conventional in-season 
weevil control:

a. The cost of the insecticide and 
application can be reduced.

b. Other pest problems, particu­
larly tobacco budworms and boll- 
worms, are commonly reduced and 
may be eliminated due to the es­
tablishment and development of 
parasites and predators populations 
in the absence of previously re­
quired in-season boll weevil con­
trol applications.

c. Adverse weath°r conditions 
does not commonly influence the 
effectiveness of diapause weevil ap­
plications as mnrk°dlv as do°s late 
season w°evil control applications. 
This is dim to a morQ flexible 
length in time between applications 
in a diapause boll weevil control 
program.

In a diapause boll wopvil control 
program all cotton fields in a giv­
en area must be treated to r°duc° 
the potential overwintering weevil 
populations. An eff°ctive spray 
schedule of 10 to 14 days must be 
followed to prevent diapausingboll 
weevils in the field from being 
able to build up sufficient fat re­
serves to allow them to pass the 
winter.

To be effective. th°r° has to be 
a near 100% participation in a dia­
pause boll weevil control program 
within a given ar°a. This is so the 
entire overwintering boll wof>vil 
population will be cut and indivi­
dual fields will not be producing 
weevils capable of passing the 
winter and infesting nQighboriug 
fields will not be producing weevils 
capable of passing the winter and 
infesting neighboring fields the 
following spring. One field left out

of the diapause boll weevil control 
program can reduce the effective­
ness of the program immeasurably.

Overwintering boll weevils are 
known to fly a number of miles 
from hibernation sites. The requir­
ed isolation distance has not 
been specifically d^twmined. It 
h°s been establish°fl that the grea­
t s  distances a field or diapause 
area is from untreated fields, the 
grsat°r the reduction in migrating 
overwintering weevils the following 
spring. In select°d diapause boll 
weevil control program sites, nat­
ural barriers should be sought that 
off^r as much isolation from other 
untreat°d cotton producing areas 
as possible. As the isolation dis­
tance* is decreased the number of 
migrating overwintering weevils 
will lik°lv increase.

The fields on th° margins of the 
diapsus° boll weevil control area 
would b° expected to support the 
overwmtring boll weevil popula­
tions the following soring. Limit­
ed earlv season applications for 
overwintering boll weevil control 
mcy b* required in th°s° fields.

In diapause boll weevil control 
program sdesighed for the Rolling 
Plains area, three or four applica­
tions at 10-14 dav intervals would 
probablv be reauir°d. T°n to 14 
days aftm the lvst spnlieation is 
made, a desiccant or defoliant com­
bined with mrthvl pwathion or 
guthion would be required to stop 
the growth of cotton and to kill 
rlirrsousin!? holl weevils th"t may 
be in the field at that time. Harvest 
should b° completed as soon as pos­
sible and stalks should be destroy­
ed and plowed under to prevent the 
re-growth of cotton. Methyl para- 
tbr,m or euthion will combine well 
with phosphate-type defoliants and 
pus' '" ’ c ar»’ d. However, th°se ma­
terials should not be mixed with 
sodium chlorate tvpe defoliants be­
cause these combinations pose an 
extreme fire hazard.

The cost of a diapause boll wee­
vil control program might be as 
follows. The cost p'W acre for the 
thre apolications of ultra low vol­
ume malathion at $1.50 nr applica­
tion would be $4.50. This would 
rpresent about 20 pounds of cotton 
lint at 22c n°r pound. One-fourth 
pound of guthion Cone pint of the 
2 lb. gallon formulation to be ap­
plied with a defoliant or desiccant 
would cost 90c. This repr°sents 
about 5 uounds of cotton lint at 
22c lb. The total cost would be 
$5.46.

Records EssntSal For Tax Time
Now that it’s income tax reporting 

time, the need for better records 
becomes apparent. So start the new 
year off right by keeping well-or­
ganized records for the 1972 return

An orderly record system makes 
filling out a tax return a matter of 
coordinating the information that 
you have kept during the year. 
There are many different and suit- 
abl record systems available from 
machinery, chemical and other ag­
ricultural supply dealers, printers 
and office supply firms firms, and 
government agency offices, includ­
ing the county Extension office. 
Regardless of the system you choose 
it should have sections or columns 
that correspond to the income tax 
forms.

Business records are required for 
tax reports, social security or self- 
employment tax records, and oc­
casionally for verification of farm 
program requirments or special re­
ports. Shuch records are also need­
ed for employee information if 
your employees are covered by the 
minimum wage law.

A business record usually includ­
es at least two parts—one for or­
dinary operating expnses and in­
come and one for capital sales and 
depreciation of capital assets.

Personal records of family ex­
penses are needed if you itemize 
deductions. Thse are also valuable 
for budgeting family living expnses

A series of file folders for re­
ceipts, invoices, deposits, bank 
statements and other materials can 
be placed in a box or filing cabiuet 
for convenience and for future re­
ference. Remember that it’s easier 
to work and keep records if they 
are easily accessible. Many of us 
tend to put off things if they aren’t 
convenient.

A filing system doesn’t have to 
be complicated to be efficient. Keep 
it simnle and it will be easier to 
use when tax time comes around 
next year. However, be sure that 
your records are specific enough 
to meet your needs.
Ornamentals Need Pruning 
And Training

Ornamental plants in your home 
should be pruned annually and 
trained to insure a more beautiful 
plant.

The tvpe and amount of pruning 
and training will vary greatly. It’s 
important for ornamental plant 
growers to know how to prune each 
plant on their property.

His first suggestion is to study 
the growth habits and flowering 
characteristics of the plant. Prac­
tice removing stems and branches. 
Then observe the effect of your 
pruning on the sh°t>e, vigor and 
flowering of the plant. Proper 
pruning makes for a young and 
beautiful plant for many years.

Think of your plants in groups 
rather than as individuals. Group 
plants according to similar flower­
ing habits, growing conditions or 
those which have similar uses. Each 
group requires a special type of 
pruning. It’s easier for the grower 
to remember special pruning me­
thods for particular groups of 
plants than for each individual 
group.

All plants can be classified as 
evergreen or deciduous. Evergreens 
retain their leaves or needles all 
through the year while the decidu­
ous plants drop their leaves in the 
fall and replace them in the spring.

Evergreens are divided into 
narrow-leaf and broad-leaf plants. 
Deciduous plants are divided into 
groups which produce flowers in 
early spring on stems grown in the 
past year, and those which bloom 
lat°r on new wood.

He suggests light pruning of 
broad-leafed evergreens anytime 
during the year; however, severe 
pruning should be done during 
winter. Narrow-leafed evergreens 
such as pines and junipers should 
be pruned during the late spring 
following the first flush of growth.
