A detailed study of the city’s
financial status topped the agenda
at Monday night’s meeting of the
Eldorado City Council. It’s budget
time again and the council re-
viewed revenues and expenditures
for the 2001 fiscal year.

Mayor John Nikolauk called
the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
with council persons Richard Men-
dez, Dora Bosmans, Tommy Mi-
nor, Toni Sudduth and Robert By-
bee in attendance. City Secretary
Carolyn Mayo, whose responsibil-
ities include keeping the city’s

books, made her report and offered
a number of suggestions as the
council began work on the 2002
budget.

City Administrator Randy
Mankin'explained that taxable val-
ues within the city declined in the
past year. In 2001, the city collect-
ed $198,611.68 in tax revenue. For
the city to collect the same amount
in 2002, the tax rate will have to
increase by almost 2 cents. Man-
kin noted that while county-wide
taxing entities like the school, hos-
pital district and county are cur-
rently enjoying a boost in ap-

praised values due to the upturn in
the oil and gas business, the city
has no oil or gas minerals to tax.
He said that fortunately the city
realizes most of its operating rev-
enue from its utility department.
An initial view of the 2002 bud-
get numbers revealed a deficit of
about $240,000. The sizeable gap
between revenue and expenses
prompted the council to begin
looking for ways to cut back ex-
penses and increase revenues.
One idea was to increase the
minimum water charge from $7 per

Schleicher County ISD earns more honors from the Texas Education Agency

Schleicher County Independent School District and its three indi-
vidual campuses were honored this week by the Texas Education Agen-
cy. For the second year in a row Eldorado Middle School received the
coveted ‘Exemplary’ rating. That’s the highest rating possible under
the state’s accountability system. Statewide, only 1,567 campuses earned
the ‘Exemplary’ rating.

Eldorado High School and Eldorado Elementary each received ‘Rec-
ognized’ ratings, as did SCISD as a whole. Across the state, 463 dis-
tricts and 2,326 individual campuses earned the ‘Recognized’ rating.
That’s the most ever.

The Middle School received special recognition for student scores
in Math as well as student attendance. The High School and Elementa-
ry were also acknowledged for student attendance.

TEA’s accountability system was begun in 1993 to measure the
quality of education being provided to Texas school children and to
encourage improvement in schools falling below the TEA’s acceptable
standard. The ratings are based a number of factors including student
performance on the Texas Assessment of Academic Skills (TAAS),
dropout rates and attendance rates. Since the program began, SCISD
has fared very well in the ratings. Last year, for the first time ever, all
three local campuses, as well as the school district, received ‘Exem-
plary’ ratings.

Statewide, rising scores on the Texas Assessment of Academic Skills
(TAADS) test and declining dropout rates caused the State of Texas as a
whole to reach the equivalent of the recognized rating, Commissioner
of Education Jim Nelson announced last week.

“Texas schools are making headway. They are keeping more stu-
dents in school and those students are reaching higher achievement
levels,” Nelson said. “But we can’t stop now. Schools must continue to
improve performance levels in order to prepare students for the up-
coming Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills, which will re-
place the TAAS in 2003, and the dropout rate, no matter
how it is measured, remains too high,” the com-
missioner said.

President Bush’s education ini-
tiative, modeled after the Texas
“accountability” system, relies
heavily on testing. Despite strong
opposition, two education bills,
one in the U.S. House, the other in
the Senate, have passed with com-
fortable majorities. On Tuesday,
President Bush told an audience in
Independence, Missouri that he be-
lieves the two bills can be recon-
ciled into a law that he can sign.
When that happens, testing will
become the national norm and pub-
lic school students across the land
will be required to demonstrate a
minimum level of knowledge and
skills before they can graduate.
Believe it or not, some folks are
outraged.

The folks who oppose testing,
mostly the national teachers
unions, usually add the word “stan-
dardized” when they make their
case. No two students are alike,
they argue. Consequently, they say
that standardized tests would be a
foolish waste of time.

