City council adopts animal control ordinance
New law prohibits livestock and chickens within city limits

After months of hashing and 
rehashing the issue, the Eldorado 
City Council voted Monday night 
to adopt a new animal control or­
dinance. The measure strikes 
down the city’s old ordinance and 
replaces it with a set of rules that 
restrict some animals, like dogs 
and cats, while completely prohib­
iting other animals, like livestock 
and chickens.

“This is a good beginning,” 
Mayor John Nikolauk said after 
the vote. “We may have to amend 
it later but for now it’s better than 
what we have had.”

In the past, enforcement of an­
imal control rules depended on cit­
izens filing a formal complaints. 
“Many people wouldn’t sign their 
name to a complaint because they 
didn’t want their neighbors to 
know who had reported them,” 
Nikolauk added. “This new ordi­
nance, addresses, that concern,” ,

Last summer the city council 
directed City Administrator Randy 
Mankin to put together a new ordi­
nance, one that would address en­
forcement issues and still not over­
tax the city’s limited workforce.

“I found hundreds of ordinanc­
es on the Internet,” Mankin said. 
“It was just a matter of sifting 
through them and picking out the 
parts that best fit our needs.”

Mankin noted that the new or­
dinance specifically states how it 
will be enforced by city personnel. 
“Yes, we will have an animal con­
trol officer, and yes, he will be able

to impound stray dogs and cats,” 
Mankin said, “but the ordinance 
goes way beyond that.”

Citizens wishing to report vio­
lations may do so without having 
to sign a complaint, Mankin said. 
Instead, the report will be turned 
over to the animal control officer 
for investigation. If a violation is 
found the animal’s owner or cus­
todian will be issued a citation.

“In the past, about the only 
thing the city could do was im­
pound the animal,” Mayor Ni­
kolauk added. “Now a citation will 
be issued and the ball will be put 
in the owner’s court.”

During the months-long debate 
leading up to Monday night’s vote, 
one of the major sticking points for

the city council was just how the 
new ordinance would deal with 
livestock in general, and specifi­
cally with chickens and game 
roosters. On two occasions the 
council heard from rooster own­
ers and breeders who asked that an 
exception be made so that they 
could continue raising the birds in 
town. In fact, several of the early 
drafts of the ordinance would have 
allowed roosters to be raised in 
town if the owners complied with 
guidelines governing the number 
of square feet of space necessary 
for each bird. Similar provisions 
were made in early drafts for live­
stock, but ultimately, the council 
found all of those attempts to be 
unworkable. Instead, they chose to

Animal Control Ordinance Highlights
1. Dogs and Cats must have current rabies vaccination
2. Dogs and Cats must be registered with the city each year. City 

tags will cost $5 annually.
3. Livestock and fowl are prohibited within the city limits.
4. Dogs and cats must be kept on a leash when on public property. 

Failure to do so may result in animals being impounded.
5. Complaints will be referred to the Animal Control Officer for 

investigation.
6. Violators may be cited, or their animals may be impounded, or 

both.
7. Persons cited may pay a $25 Animal Control Fee at City Hall 

once the violation is corrected.
8. Persons refusing to pay the $25 Animal Control Fee will be 

referred to Justice of the Peace court for trial.
9. Fines under the new ordinance range from $50 to $500 and 

each animal may be considered to be a separate violation.

prohibit all domesticated animals 
and fowl.

A major component of the 
city’s animal control effort will be 
the animal shelter, currently under 
construction near the city waste- 
water treatment plant. The shelter, 
which is being built to meet Texas 
Department of Health guidelines, 
will be where impounded animals 
are kept until they are claimed by 
their owners or are humanely eu­
thanized. Randy Mankin said he 
expects the shelter to be complet­
ed sometime later this month. The 
city will then await an inspection 
from TDH before putting the fa­
cility into service.

“Eldorado Animal Clinic 
stopped impounding animals sev­
eral months ago and our animal 
control efforts have suffered ever 
since,” Mankin said. “The new 
shelter will let us get back in the 
animal control business.”

Mankin went on to say that en­
forcement will begin gradually. 
We will issue warnings at first so 
that citizens have time to come into 
compliance. “I would expect full 
enforcement to begin somewhere 
around Labor Day,” Mankin con­
cluded.

Texas’ state agencies already 
have tightened their financial 
belts, but it could be worse.

As the national recession con­
tinues, 11 states across the nation 
have laid off employees, 22 are 
using special “rainy day” funds to 
make up for revenue shortfalls and 
26 states have instituted program 
cuts.

