Eldorado Head Start closed for a w eek after 
Feds suspend Community Action Council

The Eldorado Head Start cam­
pus, located at Our Lady of Guad­
alupe Catholic Church, was closed 
for more than a week, but opened 
for class again on Tuesday, after 
the US Department of Health and 
Human Services (HHS) suspend­
ed the Tom Green County Com­
munity Action Council (CAC) as 
operator of the program.

Community Development In­
stitute-Head Start (CDI), a Denver- 
based company, took over as tem­
porary administrator of the pro­
gram, allowing 20 Schleicher 
County children to return to the 
classroom.

A report released Friday, Aug. 
30, by the HHS claimed nearly $ 1 
million in questionable spending 
by CAC employees. The depart­
ment notified CAC in writing last 
Friday that it was being suspend­
ed as operator of the Head Start 
program for an eleven-county area 
of West Texas, including Schleich­
er County. Other counties affect­
ed by the suspension include: 
Coke, Concho, Crockett, Irion, 
Kimble, Menard, Reagan, Ster­
ling, Sutton and Tom Green.

The letter states that a recent 
investigation determined the CAC 
“im properly used Head Start 
funds” totaling some $237,976. It 
also says the investigation found 
another $689,152 in questionable 
expenditures of Head Start filnds 
for purchases and payroll during 
2001 and 2002.

Some of the money in question, 
totaling just over $34,000, was 
paid to Henry’s Diner in San An­
gelo. Henry’s is owned by CAC 
executive director J.D. Cortez. 
Agency investigators said they 
found no proof that the expendi­
tures were approved by the CAC 
board. Payment vouchers listed a 
directors meeting, staff apprecia­
tion, and in one case, simply 
“J.D.’S party.”

Other expenditures being ques­
tioned include $27,999 used to 
purchase a pickup truck and 
$34,103 that went to buy a Ford 
Expedition. Neither of the pur­
chases were authorized by the 
CAC board, investigators said.

The HHC report also pointed 
to salaries for Head Start officials 
that, “appear high for the San An­

gelo area.” Among those salaries 
was $116,906 for Cortez, plus 
more than $19,000 in bonuses. 
Comptroller Luli Martinez report­
edly received $64,332 plus 
$10,000 in bonuses while Head 
Start director Tanya Leifest re­
ceived $64,993 plus $11,000 in 
bonuses.

As part of the investigaiton, the 
FBI seized records on June 20 
from the CAC’s offices and Hen­
ry’s Diner. Additional records 
were taken from the CAC office 
on Aug. 8.

The programs once adminis­
tered by the CAC served 726 chil­
dren and 122 pregnant women in 
the Concho Valley.

No local expenditures have 
been questioned, however, pur­
chases for other campuses are be­
ing challenged, including play­
ground equipment that never made 
it to the intended Head Start cen­
ters.

Before the vote, a hearing was held 
so that comments from the public 
could be received, however, no 
one appeared to express an opin­
ion. Once the budget was adopt­
ed, the commissioners moved to

Utility Supt Jack 
Dean reveals his 
intention to retire

City Utility Superintendent 
Jack Dean announced Monday 
night that he will be retiring from 
his position with the City of Eldo­
rado effective Dec. 31,2002. Dean 
has worked for the city since Au­
gust of 1988. He informed the City 
Council of his intentions during 
the group’s regular monthly meet­
ing.

Mayor John Nikolauk called 
the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
On hand for the meeting were 
council members Richard Men­
dez, Tommy Minor, Toni Sudduth, 
Robert Bybee and Juaquin Rojas. 
Council woman Dora Bosnian was 
absent.

Among other business, the 
council heard from Jessica Harp­
er, representing Concho Valley 
Council of Governments. Harper 
updated the group on an Auto 
Theft Prevention Program spon­
sored by the Texas Dept, of Trans­
portation through which vehicle 
identification numbers (VINs) can 
be chemically etched onto a car’s 
windows. Harper explained that 
the program has already met with 
success in other areas and asked 
for the city’s help in making the 
service available here. The fee for 
the service will be a mere $ 1 per 
vehicle. It was agreed that Harper 
would coordinate with City Ad­
ministrator Randy Mankin in find­
ing a good day and time to offer 
the VIN etching here in Eldorado.

