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Eldorado’s water gets A+ on 
Consum er Confidence Report

Eldorado residents have long 
prided themselves on the town’s 
great tasting water. Now, with the 
release of the annual Drinking 
Water Quality Report, water cus­
tomers are again assured that the 
water’s quality goes beyond its 
good taste.

While there are trace amounts 
of contaminants in all ground wa­
ter, Eldorado’s water is better than 
most, according to the report, with 
no level of specific contaminant 
even approaching reportable lev­
els. For example, nitrates are found

in the water at 2.9 ppm (parts per 
million), that’s well below the 10 
ppm which is identified as the 
maximum contaminant level goal 
for nitrates

Levels of barium, fluoride, lead 
and copper each fell far below 
regulated levels.

The city will mail more than 950 
copies of this second annual water 
quality report this week to every 
water billing address in the city.

The Texas Natural Resource 
Conservation Commission re-

quires all public water utilities to 
send the reports to keep people in­
formed about the quality of the wa­
ter they drink.

City A dm inistrator Randy 
Mankin said that the report was 
prepared by TNRCC and that its 
format may be confusing to city 
customers.

“We have good water and the 
report reflects that,” Mankin stated.

Sheriff urges caution with fireworks
Sheriff David Doran urged El­

dorado fireworks enthusiasts this 
week to exercise caution this 4th 
of July holiday.

Noting that it is unlawful to 
discharge fireworks within the El­
dorado City Limits, Doran said 
that those intent on setting off fire­
crackers should obtain permission 
from landowners outside the city

before doing so.
“Fireworks are a major cause 

of injury each year,” Doran said. 
“And, although we have had a lit­
tle rain lately, it is still easy to set 
dry grass on fire.”

The sheriff explained that va­
cant and/or abandoned buildings 
are also susceptible to fire caused 
by fireworks.

Doran urged those intent on 
setting off fireworks to follow a 
few simple safety precautions:

1) Never leave children unat­
tended with fireworks

2) Always keep a shovel and a 
bucket of water nearby

3) Never discharge fireworks 
without first getting the permission 
of a landowner outside the city.

“When my wife answ ers the 
phone, the caller warns her not to 
go to the theater.”

He is not the only man I’ve met 
with a president’s name. George 
Washington lives in Muleshoe.

“Seems like nearly everywhere 
I go there’ll be some kind of a joke 
or story. People think I’m pulling 
their leg when I tell them my name. 
Sometimes I have to show my 
driver’s license to prove that I’m 
who I am.”

He taught American history 
and coached. “When I was coach­
ing, I called to confirm a ball game 
with John Paul Jones in Morton, 
Texas. When the operator came on 
the line, I told her I was George 
Washington in Muleshoe, Texas 
and I wanted to talk to John Paul 
Jones in Morton, Texas.

“There was kind of a pause 
there and finally she asked me if I 
knew what the penalty was for ty­
ing up long distance lines with 
such nonsense. I told her I did, but 
I needed to make this call. I heard 
her tell her co-workers about some 
nut on the line claiming to be 
George Washington wanting to 
speak to John Paul Jones. She told 
her buddies she was going to put 
the call through just to show me 
up.

“When M orton school an­
swered, the operator said she had 
a call from George Washington for 
John Paul Jones. The person an­
swering the phone told the opera­
tor to wait just a moment, that he 
was in the gym and they’d go get 
him. I talked to John Paul Jones 
and got the game set up.”

When George was in the Navy 
during World War Two, his ship 
pulled in beside the battleship Tex­
as at Pearl Harbor. One of the sail­
ors on the Texas said they had 
Douglas MacArthur aboard. One 
of the guys from George’s ship 
yelled, “That’s nothing. We’ve got 
George Washington on this one.”

George Washington sleeps in 
Muleshoe and has for more than 
40 years. He has a cherry tree in 
his back yard. He keeps it healthy.

We need to look no further than 
Ochiltree County for an example. 
In the summer of 1996, six Iowa 
convicts overpowered their guards 
at a rest stop outside of Amarillo. 
They stole the van and made a mad 
dash north, trying to get out of Tex­
as.

All six were captured in Perry­
ton and held for Iowa authorities. 
Once back in the Iowa prison sys­
tem, one inmate, Allen Eugene 
Langley, pled innocent to escape 
charges.

In his trial, he said he did not 
actively participate in the escape 
and he took every measure to make 
sure the guards, a husband and 
wife team of Ricky and Susan 
Carter, were not hurt or killed.

The reason? The Texas death 
penalty law.

Langley testified that he knew 
if the two were killed or if Susan 
Cartel was raped while in Texas, 
“we would be done for.” That is 
from a man who killed once to get 
in prison and had killed again 
while behind bars. He is currently 
serving two life sentences Iowa 
does not have the death penalty.

Two people - Ricky and Susan 
Carter - are alive today because 
Texas has enough courage to put 
hardened murderers to death.

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sembly Building in Philadelphia. 
Traitors, he called them and ordered 
their imprisonment and immediate 
execution.

