Going, going...915 Area Code to be divided next year

A burgeoning population and
increased economic growth are the
primary reasons given by the Pub-
lic Utility Commission (PUC) of
Texas for dividing the 915 Area
Code into three area code regions.
Schleicher County, along with the
neighboring counties in the Con-
cho Valley will join the areas
around Abilene, Sweetwater,
Brownwood and Brady in the new
325 Area Code beginning in April
of next year.

Farther west, the Permian Ba-
sin, Big Bend and Trans-Pecos re-
gions will be assigned to the 432
Area Code. Only the extreme
western part of the state, stretch-
ing from just west of Van Horn to
El Paso, will remain in the 915
Area Code. ;

The changes will go into effect

PUC. At that time, a six-month
period of “permissive dialing” will
begin. During this phase, phone
customers will be able to dial ei-
ther the 915 area code or one of
the new ones. However, on Octo-
ber 5, 2003, the new Area Codes
become mandatory. Customers di-
aling the old area code will get a
recorded reminder Until Dec. 7,
2003. An extensive customer edu-
cation program to introduce cus-
tomers to the new area codes will
begin in early 2003.

In February the PUC issued an
order that divided the 915 area
code into three individual area
code regions. The Commission
designated the El Paso area to re-
tain the 915 area code because of
its concentrated population, exten-
sive bilingual network and well-

déveloped interndtional com- -

merce.

A spokesman for the PUC was
quick to point out that the change
was not one of convenience. Cur-
rent estimates predict that the 915
area code will run out of numbers
in early 2004. Population growth
is only part of the cause, however.

Hospital board

The Schleicher County Hospi-
tal District board of trustees began
its regular monthly meeting by re-
treating behind closed doors for a
two and one-half hour executive
session. The stated purpose for the
session was to meet with attorney
James Kosub concerning pending
litigation. The board also dis-
cussed an amendment to Dr.
Patrick Taylor’s contract and con-
ducted an administrator’s evalua-
tion.

When the group returned to
open session they took no action
on the litigation. They did, how-
ever, vote to approve an amended
contract for Dr. Patrick Taylor and
authorized Board President Ran-
dy Mankin to sign to on for the
district. Mankin then told Hospi-
tal Administrator Ann Fagan-Cook
that she is doing a good job and
thanked her for her efforts on be-
half of the hospital.

lar telephones and other telecom-
munication equipment has driven
the demand for telephone num-
bers.

It is ‘estimnated that the three-
way split of the 915 Area Code will
prevent the need for additional
area codes in the three regions for
an estimated 17 to 20 years.

While approximately two-
thirds of customers in the current
915 region will have to change
their area code, the PUC deter-
mined the three-way split is the

best way to preserve local inter-
ests. For example, the three-way
split allows the Midland-Odessa
metropolitan area to continue shar-
ing a common area code (432).
The three-way split also allows
customers to keep seven-digit di-
aling for local calls.

During the recently completed
public comment period, the three-
way split received overwhelming
support from both residential and
business customers, a PUC

" spokesman said.

In other business, Administra-
tor Ann Fagan-Cook reported that
a lawsuit brought by Duke Energy
against the Schleicher County Tax
Appraisal District had finally been
settled and that the hospital dis-
trict’s portion of the settlement
amounts to $6,276.46. She ex-
plained that more than $50,000.00
had been set aside for the purpose.

Beverly Minor then updated
the board on the district’s finan-
cial position. She noted that there
was $630,000.00 in reserves at the
end of March and that revenues are
running 200 percent above last

year. Minor voiced one concern,
however. She noted that according
to her calculations Medicare has
overpaid the hospital $100,000.00
but continued to explain that the
figure is likely to turn in the dis-
trict’s favor during the summer
months. ;

When questions arose about
the overpayment, Mankin ex-
plained that under the Critical Ac-
cess Program, Medicare is basing
its payment to the hospital on last
year’s patient volume. Since that
volume has dramatically increased

Life seems to begin in the
spring.

the payments have increased, as
well. Mankin added that as busi-
ness slows down during the sum-
mer months, which it routinely
does, the amount of the overpay-
ment should move lower.

Hospital consultant Andy Free-
man agreed and noted that provi-
sions have been made to follow the
number closely and that the trust-
ees will be updated frequently. The
board then moved to write off
$31,000.00 in bad debt. Freeman
explained that the bad debt num-
bers should decrease in coming
months, especially since the trust-
ees have implemented policies re-
quiring payment up front for non-
emergency procedures.

Phillip Sharp then recommend-
ed to the board that they purchase
new clinic billing software to re-
place obsolete computer software
that 1s still being used. The board
okayed the expenditure of up to
$26,000.00 for the purpose, pro-
vided it meets with the approval
of various department heads.

Next, the trustees voted to can-
cel the May 4th election since only
three candidates, John Callison,
Ricky Fuessel and Jim Martin
have filed for six open slots. They

also voted to declare the three men
to have been elected. They will
take the oath of office at the
board’s next meeting.

Administrator Fagan-Cook
then advised the board that an an-
nual evaluation of the Critical Ac-
cess Program had been completed
with favorable results. She also
recommended the reappointment
of Susan Henke, R.D., Gordon
McGee, M.D. and W. Gordy Day,
M.D. to active medical staff. The
board voted unanimously to re-
appoint all three.

Next, the board reviewed and
approved policy & procedures
manuals for the hospital, nursing
home, dietary & environmental
services. The also heard a report
on changes to the district’s orga-
nizational chart.

