The Schleicher County ISD board of trustees met 
Monday, May 11, 2009 for a rare noon meeting.

Among other business, the board reviewed a se­
ries of bids for a construction and renovation proj­
ect at the middle school gymnasium. Minnix Com­
mercial of Lubbock was the low bidder and won the 
contract with a bid o f  ,$1,430,000. Three other bid­
ders ranged from $1,6¿<5,000 to $1,993,000.

Construction is slated to get underway as soon 
as the school semester is over, according to Superin- 
tendenrBilly Collins. ,

Other items of business included the Superinten­
dent's Report during which Billy Collins reported a 
total enrollment of 618 as o f Friday, May 1, 2009.

Superintendent Collins also recognized the 
Eldorado High School Mighty Eagle Band for its 
recent Division #1 rating at the Concert Contest 
and the year-long accomplishment of yet anoth­
er Sweepstakes Trophy for the Pride of the Divide. 
Collins went on to praise the individual students as 
well as EHS band director Jerry Barker.

It was noted that the two options for returning 
recaptured school funds to the state under Title 41 
were approved by voters last Saturday. Option #3 
passed 63-3 while Option #4 passed 55-12. The 
vote allows the district to exercise a bit of flexibility 
in how it returns "Robin Hood" or recapture funds 
to state coffers under Title 41, the state law that re­
quires property rich districts to send their surplus 
funds for use by less fortunate districts.

The school board will meet in special session at 
8:00 a.m. on Thursday, May 14th in order to can­
vass the votes of last Saturday's election.

Among other items of business, the trustees re­
viewed and approved the district's financial reports 
as presented by finance director Ray Ballew. They 
also approved the minutes of the April 13, 2009 
meeting.

After awarding the contract for gym renova­
tions, the board voted to purchase supplemental 
student insurance from United Healthcare. They 
also voted to extend the district's depository con­
tract with First National Bank of Eldorado for two 
more years.

Before adjourning, the trustees approved shared 
service agreements with the Region 15 Education 
Service Center in San Angelo. They also voted to ac­
cept the resignation of shop teacher Jim Wyatt who 
is retiring.

Monday's meeting was presided over by SCISD 
board president Kurtis Homer with trustees Leanne 
Higgins, Berta Nicholson, Jan Wanoreck, Lupe San­
chez, Kirk Jones and Robert Jay in attendance. Billy 
Collins, and Ray Ballew were also in attendance. So 
was maintenance director Oscar Martinez and ad­
ministration secretary Sandra Robledo.

It was noted at the end of the meeting that Jan 
Wanoreck is departing the board. She will be re­
placed next month by Kris Griffin.

The next regular meeting of the Schleicher Coun­
ty ISD board of trustees is slated for 6 p.m. on Mon­
day, June 8, 2009 in the High School Library.

Graves takes over 
as county road 
superintendent

Schleicher County Commissioners met Mon­
day, May 11 and voted to appoint Mark Graves 
as road superintendent. He had been serving as 
acting superintendent since the retirement of 
Clay Burleson at the end of April.

Among other business, the commissioners 
accepted a bid from Regal Oil for a transport 
load of diesel fuel at $1.8883 per gallon. No bid 
was received for unleaded gasoline.

As the men considered the issue it was 
noted that the county usually receives a bid for 
unleaded gasoline from Griffin Fuels allowing 
county employees to fill up at Griffin's key card 
pumps However, no such bid was received this 
time. County Judge Charlie Bradley explained 
that Griffin’s pumps where closed last week 
due to no fuel, causing county road crews, law 
enforcement officers and other employees to 
scramble as they sought other fuel options.

In a related matter, the court considered pur­
chasing an unleaded fuel tank and a card reader 
so the county could buy unleaded gas in bulk 
and track its use.

Mark Graves then informed the court that 
road crews had been patching County Road 300. 
He said that last year’s paving job done by 90 
West Construction was coming apart due to the 
heavy road traffic from the YFZ commune.

Graves further advised that commissioner 
Kirk Griffin is investigating a new road mix that 
could be laid by county crews. He said the mix 
would work well in hot weather.

An agenda item for purchasing/leasing pav­
ing equipment for the road department was

YFZ defendants argue for suppression of evidence
Last YFZ child remaining in state custody released to a distant relative

The last of 439 children removed 
from the YFZ Ranch last April by child 
welfare authorities was turned over to a 
distant relative this week, a move that 
could effectively end the largest child 
custody case in U.S. history.

