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Blanch resigns as SCISD superintendent, will 
remain on the job through end of school year
Finance Director Loretta Edmiston leaving post fo r sim ilar job in Kerm it

After nearly two hours in a 
closed door meeting, Schleicher 
County ISD trustees emerged into 
open session Monday night and 
voted to accept the resignations of 
SCISD Superintendent George 
Blanch and Finance Director Lor­
etta Edmiston. It was noted that 
Blanch will be staying on the job 
until the end of the school year. 
However, Edmiston will be leav­
ing her job on Nov. 30, 2002. She 
is leaving to take a similar job at 
Kermit and is slated to begin work 
there on Dec. 2.

George Blanch told the Success 
that he is considering retirement. 
He said that he might consider an­
other administrator position, not­
ing that he has received offers.

With about six months of ad­
vance notice, Blanch’s resignation 
gives the school board time to 
search for a replacement. Howev­
er, Edmiston’s departure will come 
very soon and the trustees wasted 
no time in searching for someone 
to fill the position. An employment 
ad, listing qualifications for the 
position, may be found on page 7 
of this newspaper.

The meeting was the board’s 
regular monthly session and trust­
ees Jo Helen Kotsch, Berta Nichol­
son, Eddie Albin, Phil McCor­
mick, Lupe Sanchez and Kurtis 
Homer were on hand. Trustee John 
Paul Joiner was absent.

One item of business, brought 
by Ted Bedwell, representing JR3 
Associates, appeared to offer the 
school district a way to reduce its 
payroll, while still keeping expe­

rienced classroom teachers. Bed- 
well explained that his company 
contracts with retired educators. 
He said his company can provide 
resumes of experienced teachers 
who wish to continue teaching. 
Bedwell says that under his com­
pany’s plan, when a school reach­
es an agreement with a retired 
teacher as to salary, days off and 
length of contract, the district then 
formalizes the deal with JR3. The 
school pays the money to the com­
pany, and the company pays the 
teacher. That allows the teacher to 
continue receiving retirement 
through the Teacher Retirement 
System, while also being paid by 
JR3.

Bedwell says his company 
keeps 14.25 percent with which it 
pays for professional liability in­
surance, workers compensation 
and unemployment insurance. He 
went on to say that each quarter a 
teacher works for his company 
qualifies toward the 40 quarters 
needed in order to qualify for full 
Social Security retirement. Con­
ceivably, a teacher could retire af­
ter 30 years in the classroom, go 
back to teaching under a contract 
from JR3, receive a pay check, 
plus full retirement and, after 10 
years, qualify for Social Security 
retirement benefit, as well.

After considering the propos­
al, and discussing several options, 
the board voted to table further 
discussion of the matter.

Gary Grubbs met with the board 
to discuss the need for a new 
weight room facility. He noted that 
the current weight room, a trian­
gular space of about 900 sq. fit., is 
too small. He proposed building a 
new facility with volunteer labor 
and funding from the community, 
at an estimated cost of $40,000.

It 
turned out the hog farmer from 
Comyn was one o f De Leon’s 
prominent citizens sporting some 
fake teeth.

Everybody in the cafe was in 
on the hoax, dreamed up by 
Chupp. Now you know something 
about De Leon’s collective sense 
of humor.

Chupp used to be mayor of De 
Leon. He has written six books and 
for a time wrote George Dolan’s 
column which was on the front 
page of the Fort Worth Star-Tele­
gram. He has been a newspaper 
and magazine publisher and has 
painted murals all over town de­
picting De Leon’s history. He 
writes a weekly column in the De 
Leon Free Press.

She red marked 
half of it before she realized what 
Chupp was doing. She then erased 
her red marks and complimented 
him on his work.

Marjorie Morris was responsi­
ble for getting a replica of Shakes­
peare’s Globe Theater built in 
Odessa. Chupp wrote the first play 
performed at the Globe. It was a 
West Texas' parody of Taming of 
the Shrew. That was followed by 
the real play. The roughnecks and 
drillers in the audience preferred 
Chupp’s version.

At the conclusion of both pre­
sentations, the crowd started yell­
ing for the author. Chupp says 
since Shakespeare was dead, he 
figured they were wanting to see 
him.

“But I made it over the fence 
before they caught me.”

His new book is “The NTH

ny stories. Some of them are true.

thousands of Texans got a price 
break with the announcement last 
week that Farmers Insurance 
Group would postpone by a month 
its planned exit from the state’s 
home insurance market.
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The interim agreement, spear­
headed by Republican Sen. Rob­
ert Duncan of Lubbock, includes 
a 6.8 percent rate cut for Farmers 
customers whose policies are due 
for renewal before Dec. 10, the end 
date of the 30-day truce.

board’s approval if it is paying for 
the trip with money it has raised 
through fundraisers and if the trip 
is being taken after the school year.

The first eagle of the American 
Bald Eagle migration to North 
Lake Buchanan was spotted late 
October from the decks of the Tex­
as Eagle, flagship of the Vanish­
ing Texas River Cruise. Captain 
Cliff Galley spotted the eagle and 
then alerted the passengers of the 
mature American Bald Eagle 
roosting atop a tree at the mouth 
of the Colorado River.

Shawn Devaney owner of the 
Vanishing Texas River Cruise op­
erating from the Canyon of the 
Eagles Nature Park confirms that 
the early sighting is due to cold 
weather in the northern United 
States pushing the eagles to a 
warmer climate. He also states that 
the high water levels on Lake 
Buchanan and the Colorado River 
are favorable to support a large 
eagle migration to the area.

Kicking off the 2002 celebra­
tion was the release of mature bald 
eagle back into the wild on Octo­
ber 27th. This bird was rehabili­
tated by executive director John 
Karger and the s ta ff o f Last 
Chance Forever, a bird of prey 
conservancy out of San Antonio.

Karger will re­
lease two more rehabilitated bald 
eagles this winter.
