Evidence in motel room leads 
• to seizure of mobile meth lab

Marijuana and an assortment of drug 
paraphernalia left in a local motel room 
led to the arrest of five individuals Tues­
day morning and the seizure of a mo­
bile methamphetamine lab.

Sheriff’s department personnel re­
ceived a call Tuesday morning from Ja­
net Marlow, the owner of Shaw’s Mo- 

#  tel, reporting that five subjects had just 
checked out of their two rooms and that 
a suspicious substance had been found 
in one of the rooms.

A description of the suspect vehicle, 
a 2002 Mazda Tribute, was obtained 
from the motel records and Deputy Jas­
on Chatham quickly intercepted it some 
13 miles west of Eldorado on U.S. 190.

When Chatham pulled the Mazda 
over, he noticed at least one open bottle 

♦o f beer, a violation of the state’s open 
container law.

Chatham called for backup and was 
soon joined by Sheriff David Doran and 
Chief Deputy George Arispe. A fter 
briefly questioning the five occupants 
of the vehicle, a search soon turned up 
a mobile methamphetamine lab, as well 
as a undisclosed quantity of metham­
phetamine and assorted drug parapher­
nalia.

Christopher Barrandey, 33; Malachi 
David Wren, 33; Jeffery Austin Jordan,

20; Samantha Ann Freeman, 19; and 
Jessica Louise Nichols, 18; all of Odes­
sa, were each booked into the Schleich­
er County Jail and charged with posses­
sion of a chemical with intent to manu­
facture a controlled substance. The three 
men were also charged with possession 
of marijuana. Additionally, Barrandey 
was charged with possession of a con­
trolled substance while Jordan and Free­
man were charged with possession of 
drug paraphernalia.

As the five were being processed at 
the jail, a hazardous materials team from 
the Rio Concho M ulti-Agency Drug 
Task Force was called to the scene. The 
team took possession of the mobile lâb, 
including highly volatile chemicals used 
to m anufacture m etham phetam ine. 
Among those chemicals is anhydrous 
ammonia, a .substance..that, is widely 
used as a crop fertilizer, and a potent 
explosive.

Meanwhile, a further search of the 
two motel rooms the group had stayed 
in the night before turned up more evi­
dence, including a usable amount of 
marijuana.

Later in the afternoon, the 2002 Maz­
da Tribute was towed to town and im­
pounded. Interestingly, the vehicle did 
not belong to any of the subjects in-

volved. Wren, who was driving the Maz­
da when it was pulled over, said it be­
longed to an acquaintance. The vehicle 
is not listed as stolen and it is unclear at 
this time if Texas drug seizure laws will 
allow it to be confiscated.

All five of the subjects remain in jail 
at press time. According to Sheriff’s 
Dept, personnel, Barrandey was recent­
ly released from the Texas Department 
of Corrections after completing a prison 
sentence for theft. Likewise, Jordan Jef­
fery Austin was recently released after 
doing time for burglary' of a habitation.

Following the arrests, Sheriff David 
Doran praised the quick actions of his 
officers and thanked Janet Marlow for 
notifying his department so promptly. 
“This is how these types of cases are 
broken,” Doran stated, “Someone calls 
in wilh a .lead.and tygetsibllow ed up. 
I ’m just glad that we could wrap this 
one up so quickly.”

Doran noted th 3.t t he chemicals in­
volved in the manufacture of metham­
phetamine are toxic and unstable.

. He says anyone who believes they 
know the whereabouts of a methamphet­
amine lab, or the chemicals used in such 
a lab, should get as far away from the 
material as possible and~notify the au­
thorities.

City eyes changes at old landfill
The Eldorado City Council voted 

Monday night to spend $87,700.00 for 
engineering services at the city’s old 
landfill. The council is looking to open 
a section of the facility, approximately 
seven acres in size, that has never been 
used. To do this, the city must amend 
the permit under which it operates the 
landfill.

Steve Detinis, an engineer with the 
firm of GSW&W in Midland, was on 
hand for the meeting. He and City Ad­
ministrator Randy M ankin reviewed 
several concerns they had with the land­
fill, especially the need to utilize excess 
clay and topsoil that has accumulated 
on the site in the past three decades. 
Dennis explained that “aerial fill,” the 
practice used at most municipal land­
fills, would allow the clay and topsoil 
to be used as daily cover while waste is 
encapsulated in a mound.

“It will allow you to optimize the 
remaining space and to extend the life 
of the landfill,” Dennis told the coun­
cil.

Mankin explained that the landfill’s 
existing permit requires that it be re­
stored to its original contours. “I realize 
we’re talking about a lot of money,” 
Mankin said, “but, if we don’t amend 
the permit, we will spend as much, if 
not more, to truck away the piles of clay 
and topsoil.”

