NATO, Russia are partners
Former Cold War adversaries 

NATO and Russia signed an agree­
ment yesterday creating a peaceful 
new relationship. In Moscow, Rus­
sian Foreign Minister Yevgeny 
Primakov called the accord " a  big 
victor}- for reason." He clasped an 
arm around NATO Secretary-Gen­
eral Javier Solana at a joint news 
conference. The agreement is in­
tended to placate Russia before 
NATO invites new members in 
eastern Europe. A joint statement 
says NATO and Russia have made 
"decisive progress" on key issues 
including military' problems, which 
had been the main obstacles to 
agreement. But the exact terms of 
the agreement were not announced. 
Russian leaders have spoken out 
strongly against NATO expansion, 
calling it a threat to its security. The 
White House applauded the agree­
ment and said it could result in a 
Paris signing ceremony later this 
month.

US envoy presents credentials
The United States' first ambas­

sador to post-war Vietnam began a 
round  o f m eetings in Hanoi 
Wednesday, presenting his creden­
tials to Vice-President Nguyen Thi 
Binh. Douglas "Pete" Peterson, a 
fighter pilot and prisoner o f war in 
the conflict that ended 22 years ago, 
received a red-carpet welcome, 
with honor guards standing at at­
tention, as he met at the presiden­
tial palace with Binh. That was in 
marked contrast to last week, when 
Peterson arrived in Vietnam and 
was m et with little ceremony at 
Hanoi airport. Peterson met pri­
vately with Binh for about 30 min­
utes before leaving, ignoring jour­
nalists' shouted questions.

White House counsel to testify
Presidential spokesman Mike 

McCurry says White House coun­
sel Charles Ruff will testify today 
before a congressional committee 
investigating Democratic party 
campaign hind raising activities. 
R uff was summoned to appear be­
fore the House government reform 
and oversight committee to explain 
why the White House refused to 
comply with subpoenas o f docu­
ments relating to possible illegal 
campaign contributions by foreign­
ers. McCurry says the decision to 
appear came after Ruff had a de­
tailed discussion with President 
Clinton.

Tests on James Earl Ray’s gun
Scientists at the University of 

Rhode Island performed tests yes­
terday on James Earl Ray's rifle in 
an attempt to determine whether it 
is the weapon that was used to kill 
Martin Luther King Jr. They com­
pared bullets fired from the rifle 
with the slug that was removed 
from the civil rights leader's body. 
The bullets will be examined with 
high-tech microscopes that were 
not available at the time o f the 
shooting three decades ago. Ray is 
hoping the tests will provide evi­
dence that could win him a trial. 
Ray was sent to prison after con­
fessing to the assassination, but 
then he recanted.

Hunter, McCravey & Williams win State titles

EHS claims 6 medals at State Tennis & Track meets
Beach, McGinnes & Snelson claim Bronze Medals
Eldorado High School wrapped 

up its 1997 Tennis and Track sea­
son in style last weekend. That's 
when ten Eagles went to Austin and 
returned home with three gold and 
three bronze medals.

A host o f  Eagles supporters 
made the trip, too. Many o f them 
shuttled back and forth between 
Memorial Stadium and the Univer­
sity o f Texas' Intramural Tennis 
Courts where rain postponed one 
match after another. UIL officials 
announced repeated delays before 
finally rescheduling all the tennis 
matches for Saturday.

Meanwhile, at the track meet, 
m ost field events were postponed 
at least once. The 2-A boys high 
jum p began on schedule, however. 
That's when Kyle Hunter began the 
Eagles assault on the UIL's stock­
pile o f precious metal. He m et and

faced down the best high jum pers 
in Texas and claim ed the State 
Class 2-A High Jump title. Hunter 
easily cleared every jum p through 
6 feet 6 inches. By that time, all 
his competitors had fallen away. 
Even D ante Johnson o f  V alley 
Mills missed three straight times 
at that height and Hunter had the 
gold medal.

The sun shone brightly on Sat­
urday as a throng o f Eagles boost­
ers gathered on U.T.'s Clark Field 
to witness the Shot Put competi­
tion. Eldorado's Ty W illiams, who 
won the state title two years before 
as a sophomore, was clearly the 
favorite.

