County okays $50K for chapel, Civic
- Center costs more than expected

Normally, few if any members of the
public attend the twice-monthly meet-
ings of the Schleicher County Commis-
sioners Court. Monday, wasn’t normal,
though as the room was crowded to over-
flowing with citizens interested in build-
ing a chapel at the local cemetery.
Among those in attendance were
Wenona Isaacs, Juanice Orr, Helen Al-
dridge, Norma Lynn Mund, Dorothy
Clark, Dorothy Harris, Bill Hodges,
William McCutcheon and Brian Edmis-
ton. Also on hand for the discussion was
San Angelo architect Gary Donaldson.

As the group discussed the need for
a shelter where funeral services could

be held in the county cemetery, Donald-

son pictures of similar structures that
already exist in Big Spring and Cole-
man. It soon became evident that the
audience members preferred the Big
Spring chapel, built to resernble a small
country church with arched windows
and a bell tower.

It was noted that the chapel would
not need to be enclosed, thereby allow-
ing breezes to cool the structure during
the hot summer months, while blocking
the cold north winds during the winter.

As the discussion continued, Judge
Johnny Griffin suggested that a chapel
could be built directly behind the ceme-
tery’s main entrance, in line with the

Vandals trash school gymnasium

Two juveniles face charges in con-
nection with a burglary and vandalism
in and around two SCISD gymnasiums.
The youths were taken into custody by
Chief Deputy George Arispe on Friday,
March 21, 2003, and were transported
to the Tom Green County Juvenile De-
tention Center.

'Authorities first learned of the van-
dalism at 7:00 a.m. on Thursday, March
20, when school officials called to re-
port the incident. Once at the scene, of-
ficers found that burglars had gained
access to the middle school gym through
a window in the girls locker room. From
there, they left a trail of mischief and
mayhem through both the middle school
and high school gymnasiums.

An assortment of cleaning chemicals
were dumped on the floor in the main-
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tenance office in the new gym and fire
extinguishers were discharged in hall-
ways, locker rooms and coaches offic-
es. Also, obscene graffiti was sprayed
on at least one office door.

Most of the damage came in the mid-
dle school gym, however. That’s where
the vandals poured five gallons of clear
floor wax on the floor in another office
and dumped several athletic uniforms
into the mess. Among the damaged uni-
forms were: 48 t-shirts, 10 football jer-
seys, 10 football pants, 8 sweatpants and
15 basketball jerseys.

The damage spread to a nearby weight
room where the burglars, unable to gain
access to the room, pushed several fluo-
rescent light bulbs through a hole in a wall.
The bulbs fell to the floor and broke in-
side the weight room.
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Deputy Arispe noted that several
clues pointed toward two juveniles, one
from Eldorado, and a second from Del
Rio. He said that one of the youngsters
told him that events surrounding the war
in Iraq had convinced them that the
world was coming to the end and that
they decided to “have a little fun,” be-
fore the end came.

The two youths face felony charges
of burglary and criminal mischief.
Arispe noted the charges are both state
jail felonies due to the amount of dam-
age. He said that the school placed a *
price tag of $5,097.00 on the damage,
including the price of clean-up and re-
pairs.

The youths were released into the
custody of their families on Monday,
March 24, 2003.

Hospital continues to upgrade equipment
For first time in recent years, facility doesn’t use its tax subsidy

February was a profitable month for
Schleicher County Medical Center, in
fact, it was the first profitable month that
any of the current members of the board
of trustees can recall.

The hospital’s financial picture has
been steadily improving recently, with
the facility requiring less and less of its
tax subsidy to pay the bills. But, Febru-
ary’s numbers came as a pleasant sur-
prise at Monday night’s meeting of the
board. The hospital, nursing home and
clinic were in the black, the trustees
learned, operating without tax subsidy
during February.

“There were times when I wondered
if this day would ever come,” comment-
ed board president Randy Mankin. “It
is a pleasure to announce to the taxpay-
ers of Schleicher County that, for this
month at least, this hospital cost you
nothing.”

