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Recent rains have 
brought a mosquito 
problem to many Texas 
communities. Standing 
water from these showers 
makes an excellent breed­
ing place for mosquitoes.

Mosquitoes can lay eggs 
wherever standing water is 
available for a week or 
longer. Old tires, tin cans, 
birdbaths, roadside ditch­
es, rain gutters, temporary 
water containers and 
swampy places all can hold 
enough water to provide 
breeding sites for mos­
quitoes.

If mosquitoes are a prob­
lem, the first thing to do is 
eliminate their breeding 
sites.

Empty out old tires and 
place them where they 
cannot collect additional 
water. Flatten and discard 
tin cans. Change the water 
in birdbaths every week. 
Clean out rain gutters, 
remove temporary water 
containers and see that rain 
barrels and water storage 
tubs are tightly covered. 
Drain standing water from 
ditches and swampy areas.

If there is standing water 
that serves as a breeding 
site but cannot be drained 
or eliminated, treatment 
with a larvicide will be 
necessary.

One of the most effective 
larvicides is No. 2 diesel oil 
with a biodegradable 
spreader, applied at a rate 
of 20 gallons for each 
surface acre of water, or 
about 6 ounces per 100 
square feet of surface.

Abate, malathion or 
dursban applied to stand­
ing water at rates indicated 
on their labels also are 
effective larvicides. But 
labels should be read care­
fully to determine the 
hazards these insecticides 
pose to persons applying 
them and to fish and ani­
mals that may use the 
water.

Control of adult mos­
quitoes offers the most 
immediate relief. Inside the 
home, aerosaol bombs con­
taining pyrethrin offer 
quick knockdown of adult 
mosquitoes. Since the kill­
ing effect of pyrethrin is 
short-lived, frequent ap­
plication will be necessary 
to control adult mosquitoes 
inside the house. The “pest 
strip” offers effective in­
door control for long 
periods. One pest strip or 
each average size room is 
necessay to control mos­
quitoes.

Persons who are active 
where mosquitoes are a 
problem should use repel- 
lants. These repellants will 
protect you from biting 
mosquitoes from one to 
three hours, depending up­
on your type of activity.

Adult mosquitoes around 
the home can best be 
controlled by space or resi­
dual treatments of insecti­
cides such as malathion, 
Dibrom, methozychlor, or 
Dursban. Space trea t­
ments, generally fogs, have 
little residual activity and 
require repeating at fre­
quent intervals. Space 
treatment should be done 
during the cool hours of the 
night or early morning and 
when wind velocity is less 
than five miles an hour.

Residual treatment ap­
plied as mists or sprays to 
resting sites of adult mos­
quitoes gives longer-lasting 

’control than space treat­
ments. These should be 
applied to vegetation, 
eaves on roofs, under 
porches, and similar shad­
ed area where adult mos­
quitoes rest by day.

Hot, dry summer weath­
er should dry out these 
temporary pools of water 
and give people some 
eventual relief from these 
biting mosquitoes.

PECAN SCAB 
Pecan scab is a disease of 

pecans caused by the fung­
us Fusicladium effersum. 
Pecans affected by the 
fungus are low in quality 
and the quantity is reduced 
s ig n ifican tly . A ffected 
pecan shucks have black 
sunken lesions which 
restrict nutrient uptake. If 
infection occurs early or is 
restricted to only a few 
lessions, the damage will 
reduce the quality of the 
pecan. Foliage damage can 
also occur. This results in 
reduced photosynthetic ef­
ficiency or severe defolia­
tion. Foliage lesions first 
show as faint yellow spots 
the size of a pin point on the -

upper leaf surface. These 
grow in size and become 
chocolate brown to black in 
color. The spots are 1/16- 
1/8 inch in diameter. 
Coalescing can occur which 
results in much larger 
lesions. Lesions may occur 
along the veins and mid-rib 
of a leaf causing the leaf 
portion beyond the lesion to 
turn chocolate brown in 
color and roll upward.

