Garden Checklist for July

1. Water you lawn to
keep it green when rainfall
is short. Kill patches of
crabgrass with post-emer-
aence chemiclals.

Keep your lawn mower
sharp. Dull mowers bruise
turt instead of cutting uni-
formly, thus leaving un-
neccessary browness. Buy
a new file and sharpen the
blade before each cutting.

Control mildew on
flowers with Funginex, Be-
nomyl or folpet (phaltan)
through September. Those
most froubled are chrysan-
themums, dahlias, del-
ghxums, hlox, zinnias,

oneysuckle, ivy, lilac, pri-
vet and crape myrtle.

Shake narrow-leafed
evergreen branches over a
piece of white paper to
check for spider mites.
Spray with Kelthane to
control.

S. Check lawn areas for

rub worms. The time to
bring them under control is
in July and/or August de-
pending on the area of the
state In which you are
located. The key to control
is_ Rroger timing.  Check
with the entomologist in
your area for the most
effective time. The Exten-
sion entomologists recom-
mend using either diazinon
or dursban.

6. If %yrancantha, syca-
more and elm leaves are
taking a ll?ht tan appear-
ance, look for lace bugs on
the underside of the leaf. If
control is needed, diazinon
grbmalathlon should do the
job.

7. Check the mulch in
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flower beds and shrub bor-
ders. I wind, rain or
decomposition has reduced'
it to less than two inches,
you had better applf' addi-
tional material. It con-
serves moisture, prevents
compaction, reduces weed
growth, and makes those
weeds that do grow much
easier to pull.

Review the overall
landscape and note an
additions or changes need-
ed that simplify the land-
scape this fall or winter.

. Don’t forget to water
larﬁe leafed plants like
hydrangea, coleus, cal-
adiums and chrysanthe-
mums. Even in shade the
hot, dry wind can soon
deplete the soil of moisture
where these plants are
grown.

11. Removal of spent

flowers, trimming back ex-
cessive growth and apply-
mg _fertilizer to an es-
tablished annual bed can do
wonders towards rejuvena-
tion of the bed.
. 12. If your spring flower-
ing bulbs produced small
flowers that were few in
number it was probably due
to over-crowding. Now that
the foliage has died down,
it would be a good time to
dig them up, thin out and
trow away diseased, dam-
aged or small bulbs. Work
in organic matter and a
complete fertilizer high in
?hosphotous and replant
he best bulbs.

13. Have you checked
ﬁour air conditioning unit?

efigeration experts tell us
the the unit will be much
more efficient if the con-
densing coils can be shaded

trom the afternoon sun. a
small tree or a lath struc-
ture would be very helpful.
14. Summer is not too
late to plant colorful an-
nuals, particularly if you
are willing to purchase
small plants rather than
seed and to water well until
the plants are well es-
tablished. Plant hardy
summer annuals such as
vinca, salvia, zinnia, mari-
gold, portulaca, nicotinia
and alyssum, Flowering
annuals will increase theit
‘production, nicotinia and
alyssum.  Flowering an-
nuals will increase their
production and beauty as
summer Tglves way to fall.
15. To keep flowering
annuals on the grow, re-
move the faded blooms
often, which will induced
more branching and more
bloom. Seasonal flowering
plants will profit, too, from
an occasional feeding with
a light application of am-
monium sulfate fertilizer.
Keep the fertilizer off of the
foliage and flowers and
never apslg to dry soil.
Water soil first then apply.
16. Be ready to enjoy
your summer vacation by
getting the yard ready for
your absence.
17. Check mulch around
azaleas and camellias.
loose coarse mulch material
will aid in cooling root zone,
conserve moisture and pre-
vent compaction.

