Local sales tax collections resist statewide trend
“The state collected $1.32 billion in 

sales tax revenue in January, up 5.9 per­
cent compared to January 2003,” Texas 
Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhom an­
nounced recently. But in Schleicher Coun­
ty, the numbers weren’t so good, with 
down arrows across the board as collec­
tions trailed those of last year for all three 
local jurisdictions.

The City of Eldorado and Schleicher 
County saw January collections decline 
by 25 and 21 percent, respectively over 
the same period one year ago. Year to date 
numbers are slightly better with the coun­
ty’s collections down some 12 percent 
while the city’s numbers lagged by 9 per­
cent. (See chart below)

It was a different story statewide. 
Strayhom sent Texas cities, counties, tran­
sit systems and special purpose taxing dis­
tricts February sales tax allocations total­
ing $477.8 million, up 7 percent compared 
to a year ago.

January state sales tax revenue and 
local sales tax allocations for February 
primarily represent sales made in Decem­
ber, but also include some earlier sales by 
businesses that report sales tax to the 
Comptroller on a quarterly or annual ba­
sis.

“When I sent local governments their 
sales tax allocations last November, I 
promised that ‘this year the Grinch isn’t 
going to steal Christmas,’ and that was 
exactly right,” Strayhom said. “With the 
economic turnaround, sales tax collec­
tions have risen for five consecutive 
months. Like Dr. Seuss said in How the 
Grinch Stole Christmas, ‘It started in low. 
Then it started to grow. ’

The Comptroller sent $326.4 million 
in sales tax to Texas cities, up 8 percent 
compared to February 2003 payments. 
Texas counties received February sales tax 
payments of $26.8 million, up 7.9 percent. 
Eighty-two special purpose taxing districts

around the state received $13.2 million 
in sales tax, up 5.7 percent compared to 
February 2003. Texas’ six metropolitan 
transit authorities and two city transit sys­
tems received $111.2 million in February 
sales tax payments, up 4.3 percent com­
pared to a year ago.

State sales tax revenue for December, 
and January sales tax allocations to local 
governments represent sales made in No­
vember and reported to the Comptroller 
in December.

niques are also being employed.
Researcher Steve Tvedten reports 

that pouring boiling water directly on 
Fire Ant mounds can result in the elim­
ination of as many as 60 percent of the 
mounds treated. He suggests scooping 
out a hole in the top of the mound and 
pouring at least 3 gallons of very hot or 
boiling water on each mound. One won­
ders if the risks involved in this method 
might not pose more danger than the ants 
themselves.

Electrical attractants, used to lure 
ants to borax or boric acid, are also meet­
ing with good results. This technique is

based on the fact that the ants seem to 
be attracted to the electrical fields that 
surround such circuitry as air condition­
er and telephone switches. (See photo
above)

Perhaps the most promising steps 
toward controlling and eventually erad­
icating Fire Ants are being made in the 
field of biological control. Predator and 
even parasite insects are now being 
employed at research facilities across 
the nation in hopes of fighting fire with 
fire, or should we say, Fire Ants with 
other bugs. One such project, under way

0! It first came ashore at the port of 
Mobile, Alabama in the 1930s, and ever 
since, the pesky Red Imported Fire Ant 
has been on the march, spreading its 
ever-growing territory across the Unit­
ed States. Originating in South Ameri­
ca, the six-legged menace is believed to 
have caught a ride on a north­
bound freighter. Its march to 
Schleicher County was slow 
but steady, arriving here in 

#  the mid-1990s almost unno­
ticed to many due to the 
drought conditions.

“Fire Ants don’t like dry 
conditions,” County Agent 
Scott Edmonson tells the 
Success. “When it gets dry 
they start burrowing, looking 
for moisture.”

H ow ever, during wet 
weather, or in well-watered 
lawns and gardens, Fire Ant 

W  mounds spring up, alm ost 
over night, looking a lot like 
gopher or p ra irie  dog 
mounds.

