Richard Holm, 51, of Colorado City,
Arizona, an admitted polygamist, says
he never expected to find himself fight-
ing for custody of his children.

It was like a death sentence.”

Recently, Holm sought and won the
right to visit his seven children, some-
thing he says has made his life a little
easier. “They are my whole life. I can’t
imagine life without them.”

Holm says Warren Jeffs decision
to move a portion his FLDS faithful
to Texas is a strange one. “I think his
decision to move has a lot to do with
the pressure Warren is under here in
Colorado City,” Holm said. “I’'m not sure
why he chose Eldorado, or Texas for that

YFZ officials

ignore TCEQ
warnings

A cement bulk plant and a rock
crusher appeared to be running
full steam ahead last week, well
after a shut down order issued by
the Texas Commission on Envi-
ronmental Quality (TCEQ).

Aerial photos taken on Wednes-
day, June 9, 2004, also revealed
another large foundation being
constructed adjacent to five other
structures already built, or nearing
completion. Additionally, a metal
barn had been built nearby.

Ricky Anderson, TCEQ Re-
gion 8 Director, told the Success
on Tuesday that YFZ officials have
applied for a permit to operate a
rock crusher, but that no such per-
mit has been issued. Additionally,
the state’s order to halt operation
of a the rock crusher and cement
bulk plant remains in place.

Meanwhile, the TCEQ is push-
ing ahead with its investigation.
Already, a series of alleged viola-
tions regarding the cement bulk
plant and a non-permitted sewage
treatment facility have been re-
ferred to the agency’s enforcement
division.

Documents obtained by the
Success reveal that TCEQ investi-
gators from the San Angelo office
are perhaps the most concerned
about the sewage treatment facil-
ity, which they say is inadequate
and poses a danger to groundwa-
ter, as well as a threat of discharge
into Milligan Draw, a feeder of the
South Concho River.

San Angelo investigators were
so troubled by the sewage facility’s
lack of capacity that they referred
to it as a Class V Injection Well.
A TCEQ spokesman said the des-
ignation means that the facility
is not capable of safely treating
the amount of sewage it is receiv-
ing and that there is a danger of
untreated waste leaching into the
groundwater.

TCEQ is the agency that oversees
many of the day-to-day operations
of the City of Eldorado as well as
other municipalities statewide. It is
empowered by the State Legislature
to act on behalf of the state and has
far reaching enforcement powers
and can levy fines of up to $10,000
per day per violation.

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"WMAs offer new look at state’s wildlife

by Mark K. Campbell

The most interesting thing at
Fairfield Lake State Park was the
weenie tree.

While that was certainly a
unique discovery — a couple of
frankfurters, slowly cooking in the
midday heat, impaled on scrawny
branches 10 feet up (for birds?) —
Fairfield Lake State Park just
wasn’t ringing our bell.

With a new companion this
year — Callie, a 5.3-pound
“schnoodle” (part poodle, part
schnauzer) — we had already com-
pleted the Bird Watching Trail hike
and had seen the facilities the at
the park.

That included tons of camping
(135 sites, few with direct water
access; No. 79 was best), some
deer with fawns, and a nice a din-
ing hall, right on the water, for
family reunions.

A second hike, a 2-miler, was
pleasant. We wandered through
East Texas hardwoods (just shy of
the famed pine trees that were a

tad farther east), a trip that finally
Q wore Callie out. She hitched a ride
-in her pouch afterward.

We discovered the weenie tree
at the end of the hike. Callie
seemed impressed, judging from
her constant sniffing. .

Fairfield’s claim to fame, how-
ever, is fishing. Boats zipped
around the lake seeking everything
from catfish to largemouth and
hybrid striper bass, the rare-in-

. freshwater red drum, and even
blue tilapia, a “non-game” fish so
unpopular that it has no catch lim-
1t.

Still, Fairfield, while apparent-
ly great for families and anglers,
was pretty mundane. So we struck
out a bit north, scooted Richland-
Chambers Lake, turned on High-
way 287 and soon came on one of
the few sorts of land we’d never
been on - a wildlife management

Gus Engeling WMA

Right off the bat, you learn that
a WMA isn’t a state park. A big
sign warns that no one is respon-
sible should any damage come
upon your property or your human
body.

A WMA is like an untamed
state park. Before entering you

“ must fill out paperwork and,
should you decide to stay, you
must complete a short document
every day. It’s placed in a drop-box
at the entrance right off 287.

On the opposite side of 287 is
anice headquarters building — with
an actual address of Tennessee
Colony, Texas — with air condition-
ing and water.

