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Income survey to help City
" obtain government grants

During the next month or
two the City of Eldorado will
be conducting a door-to-door
survey to update records used
in applying for Texas Com-
munity Development Program
grants. The City of Eldorado
has been very successful in
past years. Several water and
sewer projects have been
completed in Eldorado over
the past 20 years with grant
funds ranging from $100,000
to $250,000 per project. How-
ever, outdated surveys may
have eliminated the City from
recent competition for a proj-
ect to replace the 70-year old
8” lines in the downtown por-
tion of Eldorado. These are the
lines which continue to break,
and the entire community

is inconvenienced while the
lines are patched. Therefore,
it is imperative that these
surveys be completed on the
entire community prior to the
City’s next application.

The survey form is a
simple one-page form, and
it should only take a few
minutes of residents’ time to
complete the 10 questions.
Statistical information from
the surveys will be compiled
to document the number of
-low/moderate income level
beneficiaries in Eldorado.

Prophet still a no-show, new judge

Law enforcement officials in Arizona,
Texas and Utah remain on the lookout for
Warren Jeffs, the self-appointed prophet of
the Fundamentalist Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter Day Saints. Jeffs was indicted by
a Mohave County Arizona grand jury June
9, 2005 on two felony counts of Sexual
Conduct with a Minor and Conspiracy to
Commit Sexual Conduct with a Minor.

Since that time eight of Jeffs followers
have been jailed on similar charges, but
the prophet remains at large and a $10,000
reward offered jointly by the states of
Arizona and Utah for information leading
to Jeffs’ arrest has yet to be claimed.

YFZ update

Here in Schleicher County, work con-
tinues at the YFZ Ranch, particularly on
and around the massive temple building.
Scaffold supports are being erected on
the north side of the building, appar-
ently in preparation for the application
of limestone blocks, similar to stone that
has already been applied to much of the
building’s south side.

A concrete footer is being poured,

apparently for a wall around the temple.
Steel reinforcement bars can be seen’
protruding upward from the footer and
more concrete forms are being installed.
Also, a cement silo has been placed
near the temple and the area where the
temple’s front stebs will be is being
prepared.

Aerial photos taken Tuesday reveal
numerous women and children working
in the YFZ orchards and gardens and
workmen can be seen at various sites on
the property. Other photos show several
women, dressed in ankle-length frontier-
style dresses, riding around the property
on a golf cart. The photos directly conflict
with a rumor that spread on the Internet
earlier in the week that claimed the temple
had been boarded up and the YFZ had
been abandoned.

New Utah Judge

As reported in last week’s edition of
The Success, Utah District Judge Deno
Himonas recused himself from the case
involving the appointment of new trustees
for the United Effort Plan Trust, a chari-

table trust once controlled by the FLDS
church. Judge Himonas removed Warren
Jeffs and several of his followers from the
UEP board of directors but when it came
to his attention that a law firm he was once
associated with now represents one of the
people being considered for appointment
as a substitute trustee, the judge removed
himself from the case.

_Judge Denise Lindberg was appointed
to take over the case, but reportedly could
not attend the hearing slated for today.
A new hearing has been scheduled for
Thursday, August 4, 2005, at which time
Judge Lindberg will hear from interested
parties in the case. The judge has ruled
that interested parties include: The Cor-
poration of the Fundamentalist Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (FLDS
Church); the recently removed UEP
trustees; the Attorneys General of Utah
and Arizona; and all UEP beneficiaries,
including those who have filed lawsuits
against the trust. The judge saidithe
beneficiaries include anyone who has

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Africa Needs
Freedom, Not “Aid”

Politicians are never more dangerous than when
they are thinking, “We’ve got to do something!”

Take the just-adjourned G8 meeting in Scotland.
The rulers of the most advanced economic powers
(and Russia, go figure) met with the intention of
looking as though they were doing something to
end poverty in Africa. They pledged to double the
amount of money they will send to the continent
by 2010 to $50 billion a year.

Most accounts of this
meeting, such as the one
in the New York Times,
spoke in terms of “ad-
dressing African pov-
erty”’ and “commitments
by the eight nations to
double their aid.”

