For mature birds, the time of
the molt is an important indica-:
cion of laying habits, although
other factors should also be con-
sidered. Gererally speaking,
hens that molt late in the fall
are the best layers. The poor
layre exhausts her energies early
and may start molting anytime
during June, July or August.
