STATE HEALTH OFFICER
WRITES ON PELLEGRA
“Pellegra is a disease that is
caused by not eating the right
kind of food and shows itselt
usually by a strange kind of red
dening and scaling of the skin,”
said Dr. John W. Brown, Stats
Health Officer. “The person
with pellagra usually suffers
loss of appetite, indigestion, di-
arrhea, soreness of the mbouth
and tongue, mnervousness, low
spirvits and mbore or less general
weakness.
“Thousands of Texans suffer
with this disease and approxi
mately! one thousand die each
year. More cases appear in the
spring and early summer mionth
than at any other time of the
year. This is because more peo-
ple live on a restricted diet dur
ing the winter. It comes to
those whose diet does not con-
tain all that is needed: to keep
one in good -health. The missing
essential in the diet is called the
pellagra prevention factor or
vitamin. We know this because
people who eat the right kind of
food do not have the diseass,
because those who do have the
disease and eat the right kina
of food do get well and remain
well as long as they maintain a
proper diet and also because
when people are fed the wrong
kind of fiood they develop the
disease. Pellagra is not a com-
municable disease. The treat-
ment should be directed by you.
doctor and the main thing is the
diet. Do not rely on- patent
medicines.
“The prevention of pellagra
depends upon eating the right
kind of food at all times. To
make sure that the diet is right,
it should always include plenty
of milk daily, some fresh meat
and as many fresh vegetables
as possible. Tomatoes, whole
wheat products, salmon, brew-
er’s yweast, and rresh frults are
especially valuable.
