2 per 
cent we must in all conscious 
be against him. Those who are 
working for the repeal of the 
18th Amendment claim they 
are doing so for the reason that 
it is constantly being broken by 
the booze crowd. These good peo 
pie are forgetting that the sa­
loon crowd are law| breakers 
from principle. The government 
can pass no law lenient enough 
to induce the saloon crowd to 
respect it. And at this present 
moment they are running true 
to form. Prohibition of the man­
ufacture and sale oJ intoxicat­
ing liquor is written into oui 
state constitution but this does 
not deter the liquor crowd from 
shipping in into our state ana 
selling it right and left. And 
this is done, not by what is us­
ually understood to be the regu­
lar bootlegger but by the crowa 
who claims that they want the 
law repealed so that they can do 
a legal business. The fact is ev­
ery saloon keeper is a bootleg­
ger if selling booze illegally, 
constitutes bootlegging. Every 
time the bar tender sells liquor 
in hours forbidden by law or to 
a minor, he is just as much , a 
bootlegger as the one who 
deals it out In a back alley1 or a 
speak easy. The moment he 
breaks the law, he is no longer 
running a legalized saloon but 
a blind tiger. When he runs his 
saloon beyond midnight or on 
Sunday he is out side the law 
and so a bootlegger. The worst 
place for bootlegging I ever saw 
was in a town of 10,000 people 
and was served by 66 so called 
legalized saloons. These saloons 
ran all night and all day Sun­
day, indifference of law. Be­
sides there were speakeasies 
galore run by men, determined 
to evade the license tax. The 
sidewalks were decorated with 
drunks, either .staggering along 
or lying dead drunk under your 
feet.

It was a sorry sight and yet 
the antis are determined to 
bring it back, just for the sake 
of a little revenue.

The chief business of govern­
ment should be the making ana 
enforcing o f wholesome laws 
for the benefit of the people ana 
as long as it sticks to this task, 
it serves the people well. But ii 
it so far forgets its functions, 
as to sacrifice righteousness for 
money, things are in a bad way*.

STITUTION OF TEXAS 
S. J. R. NO. 3

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE O F T H E  
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article IX 
of the Constitution of Texas be 
amended' by adding thereto a 
section to be Section 3, which 
shall provide:

“ Section 3. (1) Holding the
belief that the highest degree of 
local self govemjnlent which is 
consistent with the efficient 
conduct of those affairs by nec­
essity lodged in the Nation and 
the State will prove most re­
sponsive to the will of the peo­
ple, and result to reward their 
diligence and intelligence by 
greater economy and efficiency 
in their local governmental 
affairs, it hereby is ordained:

“ (2) Any county having a 
population of sixty-two thous­
and (62,000) or more according 
to the then last Federal Census 
may adopt a County Home 
Rule Charter, to embrace those 
powers appropriate hereto, with 
in the specific limitations here­
inafter provided. It further is 
provided that the Legislature, 
by a favoring vote of two-thirds 
of the total membership of botn 
the Senate and the House o f 
Representatives, may authorize 
any county, having a population 
less than that above specified, 
to proceed hereunder for the 
adoption of a Charter; however, 
as a condition for such author­
ization it is required • that 
notice of the intent to seen 
Legislative authority hereunder 
must be published in one or 
jnore newspapers, to give gen­
eral circulation in the county 
affected, not less than once pex 
week for four (4) consecutive 
weeks, and the first o f such 
publications shall appear not 
less than thirty (30) days next 
prior to the timie an Act making 
proposal hereunder may be in­
troduced in the Legislature. No 
County Home Rule Charter may 
be adopted by any county save 
upon a favoring vote of the 
resident qualified electors of the 
affected county. In elections 
submitting to the voters a pro­
posal to adopt a Charter (unless 
otherwise provided by a two- 
thirds vote of the total mem­
bership of each House of the 
Legislature) the votes cast by 
the qualified electors residing 
within the limits of all the in­
corporated cities and towns ot 
the county shall be separately

kept but collectively counted 
and the votes of the qualified 
electors o f the county who do 
not feside within the limits ot 
any incorporated city or town 
likewise shall be separately kept 
and separately counted, and un­
less there be a favoring major­
ity of the votes cast within and 
a favoring majority of the votes 
cast without such collective 
cities and towns, the Charter 
shall not be adopted. It1 is ex­
pressly forbidden that any such 
Charter may inconsonantly af­
fect the operation of the Gener­
al Laws of the State relating 
to the judicial, tax, fiscal, edu­
cational, police  ̂ highway and 
health syste|ms, or any other 
department of the State’s su­
perior governmjent. Nothing 
herein contained shall be deem­
ed to authorize the adoption of 
a Charter provision inimical to 
or inconsistent with the sove­
reignty and established public 
policies of this State, and no 
provision having such vice 
shall have validity as against 
the State. No Charter provision 
may operate to impair the ex­
emption of homesteads as es­
tablished by this Constitution 
and the Statutes relating there­
to.

“ (3) a. A Charter hereunder 
may provide: the continuance of 
a County Commissioners’ Court,

I as-now constituted, to serve as 
'the governing body of a county

MENDMENT TO THE CON­

STITUTION OF TEXAS 
S. J. R. NO. 30

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 

STATE OF TEXAS
Section 1. That Article 3 of 

the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto another section, Section 
51a, which shall read as follows:

“ Section 51a. The Legislature 
shall have power to authorize 
by law the issuance and sale of 

- the bonds of the State of Texas, 
not to exceed the sum of Twen­
