To Conservation District

As of Monday night, when
the votes were canvassed,
all of Gray County is now
officially part of the Pan-
handle Water Conservation
District No. 3. Although the
election was actually con-
ducted on Saturday, the
results were not official until
they were approved by the
district’s Board of Directors
ey om e
were held Saturday, one
asking residents of the
southeastern portion of Gray
County, including McLean
and Alanreed, whether or
not they wanted to become
part of the district and the
second asking current mem-
bers of the district whether
or not they approved of the
annexation. In both elec-
tions, the votes was unani-
mous in favor of annexation.

District Manager Gary
Walker was very pleased
with the outcome. ‘“We are
here to serve people and
help them with their water
problems, and we welcome
the southeastern portion of
Gray County into our dis-
trict.”
Walker’s organization can
offer many benefits to local
residents, those '
living in the rural areas. “‘If
someone has a concern a-
bout the quality of their well
water on their farm, for
example,’’ he said, “‘we can
come out and test it for
nitrates, sulphates, ammon-
ia, iron, flourides, ,
hardness, PH and
conductance which meas-
ures the amount of electri-
city the water will carry and
is an indication of how many
total dissolved solids are in
the water.”” This service is
free to district members.

Walker can also conduct
bacteria sampling programs
to help a water owner det-
ermine whether or not his or
her water contains any
harmful bacteria. This is
especially useful to persons
who have open wells where
bacteria can easily get into
the water supply.

““These services,”” Walker

said, “‘will probably apply

to city dwellers because by
law, Texas cities must chek
their vater twice a month so
there really is no need for us
to check it. We are mosly

McLean Sales
Tax Still Down

The State Comptroller’s
Office said recently that pay-
ments to cities and counties
that collect local sales tax
increased again this month.
Checks totaling $113.5 mil-
lion were sent to 1,043 cities
that collect local sales tax at
either one or one and one-
half percent.

For the second month in a
row, the check sent to the
City of McLean decreased
compared to the check sent
during the same ing
period in 1987. This month’s
check was $2,093.66 com-
pared to $2,269.47 for the
same period last year, a
decline of 7.75 percent.

However, year-to-date
payments to McLean stand
at $13,525.09, compared to
year-to-date payments in
1987 of $12,435.53, an in-
crease of 8.76 percent.

County-wide, the total
amount refunded to taxing
entities during this reporting
period came to $148,399.25
compared to $130,013.93 for
the same period last year, an
increase of 14.14 percent.
Year-to-date  county-wide
payments came to $903,272.
36 compared to $814,829.90
for last year, an increase of
10.85 percent.

August checks represent
taxes collected by monthly
and quarterly filers in June
and reported to the Comp-
troller’s Office by July 20.
