The Sheriffs Department
is investigating reports of
persons selling meat
products in the area without
proper documentation or
local approval. The best
advice we can give potential
customers is that anything
that sounds like "too good
of a deal" probably is.
There are a number of
scams that these people try
to pull, but it can only be
done with the cooperation
of the victims. Your safest
bet is to deal only with
people you know and not to
trust the sales pitch of
someone who has a freezer
sitting in the back of a
pickup.

During this holiday
season we have observed a
number of known and
suspeaed burglars in our

area. While the good
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citizens of our county are
concentrating on
preparations for Christmas,
there are a number of
predators who pass through
Carson County looking for
an opportunity to do some
"one-stop-shopping” at your
homes. Please make every
effort to have your home
appear to be occupied when
you’re absent and to secure
windows and doors the best
you can. There’s probably
no way to totally secure
your home from someone
who is determined to enter,
but you can certainly make
it as difficult as possible.

Our  department has
made several changes in our
patrol coverage of the
county which gives us more
manpower during the
evening hours and earlier
into the mornings. We are
focusing our patrols
primarily on back roads and
checking to see who is out
at night. This is not meant
as an inconvenience to
residents. It’s just the best
way we have of trying to
prevent crimes before they
happen.  While we may
recognize your pickup or
car, if we can’t clearly see
who is driving the vehicle,
we would rather check to be
sure that the proper person
is behind the wheel rather
than take a report from you
in the morning after lhc
vehicle is discovered to
stolen.

Old Fashioned Christmas
Remembered Fondly

An old-fashioned
Christmas! What wonderful
memories and images that
expression evokes!

In the days before
Christmas, Mother would be
busy at the old wood stove,
baking special breads, pies,
cakes and sugar cookies, Of
making maple sugar candy.
Sister would be helping
mother in the kitchen, while
Brother kept the wood box
filled with wood.

Dad would go into the
woods and chop down the
Christmas tree, bringing it
home triumphantly on a
sled. The tree was placed in
the parlor, with real candles
decorating it, as well as
strings of popcorn and
cranberries that had been
strung by the children.
Popcorn balls wrapped in
tinfoil and paper cones filled
with homemade candy aiso
decorated the tree.

The Christmas season
actually began much earlier
in the old days, for most
gifts were handmade and so
had to be worked on
months in advance. The
boys often made wooden
objects, while the girls might
embroider handkerchiefs or
aprons.

New Law Goes Into
Effect January 1

A new law that goes into
effect January 1, 1994, will
climinate the need for
commercial vehicle
opcrators to have their
commercial vehicles undergo
dual inspections. The new
inspection program to be
overseen by the Texas
Department of Public
Safety, will combine the
U.S. Department of
Transportation inspection
with the State of Texas
safety inspection.

Beginning  January 1,
inspections  obtained at
other than an official
commercial Texas State
Inspection Station will not
be accepted.

Commercial motor
vehicle means any self-
propelled or towed vehicle
except a farm vehicle with a
gross  weight, registered
weight or gross weight
rating of less than 48,000
pounds used on a public

highway to transport
passengers or property
when: the wvehicle or

combination of vehicle has a
gross weight, registered or
gross weight rating in excess
of 26,000 pounds; or the
vehicle is designed to
transport more than 15
people including the driver;
or the vehicle is used to
transport an amount of
hazardous materials

requiring placarding under

the federal Hazardous
Materials  Transportation
Act.

The Farmers Home
Administration (FmHA) has
a npew loan program
designed to help members
of socially disadvantaged
groups, including minorities,
acquire land for farming in
Texas.

August Hesse [II, FmHA
County  Supervisor, for
Carson, Hutchinson, Moore
and Potter Counties, said
that under th¢ program
FmHA is trying to find
persons in those categories
who are intcrested in
farming and can qualify for
an FmHA Farm Ownership
loan. The FmHA is
prepared to sell or lease to
them a farm held in its
inventory, if any are
available in their county, or
make a loan for purchase of
land on the open market,
Hesse said.

FmHA can aso provide
other loan and technical
assistance, if needed, to help
the borrower get started.
Socially disadvantaged
population groups include
Hispanics, Native
Americans, Blaks, Asians,
and Pacific Islan ders.

Persons who think they
might be eligitle for the

program should contact the
local FmilA office for the

county in which they live.
The Federal Jiqual Credit
Opportunity Act prohibits
creditors from d scriminating
against credit applicants on
the basis of race, color,
religion, national origin, sex,
marital status handicap, or
age (provided that the
applicant has the capacity to
enter into a binding
