The »¿ministration oi 
Groom ISD would like to 
encourage all concerned 
citizens o f  Groom to 
come to an OPEN 
meeting at the school 
auditorium on Thursday 
night, April 16, 1998, at

The student population 
in Groom ISD is 
declining. Four years 
ago, Groom had an 
enrollment o f  about 235 
students. This year there 
are about 175. That loss 
o f 60 students has caused 
the school to lose about 
$150,000.00 in funding
from the Mace this year. 
At the same time that 
the student A .D .A  
( A v e r a g e  D a i l y  
Attendance) has declined, 
the cost per pupil has 
sky rocketed. For the 
past 4 years, the state 
has mandated well 
deserved teacher pay 
raises, however, most o f 
the funding for those 
raises has come from 
local sources. The raises 
have cost the school 
about $60,000 per year, 
and the state has 
contributed less than 
$10,000 per year. GISD

Father Neal Dee, age 
60, w ill soon become 
pastor o f Immaculate 
Heart o f Mary Parish in 
Groom according to an 
appointment made by 
Bishop John W . Yanta o f  
the Catholic Diocese o f

Father Neal Dee

has the same number o f  
employees it had 4 years 
ago with about a 25 % 
drop in the number o f  
students. Class sizes 
vary from as many as 21 
in the Junior Class to as 
few as 7 in the 5th 
grade. Three classes in 
the elementary have 9 
students each. A ll o f  the

s c h o o l ’ s f i n a n c i a l  
problems could be solved 
i f  it just had about 60 or 
70 more students. The 
school could have 300 
students enrolled and not 
have to hire any more 
employees.

Salaries account for 
about 75 % o f the 
school's budget. 15% to 
20% o f  the budget goes 
to more or less fixed 
costs such as insurance, 
fuel, utilities, etc. That 
only leaves about 5% o f 
the budget for anything 
else such as maintenance, 
r e p a i r s ,  n e w  
improvements, etc.

Three out o f the last 4 
years have been deficit 
budgets; it has spent 
more than it has taken 
in. The fund balance

the fund balance could 
be depleted in about 3 
years. I f  nothing is done 
now, drastic cuts could 
be required in the future. 
Cost saving measures are 
never easy. The school 
hopes that this situation 
is temporary and that in 
a few years the student 
population will grow and 
state funding will help 
pay the way again.
