Q. Is the church of Christ the only ones going to heaven? (Part 3)

A. Since the “church of Christ” are the “called out ones who belong to Christ,”
who does the Bible teach are the saved? Let’s simply list several passages
pertaining to salvation.

1. Luke 19:10 “For the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which
was lost.” (Salvation is in Jesus).

2. Mark 16:16 ““He who has believed and has been baptized shall be saved;
but he who has disbelieved shall be condemned.” (Salvation is for those
who believe AND are baptized).

3. Acts 2:21 “"and it shall be, that everyone who calls on the name of the
Lord shall be saved.’” (Salvation is for those who appeal to God.)

4. Romans 10:9 “that if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and
believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be
saved;” (Confession and belief are essential to salvation).

5. Romans 10:17 “so faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of
Christ.” (Saving faith comes from hearing the Word of Christ).

6. Ephesians 2:8 “For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that
not of yourselves, it is the gift of God;” (God's grace saves those who are
willing to receive it by faith).

7. 1 Peter 3:21 “And corresponding to that, baptism now saves you - not the
removal of dirt from the flesh, but an appeal to God for a good
conscience-- through the resurrection of Jesus Christ,” (Baptism saves).

8. Acts 2:38 “And Peter said to them, “Repent, and let each of you be
baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins; and
you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” (Repentance and baptism
result in the forgiveness of one’s sin and thus, salvation).

Acts 2:47 reads: “...And the Lord was adding to their number day by day those
who were being saved.”