A Collector of Everything

Bill DeBrooke was in the mov-

ie rental business in Harlingen for
years, then sold out to Blockbust-
er. Now he collects things. He has
one of the world’s most extensive
collections of electric razors, hun-
dreds of toy trains, movie posters,
advertising signs and transistor ra-
dios. He even has a couple of wire
recorders.

He lives among his collections
in a three story building in down-
town Harlingen. He bought the
building for just a few thousand
dollars. The previous owner want-
ed to keep an office in the build-
ing, so Bill charged him a fair rent.
Every month, Bill took the man a
check for $400 and in return, the
man gave Bill a check for $250. A
sweet deal for everybody.

"We used to buy Navajo rugs,”
says Bill. “But they got expensive.
So after the first seventy or eighty,
we gave up.”

His collection is housed on the
third floor of his building. That
floor has 7,000 square feet. A hall-
way is filled with old scales, the
type that used to cost a penny to
give your correct weight. "Every-
body wants one of those old lolli-
pop scales,” says Bill. “Don’t you
love that white enamel finish?
Then we have several smaller
scales, too. We have a bunch of pin
ball machines. How do you have
just one? Then there’s the candy
machine. Everybody remembers
pulling the little lever to get you a
candy bar. Just the other day I got
one of the old cigarette machines.
It goes right with the candy ma-
chine, which goes with the juke

boxes, which go with the coke
machines.”

I told Bill he could never move.
He says he has no plans to get rid
of anything. He’s leaving that up
to his kids. I asked him how he got
all this stuff. He said, *“You start
early and work hard at it.” He has
hundreds of photographs of peo-
ple he doesn’t even know. “Well,
there was this auction last Satur-
day and there were three or four
generations of photos. Pretty neat.”

He has floor to ceiling shelves
filed with scale model cars, doll
houses, tools, typewriters and
movie projectors. “And how about
a 1929 Johnson outboard motor?”
He likes old vacuum cleaners.
“They’re really fun.”

He has counter-top displays of
smoking pipes, batteries and ball
point pens. “The only thing wrong
with that is collecting all the old
pipes, batteries and ball point pens
that go in the displays.

Crockett County when a second
pickup began harassing them. Two
of the men reportedly told offic-
ers that the second truck would
speed past their pickup, swerve
into their lane, then slam on the
brakes. This happened several
times, the men said, until eventu-
ally, their truck was forced off the
roadway. At that point, the second
pickup drove away without stop-
ping to offer assistance.

Sheriff Doran said he and his
officers began questioning the
men’s story when tire marks on the
pavement and in the ditch didn’t
match their account of the incident.
Moments later it was learned that
two juvenile males had telephoned
the Sutton County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment to report the accident.

The two juveniles were
brought to the scene of wreck by
two Sutton County deputies. The
teenagers told local officers that
they were driving from Eldorado
to Ozona on EM. 2129 when they
were harassed by the five men in
the wrecked truck. The juveniles
reportedly said that the truck
would speed up on their rear
bumper with its lights off. The
pickup would also pass them,
swerve into their lane and slam on
its brakes, the teens said. The
young men said they witnessed the
wreck but had been too frightened
to stop. They said they continued
driving southward, stopping at
several ranches in hopes of find-
ing a telephone. The juveniles said
that when they finally located a
telephone, they called authorities
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to report the incident.

The two teens were questioned
and released by Sheriff David Do-
ran and Chief Deputy George
Arispe. Moments later, Randy Tin-
ney was placed under arrest by Dep-
uty Arispe. He was booked into the
Schieicher County Jail and charged
with giving false information to a
police officer. Tinney was later re-
leased on $1,000 surety bond.

School board makes health

insurance deal with Blue Cross'

Trustees continue to eye capital acquisition program

An employee health insurance
plan was finalized Monday, during
a special meeting of the SCISD
board of trustees. Several represen-
tatives from Blue Cross and Blue

Shield, as well as and Shannon
Hospital’s Legacy plan, presented
their proposals to the board.

At one point, Will Ashmore,
representing both insurance pro-
viders, suggested that since both
policies were about the same price,
and offered similar services, it
might be wise for the district to
stay with BC/BS for another year.
Ashmore noted that the State of
Texas is slated to offer insurance
to school employees next year and
pointed out that if they chose to
stay with Blue Cross, the trustees
would only need to worry about the
funding for one more year.