And 40 states have run up a 
budget shortfall tab estimated at

$50 billion.
The problem in Texas will be 

coming up with money to cover 
growing health care costs and new 
students entering the public edu­
cation system.

And then there are existing 
state agency programs and various 
hoped-for programs.

As it stands now, Texas’ bud­
get deficit is about $5 billion.
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Mom & Pop Stores
GOV-X. That was the name of 

the first huge discount store I can 
recall. It was in Fort Worth and you 
had to have a membership card to 
shop there. I thought it was 
strange, something sinister and 
foreign, completely out of my ex­
perience. The name GOV-X 
sounded like something from an­
other planet. It was scary. Little did 
I realize it was the future of shop­
ping in America.

The backbone of our economy 
used to be small, locally owned 
stores where the owners knew 
their customers personally and 
took a genuine interest in their 
lives. The stores created a strong 
sense of community. When you 
entered them, it was like going to 
a comfortable place, safe and se­
cure. You saw the owner and his 
family and visited with them, ex­
changing information about noth­
ing and everything.

I grew up in such a store in Fort 
Worth. My dad owned a grocery 
store at the corner of Yale and 
Notre Dame streets in River Oaks. 
He used to call it the most educat­
ed store in America. He worked 
hard. So did my mother. So did I. 
If your parents have a store, you 
work. It is the biggest thing in your 
life.

Our store had about a dozen 
employees. They all respected my 
dad. In addition to being an expert 
butcher, he was a philosopher who 
shared profound insight on current 
events. He constantly had a joke, 
story or poem about whatever sub­
ject was being discussed. He was 
pre-med in college, but quit to start 
his business.

State legislators from the Fort 
Worth area used to seek his advice 
on different issues. They would

stand on the customer side of the 
meat case and my dad would con­
tinue to cut meat while they talked. 
He could work and visit simulta­
neously better than anybody I’ve 
ever seen.

Our store was not too different 
from other stores in the pre-super 
market era. Of course we thought 
ours was the best, but we also were 
friends with other grocers and their 
families who had stores in the vi­
cinity.

Customers used to go to sever­
al stores to shop: one for produce, 
another for meat, another for gro­
ceries. The Mom & Pop stores 
were the best representation of 
America. They were usually start­
ed by men whose fathers had 
stores. They became institutions. 
Customers, owners and employees 
knew each other’s names, the 
names of their kids and pets and 
what kind of car they drove. There 
was always lots of visiting.

People used to bring in all sorts 
of forms they found difficult. My 
dad would help complete them. He 
heaped praise on youngsters when 
they were recognized at school for 
something. And when people 
couldn’t pay their bill, he took the 
loss stoically.

The big discount houses might 
offer cheaper goods, but in reality 
they take the character and charm 
out of a community. Many home­
grown businesses suffer dramati­
cally. Most of them close. These 
are the real heart and soul of our 
community. The huge stores have 
goods that make shopping there 
inevitable. But we should support 
our local entrepreneurs who work 
hard to provide the spirit and fla­
vor necessary to make a real com­
munity.

Hospital trustees fill two 
vacancies on the board

suit, Fagan-Cook stated. It should 
be noted that Schleicher County 
Hospital District has received 
more than a half million dollars in 
recent years due to settlements in 
other class action lawsuits related 
to asbestos.

Next, the board reviewed the 
district’s financial statements. 
Andy Freeman explained that ef­
forts to reduce the amount of mon­
ey being carried on the hospital’s 
accounts receivable list were be­
ginning to bear fruit. He further 
noted that the district is showing a 
net profit of $18,399.00 through 
the first four months of 2002. Ran­
dy Mankin cautioned, however, 
that the sum still includes a tax 
subsidy.

While reviewing the hospital’s 
statistics the board learned that the 
hospital reached a 26 percent oc­
cupancy rate in April. Year-to-date, 
the occupancy rate is 20 percent. 
Mankin reminded board members 
that in recent years the occupancy 
rate averaged less than 1 percent.

The trustees then heard a report 
from Phillip Sharp regarding the 
district’s bad debt listing, after 
which they voted to write-off just 
over $16,000.00 in bad debt. Man­
kin noted that the amount of bad 
debt has been declining and cred­
ited the efforts of hospital and clin­
ic staff to collect for services in 
advance.