The council then recessed 
briefly and went to tour the ani­
mal shelter near the city’s waste- 
water treatment plant where Ran­
dy Mankin Jack Dean led the

group on a brief tour. Work at the 
facility is nearly complete. Follow­
ing an inspection by the Texas 
Dept, of Health, the animal shel­
ter will be placed into service and 
the city’s animal control ordinance 
will be enforced, Mankin said.

The council then returned to 
City Hall where the meeting con­
tinued and Jack Dean brought in­
formation on two used bulldozers 
he had collected in recent days. 
One of the dozers, a 1994 Cater­
pillar, located near Uvalde, was 
priced at $176,000.00. The other, 
a 1996 Kubota, located near Tur­
lock, Calif., was priced at 
$159,500.00. Dean explained that 
the price on the Kubota dozer in­
cluded trucking to the Eldorado 
landfill. He said that had request-

ed maintenance records on the two 
dozers and that he would continue 
to search for a dozer.

Randy Mankin then updated 
the council on the status of the 
wastewater treatment plant as well 
as the ongoing street paving 
project and work at the city land­
fill. Mankin also advised that new 
rules from the Texas Railroad 
Commission will require the city 
to mail each city gas customer a 
letter stating that the city is not 
responsible for maintaining the 
customer’s buried gas lines. He 
told the council that the mailing is 
not included in the city’s new bud­
get. Mankin said the requirement

State in better fiscal shape than once believed
AUSTIN — Happy New Year! 

But sorry, no bowl games on the 
tube or bowls of black-eyed peas 
on the table.

It’s the beginning of fiscal 2003 
for state government, not quite 
time for champagne and silly hats.

In closing the books at the end 
of August for fiscal 2002, Comp­
troller Carol Keeton Rylander said 
some of the state budget shortfall 
numbers that have been the focus 
of considerable hand wringing are 
not as bad as some projected.

“There has been recent specu­
lation of $7 billion, $10 billion and

even $12 billion shortfall,” she 
said. “These numbers are based on 
‘wish lists’ of various agencies and 
... are manufactured from faulty 
fabric that ignores natural revenue 
growth during 2004-2005, which 
will help offset spending needs.” 

The shortfall — it’s not a defi­
cit, merely an estimate o f the 
amount of money the state will 
need to spend versus the amount

Vacation. Arizona. Lake Hava­
su City. Boiling Hot. Slap-you-in- 
the-face hot! Over 120 degrees, no 
breeze.

We didn’t stay long at Lake 
Havasu City.

There have been so many finan­
cial scandals in recent years that we 
run the risk of becoming jaded. 
That’s exactly what the scoundrels 
who plundered WorldCom and 
Enron would like to see happen.

As if the misdeeds of the cor­
porate fat cats at Arthur Andersen, 
ImClone and Global Crossing 
weren’t enough, now Martha Stew­
art, that most quintessential of 
modem women, has elbowed her 
way into the action.

Maybe it’s too much to ask for 
corporate tycoons and self-serving 
politicians to avoid the feeding 
frenzy when there’s plenty of cash 
laying around. Yet, I worry that 
when we begin to expect greed in 
everyone, then we will all too soon 
come to accept it in ourselves.

Maybe the scandal at the CAC 
is a small drop in a very large buck­
et. But it should sound alarms that 
none of us can ignore.

Here is an agency, originally 
conceived as a conduit through 
which funding from state and fed­

eral sources would be passed to 
worthwhile programs on the local 
level. By all indications the thing 
worked well for a while. Then 
something went awry. Could it be 
that there was too much money lay­
ing around?

I worry that the CAC inquiry 
will get worse before it gets better. 
You see, the Head Start isn’t the 
only program the agency oversees. 
There’s the Comprehensive Ener­
gy Assistance Program that helps 
senior citizens and the underprivi­
leged pay their utility bills. That 
program was a godsend two years 
ago when soaring gas prices ham­
mered everyone in Eldorado.