But, the men didn’t behave much 
like criminals. Instead of hiding their 
treason from public view, they went 
to great lengths to publicize it.

They weren’t ordinary men, 
these signers of the Declaration of 
Independence, far from it. They 
were Patriots.

Today we revere them as our na­
tion’s Founding Fathers. There are 
statues and memorials dedicated to 
them, but little thought is given to 
the very real danger these men 
faced.

Had the Revolutionary War 
failed, and it nearly did, they would 
have been hung. The British Army 
carried warrants for the arrest of the 
fifty-six men. Half were to be exe­
cuted on American soil, at least one 
in each of .he thirteen colonies. (All 
the Pennsylvania delegation were

to be hung on the grounds of the 
Assembly Hall where they signed 
the treasonous document.) The oth­
er half were to be taken to London 
so that their executions could be wit­
nessed by representatives of Brit­
ain’s other colonies.

King George wanted an exam­
ple made of these upstarts who dared 
to challenge his sovereignty.

So, what did the men do? Once 
the Declaration of Independence 
was completed, they asked that it be 
printed for the world to read. They 
also directed that a formal copy be 
delivered to King George in London. 
There would be no turning back.

Today, in honor of Independence 
Day, I take this opportunity to again 
recognize the men who, without re­
gard to personal fortune or safety, 
dared to stand for liberty. They were:

Oh, by the way, when the final 
vote was made on July 2,1776, none 
of the men voted against the 
declaration...neither did any of them 
abstain. The men, who identified 
themselves as the Continental Con­
gress, waited until the Declaration 
of Independence was printed to for­
mally sign it. That happened on July 
4th, which became a national holi- ^  
day.

And, the red brick building 
where it was signed...it’s now known 
as Independence Hall. An even 
more remarkable document, the 
U.S. Constitution was signed there 
a few years later.

No Fireworks 
at State Parks

AUSTIN — Think fireworks
are expensive? Think about hav­
ing to pay fines on top of the pur­
chase cost and then never even 

^  getting to see the dam things light 
up the sky.

Save yourself the cost and trou­
ble —don’t bring them to state 
parks this July 4th. According to 
Wes Masur, state law enforcement 
coordinator for state parks, it is a 
class C misdemeanor to possess 
anything from sparklers to can­
nons in state parks. That means for 
each violation you could be fined 

^  $500 a pop, (no pun intended).
And this year, with dry condi­

tions throughout the state, fireworks 
present even more of a safety issue, 
making the use of fireworks in parks 
equal to throwing a bundle of match­
es into a stack of hay.

“Within the state park system 
there are many different types of 
wildlife and different types of 
grasses and we don’t want to get 
any type of forest fire started. Peo- 

l l  pie are there to enjoy the state 
parks,” Masur said.

He said the department does not 
keep records of the amount of fire­
works seized from year to year be­
cause, “it would be a nightmare.”

Pursuant to Section 104.103 of the Texas Utilities Code, 
TXU Lone Star Pipeline (TXU LSP), a division of TXU Gas 
Company, hereby gives notice of intent to establish a supple­
mental rate identified as the “Integrity and Safety 
Assessment” (ISA) to track and recover costs of implementing 
its Pipeline Integrity Assessment and Management Plan and 
costs of system modification required by class location 
changes. The Pipeline Integrity Assessment and Management 
Plan is required by the Railroad Commission of Texas 
(Commission) pursuant to its Pipeline Safety Regulations, 
Rule § 8.101, while class location changes are necessary to 
comply with the Federal Minimum Pipeline Safety 
Regulations, 49 C.F.R. § 192, adopted by the Commission.

The proposed initial rate for the ISA is 2.05 cents per 
MMBtu, and is proposed to take effect as of July 1, 2002. The 
rate will be adjusted each year to reflect the change in costs 
necessitated by the pipeline safety regulations, with an 
opportunity for those costs to be reviewed by the Commission. 
The ISA will remain in effect for ten years from its initial 
effective date. The ISA constitutes a major change as that 
term is defined in Sec. 104.101, Texas Utilities Cede. The pre 
posed rate will increase the total revenues of TXU LSP by

The ISA will apply to the following classes of customers: 1) 
TXU LSP’s customers with gas consuming equipment at an 
end-use location physically attached to TXU LSP’s pipeline 
system or to the system of a local distribution company phys­
ically attached to TXU LSP’s pipeline system; 2) entities sell­
ing gas to such customers; and 3) local distribution companies 
served by TXU LSP’s pipeline system. The ISA will indirect­
ly affect all residential and commercial customers served by 
such local distribution customers, including TXU Gas 
Distribution. At the proposed initial rate of 2.05 cents per 
MMBtu, the bill of an average residential customer (6 mef of 
gas consumption per month) will increase approximately 12 
cents per month.

A Statement of Intent to implement the ISA has been filed 
with the Commission in GUD Docket No. 9304 and is 
available for inspection at the Commission’s office at 1701