Before .adjourning, the board
discussed the possibility of obtain-
ing grant funds to acquire new X-
ray equipment for the hospital. It
was explained that the current X-
ray machine is 32 years old and
has reached the end of its usable
life. They also agreed to consider
purchasing new floor covering for
the clinic and clinic waiting room.
The trustees will tour the clinic
prior to the next board meeting.

Comptroller Rylander
delivers sales tax rebates

Texas Comptroller Carole Kee-
ton Rylander today delivered
$272.7 million in monthly sales tax
payments to Texas cities, counties,
transit departments and special
purpose taxing districts. Sales tax
allocations to local governments
are down 1.4 percent compared to
April 2001. So far this year, local
sales tax allocations are down 0.5
percent compared to the first four
months of 2001.

April sales tax rebates include
local sales taxes collected in Feb-
ruary and reported to the Comptrol-
ler in March. The state’s share of
sales tax collected during this pe-
riod was $1 billion, down 1.5 per-
cent compared to a year ago.

Comptroller Rylander sent sales
tax rebates of $182.5 million to
1,116 Texas cities, down 0.6 per-
cent compared to April 2001. April
sales tax rebates of $15.8 million
went to 121 Texas counties, up 2.6
percent compared to one year ago.

In the allocation, the City of El-
dorado received $7,192.07, up 7.16
percent from the April payment last
year of $6,710.91. So far this year,
the city has received $27,825.93, a
decline of 5.81 percent from 2001
when the city received $29,544.03
at this point in the year.

Schleicher County’s sales tax
this month totalled
$6,6599.85, down 19.76 percent
from the $8,300.08 received in
April, 2001. Year-to-date, the coun-
ty has received $25,145.92. That’s
down 21.66 percent from
$32,099.87 received during the
same period last year.

The Schleicher County Health
Service tax rebate for April was
$8,061.22, up 1.58 percent from
April, 2001’s total of $7,935.07.
The year-to-date total for the
Health Service tax stands at
$21,957.97. That’s a decline of
28.58 percent from the same peri-
od last year.

As in the last three months, the
steep decline in Schleicher Coun-
ty’s sales tax rebate, as well as the
Health Service tax rebate, is most-
ly attributable to an overpayment
the Comptroller made to the coun-
ty last year. That money is now
being withheld, a practice that will
continue until the overpayment is
recovered by the state.

The Comptroller’s next sales
tax allocation is scheduled for Fri-
day, May 10, 2002 and will be re-
ported the following week in the
Eldorado Success.

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County Commissioners consider various construction projects

The Schleicher County Com-
missioners court met Monday
morning, with all members
present, and took up the discussion
of construction at the county air-
port and at the golf course conces-
sion stand. Phil McCormick and
Kerry Joy, representing the Eldo-
rado Golf Club attended the meet-
ing to updated the commissioners
on the club’s plans to remodel and
carry out repairs to the club house
and awning area. McCormick add-
ed that the club strongly supports
the county’s plan to reconstruct
rest room facilities at the conces-
sion stand currently used by Eldo-
rado Youth Baseball. He noted that
the golf club was willing to let the
county use an existing building, at-
tached to the concession stand, for
the expansion of the rest room fa-
cilities. That area is currently be-
ing used to store golf carts.

It was noted that the current
rest rooms, which are also attached
to the concession stand, routinely
experience plumbing problems,
causing sewage to back up and re-
sulting in health and hygiene con-

cerns in the concession stand. At
that point, Commissioner Ross
Whitten called the facility, “the
bathroom from Hell!”

The men then agreed to trade
an airplane hangar, given to the
county recently by Dr. Brame, to
the Golf Club in return for the
room adjacent to the concession
stand. It was explained that the
hangar will be used for cart stor-
age and that the rest room facility
upgrade would benefit patrons of
the golf club, the youth baseball
parks as well as the general pub-
lic.

The commissioners then re-
ceived three bids for labor to con-
struct new airport hangars. The
low bid, submitted by Lanis
Mikeska of Eldorado, totaling
$27,750.00, was accepted by the
court. Two other bids were reject-
ed. The high bid came in at
$34,360.00. Judge Johnny Griffin
explained that construction could
begin as soon as authorization was
received from the State of Texas.

Next, the commissioners asked
that a letter be sent to a property

owner near the Eldorado Ceme-
tery. It was noted that tractor rats
had been found across unmarked
graves in the cemetery. In the let-
ter the owner will be directed to
construct their right-of-way into
their field in such a way as to pre-
vent farm equipment from driving
across cemetery plots.

A letter from Poddy Jones Lu-
cas was then read in which she
asked the county not to mow coun-
ty road rights-of-way until blueb-
onnet flowers have gone to seed.
The court also issued a quit claim
deed to a road easement the coun-
ty had received in 1976. It was
explained that the county has no
need for the property.

Next, the men heard from
Judge Griffin about a visit he had
with San Angelo architect Gary
Donaldson about renovations and
repairs at the Ag Bamn. Griffin not-
ed that Donaldson recommended
using architect Henry Schmidt for
the project. Griffin further ex-
plained that for the county to in-
sure the exhibit hall portion of the
ag building evaporative coolers

and wall paneling will need to be
removed because of the threat of

mold.

It was also suggested that pro-
pane heaters be removed and re-
placed with heat pumps and that
ducts be used to bring cooling in
from the new part of the facility.
Donaldson also recommended up-
grading the rest rooms in the build-
ing in order for them to comply
with the Americans with Disabili-
ties Act, Griffin told the men.

With that the commissioners
voted to proceed with the recom-

mended construction as well as to
move the livestock feeding facili-
ty away from the building.