The 14-year-old girl was alleged­
ly married to FLDS Prophet Warren 
Jeffs when she was only 12. Photos

showing him embracing and kissing 
the girl were made public after they 
were entered into evidence in civil cus­
tody proceedings.

The girl, now 14, was turned over to 
a woman named Naomi Carlisle. She 
is a member of Warren Jeffs' FLDS 
church and is believed to be the sec­
ond-cousin of the young girl's father,

Frederick Merril Jessop.
Documents obtained recently by 

The Eldorado Success indicate the girl 
will be living with Ms. Carlisle at her 
home in the Texas Hill Country.

CRIMINAL CASES HEAT UP
The end of the state's custody case 

comes as the criminal side of the story 
moves to the forefront.

Lawyers representing 10 YFZ 
ranch defendants gathered Wednesday 
morning in Judge Barbara Walther's 
courtroom where they began the task 
of challenging the search warrants that 
led to April 3, 2008 raid on the now- 
famous ranch near Eldorado.

The defendants are facing charges 
ranging from Bigamy to Aggravated 
Sexual Assault of a Child.

Documents filed by the various 
defense attorneys accuse state and lo­
cal authorities with misrepresenting 
facts and misleading Judge Walther 
with two affidavits filed to obtain the

search warrants executed during the 
April 2008 raid.

Specifically, the defense is accusing 
Texas Ranger Brooks Long of mislead­
ing the judge by not providing her with 
all the information he had available 
to him. They also accuse Schleicher 
County Sheriff David Doran of allow­
ing the raid to go forward. The defense 
claims the sheriff knew that a call re­
porting abuse at the racnch was a hoax 
and that the alleged abuser w ant at 
the ranch when the raid occured.

Assistant Attorney General Eric 
Nichols responded in written filings 
that the defense's "scatter-shot allega­
tions" fail to prove that Texas lawmen 
acted recklessly or fraudulently in ob­
taining the search warrants.

Rural Texas gets the
shaft from  cable*

They were lucky it was three o’clock in the morn­
ing. Time Warner cable, that is, was lucky that so few 
of its customers in the Rio Grande Valley were tuned 
into ESPNU, which features college sports, at a bit af­
ter three on Saturday, May 2nd. That’s because for a 
few moments the channel switched from showing hard 
working athletes to heavy breathing porn stars.

The company apologized and blamed it on a tech­
nical foul up.

While some might have found this horrific and

the residents of 
many of Texas’ 
small towns and 
rural commu­
nities get. Al­
though folks in 
the state’s larger 

cities enjoy the fruits of competition, where a choice 
of providers keeps prices down and service quality up, 
small town and rural Texans are often forced to accept 
a cable monopoly.

It’s clear the cable companies know this and take 
advantage of it. According to a recent report from the 
Federal Communications Commission, when custom­
ers have a choice of TV  providers their bills are at least 
20 percent lower, if not more.

The cable companies, of course, offer excuses. That 
FCC report points out that cable company package rates 
have gone up more than 122 percent between 1995 and 
2008. The cable companies often say they need to raise 
rates like this to cover the cost of “network upgrades.” 
It’s getting old, however. Despite years of claiming that 
they’re upgrading their networks, many cable compa­
nies still provide programming to rural customers in 
the old-fashioned analog format instead of sending a 
crisper cleaner digital signal and many still refuse to of­
fer those customers broadband Internet service.

The other excuse is that the poor old cable compa­
nies are victims of higher programming costs, which 
they have to pass along to their customers in order to 
survive. This excuse ignores the fact that many of these 
companies either own their own cable networks or they 
own the companies that provide the programming.

And, when programming disappears, as recently 
happened in Wichita Falls when the TV Guide chan­
nel simply went away, rates don’t go down. Happy to 
pass along higher costs, the cable companies become 
quite stingy when it comes to passing along savings.

As Executive Director of Texans for Economic Prog­
ress, I meet with citizens all across our state in what 
we call our Power of Connectivity meetings. At these 
meetings, high prices and bad service are a constant la­
ment. Customers are willing to pay, but they want to 
pay a fair price for a decent product.

They also say they’ll pay more if they get more. 
Broadband Internet service, for example, is taken for 
granted in places like Houston, Austin, Dallas and San 
Antonio but in small communities people are forced to 
continue living with the buzz, click and tortoise-like 
speed of dial up.

Unfortunately, these days this is more than just 
annoying, it’s an artificial constraint on economic 
progress. Business owners today need the advantages 
brought by lightning fast communications in order to 
remain competitive. Students need a fast Internet as an 
educational resource. Doctors need it to keep up with 
the latest in medical science. It’s not a luxury and rural 
cable monopolies should stop treating it as such.