After a lengthy discussion, the coun­
cil ultimately agreed to spend the mon­
ey, but it wasn’t unanimous. Council

member Robert Bybee, who expressed 
his concern that the permit amendment 
would prove to be even more costly than 
the proposed $87,700.00, cast the only 
dissenting vote.

Work on the permit amendment will 
begin almost immediately. It is expect­
ed to take 18 months to 2 years to com­
plete.

The meeting was the council’s first- 
ever meeting in the new council cham­
ber at City Hall, located in what used to 
be the building’s front office. Mayor 
John Nikolauk called the meeting to or­
der at 6:02 p.m. with council members 
Bybee, Tommy Minor, Juaquin Rojas, 
Richard Mendez and Toni Sudduth in 
attendance. Council member Dora Bos­
nian was absent, due to being hospital­
ized in Ft. Worth.

In other business, Patsy Kellogg, rep­
resenting the Concho Valley Communi­
ty Action Council (CAC), met with the 
city council regarding the city’s utility 
billing procedures. She noted that the 
CAC assists many citizens who are un­
able to pay their utility bills and asked 
that the city make allowances for those 
clients so that utilities won’t be discon­
nected until payments are received.

City Administrator Randy Mankin 
told Kellogg that the city has a long­
standing policy of cooperating with the 
CAC, but noted that recently the CAC 
has stopped notifying the city- of the cli­
ents it will be assisting. City Secretary

State Senate passes school finance reform plan
AUSTIN —  Maybe thé mem­

bers of the Legislature don’t like 
hanging around Austin as much as 
its Chamber of Commerce might 
think.

The Senate last week passed a 
school tax reform plan, a step to­
ward not having to come back to 
the Capital City for a special ses­
sion and to do away with the cur­
rent Robin Hood school finance 
system.

Tfie bill, in a nut shell, lowers 
property taxes and raises sales tax-

Everything 
is loud and there’s something go­
ing on every second. When the 
Maverick players are introduced, 
it’s like announcing the second 
coming. The arena is darkened and 
two huge basketballs in the play­
ing area spew out tall streams of 
fire when each player’s name is 
announced.

The Mavericks’ inside-the-are- 
na productions have been rated the 
best in the National Basketball 
Association. I can certainly under­
stand why. Two rows of lights cir­
cle the arena, showing sponsors’ 
names. But when something excit­
ing happens, like a score that puts

And even 
if the governor signs the law, vot­
ers have to approve a constitution­
al amendment that would autho­
rize all the taxing changes set forth

When you 
see that and hear the fans scream­
ing and the announcer urging the 
audience to make noise, you can’t 
just sit there. You’ve got to get up 
and be a participant.

During time outs, various en­
tertainers take to the floor: danc­
ers, jugglers, MAVS MAN, com­
edy groups and people running 
around the basketball court wav­
ing flags. My favorite was a girl 
riding a 20 feet tall unicycle and 
doing an amazing juggling act.

It was 
the first time far me to see his set­
up. He sits at a console in front of 
a wall that has 88 TV monitors. He 
punches up the one that viewers 
see. All the equipment is in an 18- 
wheel trailer parked just outside 
the arena. It travels from one sport­
ing event to another. Miles of ca­
bles connect the arena to the truck.

The contest between Dallas 
and Portland attracted the largest 
audience to the American Airlines 
Center. It was a sellout. The game 
was a defensive battle from start 
to finish. The MAVS won, creat­
ing a perfect ending to one excit­
ing night.

“I believe the members of the 

House, just like all the homeown­
ers and business owners around 
the state, don’t want to wait two 
years to see their local property 
taxes reduced 50 percent,” Lt. 
Gov. David Dewhurst said.

Specifically, the Senate bill’s 
constitutional amendment would 
raise the state sales tax by 1 per­
cent and expand its scope to most 
services except dental and medi­
cal. In turn, the maximum school 
property tax rate would be reduced 
50 percent.

Other provisions would raise 
the motor vehicle sales tax from 
6.25 to 8.75 percent and create a 
property tax cap of 75 cents per 
$100 valuation (though local vot­
ers could phase in an additional 10 
cent rate.)

Economic thunderstorm 
watch...

It’s still out there on the dis­
tant edge of the radar. A storm is 
coming to Texas after the presi­
dential election next year: Base 
Realignment and Closure. Those 
words will have huge significance 
to Texas, which has 18 military 
installations. Some of those bases 
are considered vulnerable to attack 
—  of the base closure kind.

To shore up the state’s econom­
ic defenses, Sen. Eliot Shapleigh, 
D-El Paso, has pushed through a 
bill in his chamber that would give 
Texans the opportunity to vote for

a $250 million bond issue to im­
prove the value of the state’s mili­
tary bases.

“By increasing military value 
and decreasing [federal] operating 
costs, we make Texas bases valu­
able and more likely to receive 
more missions,” the senator said.