W illiams quickly took charge 
and after three preliminary throws 
led the field. W hen the judges 
seeded the shot putters for the fi­
nal round W illiams had the coveted

last position. On his fourth throw, 
and the first o f  the final round, 
W illiams sent the shot 57' 11 Vi". 
That proved to be the longest throw 
o f the day and won W illiam s the 
State 2-A Boys Shot Put title.

M eanwhile, across town at the 
In tra m u ra l C ourts , E ld o rad o 's  
W h itn e y  M cG in n es and  K im  
Beach defeated the girls doubles 
team  o f  Lori Posus and A shley 
L o p ez  fro m  F re e r 6 -3 ; 6-3 . 
McGinnes and Beach then m et and 
lost to Chel Bearden and Kylie 
Kaderka o f  Mason, the eventual 
state champions, 6-1; 6-1. As semi- 
fm alists, M cG innes and Beach 
were each awarded bronze medals.

In the 2-A Boys Singles divi­
sion, E ldorado 's Casey Snelson 
defeated J.W. Potter o f  Big Sandy 
6-3; 6-4. He then  lo st to M ark 
Lewis o f San Saba 6-3; 6-1. Casey 
Snelson also received a bronze 
medal.

I But, what better way to shock the 
wjjallet out of people’s pants than with 
a |ia n t Goliath. Some cause so great, 
aijjd so insurmountable that it can be­
came the symbol of fund raising cam­
paigns for generations beyond our 
tirjfie. Granted, enthusiasm may wear 
th|n over the years but it is a great 
marketing strategy for a business in 
decline.

j This cynical view of the motives 
ofjthe Sierra Club leadership does an 
injustice to those members and oth­
ers who harbor an idealistic view of 
nature and m an ’s in terference 
thereof.

There are m any farm ers and 
ranchers who would prefer to keep 
power stations, nuclear reactors, air­
ports, malls, landfills, city limits, strip 
mines, freeways, testing grounds and 
toxic waste dumps from being built 
next to them. But they have had little 
luck getting them dismantled after the 
fact. Civilization is a mighty force.

This “back to nature movement” 
falls on deaf ears when you start af­
fecting people’s cost of living. Sky­
rocketing electric bills, water short­
ages, and declining livability are 
things people take personally.

The Glen Canyon Dam backs up 
the Colorado River for 186 miles and 
forms Lake Powell, the 2nd largest 
man-made lake in the U.S. It now 
supplies power and water to sixmil- 
1 ion rate payers in six western states 
and recreation for 400.1500 boaters 
each year The price of civilization.

If the Sierra wanted, they could 
start smaller. Take the face off Mount 
Rushmore, for instance. Restore it to 
its natural beauty

The land under Washington, D.C. 
was originally a wetland with habi­
tat for birds, reptiles and plants.

Now it is overrun with predators.
The Golden Gate Bridge mars the 

grandeur of the San Francisco Bay.
All those unsightly locks and 

dams that disrupt the natural flow of 
the Ohio and Mississippi rivers could 
be removed to restore their ancient 
ecosystem. Then move on to the Ten­
nessee Valley Authority.

But the Sierra Club has declined 
these options and picked an area that 
they consider more practical as a 
fund-raiser. And they’re right, regard­
less o f their motives. Most potential 
donators don’t even know where it 
is.

They can rally to the cause with­
out thinking because, after all, it will 
never affect their own cost of living. 
Bein’ green is easy when it’s not per­
sonal.
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Congratulations to all the athletes who 
represented Eldorado so well at the State 
Tennis and Track Meets in Austin last 
weekend.

In storybook style, Ty Williams took 
the gold m edal in Shot Put. I call it 
storybook because Ty had won State be­
fore, as a sophomore. When he injured his 
knee as a junior, it would have been so 
easy for him to give up. But he fought back 
and advanced to  Regional last year before 
undergoing surgery to repair the damage.

This year, Ty sat out the football sea­
son while his knee healed and he focused 
on the Shot and Discus. Ty's dreams o f a 
State Discus title died at the Regional Meet 
in Abilene when he placed third. But Sat­
urday, with a throng of Eldorado support­
ers cheering him on, he dominated the Shot 
Put event at the State Meet.