Much of the turn around is being at-
tributed to recent upgrades in equip-
ment. The board learned that the hospi-
tal’s-new x-ray and ultrasound equip-
ment, as well as the recently acquired
spiral CT-scanner, are contributing dra-
matically to the facility’s bottom line.
Dr. Patrick Taylor was present for the
meeting and noted that, thanks in great
part to the new equipment, patients that
once were sent to San Angelo for diag-
nosis and treatment, can now be treated
locally.

The encouraging financial news
came just in time for Dr. Taylor and Ram
Perez, R.N., as they asked the board to
consider upgrading the hospital’s telem-
etry equipment. They explained that the
facility’s current equipment represents
1970s technology and urged the board
to replace it. The new system the men
recommended would allow the heart-
beat, respirations and blood oxygen lev-
els of as many as four patients at a time
to be monitored remotely at the nursing
station.

After noting that the new equipment
will allow even more patients to be treat-
ed locally, the board decided to purchase
a system and they voted unanimously
to call for bids for a new telemetry sys-
tem. Sealed bids will be opened during
a special meeting at 12:00 noon on Mon-
day, April 14, 2003.

Trustees present for the meeting in-
cluded Randy Mankin, Shirley Joiner
Delia Pina, Ricky Fuessel and Jim Mar-
tin. Trustee Frank Williams was absent.
The meeting convened at 6:00 p.m. and
the group immediately entered into an
executive session with attorney James
Kosub to discuss pending litigation.
While behind closed doors the group
also took up the subject of contract ne-
gotiations. They returned to open ses-
sion about 90 minutes later without tak-
ing action on either matter.

Also present for the meeting were
Hospital Administrator Sharon Dietz,
Assistant Administrator Beverly Minor,
hospital consultants Andy Freeman and
Jerry Hulin as well as Pam Madole, a
certified public accountant.

Among other business, the board
moved to improve employee benefits.
They authorized a group insurance plan
for district employees and voted to open
a day care center in house adjacent to
the hospital. It was explained that em-
ployees who choose not to sign up for

the group health insurance will be al-
lowed free medical service at the facili-
ty, equal to the amount of premiums.
Concerning the day care center, it was
explained that child care will be offered
only to hospital district employees and
that they will be required to pay $1.50
per hour for the service.

Next, the trustees took up the discus-
sion of the district’s finances. It was
noted that the hospital had recorded
$305,701.00 in revenue during the
month of February, more than the hos-
pital has ever received in any single
month. The revenue pushed the hospi-
tal’s bottom line more than $11,000 into
the black, allowing more than
$67,000.00 in tax revenue to stay in the
bank.

A look at the district’s statistics re-
vealed that business is up in the clinic
as well as the hospital. An occupancy
rate of 48 percent in the hospital was
cause for much discussion among the
trustees. As recently as four years ago,

To cope with the ongoing bud-
get issue, lawmakers are continu-
ing to look at strategies to reshape
the state bureaucracy.

Rep. David Swinford, R-Du-
mas, has said that every state agen-
cy needs to be looked at by the
Legislature so that members can
find and remove overlapping ef-
forts. Several agencies currently
expending tax dollars may find
themselves eliminated or folded
into other agencies by the end of

the session on June 2.

Swinford’s House Bill 2, draft-
ed vaguely so that committee ac-
tion can sort out a plan, is expect-
ed to eventually enable many of
the suggestions for improved state
government efficiency discussed
earlier in the session.

Among those are merging the
Texas Railroad Commission into
the Public Utility Commission and
eliminating the Texas Department
of Economic Development. The
state’s Aircraft Pooling Board also
may find itself in a nose-dive from
which it does not recover.

One of the better quotes from
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When you enter Gale’s Sweet
Shop in Big Spring you’re treated
to the wonderful scent of baking
and to a colorful, whimsical dis-
play of 453 cookie jars.

Most customers who go in for
a light lunch or baked goods are
amazed at the different types of
cookie jars. “I didn’t know there
were so many,” says one. “They
make you feel good just looking
at them,” says another.

“I started collecting them thir-
teen years ago when my mother
gave me one my grandmother
had,” says Gale Pittman, owner of
the bakery and the

cookie jars. “It’s a Disney. I
have lots of Disney jars.”

He keeps arecord of every sin-
gle cookie jar. “When I get one, I
take a picture of it and put the pic-
ture in a big notebook.”