Pecan scab overwinters 
in old infected shucks and 
on twig cankers. Fungus 
spores are produced from 
the overwintering structur­
es when the temperature 
reaches 70 degrees for 
short periods. Wind then 
blows the spores to the 
young developing foliage, 
producing more spores. 
With the appearance of the 
young nutlet it is quickly 
infected causing further 
damage. This cycle can 
continue throughout the 
year if temperature and 
moisture conditions are 
favorable for disease 
deve lopm ent. Severly 
damaged trees will not only 
be affected in 1979 but the 
loss of foliage will elemin- 
ate a homeowners chance 
of producing pecans in 1980 
due to low tree vigor.

Scab is controlled by 
following a four point pro­
gram. Homeowners must 
follow this program closely 
if pecans are to be an asset 
around their home.

1. Select varieties which 
are resistant to Pecan Scab. 
Resistant varieties are De­
sirable, Choctaw, Cheyen­
ne, Shoshoni, Shawnee.

2. Remove all trash from 
last years crop, either in the 
tree or on the ground 
around the tree.

3. Spray with the protec­
tive fungicide benomyl.

4. Spray at budbreak, 
prepollination, casebearer, 
mid-June, July 20-25 and 
again on August 10.

In areas receiving less 
than 25 inches of rainfall 
between April 1 and Nov­
ember 1, homeowners can 
reduce the number of spray 
applications. Homeowners 
with native pecans can also 
reduce the number of ap­
plications. Native trees 
should be sprayed at bud- 
break, prepollination, case- 
bearer and on August 1.

Pecan scab is a serious 
problem for homeowners 
but can be controlled if the 
proper program is followed. 
Begin early and follow 
through. A skip at any time 
can seriously affect the 
final production. When 
spraying a tree, make sure 
to cover all of the foliage 
thoroughly. Spread-stick­
ers aren’t required for con­
trol. Insecticides and zinc 
can be mixed with the 
benomyl and save addition­
al spraying.

The homeowner who has 
set out a tree within the last 
five years should spray the

tree every two weeks from 
April 1 until Aug 1 with a 
combination of zinc sulfate 
or NZN AND BENOMYL. 
Insecticides should be 
applied as needed for in­
sects. The zinc program 
developed by Dr. George 
Ray McEachern, Extension 
Horticulturist with the Tex­
as Agricultural Extension 
Service will result in max­
imum tree development. 
The addition of the fungi­
cide benomyl will insure 
that the leaves remain free ‘ 
of disease and are able to 
carry out photosynthesis at 
peak efficiency.

Pecan scab control is a 
must for homeowners if 
they are to have trees tnat 
jire both profitable and 
pleasing to the eye. Home­
owners should also remem­
ber that a yard tree which is 
healthy and full foliage can 
significantly reduce air con­
ditioning costs this 
summer.

Keep alum inum w are 
clean by washing after use 
and following manufactur­
er’s instructions for differ­
ent finishes.

Generally, aluminum 
cookware will come clean 
using hot suds and a 
sponge or plastic scouring 
pad followed by rinsing and 
thorough drying, explains 
Bonnie Piernot with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, jJJie Texas 
A&M University System.

H ow ever, alum inum  
cookware will darken from 
contact with alkaline or pit 
from prolonged contact 
with salty or acid foods — 
or from not drying com­
pletely.

Automatic dishwashing 
may increase the amount of 
staining on aluminum when 
the high heat of the drying 
cycle is added to minerals 
present in water, she cau­
tions.

However, a dishwasher 
may be used if it is turned 
off before the drying cycle 
begins.

Washing in an automatic 
dishwasher may affect ano­
dized aluminum (electolytic 
action to coat with a protec­
tive or decorative film).

Allow aluminum pans to 
cool before soaking or 
washing to avoid warping.