18. In North Texas, if
you haven’t done so, check
lilac bushes and other
spring flowering shrubs
and thin out some of the old
stems cutting them at the
soil line. This encourages
new canes to develop and

 Proposes Ghanges

The Brucellosis Commit-
tee of the U.S. Animal
Health Association, meet-
ing in Denver June 16,
approved proposed
changes in the Federal
Brucellosis Eradication
Program that would reduce
testing requirements for
the intrastate movement of
cattle and would raise the
acceptable herd infection
rates for classification as A
and B areas arcund the
state.  Jehn S. Cargile,
president of Texas and
Southwestern Cattle
Raisers Association, testi-
fied in favor of the pro-
posals on behalf of the
Texas Cattle Raisers Asso-
behalf of the Texas cattle
industry.

Brucellosis is a livestock
disease that robs cattlemen
and consumers of millions
of dollars in lost beef
production through cattle
abortion and reduced calf
crops.

The proposed amend-
ments to the Uniform
Methods and Rules of the
Brucellosis program were
sent to the USAHA sub-
‘committee for change of
ownership test require-
ments for further study and
refinement. These changes
will be reviewed at the fall
meeting of USAHA and, if
approved, can be incorpo-
rated into the UM RS
before Jan. 1, 1982.

Cargile, who serves on
the USAHA brucellosis
committee from Texas, said
that in Class B and C
states, the new rules for
intrastate movement would
require one negative test
and would not require addi-
tional testing. An educa-
tional program to encour-
age the voluntary retest of
moving animals would be
augmented at' the same
time.

Currently, the Western
portion of Texas is classi-
fied as a Class A status
fied as a class A control

area and the Eastern por-
tion is in a Class B control
status.

Under the USDA’s pro-
posed change in classifica-
tion standards, Class A
status would cover any
state with one half of one
percent or less accumulated
12-month herd infection
rate. Class B status would
cover any state with two.
percent or less herd infec-
tion rate, compared to the
old rate of one percent or
less. Class C status would
encompass any state with a
two percent infection rate
or higher.

Cargile noted that Texas
started an accelerated bru-
cellosis program July 1,
1980, and that Texas cattle-
men have given the new
program excellent support
and are trying to make it
work.

‘‘Cattlemen by and large
are not enthusiastic about
the brucellosis program but
have accepted it and are
cooperating because they
have been convinced by the
leadership that it is the best
solution offered today to a
tough problem,”’ Cargile
said.

The proposed rules for
movement in the Class B
and C areas originally set
for Jan. 1, 1982, asked
for multiple testing that
cattlemen are not prepared
to accept, he said.

The revisions supported
by Cargile would reduce
the burden on the cattle-
men and encourage com-
pliance with the program.

Cargile also told USAHA
that the number of calves
being vaccinated in Texas
is rising rapidly with the
availability of the reduced
dose of Strain 19 vaccine.
Implementation of the
changes will further en-
courage cattlemen to con-
tinue calfhood vaccinations,
an important step toward
eradicating the disease.

Warning On
Fireworks Issued

With Independence Day
approaching the Texas So-
ciety to Prevent Blindness
is once again issuing what
has become its annual
warning: ‘‘Don't Play with
Fireworks; They are not
Toys!"’

‘'Fireworks are danger-
ous projectibles that injure
thousands of Americans
each year,”” says R.E.
Margo, M.D., State Medi-
cal Chairman of the Soci-
ety.

‘‘Last year alone 9,400
people were treated in hos-
pital emergency rooms for
fireworks caused injuries,
1,700 of these injuries to
the eyes, a regrettable in-
crease of nearly 40 percent
over the number reported
the preceding year. The
figures, moreover, repre-
sent only a fraction of the
problem because they don’t
include injuries treated in
doctor’s offices or those
admitted directly into the
hospital.”’

*‘The sale of fireworks is
illegal in many Texas
cities,”’ Dr. Margo noted,
“‘but efforts to extend the
law statewide have been
stalled. The 1981 Legisla-
ture passed a bill which
limits the amount of explo-
sives allowed in fireworks,
but does not restrict their
sale.’"