There are two types o f 
imported Fire Ants: the Black 
Imported Fire Ant and the 
Red Imported Fire Ant. Here 
in Schleicher County, it is the 
Red variant that has begun 
building mounds everywhere, 

g} especially  since the wet 
weather began in 2003.

“We first noticed them in 
some o f the flow er beds 
around the courthouse a few 
years back,” Edmonson says. “But, for 
the most part, the drought drove them 
underground and made it difficult for 
them to spread. Now, they’re popping 
up everywhere.”

Edmonson says the Fire Ant is well 
% named. “I know from experience that it 

can deliver a very painful sting,” he says.
Fire ants are aggressive and will de­

fensively attack anything that disturbs

them. Unlike a bee, that can deliver only 
one sting, the Fire Ant can deliver re­
peated stings, as well as painful bites 
with their mandibles, and not just to 
human victims. Each year, Fire Ants can 
and do create havoc with pets, livestock 
and wildlife. They are also damaging to

homes, buildings and especially electri­
cal equipment. Add to this the problems 
they cause with gardens and lawns, and 
the economic impact of the Fire Ant is 
tremendous.

You can tell you have fire ants if....
• You see a mound of fluffy “worked” 

soil, particularly a few days after a heavy 
rain. (See photo at right) Undisturbed

mounds in pastures can reach 18 inches 
in height, but most mounds in tu rf grass 
areas are usually just a few inches tall.

• The mound or nest has no opening 
in the center like most ant mounds. (See 
Figure 1). Red imported fire ants leave 
and enter the mound housing the colo­

ny through underground tun­
nels.

• When you shovel into the 
colony’s mound of soil you see 
white objects. This is the brood 
- the eggs, larvae and pupae of 
developing ants.

• Fire ants are small, only 
about 1/8" to 1/4" long. Varia­
tion in size is a distinguishing 
characteristic of imported fire 
ants. Many other ant species 
are uniform in size.

• W hen you disturb  the 
mound, dozens to hundreds of 
reddish-brow n worker ants 
crawl up vertical surfaces (like 
grasses and other objects) on 
and around the mound. Few 
native ants charge up vertical 
surfaces.

• If you get stung it feels like 
being burned. A day or so lat­
er, the im ported fire a n t’s 
unique venom forms a white 
fluid filled pustule or blister at 
the red sting site that is very 
characteristic - only fire ant 
venom causes this symptom! 
(See photo at right)

• Worker ants bite (with 
m andibles) and sting (with

stingers) aggressively and repeatedly.

Control options, the battle is joined...
While there may not currently be an 

effective way o f eliminating the Red 
Imported Fire Ant, that doesn’t mean 
that researchers aren’t trying. And, their 
efforts are meeting with some success.

“Control is a better word than elimi­
nation,” says Scott Edmonson. “People 
seem to be having the best success get­
ting their Fire Ant problem under con­
trol by using a combination of control 
techniques.”

Edmonson says that there are a num­
ber of commercial baits and sprays on 
the market that can be effective when 
used in concert with other techniques. 
Broadcasting ant bait around the yard 
followed by treatm ent o f individual 
mounds has met with the most success. 
However, other, less traditional, tech-
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Westward march — The red imported fire ont was accidently 
introduced introduced into the U.S. from South America 
around the 1930s to the port of Mobile, Alabama. It spread 
naturally through intra- and interstate commerce, reaching 
East Texas during the si950s. Since then, it has spread over 
the eastern two-thirds of Texas and now infests about 56 
million acres.

State sales tax revenue increases again
AUSTIN — The good econom­

ic news continues for Texas.
January sales tax receipts were 

up compared to a year before, the 
fifth straight increase in revenue 
to state coffers.

Earlier this month, the Legis­
lature Budget Board was briefed 
by economists who predicted this 
would be a much better year for 
the state’s economy.

Texas may gain as many as 
150,000 jobs this year, University 
of North Texas economist Bernard 
Weinstein told the LBB.

One problem: Jobs lost during 
the recent economic downturn tend­
ed to be of the higher paying vari­
ety. Many of the newly-created jobs, 
and anticipated positions, are in the 
service industry and government.