Those luxuries are soon gone

4 if you cross the highway into

GEWMA.

There are no paved roads at the
WMA. In fact, the roads deterio-
rate rapidly. ;

The park is filled with a stun-
ning array of wildlife — including
four kinds of venomous snakes —
and plants. It’s also occasionally a
temporary home for some stout
humans, people conducting vari-
ous experiments under remarkably
harsh conditions.

The dreaded driving tour

The GEWMA offers a driving
tour, a map says.

We headed into the area on a
red cindery road, taking a right at
the first fork. The map said that
was the way to our goal, the one-
of-a-kind Catfish Creek.

Our road quickly began to get
much worse. But, we figured, this
would be a test for our new truck,
now 4-wheel drive after last year’s
Big Bend trip almost vibrated the
“old school” truck apart.

We turned again and again,
crossing a small, 1-lane bridge at
one point. Right about there, the
flies descended. Hundreds of
them.

The accompanying pamphlet
didn’t say, but we’re pretty sure
they were zombie flies, anxious for
—judging from the lack of folks in
the WMA — a rare treat, some hu-
man flesh.

Finally, our road had dwindled
down to a path so poor a cow

wouldn’t walk it. That’s when we_

came upon some screened shelters.
No one was around — the flies had
probably taken care of that. We
acknowledged that it indeed takes
some seriously hardy folks to sur-
vive in this dense forest.

A sign finally told us that the
“road” was closed; recent serious
storms had caused flooding and
felled numerous trees.

So we backtracked. But a
wrong turn took us to a dead-end
where flies again began settling on
the vehicle, their eyes — and
they’ve got a bunch — glued on us.
We were trapped in ever-darken-
ing woods, covered with flies!
That’s when “Tubular Bells” came
over the radio...the theme to The
Exorcist!

That was enough! Surely a
wild-eyed yeti was about to come
bursting out of untamed growth.
(East Texans can tell you some
Sasquatch stories.) We peeled out
of there, flies flying.

Catfish creek

Now had we simply taken the
other fork in the road, we could’ve
saved ourselves many miles. But
we assumed the other fork would
be just as bad as the former. So we
went back to the main gate and

drove all the way around the WMA

to the back entrance. (Which took
a while to find.)

The best information about the
GEWMA is to stay left if you use
the main entrance.

We did finally find a road that
got us to Catfish Creek. It says
Eubanks on the map but we never
saw a sign.

Anyway, the creek, which is
right off the road, is like no other
in Texas. Forest and wetlands meet
in the riparian (‘“‘streamside”) sys-
tem where uncommon wildlife re-
sides — swamp rabbits, American
alligators, and lots of birds and
waterfowl.

When we were there, lots of
mosquitoes were residing there.
Lots. Because Catfish Creek had
obviously recently rampaged, vis-
itors had carved a new road be-
tween the huge trees that dotted the
green area.

Someone had placed a folding
chair next to the creek. It’s clear
and cold, virtually undisturbed and
a pleasant sit until the bugs find
you.

We didn’t see any swamp rab-
bits or alligators — yet — but the
place was cool and easily accessi-
ble.

Two roads
We had our choice just down
from Catfish Creek as a road —

much improved from the Exorcist .

road — intersected Eubanks.

We went right. After dipping
down to a bridge that blocks up
Catfish Creek creating a small
pond — many birds floated about
here — we came upon two lakes
near the road’s end at the northern
part of the WMA.

Two short, seldom-traveled
roadways led to a pair of small
bodies of water: Lake 1 and Lake
2. Both contained a pair of
screened-in cabins. Lake 2 was the
better of the two. The other re-
quired walking down through
Lake 2 to get to the water. But both
were close together. And both were
totally deserted.

Back at the other side of the
intersection, a sign that said deer
were being studied wasn’t kidding.
We saw plenty, including a young
buck that stuck his head up over
some high grasses lit by the late
afternoon sun.

We know now that this stretch
was the other fork in the road way
back in the beginning of our WMA
journey.

We drove past the Beaver Pond
Nature Trail so we could hike the
Dogwood Nature Trail.

It’s not too long and, with a
creek branch running on one edge
and with massive trees — oaks,
hickories, cedars, sweetgums, ash-
es, and, of course, dogwoods — the
woods were simply thick. A pam-
phlet identifies the various trees
and plant life.

Callie was a bit nervous here
and didn’t get down. No one’s very
woodsy at 5.3 pounds.