Let’s get real. No “na-
tion” made any commit-
ment. Eight presumptu-
ous men promised to
coerce their taxpayers
to surrender the money.
The forced transfers will
not constitute aid if by
that word we signify the

ity. He who defines the
terms wins the debate before it starts. One can-
not assume that government handouts are truly
aid. One must prove it. History and theory prove
otherwise.

Over the last 40 years billions and billions
of dollars have been given to governments and
nongovernmental organizations in Africa, yet,
according to the World Bank, “average per capita
income [in sub-Saharan Africa] is lower that at the
‘end of the 1960s.... The region contains a growing
share of the world’s absolute poor.” That’s some
track record.

On what grounds, then, do we call the money
“aid”? As the great development economist P. T.
(Lord) Bauer wrote many years ago, the term “aid”
prejudges the effects of the money. “Either gifts or
doles would be much preferable [terms] on logical
grounds as a description of these transfers.”

Semantics aside, is the money needed to lift
Africa out of poverty? Bauer wrote in the 1960s,
“Foreign aid is clearly not necessary for economic
development, as is obvious for instance from the
very existence of developed countries. All of these
began as underdeveloped and progressed without
foreign aid. Moreover, many underdeveloped coun-
tries have advanced very rapidly over the last half
century or so without foreign aid.... There are many
such countries in the far east, south-east Asia, East
and West Africa and Latin America. Nor is foreign
aid a sufficient condition. It cannot, for instance,
promote development if a population at large is not
interested in material advance, nor if it is strongly
attached to values and customs incompatible with
material progress.” :

The money is worse than ineffective. It is
harmful because it politicizes societies, enriches
politicians and parasitic organizations, and discour-
ages productive activity. Political decision-making,
which is strengthened by aid, is not good for people.
This is why the idea that aid should be given only
if African governments root out corruption is
nonsense. Even if they could end corruption (have
the G8 governments ended it yet?) aid would be
inimical to progress.

As Bauer pointed out, economic progress grows
out of work, the division of labor, trade, saving,
investment, and secure property rights. The pre-
condition is a culture that neither discourages nor
impedes the creation of wealth. Don’t people need
capital? It will be generated by the people them-
selves; but if the above-mentioned conditions are
fulfilled, foreigners will be eager to invest.

The upshot is that the poorest African countries
hold their destinies in their own hands. They do
not need the promises of eight.politicians who
produce nothing.

The
“Catalogue of Ridiculous Records”
website at http://corrweb.tripod.

While there are a number of the
records that I can’t and won’t list
here, rest assured that many of
them remain unclaimed and could
therefore be had without much
difficulty. Embarrassment, on the
other hand, well embarrassmentis .
another matter.

For example, the “Longest Time
Spent Frying Food in the Nude.”
Believe it or not, no one has claimed
that record yet. There might be a
bit more pain than embarrassment
involved in that one though, prob-
ably why it remains open.

Then there is the “Most Ba-
nanas Consumed in 5 Minutes”
category. All bananas must be
at least 6 inches long and the
competitor may eat them with or
without peels.

Actually, there are a number of
open categories that involve eating
quickly or in large quantities.

Solons raise

As if those
two issues
weren’t time-
consuming enough, Perry added
judicial pay, telecommunications
deregulation and eminent domain to
‘the call: :

- Having' made it through both
houses, the judicial pay increase is
likely to get the governor’s signature
(1) because judges have not had a pay
increase in seven years and (2) because
lawmakers’ compensation is tied to it.
However, if anyone is to get a raise,
stirring speeches on the House floor
made it clear that some lawmakers
regard a teacher pay increase as much
more warranted and many feel more
than a twinge of guilt over raising their
own pay.

- No matter how much time law-
makers spent on tangled telecommuni-
cations and utility deregulation during
the regular session that ended in May,
neither issue can be wrapped up in a
day or two. So-called content provid-
ers don’t sit quietly when, say, utility
companies start talking about allowing
Texans to get Internet access not just
through fiber optics cable, satellite
dishes and telephone lines — but much
more cheaply via ordinary household
wall sockets. They call it Broadband
Over Powerline.