After discussing the matter, the
trustees agreed and voted to con-
tinue health insurance coverage
with Blue Cross and Blue Shield.
The ‘plan the board agreed to will
cost the school district $232.76 per
month, per employee. In return,
school district employees will re-
ceive a policy with a $1,000 de-
ductible, $25 co-pay on office vis-
its, a 70 percent co-pay once the
deductible is met and a three-tier
prescription card which would
have the employee pay $10, $25
or $40 per prescription, depending
on whether or not generic drugs
were prescribed.

School employees will have the
option to “buy up” and strengthen
the plan. Employees wanting bet-
ter coverage can have it, but at a
cost of $101.25 per month for the
employee alone. Coverage for fam-
ily members would cost extra.

On hand for the meeting were
trustees Eddie Albin, Sam Whitten,
Jr., Kurtis Homer, Steve Sessom,
Berta Nicholson and board president
Phil McCormick, who called the
meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Trust-
ee Jo Helen Kotsch was absent. The
meeting was held in the High School
library. After considering the previ-
ously mentioned insurance plans, the
trustees revisited a discussion on a
proposed Capital Acquisition Pro-
gram (CAP). Superintendent George
Blanch presented the board trustees
with a 12 page document prepared
by their lawyer Sarah Leon concem-
ing the issue of whether money bor-
rowed to fund a CAP could be re-
paid from the Maintenance & Oper-
ation “M&O” side of the school’s
budget, as opposed to the Interest &
Sinking “I&S” side of the equation.
Traditionally, governmental entities
repay debt from the 1&S portion of
the budget.

Attorney Leon cited several le-
gal opinions and concluded that it
is reasonable for the school board

to interpret the law to as allowing
CAP contractual repayment obli-
gations to be considered as “debt”
for Tax Code purposes. Leon’s let-
ter noted, however, the possiblity
of adverse court rulings and point-
ed out that such a ruling could
place the district in jeopardy.

School board president Phil
McCormick told his fellow trust-
ees that his main concern wasn’t
how to repay the money, but how
borrowing money under the CAP
would affect the district’s financ-
es if the tax levy were to decline
next year. He noted that SCISD
experienced a 14 percent increase
in tax revenue this year but said
that it could easily experience a de-
crease if oil and gas revenues fal-
ter as in years past.

One of the reasons the trustees
are considering borrowing money
under the CAP, is to fund repairs
to the Elementary gymnasium. Re-
pairs to the tennis courts and trans-
portatlon needs could also be ad-
dressed. S |

SCISD utilized the CAP last
year to borrow $300,000. Chief
Appraiser Ray Ballew of the
Schleicher County Appraisal Dis-
trict questioned the move howev-
er, particularly the repayment of
school debt with money from the
M&O side of the budget. After a
lengthy discussion, the board took
no action on the matter.

Next, the board was split three
ways on a request for the transfer
of a student whose family moved
into Tom Green County. Stephanie
Luna, who has attended Eldorado
schools for several years asked the
board to allow her to transfer back
to Eldorado so that she could com-
plete her senior year here. Luna
asked the board to waive about
$1,900 in transfer fees.

After discussion, Kurtis Hom-
er and Sam Whitten voted in favor
of waiving the transfer fee. Berta
Nicholson and Eddie Albin voted
against the measure while Steve
Sessom and Phil McCormick ab-
stained and the motion failed.

The board then voted to accept a
proposed tax rate of $1.3344 and set
September 10 as the date of the pub-
lic meeting to discuss and acto on
the tax rate. (See notice on page 10)

There being no further busi-
ness, the trustees adjourned the
meeting and proceeded into a bud-
get workshop where they explored
ways to cut the budget. One idea
was to consider discontinuing
some bus routes. They also dis-
cussed a long list of proposed
projects and tried to determine
which were the most pressing. Sev-
eral of the trustees then visited the
Elementary gymnasium in order to
see the condition of the budding’s
electrical circuits.
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The City of Eldorado has
joined over 19,000 communities
nationwide who are allowed to
purchase Federally backed flood
insurance. This availability fol-
lows the community’s adoption
and enforcement of ordinances to
reduce flood losses and accep-
tance by the National Flood In-
surance Program (NFIP).