The purchase of computer soft­
ware, approved at an earlier meet­
ing, was reviewed. The total cost 
of the purchase came to

$25,484.50. The new software 
should help expedite clinic billing, 
Phillip Sharp explained.

The board then discussed the 
half million dollar Technology In­
frastructure (TIF) grant received 
recently by the Schleicher County 
Community Network. It was not­
ed that work will begin soon to in­
stall a “T-l” high speed Internet 
phone line into the hospital, where 
the computer server for the net­
work will be housed. It was fur­
ther explained that a “double fire­
wall” will be installed, to isolate 
hospital information from other 
information that is being passed 
along the network.

Discussion then turned to the 
possibility of the hospital becom­
ing an Internet Service Provider 
(ISP), so that local businesses and 
individuals could subscribe to 
high-speed wireless internet ser­
vice. While there remains a lot of 
questions about the subject, it was 
ultimately decided that such a 
business could be turned over to 
another local entity or business, 
should the hospital later decide not 
to continue. The board then voted 
unanimously to serve as a local 
ISP.

Before adjourning the board re­
appointed Steve Sessom, DDS, 
William Fuller, LMSN, Nick Jack- 
son, MD and Christy Brown, PT to 
the hospital’s medical staff. They 
also approved the purchase of a 
used lift for the hospital. The lift 
will ease the transfer of patients into 
and out of bed and may be used in 
the X-ray department, as well.

Teachers, save your receipts 
for new tax deduction!

WASHINGTON — The Inter­
nal Revenue Service advised 
teachers this week to save their 
receipts for purchases of books 
and classroom supplies. These out- 
of-pocket expenses may lower 
their taxes, thanks to a recent 
change in the law.

“Many teachers dip into their 
own pockets when funds for 
classroom supplies run out before 
the school year does,” said IRS 
Commissioner Charles O. Rossot- 
ti. “A new law gives them a tax 
break this year and next, and we 
want them to have the records 
they’ll need to claim it on their 
returns.”

The new deduction is available 
to eligible educators in both pub­
lic and private elementary and sec­
ondary schools. They must work 
at least 900 hours during a school 
year as a teacher, instructor, coun­
selor, principal or aide.

Taxpayers may subtract up to 
$250 of qualified expenses when 
figuring their adjusted gross in­
come (AGI). They will not need 
to itemize deductions to get this

benefit. Prior to the change in the 
law, educators could take such ex­
penses only as miscellaneous item­
ized deductions, which must be 
reduced by two percent of AGI.

Educators who excluded edu­
cation savings bond interest or 
payments from qualified tuition 
programs, or made tax-free with­
drawals from an education savings 
account, will be able to claim the 
new deduction only to the extent 
their qualified expenses exceed the 
tax-free amounts.

The IRS suggests that educa­
tors keep records of qualifying ex­
penses in a folder or envelope with 
a label such as “Educator Expens­
es Deduction,” noting the date, 
amount and purpose of each pur­
chase. This will help prevent a 
missed deduction at tax time.

Details on this and other new 
tax law changes are in IRS Publi­
cation 3991, “Highlights of the Job 
Creation and Worker Assistance 
Act of 2002,” available on the IRS 
Web site at www.irs.gov or by call­
ing 1-800-TAX-FORM (1-800- 
829-3676).

City of Eldorado 
Ordinance 101-2 
Animal Control
Adopted June 3, 2002

I. Purpose
This animal control ordinance is en­
acted to regulate, restrict, or prohibit, 
if necessary, animals; to protect the 
public from unvaccinated, diseased, 
stray, roaming, dangerous, or wild an­
imals; to make unlawful acts of animals 
that interfere with the enjoyment of 
property or the peace and safety of the 
community; and to carry out any other 
lawful duties authorized by state laws 
and applicable ordinances. This ordi­
nance supersedes Animal Control Or­
dinance #104-97 as amended, as well 
as any and all other Animal Control 
Ordinances previously enacted by the 
City of Eldorado.
II. Jurisdiction
This ordinance shall be applicable 
within the corporate limits of the City 
of Eldorado, Texas.
III. Administration and Enforcement 
The City hereby authorizes the City 
Administrator and Animal Control Of­
ficer to enforce the provisions of this 
ordinance within the corporate limits 
of the City.
IV. Provisions

A. Dogs and Cats 
1. An annual license shall be re­

quired for every dog or cat, four (4) 
months old or older. Licenses may be 
obtained at Eldorado City Hall.

a. In order to obtain a license 
the owner must provide proof of cur­
rent rabies vaccination for the animal 
and pay a fee of five (5) dollars.

b. A City collar tag will be issued 
at the time the license is granted.

c. Dogs and cats are required 
to wear City collar tags. Any dog or cat 
found not wearing a City collar tag will 
be presumed to be unlicensed and will 
be subject to impound.

d. In every case, it is the Own­
er’s responsibility to renew the annual 
License in a timely manner.

e. When ownership of an ani­
mal changes, it is the responsibility of 
the owner to notify City of the change.

f. City collar tags may not be 
transferred from animal to animal.