And, there are other social pro­
grams that operate under the aus­
pices of the CAC, all of which in­
volve thousands, if not millions of 
dollars, twill wager that those dol­
lars were every bit as tempting as 
the ones assigned to Head Start.

I hope the investigators get to 
the bottom of this and that they do 
it quickly. If this turns out to be 
nothing more than shoddy book­
keeping, then that, too, is worth 
knowing. But, if wrongdoing is 
confirmed then the culprits should 
be prosecuted to the fullest extent 
of the law. The children served by 
Head Start deserve nothing less 
than for the adults in their tiny 
world to play nice together.

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Dear Editor:
As Hospital Chair of the Con­

cho Valley Regional Advisory 
Council (RAC) Trauma Service 
Area K (TSA), I would like to in­
form the public of the “Riding in 
Open Beds” law that changed this 
year. V.T.C.A. (Vernon’s Texas 
Statutes and Codes Annotated 
Transportation Code), Transporta­
tion Code 5456.414. Riding in 
Open Beds; Offense which reads, 
(a) A person commits an offence if 
the person operates an open bed 
pickup truck or an open flatbed 
truck or draws an open flatbed 
trailer when a child younger than 
18 years of age is occupying the 
bed of the truck or trailer; (b) An 
offence under this section is a mis­
demeanor punishable by a fine of 
not less than $25 or more than 
$200; (c) It is a defense to prose­
cution under this section that the 
person was: (1) operating or tow­
ing the vehicle in a parade or in an 
emergency; (2) operating the ve­
hicle to transport farmworkers 
from one field to another field on 
a farm-to-market road, ranch -to- 
market road, or county road out­
side a municipality; (3) operating 
the vehicle on a beach; (4) operat­
ing a vehicle that is the Only vehi­
cle owned or operated by members 
of the household; (5) or operating 
the vehicle in a hayride permitted

by the governing body of or law 
enforcement agency or each coun­
ty or municipality in which the 
hayride will occur.

In my travels throughout the 
Concho Valley, I see children 
riding in open-beds of trucks and 
trailers. If the vehicle stops, I in­
form the driver that he/she is com­
mitting an offence by having chil­
dren younger than 18 ride in an 
open-bed. In most cases, (I am 
thanked and people say they were 
not aware of the law. I agree, there 
has not been enough public edu­
cation. At other times, some peo­
ple get irate. As a trauma nurse, it 
is not pleasant to see these chil­
dren in an Emergency room with 
multiple injuries. It is not easy to 
tell parents that their child did not 
survive the accident.

To all police agencies in the 
Concho Valley, please be aware of 
the recent changes on the Riding 
in Open Beds and enforce the law 
to its fullest. For more information 
please contact the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, or your lo­
cal police department.

The regular monthly meeting 
o f the Schleicher County ISD 
board of trustees, held Monday 
night in the Elementary kitchen, 
was relatively short, except for an 
hour and a half long executive ses­
sion. The stated purpose for the 
closed-door session was the dis­
cussion of personnel. Joining the 
school trustees in the executive 
session were High School Princi­
pal Tim Seymore, Middle School 
Principal Julie Griffin and Ele­
mentary Principal Bob Wanoreck. 
When the board returned to open 
session, they moved on to other 
agenda items and took no formal 
action regarding personnel.

In other business the trustees 
took up the discussion of legal pol­
icy updates from the Texas Asso­
ciation of School Boards (TASB). 
Supt. George Blanch told the 
board that several stacks of blue 
paper before them represented 
TASB Update 68. He said the up­
dates addressed a wide array of 
issues, including religion and free­
dom of speech. The trustees chose 
not to make a decision on the up­
date, opting instead to more close­
ly review the proposed policies 
and vote on the matter at the next 
meeting.