Small town Texans, just like their big city breth­
ren, deserve the forward thinking solutions that have 
brought competition and innovation in television en­
tertainment and Internet services. It is far past time for 
the costly cable monopolies to start caring about their 
customers and stop standing in the way of progress.

House bill raising 
exemption on 
franchise tax to 
$1 million moves 
to Senate

AUSTIN —  The House on May 4 
approved HB 4765, legislation to raise 
the small business exemption to the 
state margins tax from $300,000 to $1 
million but only for years 2010-11.

The prima­
ry author of the 
bill was Rep.
Rene Olivei­
ra, D-Browns- 
ville. One of 
the bill’s four 
c o - a u t h o r s ,
Rep. Bill Cal- 
legari, R-Katy, 
said the timing 
of the new margins tax could not have 
been worse on Texas businesses because 
tax bills came due right as the economy 
began to worsen.

“By raising the revenue exemption, 
small businesses will get some needed 
relief to help deal with the terrible after­
shocks of the economic crisis,” he said.

Next, the Senate Finance Commit­
tee will consider the bill.

The margins tax has evolved over re­
cent sessions of the Legislature.

The 2005 Legislature, in its 3rd 
called session, revised the state’s fran­
chise tax, too, by basing it on gross mar­
gins and businesses with total revenue 
of less than $300,000 were exempted 
from paying the tax.

In 2007, the Legislature enacted a 
sliding scale of franchise tax discounts 
for businesses with revenue between 
$300,000 and $900,000.

Senate approves CHIP bill
Families that earn more than the 

federal poverty level but still can’t af­
ford health coverage would be able to 
buy into state health insurance for their 
children under SB 841 passed by the 
Senate on May 6.

The Children’s Health Insurance 
Program (CHIP) covers families whose 
annual income is less than 200 percent 
of the federal poverty level, or about 
$44,000 for four-member family.

Sen. Kip Averitt, R-Waco, said his 
bill aims to make it so families “will 
have the opportunity to pay part of the 
premium, so that they can grow into 
fully paying for their own health insur­
ance for their own children.”

SB 841 would create a program 
where families that make up to 300 per­
cent of the federal poverty level, about 
$66,000 for a family of four, could pay 
part of the premiums and buy in to 
CHIP coverage.

The bill moves to the House for fur­
ther consideration.

DPS chief resigns, interim named
Col. Stanley Clark, director of the 

Texas Department of Public Safety 
since September 2008, announced his 
resignation on May 4 after allegations 
of sexual harassment in the workplace 
against him were made public.

Allan B. Polunsky, chair of the Tex­
as Public Safety Commission, the agen­
cy that oversees the DPS, accepted 
Clark’s resignation and named Lamar 
Beckworth of Austin as the interim di­
rector. Col. Beckworth has been a DPS 
officer for 31 years. He is the first Afri­
can-American to lead the agency.

Ag chief requests lire assistance
North Texas wildfires over Eas­

ter weekend and recent weeks contrib­
uted to Tosses estimated at more than 
220,000 acres of pasture, roughly 1,500 
miles of fence and almost 500 cattle 
and calves.

Wildfires cost Texas farmers and ^  
ranchers about $35 million during 
March and April, and Agriculture 
Commissioner Todd Staples said that is 
why he has requested USDA assistance.

Dining safely 
for the Diabetic

As the Memorial Day Week­
end approaches, picnics and out­
door cookouts are sure to come to 
mind. They are a great way to en­
tertain and everyone enjoys the out­
doors. Food safety is a consideration 
that is especially important for all of 
us but can pose special problems for 
someone who is diabetic. An upset 
stomach, food borne illness or other 
gastrointestinal problems can cause 
issues with blood sugar and dehy­
dration. Food that is mishandled 
can cause very serious consequenc­
es for all, especially, infants, young 
children, older adults and persons 
with chronic diseases and weakened 
immune systems. It is better to be 
safe than sorry!

Food borne illness often presents 
itself as flu-like symptoms such as 
nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or fever, 
so many people may not recognize 
the illness is caused by bacteria or 
other pathogens in food. Millions 
of cases of food borne illness occur 
each year. Most can be prevented 
by the proper cooking of food that 
destroys bacteria. Bacteria may be 
present on products when you pur­
chase them. Raw meat, poultry, sea­
food, and eggs are not sterile. Nei­
ther is fresh produce such as lettuce, 
tomatoes, sprouts, or melons. Food, 
including, safe ready to eat foods, 
can become cross-contaminated 
with bacteria transferred from raw 
products, meat juices or other con­
taminated products, or from food 
handlers with poor personal hy­
giene.