If Shapleigh’s bill makes it 
through the House and is signed 
by the governor, the constitution­
al amendment it proposes would 
go on the ballot for a Sept. 13 elec­
tion.

The bill would allow local gov­
ernments to borrow money for 
projects such as improved rail 
lines to Fort Hood or a desalina­
tion plant to serve Fort Bliss’ wa­
ter needs.

House gains a Democrat...

Juan M. Escobar of Kingsville 
won a runoff election for House 
District 43 last week to replace the 
late Irma Rangel, a Democrat who 
died earlier this year of cancer.

Escobar tallied 62 percent of 
the vote and his Republican oppo­
nent, James R. Marz, received 37 
percent.

Nine candidates vied for the 
seat in the initial election on April
15.

Escobar is a retired U.S. Bor­
der Patrol supervisor who has been 
on the Kingsville Independent 
School District board for 13 years.

Carolyn Mayo then produced a 
copy of the city ’s utility ordinance 
that outlines the city’s willingness 
to cooperate with approved agen­
cies, such as the CAC and the 
Schleicher County Ministerial Al­
liance. Mankin further stated that 
the city also allows customers to 
make partial gas payments be­
tween the months of November 
and March, provided complete 
payment is made before the next 
bill becomes due.

Kellogg said she was unaware 
that CAC personnel had stopped 
notifying the city of qualified cli­
ents. She further noted that she 
would be in contact with the agen­
cy to see if she could get lists of 
clients faxed to the city in time to 
avoid utility cutoffs.

council regarding operations in 
various city departments. He not­
ed that a water well has been com­
pleted at the landfill and that a 
pump will be set as soon as elec­
tric service is available. The well 
will be used to water trees that are 
due to be set out around the land­
fill’s perimeter. He further noted 
that a visit from the state inspec­
tor to the city’s two landfill’s re­
sulted in a clean bill of health, with 
no deficiencies listed.

Fay then updated the council 
the installation of new gates at the 
sewer plant. He noted that two of 
the six gates have been installed 
and that work on the remaining 
four will be carried out as soon as 
possible. The handwheel gates will 
allow city personnel to more ef­
fectively regulate the level of wa­
ter in the plant’s four ponds. Pre­
viously, city personnel had to put 
on slicker suits and actually get in 
the water in order to raise and low­
er the gates.

Fay continued his report by 
noting that he crews are in the pro­
cess o f changing out old gas 
meters.'Mayor Nikolauk asked Fay 
to ensure that gas regulators with 
“safety shut-offs” are installed at 
every home with an open flame 
heater. The special regulators op­
erate by closing off when low gas 
pressure is sensed. The regulators 
will not open until they are manu-

ally reset by city personnel.
In his report to the council, 

City Administrator Randy Man­
kin said that the city’s application 
for a $174,000.00 grant through 
the Office of Rural and Commu­
nity Affairs, has been approved by 
the state review committee. Pre­
viously, the grant application was 
okayed by the Regional Review 
Committee at the Concho Valley 
C ounc il o f G overnm en ts 
(CVCOG). The grant will fund 
water system improvements in 
sections of the Orient Heights ad­
dition . M ankin noted that a l­
though the project lies outside the 
city limits, it is important to get 
the work done. In recent years, 
Schleicher County has applied for 
the same grant but without suc­
cess.

A long-awaited project to in­
stall isolation valves in the city’s 
water distribution system will be­
gin this week, Mankin explained. 
Once all the valves are installed, 
they will allow portions of the 
city’s water system to be turned off 
without interrupting service to the 
entire town. However, to get the 
work done, water service must be 
turned off to the whole town, at 
least initially. Mankin said that the 
contractor, Texas Water and Soil 
of San Angelo, is set to begin on 
Friday, May 16th.

“Water will be turned off about

1:30 p.m. and will be off until 
4:30,” Mankin said. The process 
will begin again on Monday, May 
19th, and continue everyday until 
the project is complete.

“Each day there should be few­
er and fewer customers affected,” 
Mankin advised the council. 0

“It’s going to be frustrating 
while we’re going through it,” he 
stated, “but it will be worth it when 
it’s over.”

The council then proceeded 
with routine business, including 
approval of the minutes for the 
April 7 meeting. The council then 
reviewed the city’s financial re­
ports and heard a request from City 
Secretary Carolyn Mayor for an $  
amendment to the budget. After 
approving the amendment, which 
did not change the city’s overall 
budget, the council reviewed the 
monthly bills and ordered them to 
be paid.

The council then moved to cor­
rect an oversight in the recent city 
council election. Council member 
Juaquin Rojas was appointed last 
year to fill a vacant seat and he ^  
should have stood for election in 
May. Since no one on the council 
had an opponent, and the May 
election was canceled, the coun­
cil voted to reappoint Rojas to fill 
the vacancy. Rojas abstained on 
the vote. His seat will come up for 
election again next May.