Another local athlete bringing home 
the gold w as EHS ju n io r M akenzie 
McCravey. She won the Girls Singles di­
vision at the State Tennis M eet Like Ty 
Williams, Makenzie is well acquainted 
with the pressures o f the state playoffs. 
Last Year, as a sophomore, she won the 
silver medal. The year before that, as a 
freshman, Makenzie competed in the girls 
doubles division with her partner, Kim

Williams.
Last Friday, rain delayed all the tennis 

matches. So Makenzie was forced to play 
three gruelling matches on Saturday. 
While it was evident early on that she was 
the class of the field, Makenzie had to fight 
off three very talented challengers. With 
dogged determ ination she dispatched 
them one by one. As the finals match drew 
to an end, with the outcome no longer in 
doubt, Makenzie's brilliant smile lit up the 
Penick Allison Courts and the Eldorado 
fans in the stands knew that after three long 
years, Makenzie McCravey finally had her 
gold.

Perhaps the most unlikely story of the 
weekend, however, is that o f Kyle Hunter. 
Kyle won the gold in the High Jump. Prior 
to this spring, he demonstrated his jum p­
ing ability only on the basketball court. A 
lot o f high jumpers around the state are 
no doubt wishing Kyle had never discov­
ered the high jump pit.

After only a week o f practice Kyle 
shook the world o f Texas Track and Field 
with a jump of 6 feet 11 inches at the San 
Angelo Relays, one inch shy o f the state 
record. A week later, he proved that it was 
not a fluke by clearing 6 feet 10 inches at 
the Cotton Patch Relays in Wall.

When Kyle injured his knee slightly at 
the district meet in Ozona, some thought his 
chances o f a State title might be in jeopardy. 
But he soared over the competition at Dis­
trict and Regional. By the time he reached 
the State Meet, his victory was a near cer­
tainty.

Shaking his head in disbelief, one of 
Kyle's competitors told me following the 
event, "Shoot, we were all out there jum p­
ing for second place...that guy is awesome."

Yes, I thought to myself, he is awesome. 
And he's only a junior.

Kim Beach and Whitney McGinnes won 
a Bronze medal in Girls Doubles at the Ten­
nis Meet and Casey Snelson did the same in 
Boys Singles. They did us proud and I'm 
sure they will be back next year to claim 
their own gold medals.

The girls 800 Meter Relay was spectacu­
lar for Eldorado, too. Despite two bad 
handoffs, Victoria Mitchel, Ashlie Whitten, 
Toni Whitten and Ashley Finley clocked 
their best time o f the year to finish fifth. 
Ashley Finley caught and passed three girls 
on the final leg. If  there had been another 10 
yards to go, she would have finished third.

The girls were heartbroken, of course. 
They shouldn't be. They did their very best 
and did it with style. Who could ask for more 
than that?

Alley Oop Land
Iraan is in that area of Texas that 

people drive right on through with­
out stopping. They think about the 
only interesting things to see them 
are catclaw, yucca and greasewood 
bushes.

Funny thing. The people o f 
Iraan think the same thing. But 
there is one big difference in the 
people who live in Iraan and those 
just passing through: the people in 
Iraan love the place.

Iraan was named for Ira and 
Ann Yates, a ranching couple who 
became wealthy when oil was dis­
covered on their land in 1926. The 
Yates Field was the biggest oil find 
in Texas. It ranks third in produc­
tion in the USA behind the Pmdhoe 
Bay and Kuparak fields in Alaska. 
More than one thousand producing 
wells are located in a 26,000 acre 
area. The field continues to pro­
duce 125,000 barrels of oil per day.

The first place of business in 
Iraan was a filing station. Seems 
only right.

Rolling Across Texas

Tumbleweed Smith

The Yates family acquired the 
land in 1915 by trading a grocery 
store in Rankin, Texas. He lost ev­
erything twice and took a job as a 
street grader in San Angelo. By the 
fall of 1926, cattle prices were down 
and the ranch was in serious finan­
cial trouble. Yates was sitting on his

porch, worrying, the night before his 
67th birthday when word reached 
him that the well had come in, He 
said he would see about it the next 
morning and went to bed.

The area around ranch headquar­
ters became a boomtown. Yates con­
verted a bam into a hotel and the 
area became known as the Red Bam 
community. It supplied groceries, 
work clothes and other essentials to 
oil field workers.

A town named Gmbe sprang up 
across the Pecos river in Crockett 
county. It was named for a man who 
started selling bootleg whiskey in a 
small tent on the riverbank opposite 
the Yates field. Soon the traffic over 
the rickety bridge became so steady 
that more businesses started. Grube 
was for entertainment and featured 
dance halls, saloons and gambling 
joints. The dance band in one place 
had two fiddlers, a piano player and 
a guitarist. When the group added a 
trombone player, the customers be­
came so annoyed with the sounds

they chased the trombone player 
across the river with gunfire.