He buys them and people bring
them to him. “Usually when some-
one is cleaning out their parents’
house they’ll see a cookie jar and
they won’t sell it or throw it away.
They bring it here $o people can
see it. Some people come in just
to look at the cookie jars.”

The display is constantly bring-
ing comments like the one a wom-
an from Fort Worth made the oth-
er day: “I’ve never seen anything
like this.”

A bakery is a great place to dis-
play cookie jars. They just sort of
go together. He has Elvis cookie
jars, a complete set of Pillsbury
jars (one giggles when you open

the top), the Wiizard of Oz, Harry
Potter, Marilyn Monroe, I Love
Lucy, even one in the shape of a
John Deere tractor. “That’s a real
popular one, with all the farming
we have around here.”

His jars include snowmen, tele-
phones, teapots, cars, ducks, bears,
strawberries, ice cream cones,
Oreo cookies (four of those), Un-
cle Sam, Tweety Bird (that one
talks when you open the lid) taxi-
cabs, a police car with Andy and
Barney beside it, Snoopy, M&M’s,
even one in the shape of a build-
ing with the word bakery on the
front of it.

Every Texan knows Texas is a
big state, but the nonprofit organi-
zation Population Research Insti-
tute has concluded that the entire
world population could be accom-
modated inside Texas —with plen-
ty of elbow room for everyone.

Texas has about 262,000
square miles, and with the world’s
population at more than 6 billion
people, the institute calculated that
each resident of the world could
still have 1,217 square feet in Tex-
as. A family of five would get
6,085 square feet.

With demographers estimating
that Texas will have nearly 34 mil-
lion residents (we have 21 million
today) by 2030, the institute’s fig-
ures don’t make that projection
seem quite as crowded.

TAKS test scores are in...

Whoever reached the conclu-
sion that all the world’s popula-
tion could be squeezed into the
Lone Star State had to use math to
get there. Making that sort of cal-
culation may not be much beyond
the abilities of the average third
grader.

The Texas Education Agency
has announced preliminary results
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showing that 89 percent of the
third-graders who took theif first
required knowledge assessment
tests earlier this month passed.
Called the Texas Assessment of
Knowledge and Skills, the test has
to be passed before a child can
move on to fourth grade.

TEA had predicted that 85 per-
cent of the children would pass the
English version of the test and that
73 percent would ace the Spanish
version. As it was, 82 percent of
the children passed the test in
Spanish.

One percentage that doesn’t
seem quite as impressive: To pass
the test, students must get 56 per-
cent of the answers right. (Back
when dinosaurs roamed the earth
and most school administrators
were taking tests, a 56 on a test
translated into a big, fat, red F.)

An effort was made last year
to set the passing level at 67 per-
cent, but it didn’t get anywhere.
The bar is expected to be raised
for future tests.

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Sheriff’s Dept. receives two grants totaling $29K

Local law enforcement officers
will be able fo take advantage of
some new tools as they battle
crime in Schleicher County, thanks
to two grants received by thé
Schleicher County Sheriff’s De-
‘partment The first grant, provides
$12,000 for four in-car cameras
while the second grant of $17,000
helps the department purchase
some high-tech tools to use in drug
interdiction.

The $12,000 grant for the in-
car cameras was made possible by
Senate Bill 1074 through a pro-
gram administered by the Texas
Dept. of Public Safety. The grant
will pay for the purchase and in-
‘stallation of four camera units in
the department’s patrol cars.

Sheriff David Doran noted that
the cameras will give his officers
the capability of video taping traf-
fic stops, as well as other investi-
gations. “It’s a tool we are pleased
to have and will put to good use,”
Doran stated.

The second grant, obtained

@ through the Technology Transfer

Program, Office of Counter-Drug
Technology Assessment Center
took awhile to receive. It was first
applied for in March, 2002. But,
according to Sheriff DoMn, it was
worth the wait. The grant totaling

$17,000 is paying for new, high-
tech equipment to assist local of-
ficers with drug investigation.

Part of the equipment includes
a device that officers can use to
peer inside fuel tanks, or into hard
to reach places under and inside
vehicles. A second piece of equip-
ment, a density meter, assists of-
ficers in determining if there is
anything hidden behind fenders or
other body panels.