To remove burned-on 
food particles, fill the alum­
inum pan with water, cover 
and simmer, scraping oc­
casionally with a wooden 
spoon.

Then wash normally, 
rinse and dry.

Always use wooden, 
plastic or smooth-edge 
metal utensils and protect 
aluminum surfaces from 
sharp-edged tools such as 
knives and beaters.

A soap-filled scouring 
pad can be used on alumin­
um (except coated, polish­
ed or anodized) and on 
stainless steel interiors.

To restore luster on the 
exterior of an aluminum 
utensil, use an aluminum 
cleaner and follow direc­
tions.

Aluminum utensils with 
enamel-coated exteriors 
and non-stick interiors do 
not need polishing.

If the manufacturer 
states that these are dish­
washer safe, take care 
when loading them in the 
dishwasher to avoid mar­
ring or scratching the sur­
face.

With tuition costs aver­
aging $3,000 a year in public 
colleges and $5,000 at 
private colleges, an increas­
ing number of families are 
hard-pressed to send their 
children to college.

Under the Middle Income 
S tu d en t Assistance Act, a 
fam ily of four e a rn in g  
$12,000 a year could re­
ceive around $1,300 in aid 
and be eligible for a loan 
with an annual Interest sub­
sidy of $400. Greater family 
income would mean a lower 
grant, till it disappeared for 
people earning over $27,000, 
but the subsidy would stay 
the same. Under the Tuition 
Credit plan: Millions of stu­
dents would receive either 
no tax credit or a very small 
credit since the credit may 
be only 25 percen t of 
tuition; part-time students 
may receive no credit; and

s tu d e n t  aid would be 
deducted.

President Carter and re­
sponsible members of Con­
gress say they recognize that 
our present higher educa­
tion financing policies have 
created a situation where 
college attendance of lower- 
and middle-income people— 
the ones who pay most of 
the taxes—has actually gone 
down. Studies show that a 
family of four with an in­
come of abou t $16,000 
(around the national medi­
um) o ften  has to spend 
$15,366 for basic expenses, 
such as food, shelter, cloth­
ing, transportation, insur­
ance, medical care and taxes. 
That doesn’t leave a lot 
for college costs, and many 
families have more than one 
college-age child.

The solution to this prob­
lem, according to Allan. W. 
Ostar, the executive director 
of the American Association 
of State Colleges and Univer­
sities, is for Congress to pass 
and fund the Middle Income 
Assistance Act and for rising 
tuition charges to be kept 
down th rough increased 
ap p ro p ria tio n s by s ta te  
legislators.

ment pools, p rivate  pools 
an d  m otel an d  hotel 
pools. The num ber of all 
p o o ls  in  T e x a s  is 
an y o n e 's  guess. Some 
e s t i m a t e s  e x c e e d  
100.000.

W ith the advent of new 
pool cleaning chem icals, 
filters and disinfection 
equipm ent, san itation  of 
these thousands upon 
'thousands of pools is an 
easie r task.

The Texas D epartm ent 
of H ealth, now and in the 
past, has had a p art in 
tra in in g  o p e ra to rs  of 
public pools — as well as 
p riv a te  ow ners — in 
p roper pool care.

Clemens’ Direct Manner

AUSTIN—Texas Gover­
nor Bill Clements is building 
up steam in his efforts to 
get a handle on the state’s 
energy problems — and he 
may have steam-burned 
some members of Texas 
congressional delegation 
with his direct manner.

In Washington D.C. last 
Monday, Clements told the 
24-member Texas delegation 
that Texas state officials will 
take the initiative to launch 
a national energy campaign. 
Clements said he will bring a 
two-part plan to the nation 
which will deregulate oil 
and gas prices and will back 
proposals to rely more on 
coal as a fuel. He plans to 
meet with other governors 
and state officials across the 
nation “to take this message 
on the road.”