Both categories are lower pay­
ing than many of the jobs lost, a 
factor that translates into lower con­
sumer spending That, of course, 
means less in sales tax revenue.

Special session in April?
The buzz around the Capitol is 

that early April, possibly April 10, 
is D-Day for the special session on 
school finance

That would be a month after the 
primaries and six months before 
the November general elections.

Believe this or not, but another 
component of the buzz is that one 
of the school funding consider­
ations that ranks fairly high up the 
list is an increase in the sales tax.

New Main Street communities...
Since 1981, the Texas Histori­

Beam up all the cell phones?
If you watched the original “Star 

Trek” on television back in the ’60s, 
or caught the series on syndication, 
you know that Captain Kirk and the 
other members of the Enterprise 
crew had a communication device 
that looked remarkably like today’s 
small cell phone.

These days, according to the 
Department of Public Safety, cell 
phones are becoming almost as 
dangerous as entering Klingon ter­
ritory. Traffic crashes related to 
cell phone use (because of the driv­
er distraction they cause) jumped 
44 percent from 2000 to 2001. And 
if data from 2002-03 were avail­
able, which it isn’t, the percent of 
increase probably is even greater.

In real numbers, reported cell 
phone-related crashes jumped to 
1,032 from 716. Seven people died 
in cell phone-related crashes in 
2000 and eight deaths were report­
ed the following year.

A more traditional problem, 
road rage, was blamed on 219 
crashes in 2001. That represents an 
increase of 143 percent from the 
90 crashes attributed to road rage 
the year before.

“It is difficult to draw conclu­
sions at this point,” said DPS Di­
rector Col. Thomas Davis Jr., “but 
the data probably understates the 
problem. There is no doubt that 
cell phone misuse and road rage 
create major problems on Texas 
roadways.”

The solution: Don’t use your 
cell phone when you’re driving.

Washington, D C.— The Big 
Spring Veterans Administration 
(VA) Hospital may be the subject 
of a study about its future, accord­
ing to the Capital Asset Realign- 

. merit for Enhanced Services 
^  (CARES) Commission of the U S. 

Veterans Administration.
The CARES Com m ission’s 

recommendations were released in 
a briefing to Congressional staff 
this morning. The Commission 
recom m endation for the Big 
Spring VA is twofold:

1) “The Commission concurs 
with the DNCP (Draft National 
CARES Plan) proposal insofar as 
it relates to studying the possibili­
ty of no longer providing health 
care services at Big Spring. The 
study should take into account the 
input of stakeholders regarding 
access to care.

2) The Commission recom ­
mends that VA establish a clear 
definition and clear policy on the 
CAH (Critical Access Hospital)

^  designation prior to making a de­
cision on the use of this designa­
tion.”

“If there’s going to be a study 
of the Big Spring VA Hospital, I 
will work to ensure the officials 
understand the importance of the 
facility to veterans who live in re­
mote areas,” Congressman Char­
lie Stenholm (TX-17) said. “While 
I understand the Commission rec- 

 ̂ ommends a study of the possibili­
ty of closing the Big Spring VA, 
they will have to answer a lot of 
tough questions from me and oth­
ers about this recommendation. I 
look forward to joining with stake­
holders to express the fact that 
geographically remote veterans in 
West Texas deserve the reasonably 
close care provided by the Big 
Spring facility.”

 ̂ “I support the VA’s efforts to 
improve the effectiveness and the 
efficiency of its health care system,” 
Stenholm added. “However, I also 
believe it’s important for Congress 
to provide sufficient funds to ensure 
the VA can provide the services 
needed by our veterans.”

Dear Editor:
According to House Bill 730, 

which was passed during the 78th 
regular legislative session, all 
builders in the State of Texas are 
required to register with the Tex­
as Residential Construction Com­
mission (the “commission”), us­
ing a commission prescribed form, 
and remitting a filing fee o f $125 
on or before March 1, 2004.