This was a fine hike — not very
strenuous but not wheelchair-able,
however — that was made even
more interesting by some trees that
had been leveled by the storm and
completely blocked the path. Some
humongous trees. Including one
that was highlighted in the pam-

We suffered through more mos-
quitoes — and found a few trouble-
some ticks — but the walk was
worth it.

Gator!

Our last stop in the WMA was
back up the road a bit at the Bea-
ver Pond Nature Trail.

We finally saw another human
here. He was a professional pho-
tographer waiting for the sun to
drop a bit more to get its reflec-
tion off the smooth water.

A wheelchair-accessible obser-
vation deck is at the start of the
trail. That’s were we saw a size-
able alligator chillin’ in the wet
grasses. He didn’t mind us but he
might’ve been eyeing Callie. (It’s
hard to tell since gator eyes are
tricky.)

A boardwalk rises (barely)
above the surface of Beaver Pond
at the start of the trail. If a gator
wanted to, he could snatch you off
that place faster than the Boggy
Creek Monster!

On the east side of the pond is a
big beaver lodge. It’s active and
evidence of that can be seen near
the trail where pointy stumps prove
trees once stood there before they
were substantially chomped on.

Birds filled this pond. Texas
Parks and Wildlife works with
Ducks Unlimited here and numer-

Hunters haven

Hunting is a huge deal at GEW-
MA.

For some animals, a special
Annual Public Hunting Permit
drawing is held.

Among the critters at the WMA
are white-tailed deer, feral hogs,
Eastern wild turkey, snipe (yes,

you can go on a snipe hunt here!),
rabbits, squirrels, and hares.

However, there is no open sea-
son on dove, quail, alligators, or
furbearers.

Hunting is so popular that a
“hunter’s camp” is located near
the main entrance just off 287.

Because of the hunting, the
WMA is sometimes closed to the
public, usually in parts of Janu-
ary, April, October and Novem-
ber; it varies with whatever sea-
son is open.

ed access that absolutely require
prior approval.

At Gus Engeling, bug spray and
water are essential. You can see
some wildlife from your car, may-
be along Catfish Creek, and cer-
tainly on Beaver Pond.

.The hikes will take you deeper
into the woods where you might
run across a deer or armadillo (we
did) or maybe a raccoon or — I must
report the possibility — a Bigfoot.

“Any foreign person who ac-
quires or transfers any interest,
other than a security interest, in
agricultural land in the United
States is required by law to report
the transaction no later than 90
days after the date of the transac-
tion,” said Jan Wanoreck, County
Executive Director of the Schle-
icher/Sutton/Val Verde County
Farm Service Agency.

Foreign investors must file Ag-
ricultural Foreign Investment Dis-
closure Act (AFIDA) Reports with
the Farm Service Agency county
office in which the land is located.

For example, reports are required
when land use changes from nonag-
ricultural to agricultural or from ag-
ricultural to nonagricultural.

Wanoreck added, “Foreign in-
vestors must also file a report
when there is a change in the sta-
tus of ownership such as owner
changes from foreign to non-for-

When the Agricultural Foreign
Investment Disclosure Act was
signed into law in 1978, the report-
ing requirement was adopted as part
of the same legislation. Data gained
from these disclosures is used in the
preparation of periodic reports to the
President and Congress concerning
the effect of such holdings upon
family farms and rural communities
in the United States.

Comptroller reports April sales tax allocations

Texas Comptroller Carole Kee-
ton Strayhorn announced this
week that the state received $1.31
billion in sales tax revenue in May,
up 1 percent compared to May
2003. Strayhorn sent $324.5 mil-
lion in June sales tax allocations
to cities, counties, transit systems
and special purpose taxing dis-
tricts, up 6.9 percent compared to
last June. Since January, sales tax
allocations to local governments
are running 8.4 percent ahead of
last year.

Comptroller Strayhorn sent
June sales tax allocations of
$221.3 million to Texas cities, up
7.7 percent compared to June

2003. Calendar year-to-date, city
sales tax allocations are up 8.8
percent compared to the same pe-
riod last year. Texas counties re-
ceived sales tax payments of $19.2
million, up 8.9 percent compared
to one year ago. Calendar year-to-
date, county sales tax allocations
are 7.8 percent higher than last
year.

Another $8.6 million went to
85 special purpose taxing districts
around the state, up 3.5 percent
compared to last June. Nine local
transit systems received $75.3 mil-
lion in sales tax allocations, up 4.3
percent compared to a year ago.

Locally, the City of Eldorado

received $7,758.42, while Schle-
icher County received $8,048.90.
The county’s health services tax,
used primarily to fund the ambu-
lance service, netted $7842.33.