- An amended version of the Sen-
ate’s eminent domain bill passed
through the House. Now the Senate
must concur with the House version
or send the bill to a conference com-
mittee.

Eminent domain sparks a squabble
pitting property rights advocates
against real estate developers and the
‘highway lobby — who are sometimes
the same people. Who is going te win
that one?

In either case, Reps. Harold Dut-
ton of Houston, Frank Corte of San
Antonio and others want Texans who :
get kicked off their property because
of eminent domain to get a home and
yard somewhere else, instead of a
check for fair market value that might -
not be enough to pay for a van down
by the river.

Landscape and temperatures soar out West

by Mark K. Campbell

We didn’t see any aliens out
Marfa way. But we still saw
plenty of strange critters.

Sitting with scores of other
hopefuls, on our final day we
perched at dusk at the Marfa
Mystery Lights viewing area.
Perhaps this would be the night
a colorful blob would deposit an
alien life form.

I was hopeful. After all, I
was voted “Most Likely to See
a UFO” in high school. (No
kidding.)

The 102-degree weather re-
lented when the sun went down
after a stunning West Texas sun-
set. A breeze blew as we looked
south and east, straining to see
one of the famed mystery lights
across a 15-mile stretch of the
Chihuahuan Desert.

Sadly, we saw no enigmatic
glowing globs. Many folks
were fooled by the white lights
to the west near a red tower
light; a local said those were
just car headlights.

He said the Marfa Mystery
Lights actually appear to the
east and south — not toward the
tower. And the lights are excep-

daily—11 am. and 2 p.m. —and
begin with a wonderful live
look at the sun. You’ll learna lot
about our star right there.

The tour continues up to a
107-inch telescope on 6,792-
foot Mt. Locke. That sounds
like a huge telescope until you
motor over to nearby Mt. Fowl-
kes (6,659) where America’s
third largest telescope resides,
the Hobby-Eberly which is
made up of 91 mirrors.

Star Parties are held only

on Tuesday, Friday, and Sat- |

urday nights. After a brief
program, you’re taken outside
to view the sky in 14-inch
scopes. We saw a 500,000 star
cluster and a perfect view of
Jupiter with four of its moons
and two vertical red streaks
clearly visible.

“Watch for animals driving
down,” we were warned. And
boy, were they right. We saw a
javelina, a gray fox, a jackrabbit,
and numerous deer.

Earlier, we had also spied
the elusive Montezuma quail,
which ranges primarily in Mexi-
co but an occasional covey darts
around the Davis Mountains.

There are plenty more of these massive boulders all around
a picnic.area on the Scenic Driving Loop in the Davis

No one knows their origin.
Some wonder if temperature is a
factor. Others think it’s probably
an optical illusion. My belief is
that it’s a member of the Marfa
Chamber of Commerce out in
the desert with a flashlight.

In any event, neither lights
nor aliens appeared. But other
critters did as we traveled
between the trifecta of Alpine,
Marfa, and Fort Davis.

McDonald Observatory

Three UT-Austin telescopes
are visible on the Davis Moun-
tains long before you get there.
Two white telescopes are housed
on one rise while a silver one
sits atop another.

Fees vary, beginning at $8
for adults, but families get price
breaks. Tours are held twice

Scenic loop

Alovely 74-mile loop begins
and ends at Fort Davis. If you
head out to the observatory,
you’re already 13 miles into it.

It’s memorable with a vari-
ety of landscapes including the

Livermore (8,378), the range’s
tallest peak.

Under a massive conglom-

“eration of gigantic boulders sits

-a‘rest area on the southern part
of the loop. You can get there
faster by traveling counter-
clockwise from Ft. Davis.

The weather was weird dur-
ing our route on the loop. It
rained then hailed then got up
to over 90 degrees at 5,000-plus
feet. Storms can be seen ravag-
ing the plains between the soar-
ing mountains stretches.

Giant
was almost as bad.

Many patrons, well into
several bottles of free Lone Star
before the event began, were
zonked by the time the endless
“Texas defining” movie ended.
Giant begged for a Mystery Sci-
ence 3000 heckling, but there
were far too many Lone Star
bottles about.