The City of Eldorado is eligi-
ble to participate in the NFIP ef-
fective July 31, 2001. Residents
of the City of Eldorado will be
able to purchase flood insurance
up to the limits under the Emer-
gency Phase of the program.
However, there is a 30-day wait-
ing period before the coverage

| goes into effect. For single fami-

ly homes, this limit is $35,000 and
$10,000 for the contents. Renters
can also protect their belongings
through the contents coverage.
For commercial properties, this
limit is $100,00.

Lenders must require borrow-
ers whose property is located in a
designated flood hazard area to
purchase flood insurance as a con-
dition of receiving a Federally
backed mortgage loan in accor-
dance with the Federal Disaster
Protection Act of 1973.

The NFIP, implemented
through the Federal Emergency
Management Agency, is a self-
supporting program, requiring no
taxpayer support to pay claims

and operating expenses. :

Memories of grand old house offer links to
Schleicher County pioneer woman

Among the many benefits of
working at the newspaper office is
the tie we have to the history of
this place. Eldorado’s and Schle-
icher County’s past is recorded on
the pages of the back issues of The
Eldorado Success. For much of its
history, the newspaper was bound
into volumes, making the task of
researching the past even easier.
Sadly, due to the age and brittle
condition of many of the older pa-
pers, we have had to limit access
to the treasures, so that they may
be preserved until they can be ar-
chived on CD-ROM.

I was looking through one of
those back issues recently, doing a
little research for the newspaper’s
centennial, when I came across the
July 7, 1944 issue. There, on the
front page, was a story by Miss
May Hoover. Titled “College Se-
nior Writes Interesting Article
About Eldorado Woman’s Pet Dog
and Collection Hobbies” the story
was all about Mrs. C.C. West and
the wonderful house she called
home. My eyes quickly filled with
tears.

Of course, World War II was in
full swing and, according to anoth-
er front page story, the allies were

charging across Europe toward
Germany. But it wasn’t the monu-
mental story that caught my eye.
Neither did the story about coura-
geous men from Schleicher Coun-
ty winning medals for heroism and
bravery. That, too, was reported.
Although I am proud that Sgt. Ray-
mond Reynolds was won the Pur-
ple Heart and Sgt. Jimmy Danford

received an Air Medal, an Oak §

Leaf Cluster and the Distinguished
Flying Cross, for a dangerous mis-
sion over enemy territory. There
was even a proclamation from El-
dorado Mayor L.L. Baker urging
local citizens to “Work, Not Wait
For Victory.” But, the story that
caught my eye was one about an
Eldorado housewife, her home and
her odd collecting hobby.

May Hoover began her story by
noting that Mrs. C.C. West owned
a Scottie dog. For Schleicher
County it was a famous Scottie
dog. You see the dog was the un-
cle of President Franklin
Roosevelt’s dog Fallas. The arti-
cle went on to mention how Mrs.
West came to Eldorado 75 years
earlier with her husband and how
she was the mother of the “first
white child born in Schleicher
County.” At the time, ten of her
eleven children were still living.

As I mentioned earlier, Mrs
West’s collected things. Things
like soil samples from 70 Texas
counties, and 93 milk bottles, and
not one them alike. There was a
glass collection numbering around
380 from a small brass glass one
inch in height to an large old gob-
let which would hold a quart.