2. It shall be unlawful for any per­
son to own, or keep custody of or to 
take care of more than four (4) dogs 
and four (4) cats, (4) months or older. 
Any dog or cat found not wearing a City 
collar tag is presumed to be unlicensed 
and without permit, and will be subject 
to impound. City collar tags may not 
be transferred from animal to animal.

3. Commercial Kennels are al­
lowed under this ordinance for the pur­
pose of boarding, cleaning and groom­
ing cats and dogs under the conditions 
specified below:

a. Commercial Kennels operat­
ing within the corporate limits of the 
City must meet and adhere to all perti­
nent State and Federal guidelines.

b. An annual inspection by the 
Animal Control Officer finds that the 
Commercial Kennel is operating in a 
safe, clean and humane fashion.

c. Noise and/or odors from a 
Commercial Kennel must not interfere 
with the rights of neighbors to peace­
fully enjoy and use their property.

d. Commercial Kennels will pay 
an annual inspection fee of $50 to the 
City and will be subject to periodic in­
spections by the Animal Control Officer.

e. Commercial Kennels found

in violation of this ordinance will be 
subject to the same fees, fines and 
penalties allowed by this ordinance.

f. Each animal in a Commercial 
Kennel found to be in violation of this 
ordinance will constitute a separate of­
fense.

B. Songbirds, Fish and Tradition­
al Indoor Pets

1. Persons desiring to keep pet 
songbirds, fish, and/or traditional in­
door pets, including but not limited to 
hamsters, ferrets, mice, and small rep­
tiles, within the corporate limits of the 
City of Eldorado may do so without a 
permit or license provided that they are 
kept in a clean and well maintained 
cage and/or aquarium and are main­
tained in accordance with appropriate 
state and federal laws.

2. Songbirds and/or fish and/or tra­
ditional indoor pets must not interfere 
with the rights of neighbors to peace­
fully enjoy and use their property.

C. Livestock or other Domestic 
Animals

1. No person shall keep any pigs, 
sheep, horses, mules, or goats, or any 
chickens, ducks, geese, turkeys, or oth­
er domestic fowl, cattle or livestock with­
in the corporate boundaries of the City.

D. Violations
1. It shall be unlawful for any per­

son to own, keep, possess, or main­
tain an animal in such a manner as to 
constitute a public nuisance or a nui­
sance to neighbors. By way of exam­
ple and not of limitation, the following 
acts or actions of an owner, harborer, 
or possessor of an animal are hereby 
declared to be a public nuisance and 
are, therefore, unlawful:

a. Having an animal that dis­
turbs the rights of, threatens the safe­
ty of or damages a member of the gen­
eral public or interferes with the ordi­
nary use and enjoyment of their prop­
erty; or

b. Allowing or permitting an an­
imal to damage the property of any­
one other than its owner, including, but 
not limited to, turning over garbage 
containers or damaging gardens, flow­
ers or vegetables, or defecating upon 
the property of another; or

c. Maintaining animals in an en­
vironment of unsanitary conditions or 
lack of cleanliness which results in of­
fensive odor or is dangerous to the pub­
lic health, welfare of safety, or a failure 
to maintain a condition of good order and 
cleanliness which reduces the probabil­
ity of transmission of disease; or

d. Maintaining property that is 
offensive, annoying or dangerous to 
the public health, safety or welfare of 
the community because of the num­
ber, type, variety, density or location 
of the animals on the property; or

e. Allowing or permitting an an­
imal to bark, whine, howl, crow or oth­
erwise make noise in a continuous or 
untimely fashion so as to interfere with 
the reasonable use and enjoyment of 
neighboring premises; or

f. Maintaining an animal that is 
diseased and dangerous to the public 
health; or

g. Maintaining an animal that 
habitually or repeatedly chases, snaps 
at or attacks pedestrians, joggers, 
dogs walked on a leash by owners, 
bicycles or vehicles.