Some of the policy update pro­
posals included items such as haz­
ing, fund raising, employee free 
speech, whistle blower protection, 
reporting of child abuse, study of 
religions and prayer at school ac­
tivities. It was noted that TASB at­
torneys continue to review and of­
fer changes to policy manuals 
since the courts are continually re­
interpreting existing laws.

A request by Band Director 
Gina Muela for an out of district 
band trip to New Orleans, LA, was 
turned down by the board. A mo­
tion to deny the request was sup­
ported by trustees Eddie Albin, 
Berta Nicholson, Phil McCormick 
and Kurtis Homer. Trustee John 
Paul Joiner voted against the mea­
sure and in favor of the trip. Trust-

ee Lupe Sanchez was absent and 
Board President Jo Helen Kotsch 
did not vote.

After the vote, Eddie Albin ex­
plained that he was not opposed 
to a band trip but preferred that the 
trip be made within the state. He 
asked the Ms. Muela attend the 
next meeting and present her re­
quest in person.

Supt. Blanch then advised the 
board that number of eligible stu­
dents enrolled (that number for 
which the state provides funding) 
now stands at 590. Blanch noted 
that a student enrollment of 600 
was used to calculate the budget. 
The decline will adversely affect 
state funding.

Blanch went on to note that 
there are also 20 “ineligible” stu­
dents enrolled. Those are students 
for which the school does not re­
ceive money from the state. The 
local school district must pick up 
the full cost of educating those 20 
students.

Before adjourning, the trustees 
heard from Principal Bob Wan­
oreck who updated them on test­
ing that teachers and students will 
be facing in the coming years. He 
said that first grade students will 
be subject to several reading tests 
during the year. Those tests will 
be administered by a teacher.

11 JR 2 would amend the constitution to allow the commissioners court o f a county to 
declare the office o f constable dormant if that office has been vacant for at least seven 
consecutive years. The records of a constable office that is declared dormant will be 
transferred to the county clerk. If the office is declared dormant, the previous office­
holder does not continue to hold the office. The office may not be filled by election or 
appointment unless the commissioners court votes to reinstate the office or a majority 
of votes cast in an election held on the issue favor reinstatement The reinstatement 
election may be held if the commissioners court on its own motion orders such an elec­
tion, or the reinstatement election must be held if the commissioners court receives a 
petition signed by 10% of the registered voters of the constable precinct 
The proposition will appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment authorizing the commissioners court o f a county to 
declare the office o f constable in a precinct to be dorm ant i f  the office has not been 
filled  by election or appointm entfor a lengthy period and providing a procedure fo r  the 
reinstatement o f the office. ’’

State Park entry fees waived Oct. 19-20
AUSTIN — Anyone interested 

in discovering the state’s natural 
and cultural treasures while raising 
funds to support conservation and 
historical preservation should visit 
one of the more than 120 state parks 
and historic sites during Lone Star 
Legacy Weekend Oct. 19-20.

Lone Star Legacy Weekend ac­
tivities will include everything from 
fishing contests to car shows and 
concerts to living history demon­
strations, nature tours and wild 
game dinners. Also participating in 
the third annual weekend celebra­
tion will be Sea Center Texas in 
Lake Jackson, the Texas Freshwa­
ter Fisheries Center in Athens, 
Lighthouse Lakes Trails and a 
handful of wildlife management 
areas (WMA). The previous two 
Lone Star Legacy Weekends have 
raised $145,000.

Lone Star Legacy was launched 
in 1998 by the nonprofit Parks and 
Wildlife Foundation of Texas to 
boost public conservation efforts, 
create greater awareness of the 
state’s top natural and cultural re­

sources and raise private funds to 
support TPWD sites statewide. 
Since its inception, the campaign 
has raised approximately $9 million 
in cash and pledges for TPWD 
sites.

This is the third year in a row 
for the statewide celebration and 
fundraiser marked by special events 
and activities at state parks, fisher­
ies centers and participating 
WMAs throughout Texas. Those 
making a donation to their favorite 
state park, the Texas State Park sys­
tem or other TPWD site will re­
ceive a complimentary packet of 
wildflower seeds.