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City OK w ith  county's jo g g in g  tra il project
q  County Judge Charlie Bradley, 

commissioner Lynn Griffin and 
Tom Brown with Naismith Engi­
neering met Monday night with the 
Eldorado City Council concerning 
the county's application for a grant 
to build a two-mile jogging and bike 
path that would incorporate the use 
some of the city's rights-of-way and 
streets.

Judge Bradley explained that the 
grant needed to be approved on a 
short time frame and that the route 
of the project could be changed 
once the grant is approved.

— Council members voiced sever- 
^  al concerns about blocking rights- 

of-way as well as private driveways 
and street-side parking in front of 
homes.

Tom Brown advised that the pro- 
^  posed paths would be at least eight- 
^  feet wide and level to the ground so 

as not to obstruct parking in front 
of homes or driveways.

The council signaled their gener­
al approval for the project provided 
the city doesn't have to bear the cost 
of maintaining the project.

year. He asked the commissioners 
to consider purchasing pool side

The 
officer will be able to connect via 
the internet, scan an offender's 
driver's license, then issue and 
print a ticket. The ticket is im­
mediately entered into the county 
court system.

service at $7,200 a year excluding 
software maintenance fees.

Doran noted the proposed 
grant would fund the COPsync 
system for up to three years. In the 
meantime, the county's old system 
would remain in place. The sheriff 
added that the new in-car system 
would give his officers a great deal 
of flexibility in the field.

The commissioners then met 
with Tim Vasquez, who represents 
the Tom Green County Veterans 
Services office. He noted that there 
are currently 178 veterans residing 
in Schleicher County and added 
that he has already assisted 25 of 
the local veterans through his San 
Angelo office.

Tom Green County currently 
makes Veterans services available 
to surrounding counties. Vasquez 
noted an interlocal agreement be­
tween the two counties is needed. 
Vasquez told the court he has a 
fully staffed office and having a 
active service officer helps veter­
ans tap into the VA systems.

Judge Bradley explained that 
he had visited with Buff Whitten 
who has been the Veteran Service

Officer for Schleicher County. 
He noted Whitten is not opposed 
having another Veteran Service 
provider.

With that, the court approved 
the interlocal agreement with the 
Tom Green County Veteran Ser­
vice office. The service will cost 
the county $1,284 per year.

The commissioners also ap­
proved purchasing 14 folding 
Burn Ban signs from TxDOT to 
be placed on major highways 
coming into the county. The signs 
could be folded down to indicate 
when a county-wide burn ban is 
in effect.

The court once again discussed 
the electrical outlets on the court­
house square. It was explained that 
the men will vote on a new policy 
governing the use of the outlets at 
their next meeting.

Monday's meeting was pre­
sided over by Judge Bradley with 
commissioners Lynn Meador, 
Johnny Mayo and Matt Brown in 
attendance. County Clerk Peggy 
Williams and Treasurer Karen 
Henderson was also in atten­
dance.

During the week of May 11 to 17, 
the Department of Public Safety and 
law enforcement agencies across the 
state are reminding Texas teenag­
ers to buckle up and make sure their 
passengers are buckled up.

Almost 15 percent of Texas teens 
don’t wear a safety belt when they are 
passengers, even though Texas law 
states that anyone younger than 17 
must be wearing a safety belt, or in |  
a child safety seat, whether they are 
sitting in the front or back seat. This 
means that drivers can be stopped 
and ticketed for a safety belt viola­
tion if they, or any of their passengers 
under the age of 17, are not buckled ( 
up or properly restrained.

Young drivers are more likely to 
be hurt or killed in a traffic crash 
than any other age group, and most 
teens that die in crashes are not buck­
led up.

“Many teens don’t think about the 
danger they face when they get in a 
vehicle and don’t buckle up,” said 
Texas Highway Patrol Chief David 
Baker. “But motor vehicle crashes are 
the leading cause of death for 15 to 
20-year-olds in the United States.”

Texas law also requires every per­
son sitting in the front seat of a vehi­
cle to wear a safety belt. In addition, 
a child less than five years old and 
less than 36 inches tall must be se­
cured in a child safety seat. A safety 
belt violation can result in fines of up 
to $200, plus additional court costs.

The Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety has had a zero-tolerance 
policy regarding seat belts and child 
safety seats since 1999. Drivers who 
are pulled over for seat belt and 
child safety seat violations by troop­
ers always receive tickets for those 
violations.