When a saloon owner tried to 
overcharge the oil field hands, they 
fastened a winch line around the sa­
loon and pulled it off the foundation. 
Texas Rangers raided the town fre­
quently and finally it shut down.

V.T. H am lin, an artist and 
writer doing some work for an oil 
company, went to Iraan, became 
fascinated with the geology and 
history o f the area and started a 
comic strip about cavemen entitled 
Alley Oop. It featured the antics of 
A lley  O op, D inny, O ola, Dr. 
Wonmung, the Grand Wizer, King 
Guz and Foozy.

The strip is still carried by some 
newspapers.

A large likeness o f Alley Oop 
is in a park in Iraan and one o f the 
city’s big events is a celebration 
called Alley Oop Days. It features 
a mule race, golf cart polo and goat 
sacking. Queen Oola and Miss 
Pebbles rule over the festivities.

House forwards its tax reform plan to the Senate
AUSTIN — Last week the spe­

cial Senate tax committee approved 
its version of a property tax relief 
plan and sent it on to the full Senate 
for a vote.

The tax-cutting measure may 
cost poor people a smaller share of 
their incomes than a plan passed last 
month by the House, but it also is 
less generous, the Austin American- 
Statesman reported.

"We have taken a moderate, bal­
anced approach that helps every sec­
tor of the economy," said Sen. Teel 
Bivins, R-Amarillo, vice chairman 
of the committee.

About $800 million in new taxes 
would be raised and school property 
taxes would be cut by an average 17 
cents per $100 valuation under the 
Senate committee's plan, while the 
House plan would raise $3.8 billion 
in new taxes to pay for school prop­
erty tax cuts of 60 cents per $100 
valuation.

If the Senate passes the bill, a 
final version must be hashed out in 
a conference committee of senators 
and representatives.

Bills Target Retarded Criminals
Rep. Pete Gallego, D-Alpine, 

has filed a bill that would prohibit 
the execution of someone deemed 
mentally incompetent.

His bill is pending in a House 
committee and has little time to pass 
before June 2, the end of the regular 
legislative session. But it had a 
timely tie-in with the execution last 
week o f Terry Washington, a re­
tarded man who was convicted of

the 1987 murder of a co-worker at a 
College Station diner.

Peggy Griffey, who heads the 
capital punishment section of the 
Texas attorney general's office, said 
the legislation is needed to create 
uniform competency procedures.

A nother b ill that passed the 
House and is pending in the Senate 
would allow sheriffs and other law 
enforcement officials to order evalu­
ations of those arrested for crimes 
to determine if those arrested are 
mentally ill or retarded, and then, to 
make special arrangements for their 
confinement.

The bill, by Rep. Allen Place, D- 
Gatesville, and Sen. Mike Moncrief, 
D-Fort Worth, would help in gaug­
ing punishment.

Concerning the execution o f 
Washington, Place said that if an 
evaluation had been ordered, the 
prosecutor might have considered 
the defendant's retardation as amiti-

gating factor and opted for a life sen­
tence instead of the death penalty, 
the Dallas Morning News reported.

Senate OKs Records Bill
The Senate passed a bill last 

week that would make criminal case 
records public again.

SB 1101, by Sen. Je ff 
W entw orth , R -San A ntonio , is 
aimed at undoing a Texas Supreme 
Court decision last year that closed 
those records maintained by Texas 
district attorneys.

Wentworth said his bill would:
• Make criminal case files open 

to the public unless the release of 
the information would not interfere 
law enforcement investigations.

• Exempt from disclosure attor­
neys' working papers, including 
notes about witnesses.

• Exempt from disclosure infor­
mation that did not lead to prosecu­
tion.

Wentworth's bill has moved to 
the House, where a similar bill was 
defeated in April.

Bill Expands Open Records Law
Earlier, the Senate approved a 

bill that would subject private com­
panies that take over government 
duties to the state's open records and 
open meetings laws.

The measure, sponsored by Sen. 
Ken A rm brister, D -V ictoria, is 
aimed at ensuring that the public can 
monitor how tax money is being 
spent as more state functions are 
assigned to private companies.