Along with the equipment, lo-
cal officers have received training
in its proper use. Deputy Jason
Chatham demonstrated the equip-
ment Tuesday Sheriff Doran out-
lined the grants that paid for it all.

Just a year prior to the two
grants discussed here, the Sheriff’s
Dept. received a $10,000 grant
through the Concho Valley Coun-
cil of Governments which paid for
replacing a 30-year old radlo re-
peater.

“I know that law enforcement
represents a major portion of the
county’s budget,” Sheriff Doran
said while showing off the new
equipment. “That’s why we pur-
sue every grant we can. Any mon-
ey that we can raise through oth-

vide.”

memorial flag poles. A small park-
ing area, was also considered.
There was also talk of a casket
pedestal and a sound system.

In the end, Commissioner Bill
Clark offered a motion to autho-
rize the expenditure of up to

Already, private funds are com-
ing in to help offset the cost of con-
struction, William McCutcheon
noted that he and his mother, Isa-
bella McCutcheon would each
donate $500 to the project and
Wenona Isaacs noted that others
have expressed an interest in con-
tributing. The idea of acknowledg-
ing donations with an engraved
plaque on the structure was also
mentioned.

@ As the idea of donations or
" memorial offerings was discussed,
Judge Griffin explained that the
county cannot solicit donations.
He suggested that a committee be
formed from among the group in
attendance that could meet with
Donaldson to decide on plans for
the chapel. The committee could
also solicit funds. As the discus-
sion wrapped up, Wenona Isaacs,
who first suggested the idea of
“ building a chapel told the commis-
sioners, “If your gonna build a
chapel, please hurry.!”

Since the meeting, the Success
has learned that a committee has
been formed and that a bank ac-
count for the Chapel is being es-
tablished so that donations may be
accepted. Persons seeking more in-

Commissioners present for the
meeting included Johnny Ma);o,

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Bill Clark, Kirk Griffin. Along
with County Judge Johnny Grif-
fin, other county officials in atten-
dance were Sheriff David Doran,
Treasurer Karen Henderson, Clerk
Peggy Williams and Road Super-
intendent Clay Burleson.

Almost as soon as the commis-
sioners had decided to spend mon-
ey building a chapel at the ceme-
tery, they learned that the cost of
converting the Ag Barn into a Civ-
ic Center has gone up by more than
$45,000.00. Architect. Henry
Schmidt and building contractor
Micky McCrea met with the com-
missioners to explain that prices
for heating and air conditioning
equipment, electrical, siding, roof-
ing and insulation have gone up
since the men began considering

the project last summer. At that-

time they estimated the cost of the
project at $282,968.00. That fig-
ure has now gone up to
$328,330.00.

" Commissioner Bill Clark, who
made his opposition to the project
clear at recent meetings, was up-
set with the news. He told his fel-
low commissioners that he sees
increases in employee health in-
surance and other expenses loom-
ing in the county’s futures.

The other commissioners were
not swayed, however and the group
voted 3-1 to accept the new, higher
bid, with Bill Clark casting the sole
dissenting vote. It was also ex-
plained during the discussion that
the county is likely to spend anoth-
er $10,000 to $15,000 to complete
installation of a sewer system and
connect it with the City of Eldora-
do’s wastewater treatment plant.

The project is being funded, in
large part, with proceeds from cer-
tificates of obligation that the

county issued in November. The
certificates raised some $335,000
for the county, an amount that will
be paid back over a 10-year peri-
od at interest rates ranging from
2.25 to 4.35 percent.

In other business, County Ex-
tension Agent Scott Edmonson
met with the commissioners to dis-
cuss constructing animal feeding
pens at an area near the Civic Cen-
ter facility. The site for the pens
has already been prepared, how-
ever, plans have yet to be agreed
upon. Commissioner Matt Brown
agreed to assist Edmonson in re-
working the existing plans and
obtaining quotes for construction.
In the meantime, the men ex-
plained that the county is in no
hurry to dismantle or relocate the
existing pens, located adjacent to
the Civic Center.

The court then voted unani-
mously to offer a lease to Gaines
County farmer Jerry Harris for
land that the commissioners over-
see in the county on behalf of
Schleicher County ISD. If Harris
accepts the new lease, it will ex-
pire on Dec, 31, 2007. He must
also agree to other requirements
specified by the court.