He irked some members 
of the delegation by saying 
Texas congressmen have 
been “dragging their feet” 
on the energy issue. U.S. 
Rep. Ray Roberts, D-Mc- 
Kinney, responded later to 
reporters, “I guess we got 
our lecture today. I hear he 
(Clements) is running for 
vice president anyway.” 
Roberts credited U.S. Sen. 
Lloyd Bentsen with “taking 
the ball away from Clements 
before he even realized it”

Clements blamed the Leg­
islature for the removal of 
appointive powers, and said 
“legislators departed from 
the historic pattern they 
have used in the past.” He 
guessed that more than 95 
percent of the courts cre­
ated in the past decade were 
filled by appointments.

Reacting strongly to 
Clements’ veto, Sen. Oscar 
Mauzy of Dallas, a member 
of the conference committee 
which drew up the bill, said 
the bill’s failure is “tragic for 
the people of Texas who 
want to see the law enforced 
and criminals apprehended 
and tried quickly.” A long­
time proponent of elected 
judges, Mauzy said he was 
shocked that the governor 
doesn’t believe in electing 
judges. “I guess what he 
wants to do is go to the 
federal system and appoint 
them for life.”

Bar Bill Signed
Despite earlier threats to 

veto a bill re-creating the 
state bar, Clements signed 
the measure anyway after 
Texas Supreme Court Chief 
Justice Joe R. Greenhill 
convinced him the veto 
would cause more problems 
than it was worth. A veto 
would have meant a special 
session this summer would 
be necessary to regulate the 
state’s more than 30,000 
lawyers. Asked if he might 
push a bill next session 
which would require the bar 
to deposit funds in the state 
treasury, Clements replied, 
“That’s not a bad idea.”

It Only Hurts When We Laugh Dept. The follow­
ing statements are exactly as they appeared on car 
insurance claims filed by some unlucky — and still 
dazed — m otorists:
a. “To avoid hitting the bumper of the car in 
front, I struck the pedestrian."
b. "An invisible car came out of nowhere, struck 
my vehicle, and vanished."
c. “I saw the slow-moving, sad-faced gentleman 
as he bounced off the hood of my car."
d. “The indirect cause of this accident was a little 
guy in a small car with a big m outh."

Seventy-five percent o f all traffic accidents caus­
ing death or injury occur within 25 miles o f the 
victim's home. Half o f all car accidents occur at 
speeds below 40 mph. Moral: Seatbelts aren't just 
for freeways or long trips.

The government claims the 55 mph limit saves 
gasoline. Does it really make much of a differ­
ence? — O .R., Pampa
Yes, it does, both to the individual and the nation. 
As your car's speed increases, so does its wind 
resistance — a big factor in gas mileage. Most cars 
can get about 28 percent more miles to the gallon 
at 50 mph than at 70. At 55 mph your mileage is 
21 percent better than at 70. (That's a saving of 
four out of every twenty gallons!)

If consumers used less gas, demand wouldn't 
be so great and (hopefully) prices wouldn't rise as 
high. And we might avoid California style ration­
ing and gas station waiting lines. The Federal 
Highway Administration says that if everyone 
went 55 mph, we could save three billion gallons 
of gas a year. That ain't no drop in the bucket . . . 
or tank!

Oh, Well, Back To The Old Drawing Board. . .  The 
idea of motorized transport fascinated but baffled 
inventors for centuries. Even the great Isaac New­
ton couldn't solve the problem. Sometime in the 
late 1600's, after figuring out the mathematics of 
the Law of Gravity, Sir Isaac designed a jet- 
propelled steam carriage. Unfortunately, it would 
have required operating speeds in excess of 700 
miles an hour, somewhat impractical for the 
muddy roads of the time, so the idea was shelved.

You won’t find the word “aquaculture” in your standard 
desk-size dictionary, but we’re trying to change that.

Aquaculture (sometimes spelled “aquiculture” ) means, 
literally, farming the produce of the oceans.