A builder is defined as any 
business entity or individual who 
for a fixed price, commission, 
fee, wage or other compensation 
constructs, supervises or manag­
es the construction  o f a new 
home, a material improvement to 
a home, other than an improve­
ment solely to replace or repair a 
roof o f an existing home, or an 
improvement to the interior of an 
existing home when the cost of 
work exceeds $20,000.

The builder registration form 
will collect information regarding 
the builder and whether the build­
er operates as an individual, a cor­
poration, a partnership, sole pro­
prietorship or other form of busi­
ness. The form will collect con­
tact information, such as address­
es and phone numbers.

allows the commission to conduct 
a required criminal background 
check and to otherwise make the 
statutory determinations that the 
applicant is at least 18 years of 
age, a citizen of the US. or a law­
fully-admitted alien, and that the 
applicant is honest, trustworthy 
and has integrity to the satisfac­
tion of the commission.

Each builder will be required 
to designate an individual as a 
“designated agent” and that des­
ignated agent will be required to 
register as a builder separately 
from the builder entity. A builder 
who is an individual may serve 
as both the registered builder and 
the designated agent. Contact in­
formation will be collected about 
the “designated agent” in addition 
to the builder. Builders who wish 
to do so may also designate sec­
ondary agents; however, each 
seconda^ agent will be required 
to provide the same information 
as the designated agent.

Within 15 days after the re­
ceipt of a completed registration 
form and the required $125 fee, 
the commission will issue to each 
builder that meets the require­
ments of the Act, a certificate of 
registration.

The commission, which was 
also created by House Bill 730, 
is responsible for registering new 
homes and home builders in the 
State of Texas, overseeing a state- 
sponsored inspection and dispute 
resolution process, preparing and 
adopting building and perfor­
mance standard and limited stat­
utory warranties, providing vol­
untary certification o f arbitrators, 
providing for the filing o f arbi­
tration aw ards and m anaging 
three task force groups.

Beginning February 1, 2004, 
builder registration forms will be 
available on the com m ission’s 
website at www.trcc.state.tx.us. 
Individuals not able to access the 
forms on the website may request 
a packet of information by call­
ing the com m ission’s toll-free 
consumer helpline at 1 (877) 651- 
TRCC.

Fire Ants on the march

now on a ranch near Caldwell, TX, 
is being conducted by Dr. Charles 
Barr of Texas A&M University.

The Brazilian Phorid Fly is the 
center piece of B arr’s research. 
The phorid flies used in the project 
are a natural enemy of the red im­
ported fire ant, Barr says. The life 
span of adult flies is only two or 
three days. After mating, the fe­
males will inject eggs into worker 
fire ants that are foraging for food. 
After hatching, the fly “eats” its 
way through the ant’s body -  par­
alyzing it -  and emerges 40 days 
later from the host’s head. “Fe­
males can lay about 200 eggs, 
which means (a possible) 200 par­
alyzed ants,” Barr said. “But more 
importantly, the fire ants recognize 
the flies and for protection, will 
stop foraging for food. That makes 
life hard for the ants.”

The phorid flies -  reared and 
released in a cooperative project 
with the U.S. Department of Agri­
culture -  are specific to the red 
imported fire ant and are not 
known to attack anything else, in­
sect or otherwise. Therefore, the 
chance o f the population mush­
rooming out of control are small, 
Barr said. In the last several years, 
phorid flies have been released and 
populations established near Aus­
tin and Vidor by either University 
of Texas or Texas A&M research­
ers, he said. Thriving populations 
-  introduced by the US DA -  can

also be found in Florida where 
they are expanding their range at a 
rate of 10 to 15 miles per year If 
that rate of expansion happens in 
Texas, Barr estimated the phorid 
flies introduced in the Vidor and 
Caldwell areas could expand to the 
Houston area in the next 10 or 15 
years.