Not to commit blasphemy
but, James Dean was horrible
in Giant. I know that’s like
ragging on Elvis, but facts are
facts. Dean stunk. He died driv-
ing back to California from the
Texas set, forever becoming
“cool.” He was “a bad actor” in
Giant.

The best of the three towns
by far was Ft. Davis. The town,
the highest in Texas at 5,050
feet, had a pleasant feel and ev-
eryone was remarkably kind.

The town boasts a National
Historic Site where part of the
frontier fort has been corralled.

Davis Mountains State Park

Even with what we were
told were unusually high tem-
peratures in the daytime — up
to 107 — every site in the state
park was booked.

Kids at 27 sites had the good
fortune of being able to watch
TV; those sites offer cable hook-
ups. When camping today, if
your kid gets tired of his xBox
and portable DVD player, you
can always get them to slum by
watching cable TV.

Indian Lodge is perched on
the far side of the state park. It’s
a real hotel with a swimming
pool and a restaurant.

A hike

The temperature read 102
when we drove to the top of
Skyline Drive and headed out
for a jaunty little hike.

After a brief walk — includ-
ing leaving the mountain biking
trail behind — the path leads to
federal property. It’s six-tenths
of a mile to an overlook where
you can gaze down on old Fort
Davis.

We spied hummingbirds, liz-

millipedes. It was darn hot, but
we had ample water and took
numerous breaks. Rounding a
corner among titanic boulders,
a dry, gusty wind cooled us.

At one place, the'trail is ham-
mered between massive rocks.
At another juncture, you have
to carefully negotiate the ter-
rain as it wends through rugged,
rocky land.

We lost the trail once. Hik-
ers have the option of traipsing
down into Hospital Canyon or

taking a grasslands route after
coming down from our North
Ridge trek.

Signs warned not to.be on
government property after 5
p.m., but we were. From the
lookout, a cannon pointed our
way on the parade grounds be-
low. Fortunately it did not fire
upon the interlopers.

Amid temperatures that
ranged from 61 (during Giant)
to 110 (leaving the area), we
saw plenty — no aliens but lots
of other weird critters.

Comptroller 'reports monthly sales tax allocations "

(Austin)-- Texas Comptroller
Carole-Keeton Strayhorn today
said the state received $1.29 billion
in sales tax revenue in June, up 8.9
percent compared to June 2004.

Strayhorn delivered $344.5
million in July sales tax alloca-
tions to cities, counties and other
local taxing entities, up 9.2 percent
compared to last July. So far this
calendar year, sales tax allocations
to local governments are running
7.1 percent higher than last year.

Comptroller Strayhorn sent
July sales tax allocations of $232.8
million to Texas cities, up 8.7

percent compared to July 2004.
Calendar year-to-date, city sales
tax allocations are up 7.3 percent
compared to the same period last
year. Texas counties received sales
tax payments of $20.7 million, up
9.7 percent compared to last July.
Calendar year-to-date, county
sales tax allocations are 9.7 percent
higher than last year.
Ninety-seven special purpose
taxing districts around the state
received July sales tax allocations
totaling $9.8 million, up 13.5
percent compared to last July.
Ten local transit systems received

$81.1 million in sales tax alloca-
tions, up 9.8 percent compared to
a year ago.

Locally, the City of Eldora-
do’s monthly numbers showed
a significant drop over the past
year dropping 35.14 percent
while Schleicher County and
the Schleicher County Health
Services Tax, collected by the
county for the ambulance ser-
vice, and other related expenses,
climbed 8.10 and 9.32 percent,
respectively. (See chart below)

June state sales tax collections
and July sales tax allocations to lo-

cal governments mostly represent
sales that occurred in May.

Hunters reminded about mandatory education, deferals

AUSTIN, Texas — Hunter-

education is more than a legal re-
quirement in Texas—statistics show
it saves lives. People getting ready
for fall hunting are reminded of two
things: those who purchased hunter

~education deferrals, last year will

need hunter education this year,
and there are hundreds of courses
scheduled across Texas where they
can fulfill that requirement.