Reading on, I came to a para-
graph about Mrs. West arranged
her glass collection on shelves in
a sun room on the east side of her
beautiful-rock home; built by her
husband in 1925. That’s the part
where I started choking up. You
see, my in-laws, James and Dora

Mankin were living in that same
house when I first met them. Ran-
dy and I were dating and he
brought me to Eldorado to meet his
parents. That was Thanksgiving,
1974. And that was when I first
saw the little sun room described
in Miss Hoover’s article. James
and Dora were renting the home
from Agnes Womack, the oldest
child of Mrs. C.C. West. Mrs.
Womack was the “first white
child” described in the story.
Dora used the sun room as a
breakfast nook. It was wonderful
So was the rest of house and I fell
in love with it, although at the time
I was completely unaware of the
home’s history. There was more to
love about the house than Mrs.
West’s sun room, however. There
was a huge screened in porch that
enclosed three sides of the home,
a claw-footed bathtub and a long
hallway running the full length of
the house. During the hot summer
months, the huge trees that sur-
rounded the house shaded the
screened in porch and the hallway

carried cooling breezes throughout- -

the home. In the front yard was a
huge old Magnolia tree. As I said,
I loved that house.

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month to $8. It was estimated that
the city would realize almost
$12,000 per year from such a
move. The possibility of increas-
ing rates for out-of-county haulers
disposing of garbage at the city
landfill was also discussed.

A big question mark in the bud-
get is the cost of natural gas. The
city currently purchases gas from
Conoco, then transmits it through
distribution lines and resells it to
city customers. Mankin advised
that he worries that last winter’s
“sky-high” gas prices could be re-
peated during the coming winter.

Another area of concern is the
city’s wastewater treatment plant.
The city is currently facing a

compared to costs the city may in-
cur in bringing the sewer plant into
compliance.

Randy Mankin cautioned the
council that the budget numbers
were “‘very preliminary” and prom-
ised to pare some of the expenses
down before the council meets to
vote on the budget next week. In
the meantime, the council direct-
ed him to schedule a public hear-
ing for the purpose of considering
a $1 monthly rate increase on wa-
ter. Mankin was also told to im-
plement a 7.5 percent rate increase

~ on garbage being hauled to the

landfill by Duncan Disposal from
Sonora, Ozona, Menard and Junc-
tion.

A meeting is tentatively set for
6:00 p.m. on Thursday, August 30
for the purpose of discussing the
water rate hike and voting on the
new budget.

The devastation caused by
Tropical Storm Allison continues
to mount across Texas with dam-
age approaching $5 billion and the
death toll at 23.

If the car sustained only minor
damage there is no reason it should
not be a good used car. But buyers
need to protect themselves by look-
ing for clues that the car has been
salvaged from a flood.

Some vehicle components, on
the other hand, are not normally af-
fected by water. For example, the
radio, air conditioning and cooling
system are all closed off and unaf-
fected by the elements. The steer-
ing suspension and brake systems
are designed for use in wet and dry
conditions, and power steering
should function again after being
drained. Progressive advises con-
sumers who are in the market for a
used car to protect themselves by
following these steps:. =~

* Buy only from a reputable used car
dealer.

*» Ask the dealer if the vehicle has been
flood-damaged. Get the answer in writing
with the bill of sale.

» Take the vehicle to a trusted mechan-
ic to be checked for any signs of flood
damage.

* Ask to see the title. If it is not stamped
“Salvage” or “Flood,” ask for the car’s
history to see if it came from a state that
recently experienced flooding.

* Look for dried mud or rust in the
compartment, trunk, under the dashboard
and under the seats.

* Check the instrument panel to see
that all gauges are working properly.

* Find out if the car was flood dam-
aged by salt or fresh water. Salt water is
more corrosive and can cause more seri-
ous damage.

* Look for discolored, faded or stained
upholstery or carpeting. If the carpeting
fits loosely or the color does not match the
interior, it may have been replaced because
the vehicle was flood damaged.

» Check on the outside of the engine,
inside garnish moldings and “’Kick plates,”
inside rear compartment for a distinguish-
ing water line to see how deep the car was

submerged.

Mosquitoes 2001, a threat to human & livestock health

By day, the hovering needle-
nosed pests attack silently, evi-
denced only by a bloody “splat” or
ugly welt. In darkness the mosqui-
toes dive bomb, their high-pitched
drone cutting a swath through slum-
ber. In late summer 2001, however
Texas health officials are the ones
losing sleep because of mosquitoes.
While most of the time, the pests
are just unpleasant and trouble-
some, this year mosquitoes are
threatening the health of humans
and livestock. Staff members from
the Texas Department of Health
(TDH) and Texas Animal Health
Commission (TAHC), the state’s
livestock health regulatory agency,
are pooling resources to prevent,
track and alert Texas about cases of
mosquito-borne viruses.