2. The owner of every animal shall 
be responsible for the removal of any 
excreta deposited by his or her 
animal(s) on public walks, recreation 
areas, or private property.

3. Complaints of alleged violations 
of this ordinance will be referred to the 
Animal Control Officer for investigation 
and possible enforcement.
V. Enforcement

A. Animals will be allowed on public 
property only if they are kept on a leash 
and are accompanied by their owner 
or another person assigned by the 
owner.

B. Any animal found on public prop­
erty in violation of Section V. (A.) may 
be impounded by the Animal Control 
officer until such time as:

1. The animal is claimed by its 
owner, and

2. All fines and fees, including Li­
cense and/or Permit fees, allowed by 
this ordinance are paid in full.

3. Proof of current rabies vacci­
nation is provided to the Animal Con­
trol Officer.

4. Animals impounded under this 
ordinance will be kept no less than 
three (3) working days nor longer than

five (5) working days before being hu­
manely euthanized by the Animal Con­
trol Officer or sold to recover costs, 
except in cases involving rabies ob­
servation, or when a court of compe­
tent jurisdiction orders an animal to be 
impounded for a longer period of time.

5. Partial payment of fines and 
fees will not be allowed.

C. The Animal Control Officer may 
issue a citation to animal owners found 
to be in violation of any portion of this 
ordinance.

1. Persons cited will have fifteen 
(15) working days to respond to the 
citation before the matter is referred 
for court action

2. If person cited elects to pay an 
Animal Control Fee as outlined below, 
and takes appropriate steps to correct 
the violation, then no further action will 
be taken.

a. City Administrator may, at his 
or her discretion, allow a period of time, 
not to exceed 15 working days, for 
persons agreeing to pay an Animal 
Control Fee, to correct the violation 
and pay the penalty.

b. No partial payments will be 
accepted.

3. If person cited fails to pay the 
Animal Control Fee as outlined below, 
the matter will be referred for court ac­
tion.

4. Each animal or foul found to be 
in violation of this ordinance will con­
stitute a separate offense.
VI. Fines and Animal Control Fee

A. Violations of this ordinance are 
punishable by a fine of not less than $50 
and not more than $500 per offense.

B. Persons convicted of violating 
this ordinance will also be charged 
court costs as allowed by the laws of 
the State of Texas.

C. The Animal Control Fee for vio­
lations of this ordinance will be $25 per 
offense.

D. The City Administrator, Animal 
Control Officer, and all other City em­
ployees are hereby prohibited from 
waiving Animal Control Fees and/or 
Fines allowed under this ordinance.

E. Impound fees will be charged to 
animal owners at the rate of $10 per 
day.

F. Euthanization fees will be charged 
to animal owners at the rate of $25 per 
animal.
VII. Dangerous Animals

A. Reports of animal attacks on hu­
mans or other animals will be referred 
to the Animal Control Officer for inves­
tigation. Animals suspected in such 
attacks may be impounded for rabies 
observation, as deemed necessary by 
the Animal Control Officer and at the 
sole expense of the Owner. Animals 
will be released from impound only 
after successfully completing the ra­
bies observation period, as provided 
by Texas law, and then only after all 
City license and/or permit fees as well 
as impound fees have been paid in full. 
No partial payments will be allowed. 
In cases involving stray animals, or 
when an animal’s owner cannot be 
identified, animals reported as being 
involved in attacks on humans or oth­
er animals, will be humanely eutha­
nized after being impounded for 3 
(three) working days. However, de­
pending on the animal’s physical char­
acteristics, Animal Control Officer may 
determine and order that euthanization 
take place sooner than the 3 (three) 
working days outlined above.

B. Animals believed to be danger­
ous may be reported to the Animal 
Control Officer for investigation. If the 
Animal Control Officer considers the 
animal to be dangerous it will be im­
pounded until a hearing can be held 
in a court of law to determine the ani­
mal’s fate, provided the animal’s own­
er can be identified. In those cases, 
the owner will pay all expenses relat­
ed to the impounding of the animal. 
The owner will also reimburse the City 
for expenses relating to humanely eu­
thanizing the animal, provided the 
court orders the animal to be de­
stroyed. In cases involving dangerous 
or aggressive animals when the own­
er cannot be identified, said animals 
will be humanely euthanized after be­
ing impounded for 3 (three) working 
days. However, depending on the an­
imal’s physical characteristics, Animal 
Control Officer may determine and or­
der that euthanization take place soon­
er than the 3 (three) working days out­
lined above.