“Lone Star Legacy Weekend 
represents an ideal opportunity for 
Texans to get out and enjoy the in­
credible state park system, fisher­
ies centers and wildlife preserves 
that belong to them,” said Robert 
L. Cook, TPWD’s executive direc­
tor. “There are still millions of Tex­
ans who don’t realize what they’re 
missing. We encourage them to join 
us in celebrating the outdoors and 
our unique heritage at dozens of
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special events taking place from the 
Panhandle to the Gulf Coast.”

The foundation’s fundraising 
initiative was launched on the heels 
of the first of several reports not­
ing that TPWD faced considerable 
financial challenges in maintaining 
and operating more than 200 state 
parks, historic sites, WMAs, fish 
hatcheries and other facilities. The 
entire amount of each Legacy do­
nation goes into an endowment 
fund. Once a facility’s endowment 
account reaches a certain amount, 
the interest generated can be used 
for operations, equipment and oth­
er needs.

Walt Dabney, TPWD’s state 
parks director, says it’s important 
that people understand just what 
state parks represent in order to 
gamer public support in times of 
tight state budgets.

“Our parks and other facilities 
are bare-bones operations,” Dabney 
said. “If we’re going to be able to 
offer anything beyond just keeping 
them open and clean, we need to 
have additional resources. Lone 
Star Legacy donations and our ded­
icated volunteers represent the dif­
ference between just being there 
and staying open to actually being 
able to offer educational and inter­
pretive programs that enhance the 
visitor experience.”

While no entrance fees will be 
charged at participating Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department sites, do­
nations will be accepted to benefit 
the Lone Star Legacy campaign. 
Overnight camping, some historic 
home tour fees and various activity 
fees, such as tickets to ride on the 
Texas State Railroad, will still ap­
ply. Toyota and its Texas dealers are 
underwriting state park admission 
fees to make Lone Star Legacy 
Weekend possible.

Restrictions on moving cotton harvesting 
equipment into boll weevil eradicated counties

AUSTIN - The Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture said today that 
cotton harvesting and hauling 
equipment moving into or through 
31 Texas counties that have been 
functionally eradicated of boll 
weevils must be free and clean of 
all cotton - lint and plant material 
- and boll weevils. This re8ulation 
helps reduce the risk of reinfesta­
tion in counties that have eliminat­
ed the boll weevil.

“Texas cotton farmers are be­
ginning to win the war against boll

weevils, which currently cause 
more than $200 million in crop 
losses and crop protection treat­
ment costs in Texas each year,” 
Agriculture Commissioner Susan 
Combs said. “The restriction on 
moving equipment will help pro­
tect cotton farmers who have de­
voted their time and effort over 
the past six to seven years to erad­
icate the boll weevil.”

Anyone moving or transport­
ing cotton equipment or vehicles 
into or through the functionally
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eradicated counties must clean 
thefr equipment either by high 
pressure air, high pressure water, 
fumigation, or they can remove 
lint and plant material by hand.

They may also contact a TDA 
regional office and schedule an 
inspectiom. A TDA inspector will 
check the equipment or vehicle 
and, if clean, issue a phytosani- 
tary certificate declaring “boll 
weevil flee status.”

A violation of this regulation 
could result in administrative pen­
alties of up to $5,000 per viola­
tion per day.

The 31 functionally eradicated 
counties are: Baylor, Brown, Cal­
lahan, Coke, Coleman, Comanche, 
Concho, Eastland, Erath, Fisher, 
Haskell, Irion, Jones, Knox, Ma­
son, McCulloch, Mitchell, Nolan, 
Palo Pinto, Runnels, Schleicher. 
Scurry, Shackelford, Stephens, 
Stonewall, Taylor, Throckmorton, 
Tom Green, Young and parts of 
Archer and Borden.

The state’s first boll weevil 
eradication program was signed 
into law in 1993.

There are currently 12 active 
boll weevil eradication zones in 
Texas covering more than 6 mil­
lion acres.
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