The bill would apply to compa-

#

nies that are awarded contracts worth 
at least $ 1 million to perform services 
that had been done by a governmen­
tal entity.

Governor Sent Castration Bill
The House has sent Gov. George 

W. Bush a bill that would make Texas 
the first state to perform surgical cas­
tration on prisoners who are repeat 
child molestors. ^

The House voted 138-7 in favor 
of the bill to make surgical castration 
available on a voluntary basis to in­
mates who had been convicted at least 
twice of aggravated sexual assault of 
a child, indecency with a child or 
sexual assault of a child.

The bill had previously been ap­
proved by the Senate.

• State Comptroller John Sharp If 

announced last week that his world 
wide web site is now offering an in­
teractive database to help Texans 
claim abandoned property. By view­
ing the web site at h ttp :// 
www.window.state.tx.us, anyone can 
look up the names of individuals or 
businesses reported to have aban­
doned property valued at $50 or more 
during die past five years.

• The chances of state employees 
receiving a pay raise improved last 
week when the comptroller said $3 00 
million more than anticipated will be 
available to lawmakers drafting the 
state budget for the next two years.

Sharp said the increase comes ffc 
from higher sales tax collections and 
increases in natural gas prices.

Historical Society pictograph tour

On M ay 5, 1997 armed with 
their binoculars, cameras, um brel­
las, etc., six  m em bers and five 
guests w ent to Paint Rock to view 
the Indian paintings on the Fred 
Campbell Ranch.

\  The group met Mrs. Campbell

The Texas Natural Resource 
C o n se rv a tio n  -C om m ission  
(TNRCC) was in Eldorado and 
held a public hearing on W ednes­
day evening, May 7th in the Me­
morial Building. The purpose o f 
the hearing was to receive public 
input on the City o f  Eldorado's ap­
p lication  to  locate a m unicipal 
solid waste landfill (MSWLF) five 
miles west o f  the city on a site im ­
m ediately  adjacent to the city's 
current landfill. But only a hand­
ful o f  people showed up for the 
meeting, m ost o f  whom either live 
or own land nearby the proposed 
landfill site.

TNRCC personnel conducting 
the m eeting w ere Ann Scuddy, 
and C h arles S tav e ly  from  the 
agency's perm it applications divi­
sion  and R icky  A nderson  and 
Adam Hernandez from TNRCC's 
San A ngelo  fie ld  o ffice . A lso 
p re sen t w ere E ldo rado  M ayor 
John Nikolauk and the city's en­
g ineers, S cott H ibb and Laura 
W ilson.

Scuddy began the meeting by 
telling the audience that the City 
o f Eldorado's perm it application 
w as ad m in is tra tiv e ly  com plete  
and was undergoing "technical re­
view" by TNRCC's staff. Scuddy 
also told those in attendance that 
E ld o rad o , like  m o st to w n s in  
Texas was forced to  review  its 
options when "the infamous Sub­
title D" rules were enacted by the 
federal government in 1991. Ac­
cording to Scuddy, m ost tow ns 
opted to close their landfills. "Yall 
are very lucky to be able to keep 
your landfill open," Suddy stated.

Laura W ilson and Scott Hibb 
then briefed the audience on the 
technical side o f the city's permit 
application. According to W ilson 
the proposed landfill site qualifies 
for an "arid exemption" due to the 
relatively low annual rainfall re­

ceived in Schleicher County and 
due to the fact that the landfill will 
be receiving less than 20 tons o f 
waste per day.

W ilson noted that an "arid ex­
emption" frees small, remote land­
fills from some o f the burdens o f 
"Subtitle D", nam ely groundwa­
ter monitoring and expensive liner 
systems.

W hen challenged by one audi­
ence m em ber that the city could 
pollute the groundwater i f  it is not 
required to  drill m onito r w ells, 
W ilson noted that the City o f  El­
dorado would still be required to 
m onitor for methane gas. "M eth­
ane gas occurs when water mixes 
with garbage," W ilson said. "By 
monitoring methane gas, the city 
will be watching to see i f  any wa­
ter is seeping into the garbage in 
the landfill. I f  it is, they can take 
im m ed ia te  ac tion , long before 
an y th in g  w ould  show  up in  a 
m onitor well."

W ilson also stated that "Sub­
title D" regulations will require the 
city to cover the trash in the land­
fill on a daily basis. Those regula­
tions are slated to go into effect 
on October 9th o f this year.