Before adjourning, the com-
missioners authorized County
Clerk Peggy Williams.to hire sum-
mer workers through the school’s
summer work program. They also
approved an inter-local agreement

with the City of Eldorado that will .

allow both to qualify for any grant
funds that might become available
under the new Homeland Security
Department. The agreement calls
on the two jurisdictions to coop-
erate with their equipment and
manpower in the even of a natural
disaster of civil emergency.

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Trustees hire Gesch to lead SCISD into the future

The Schleicher County ISD
board of trustees met Monday,
March 24, 2003 and voted unani-
mously to hire Mark Gesch as the
district’s new superintendent of
schools. Gesch will begin at SCISD
on May 1, 2003 on a consulting
basis, and will officially take over
as superintendent on June 6. Gesch,
his wife, Robbin and son Jordan
were on hand for the meeting. (See
photo on Page 3)

An earlier meeting, held on
March 19, saw the board conduct
the school’s regular monthly busi-
ness. Trustees present for that
meeting included Jo Helen Kotsch,
Eddie Albin, Phil McCormick,

Kurtis Homer and Lupe Sanchez.

Trustees John Paul Joiner and Ber-
ta Nicholson were absent.

Also on hand were Superinten-
dent George Blanch, principals Bob
Wanoreck and Tim Seymore, as well
as business manager Ray Ballew
who suggested that the board amend
its budget by $566,327.00 to fund
construction projects from money
on reserve in the fund balance. Trust-
ee Phil McCormick questioned why
the school’s books listed more than
$1 million in the fund balance. Supt.
Blanch told McCormick that the
amount was set back to comply with
the 2002 audit. The trustees voted
move the money and to approve the

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district’s financial reports.
Next, the trustees reviewed

- bids for upgrading heating and

cooling units, as well as associat-
ed electrical wiring, for the high
school and auditorium. The trust-
ees accepted a bid from D&W
Mechanical in the amount of
$19,800.00 for installation of the
heating and air-conditioning units
and their bid of $13,500 for instal-
lation of the electrical wiring for
the units. The board refused the
only bid of $27,239.40 from Dou-
cet Plumbing for the re-installing
of the gas lines. They instructed
Mr. Blanch to seek another bidder.
The need to relocate gas lines is
due mainly to the installation of a
seamless metal roof on the high
school wing and auditorium

The board then voted to sup-
port the position of the Texas As-
sociation of School Boards regard-
ing the issue of school vouchers.
TASB is opposed to the use of
vouchers.

Next, the board took up the is-

 sue of bids for auditorium light-

ing ($11,500) and a sound system
($24,900). Board President Jo
Helen Kotsch said that she recog-
nized the need for the lights and |
sound system but said “I want us '
to keep in the back of our mind,
that we may faced a 12 percent
decline in state funding along with
our declining student population.”
A motion by Eddie Albin, second-
ed by Kotsch to table discussion
of the items failed 2-3 with Phil
McCormick, Kurtis Homer and
Lupe Sanchez voting against.

Maintenance Superintendent
John Kotsch then informed the
board of problems with air condi-
tioning and heating units current-
ly being used on the 2nd thorough
4th grade wing of the Elementary
building.

During the information item
section Superintendent George
Blanch stated the student enroll-

ment is holding at 600 and that the

2002 SCISD property value list-
ing came to $197,215,561.00. Also
discussed was a list of the top 20
delinquent taxpayers. Sharp Image
Energy topped the list, with
$31,069.12 in overdue taxes, ac-
cording to documents information
distributed during the meeting.

Next it was noted that trustees
Lupe Sanchez and Berta Nichol-
son will have no opponents in their
bid for reelection. The only con-
test race is that in SMD #2 where
Jan Wanoreck has filed to run
against Phil McCormick.

The board also received a let-
ter from Pamela L. West, an ac-
countant with Education Service
Center XV. In the letter, West
praised Supt. Blanch and his busi-

ness office staff for an “exception
_free” audit for the fiscal year end-

ing Aug. 31, 2002.

WTU increasing rates

WTU Retail Energy filed re-
quests with the Public Utility Com-
mission of Texas (PUCT) to raise
electricity prices in West Texas re-
spectively, citing significant increas-
es in the cost of fuel.