We are going to be hearing 
more and more about it during 
the coming decade, as people 
become aware of the tremen­
dous potential in this budding 
food industry.

In actuality aquaculture is 
nothing new. For more than a 
century the federal govern­
ment has sponsored research 
into aquaculture of fish, like 
salmon and trout and white- 
fish.

Sixty million pounds of salmon—more than a fourth of our 
catch—originate each year in hatcheries along the West 
Coast. Production of rainbow trout by private growers in­
creased from just over a million pounds in 1954 to over 30 mil­
lion pounds in 1972. Virtually all the trout we eat in this coun­
try are produced by aquaculture, as well as 40 percent of our 
oysters and half of our catfish and crawfish.

One hundred forty three million pounds of the fish we eat 
each year are produced by aquaculture.

Even though that is an impressive figure, it accourits for 
only 2 percent of the total U.S. consumption of fishery pro­
ducts. In Japan and Czechoslovakia, however, aquaculture 
produces 10 percent of the fish and shellfish consumed.

The U.S. today has to import more than half the fish we 
consume, which adds substantially to this country’s foreign 
trade deficit.

Clearly, any successful effort to spur the growth of aquacul­
ture would pay rich dividends.

We need more research, like the project in Corpus Christi 
where shrimp are raised in the thermal effluent from a power 
plant, or the project hundreds of miles inland—in the semi- 
arid stretches of West Texas near Pecos—where shrimp are 
raised in ponds fed by salt water from an ancient, under­
ground ocean.

The potential for aquaculture is boundless, and exciting: 
fish production from old offshore oil platforms; the release of 
shrimp into coastal waters where they will mature to be har­
vested by the shrimping industry; the breeding and develop­
ment of super-species of fish, larger and tastier and more nu­
tritious than those that now exist.

But there are problems that must be overcome before we 
will see this day.

For one thing, several government agencies—the Depart­
ment of Agriculture, the Department of Commerce and the 
Department of Interior—are involved, in one way or another, 
in aquaculture research and they aren’t coordinating their 
efforts. This has led to duplication and, far more serious, it 
has also resulted in gaps that have left some of the more 
severe research and development problems unresolved.

Almost three years ago, in August 1976,1 became the first 
Member of Congress to introduce comprehensive aquaculture 
legislation. In 1977, when the 95th Congress convened, I rein­
troduced my bill.

Last year Congress approved a version of this measure but 
the President vetoed it in the fall, after Congress had 
adjourned.

This year, I am again working with several of my colleagues 
in the Senate and the House on compromise aquaculture leg­
islation, that will be acceptable to both the Congress and the 
President.

It is of the utmost importance that the federal government 
get its aquaculture act together. 1 am confident this will be 
done.

Over the next 10-20 years I believe we will witness the 
emergence of a thriving aquaculture industry that will boost 
our economy and provide a steady, plentiful supply of protein- 
rich seafood.

Aquaculture will make a place for itself not only in our dic­
tionaries but at our dinner tables as well.

La Villita is open the year 
around, but each April dur­
ing four nights of the annu­
al Fiesta the area is the 
site for Night in Old San 
Antonio, with thousands in 
the s tree ts , music, beer 
drinking and the serving of 
foods f rom s t r e e t s i d e  
stands. It is a happy time.

The Little Village has a 
beautiful new hotel in keep­
ing with the surroundings 
and tradition. It is a garden 
hotel, The Plaza Naeional. 
It combines the new hotel 
buildings with the restored 
historic structures within a 
six-acre complex. Included 
on the grounds are the Ger­
man English School, found­
ed in 1858, and three 19th 
Century bungalows.

Dating back to the Span­
ish grants of the 18th Centu­
ry, the La Villita area 
plaved a role in much of 
San Antonio’s early history. 
South Alamo Street, at the

b e e n  r e p o r t e d ,  w i t h