What does it all mean for us?
Meanwhile, here in Schleicher 

County, the best defense seems to 
be the nemesis of everything else, 
dry arid conditions. While the 
county’s weather cycle is punctu­
ated with an occasional wet year, 
on average, we receive less than 
22 inches of rainfall per year, mak­
ing it difficult for Imported Red 
Fire Ants to get too far out of hand. 
Still, homeowners and landscap­
ers who maintain well-watered 
lawns, gardens and flower beds 
will need help in combating the 
insects. Any number of chemical 
treatments are available, with then 
effectiveness depending on specif­
ic soil conditions and the amount 
and type of vegetation.

County Agent Scott Edmonson 
says he is available to visit with 
any Schleicher County resident 
about problems with Red Import­
ed Fire Ants. He will analyze your 
specific conditions and recom­
mend a course of treatment that 
can make Fire Ants a little easier 
to live with, at least until a better 
solution can be found

Eventual features could 
include separate lanes for cars and 
trucks as well as passenger, com­
muter, and freight rail lines.

While Texas continues to grow, 
the state’s population growth adds 
additional strain on aging road­
ways. However, last year Governor 
Rick Perry signed into law House 
Bill 3588, the most significant 
transportation legislation in state 
history. This law allows more con­
trol and new funding tools for lo­
cal transportation planners. As a 
result, bonds and toll roads will al­
low new roads to be built at a fast­
er rate than former pay-as-you go 
method of financing construction.

Potential routes and these new 
funding tools will be presented 
during the public hearings.

DPS concerned as cellular phone and 
road rage wrecks increase across Texas •

The number of cell phone-re­
lated and road rage-related colli­
sions both increased in the latest 
statistical data compiled by DPS.

Cell phone-related  tra ffic  
crashes increased from 716 to 
1,032 from 2000 to 2001— a 44 
percent increase. In cases where 
cell phone use was listed as a con­
tributing factor, there were 7 fa­
talities in 2000 compared to 8 in 
2001.

Road rage-related accidents 
jumped from 90 to 219— a 143 
percent increase. There was one 
fatality in both 2000 and 2001 that 
was attributed to road rage.

It is important to note that new 
accident reporting forms listing 
cell phones and road rage as con­
tributing factors were not available 
until April 2000, so comparing the 
two years may not present an ac­
curate picture.

“It is difficult to draw conclu­
sions at this point, but the data 
probably understates the prob­
lem,” said DPS Director Col. Th­
omas Davis Jr. “There is no doubt 
that cell phone misuse and road 
rage create major problems on 
Texas roadways.”

The DPS urges drivers to min­
imize cell phone usage in their ve­
hicle and refuse to be drawn into 
the road rage cycle.

SKYWARN storm spotters training now

vide timely and accurate informa­
tion about the storms seen on ra­
dar.

Persons interested in becoming 
a SKYWARN spotter should at­
tend a SKYWARN training ses­
sion administered by the National 
Weather Service. These training 
sessions are performed in late win­
ter, into the spring months.

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Escalating natural gas prices 
lead to rate increase petition

HOUSTON — Due to nine per­
cent increase in natural gas prices 
since February 2003, WTU Retail 
Energy L.P. filed a request with the 
Public Utility Commission of Tex­
as late yesterday to raise the fuel 
factors included in its Price to Beat 
rate for customers. If approved, the 
changes will increase residential 
custom ers’ bills approximately 
$5.71 per month for usage of 1,000 
kilowatt hours.

“Natural gas is the main source 
of fuel for the electricity we pro­
vide to our customers,” said Don 
Whaley, president of WTU Retail

Energy. “Because of this, the price 
of natural gas greatly impacts the 
cost of electricity and the rate we 
must charge customers. The deci­
sion to apply for a fuel factor in­
crease was not made lightly be­
cause we understand that a rate 
change impacts the lives o f our 
customers. Any sustained change 
to natural gas prices, however, 
forces us reevaluate our rates and 
occasionally adjust them in line 
with the natural gas market.”

The Commission will rule on 
WTU Retail Energy’s filing with­
in 45 days.