More than 10,000 people purs
chased $10 Texas hunter education
deferrals in the 2004-05 license
period — the first year the deferral
was offered. The deferral allows
a person 17 years old or older to
defer hunter education completion
for as long as one year. During this
time they can hunt if they are ac-
companied by a person licensed to
hunt in Texas who is at least age 17
and has passed hunter education or

is exempt by age. “Accompanied”
is defined as “within normal voice
control.”

The intent of the deferral is to
encourage people to try hunting
and recruit new hunters by pair-
ing them with hunting mentors. A
deferral may only be obtained once
and is only valid until the end of the
current license year. A person who
has been convicted or has received
deferred adjudication for violation
of the mandatory hunter education
requirement is prohibited from
applying for a deferral. Deferral
participants who take a hunter edu-
cation course by Aug. 31 each year
receive a $5 discount.

Every hunter (including out-of-
state hunters) born on or after Sept.
2, 1971, must successfully complete a
Hunter Education Training Course to
hunt in Texas. Minimum certification
age is 12 years old and cost is $10.

There are'some exceptions for

youngsters. Youth younger than 12
can hunt but must be accompanied
by a person licensed to hunt in
Texas who has completed a‘hunter
ed course, or is exempt by age.
Youth ages 12-16 can hunt on their
own if they have completed hunter
education, but adult supervision is
recommended.

Dr. Dale Rollins, Extension
wildlife specialist at San Angelo
and the program’s coordinator,
said fire as a tool for managing
wildlife habitats has never been
more popular.

“This symposium addresses is-
sues and applications of prescribed
burning to enhance wildlife habi-
tat in Texas,” Rollins said.

“The symposium is being dedi-
cated to four individuals who have
made special contributions to our
knowledge base for using fire to
improve wildlife-habitat in Texas.

Tomb of the Unknowns to
get much needed face lift

WASHINGTON — Last No-
vember, VA and the Department
of the Army signed a joint agree-
ment to replace the Tomb of the
Unknowns at Arlington National
Cemetery. The main part of the
Tomb, crafted from a 55-ton block
of solid marble, has stood adjacent

- to the Memorial Amphitheater

overlooking Washington, D.C.,
since 1932.

The 73-year-old monument is
being replaced because of two
large cracks that travel completely
around the Tomb.

Because the Tomb of the Un-
knowns is considered a govern-
ment headstone, the Army asked
VA -- through the National Cem-
etery Administration (NCA) -- to
acquire an identical replacement.
NCA will solicit, award, and fund
the contracts to create the replaée-
ment Tomb, including procure-
ment of the stone, sculpting the
marble, and transporting the new
Tomb to Arlington.

The original Tomb came from
Yule Quarry in Colorado. It was
designed by Lorimer Rich and
sculpted by Thomas Hudson
Jones.

The Tomb consists of seven
pieces of marble -- the sub-base
(four), base, die and cap. VA will
replace only the base, die and cap.
The die is the main part that most
people think of as the Tomb; it
includes the north and south faces
with wreaths, the west face with
the words “Here rests in honored
glory an American oldier known

but to God,” and the east face with
the three Greek figures represent-
ing Peace, Victory, and Valor.

Since the drawings used to
create the original Tomb were
lost, one of the first steps in the
replacement process was to cre-
ate a blueprint of the Tomb. The
Army turned to Direct Dimen-
sions Inc., of Maryland, to capture
digital images of the Tomb of the
Unknowns.

Using the latest technology,
Direct Dimensions recorded the
precise specifications of the Tomb.
Rather than using video or photo-
graphs to create two-dimensional
images, laser scanners were used
to create an exact three-dimen-
sional model. The scanning picked
up barely visible marks and details
that video and photographs don’t.

The three-dimensional model
replaces the original blueprints.
Not only will the information be
used in ontracting for the sculpt-
ing of the Tomb, it will also help
with the actual sculpting. The
three-dimensional model will
be loaded into computer-assisted
milling machines that use lasers
to do the initial sculpting to
within 1 inch of specifications.
Then sculptors will complete
the finished work by hand. NCA
estimates it will take 18 months
before the replacement Tomb is
ready for delivery to Arlington
National Cemetery. The origi-

nal Tomb will be donated to the

Smithsonian National Musetim of
American History.