West Nile Virus

In mid-August, West Nile Virus
(WNV) was detected in a dead bird
in a suburb of New Orleans, mean-
ing this virus, first discovered in the
US in 1999 in New York City, has
made significant progress in its mi-
gration toward Texas. The disease,
common in Africa, Middle East and
West Asia, was not documented in
humans or animals in the Western
Hemisphere until 1999. This year, a
dozen states and the District of Co-
lumbia have detected WNV in mos-
quitoes or birds: New York, Mary-
land, Massachusetts, New Jersey,
Connecticut, Rhode Island, Ohio,
Pennsylvania, Virginia, Florida,
Georgia, and Louisiana.

“WNV will eventually come to
Texas,” said Dr. Joe Garrett, vet-
erinary epidemiologist for the Tex-
as Department of Health’s Zoono-
sis Control Division, which tracks
animal diseases which can affect
humans. “As soon as it is detected
in Texas, state agencies will alert
veterinarians and physicians so
they can be prepared to recognize
the disease in their patients.”

species of wild birds that die from
the disease,” explained Dr. Garrett,
who is also a former TAHC epide-
miologist. “After mosquitoes feed
on affected birds, they’re then able
to transmit the virus to people or
other animals.”

He said most WNV-infected
humans will have no symptoms of
illness. However, a small number
of victims develop fever, head and
body aches, skin rashes and swol-

len lymph glands. Fewer than one

in a hundred infected persons may
develop inflammation of the spi-
nal cord, known as meningitis, or
encephalitis, a swelling of the
brain. Symptoms may involve
coma, tremors, convulsions, mus-
cle weakness and paralysis.

“Horses affected by WNV usu-
ally don’t have signs of illness.
Like human victims, however, a
few may develop acute illness, and
may stagger, become weak, be un-
able to rise and eventually, could
die,” he said. Twenty-four horses
have tested positive for the disease
in 2001; 23 in Florida and one in
Georgia.

Dr. John Irby, the TAHC’s
equine issues specialist and direc-
tor for counties in northeast Texas,
noted that the US Department of
Agriculture’s Center for Veterinary
Biologics has issued a conditional
one-year license to Fort Dodge Lab-
oratories for a West Nile vaccine for
horses. He said the product will re-
quiré two doses, administered three
to six weeks apart. Final approval
for the vaccine may be granted af-
ter information on the effectiveness
and potency of the drug is reviewed.

Through a grant from the Cen-
ters for Disease Control, TDH staff
is conducting surveillance on mos-
quitoes, dead crows, bluejays and
hawks. To submit a bird for labora-
tory examination, call your region-
al Texas Department of Health of-
fice or the Texas Department of
Health in Austin at 1-512-458-
7255.

Encephalitis, or “Sleeping

Sickness”

Also being diagnosed are vari-
ous other forms of encephalitis,
also known as “’sleeping sickness.”
At least nine persons in Louisiana
have been hospitalized with en-
cephalitis, or inflammation of the
brain, caused by a virus carried

from birds to humans by mosqui-
toes. One person died in Louisiana
in 1998 from the ailment that caus-
es fever, nausea, vomiting, confu-
sion and speech and vision impair-
ment.

TAHC officials are urging Tex-
as equine owners to have their an-
imals vaccinated for “sleeping
sickness,” after a horse in Hender-
son County and another in Jasper
County tested positive for Eastern

Equine Encephalitis (EEE). En-
cephalitis vaccines for horses re-
quire two injections, 30 days apart.

Whenever we see encephalitis
diagnosed in equine, it is an indi-
cation that infected mosquitoes are
in the vicinity,” commented Dr.
Garrett. “To protect human and
animal health, destroy breeding
grounds for mosquitoes and pro-
tect yourself and your animals with
insect repellent.”