One p e rso n  w ho ad d ressed  
concerns at the hearing was Bill 
Taylor who owns land adjoining 
the proposed landfill site. Taylor 
stated that i f  the landfill was per­
m itted it would back water up onto 
his p roperty . "Y ou're going to 
drown out our crops and create us 
a problem," Taylor said. He also 
exp ressed  con cern s abou t soil 
cracking in the area.

Taylor also presented photo­
graphs to the TNRCC representa­
tives. He said the photo's show the 
proposed landifll site following a 
heavy rain.

Dr. Debbie Dorie also stated 
concerns to the TNRCC officials. 
She questioned i f  Eldorado was

co n sid erin g  accep ting  garbage 
from  o th er c itie s , p a r tic u la rly  
Sonora.

M ay o r Jo h n  N ik o la u k  r e ­
sponded that there had been no 
formal contact between the City 
o f Eldorado and the City o f Sonora 
concerning the question. H ow ­
ever, he said that he was aware 
that Sonora was being forced to 
close their landfill and that they 
would be looking for a place to 
dump. "There have been some in­
formal inquiries," Nikolauk said.

Dr. Dorie asked i f  there was 
anyway to restrict who dumps and 
w ho d o esn 't and  w as to ld  by 
Stavely that the City Council was 
the body to make those determi­
nations.

Dr. Dorie then stated that she

would like to see the city start charg­
ing people at the gate to dump in 
the landfill. "Thatmight force more 
people to recycle," Dorie stated.

M argaret Galbraith o f Sonora 
then voiced her concern that the 
landfill might affect peoples prop­
erty values.

Scuddy told the group that in­
spectors from TNRCC's technical 
review section would be coming 
soon for an on-site inspection. She 
advised Bill Taylor and others with 
technical questions that the inspec­
tors would be happy to meet with 
them.

Scuddy closed the meeting by 
telling the group, "As you can see, 
these aren't dumps anymore, they 
are very sophisticated animals. . . 
and they are very, very expensive."

"Drugs put me in a fantasy world. 
They took away my scholarships, my 
education, and my business. I  also al­
lowed drugs to rob me o f  two thins o f  
even greater importance, and you can 
never imagine how important the are 
until the are gone. One was my freedom, 
and the other was my family. When I  
say freedom, I'm talking about the things 
that we take fo r  granted everyday, like 
air-conditioning, carpet, petting a dog 
or a cat, holding a baby, walking 
through a park and feeling the grass at 
your feet, being able to go out at night 
and look at the stars, because you see, 
all that is gone in prison."

This is the basic message of a young 
Texas Department of Criminal Justice 
- Institutional Division inmate before 
an attentive and teary eyed assembly 
of high school students. Since 1970 the 
Community Education Program has 
allowed groups of inmates to deliver 
their personal message to audiences all 
over the state in an effort to prevent 
poor decision making, drug and alco­
hol abuse, and juvenile crime. The 
inmate's very presence, accompanied 
with an armed security officer and 
prison official, present a graphic image 
of what wrong decisions can lead to and 
how those der.ici^«^ ~— -n' 
entire life.

"Operation Kick-It" was estab­
lished through the Governor's Crimi­
nal Justice Council in June of 1970.

Primarily, the panels appear before 
junior and senior high school assem­
blages. Approximate length of the pro­
gram is one hour. This allows time for 
the presentations of two or three inmate 
panelists as well as a 10-15 minute "rap 
session" where questions and com­
ments can be addressed by the inmates.

Selected inmates participate in 
training sessions conducted by the 
C.E.P. staff. These sessions cover com­
munication skills, principle of delivery, 
body language, and aid in building self- 
confidence and self esteem. Panelist are 
also expected to write their own auto­
biography and thoughts of what the 
wish to communicate to their audi­
ences, for what the panelists say to their 
audience is strictly their own. During 
this time inmates are on a probationary 
status until they prove themselves.

Inmates who participate in the pro­
gram receive no special consideration 
in prison life or by the Parole Board. 
When panelist are traveling, they spend 
their nights in city or county jails.

"Operation Kick-It" will be pre­
sented to Eldorado Middle School Stu­
dents on May 20, 1997 in the High 
School Auditorium at 2:00 p.m. Par­
ents and the public are invited.