AUSTIN, Texas— Visitors 
heading to Texas state parks this 
spring will be greeted upon arriv­
al with posters and park employ­
ees sporting lapel buttons that 
read: “All the Parks. Extra Perks” 
designed to call attention to a new 
annual parks pass.

The new Texas State Parks 
Pass provides free entry to all 120 
state parks and historic sites for 
members and their guests, camp­
ing discounts and other benefits 
for a year.

The new parks pass, which 
sells for $60, went on sale at state 
parks and historic sites Jan. 1. 
TPW D reports that more than 
3,304 park passes were sold in Jan­
uary, generating  m ore than 
$200,000 for state parks’ coffers. 
A nnual sales of the new parks pass 
are projected to contribute a mini­
mum of $3 million to state park

operations.
“The per-person, per-day cost 

of coming into parks varies from 
$2 to $5 a person, so it doesn't take 
you very long or very many trips 
to pay for the pass,” said Walt 
Dabney, Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department state parks director, 
“All of the money from sales goes 
to help operate the state parks and 
further conservation in Texas. It 
also helps us maintain our parks 
so that the safe, quality experience 
visitors have come to expect when 
they visit state parks is perpetuat­
ed.”

Similar in appearance to a cred­
it card, the new annual pass retails 
for $60 for one wallet-sized pass 
card. Families who often visit state 
parks and arrive at different times 
or in more than one vehicle may 
opt to make a same-day purchase 
o f a two-card pass package for 
$75.

The new annual pass was de­
signed to be easier to use and to 
provide greater value to park us­
ers than the previous annual parks 
pass. Some of the Texas State 
Parks Pass’ “extra perks” include:

• Discounts for camping, state 
park store merchandise, recre­
ational equipment rentals and 
more.

• The Getaway Planner, a quar­

terly e-newsletter customized to 
the cardholder's areas of interest, 
such as mountain biking, hiking 
and horseback riding.

• 25 percent discount off the 
regular subscription price for Tex­
as Parks & Wildlife magazine; 
(current subscribers received $ 10 
off the new parks pass).

• Free copy of the Texas State 
Park Guide.

• An “I Belong in State Parks” 
decorative decal for pass members.

The new parks pass replaces 
the gold Texas Conservation Pass­
port, the sales of which were dis­
continued on Dec. 31. TCPs will 
still be honored a year from pur­
chase through Dec. 31, 2004. Cur­
rent TCP holders retain all prior 
benefits, with the exception of the 
printed Texas Passport Journal, 
which has been discontinued. The 
approximately 48,000 TCP hold­
ers will receive a $ 10 discount off 
their first Texas State Parks Pass 
purchase and are eligible to regis­
ter to receive the customized, e- 
newsletter.

Parks director Dabney says the 
new parks pass not only represents 
a great value for the money, but 
also addresses concerns expressed 
by TCP-holders, supports parks 
directly and builds customer loy­
alty. He noted that the new pass,

RRC to plug « 
223 oilwells

AUSTIN — The Texas Rail­
road Commission Tuesday allotted 
$386,100 from the Oil Field 
Cleanup Fund to plug 223 wells 
across three Texas counties.

In a unanimous decision, com­
missioners set aside the funds for 
five wells in Harris and Brazoria I 
Counties and 218 wells in Bexar 
County.

“Our plugging of more than 
200 shallow wells in Bexar Coun­
ty and others in Harris and Brazo­
ria Counties is a continued focus 
on protecting our valuable natural 
resources,” said Chairman Victor 
Carrillo. “In 2004, we continue the 
commitment of years passed to 
plug abandoned wells using the Oil i 
Field Cleanup Fund.”

The Harris and Brazoria Coun­
ty wells, ranging in depth from 
5,280 feet to 5,567 feet, were un­
der the operation of Brute Energy 
Corp. and W.R. Godsey with each 
well plugged at a cost between 
$13,800 and $23,800. All 218 
wells in Bexar County were locat­
ed in the Monksfield Field with an 
average depth of 421.25 feet and Ilf 
operated by Root Drilling Compa­
ny and R.D. Oil Company.
