GEREAL CROP

One of the Best Ever Harvested.

The cereal crop of Western Canada
for 1917 was the most valuable one
ever harvested; the returns from all
classes of live stock have been equally
satisfactory.

We have
ot learned even the prelude of that
day when the war will have selzed
upon and wrung our hearts, when the
ghosts of our men come back to sit in
the farmhouse kitchen or In the leather

80 the flabby men and women among
us still go on asking In that volee of
childish eagerness, “How long will the
war last?”

And the selfish retaller, or
financier, fat with gain and ease or
lean with avarice, thinking of the ef-
fect of peace upon the market, asks,
“What would be your guess about the
end of the war?”

Such a contribution may be the re-
| sult of a love of the sensational, There
#till individuals and even news
papers who seek to attract attention
by pretending that they have advance
laformation of the coming of peace,

Such a contribution be igno-
| rant, There are still individuals so
benighted that the cause of America 1s
not clear and real In their minds,
They fail to understand that America
has entered this war to make demoe-
racy safe; to guarantee small nations
the right of freedom from ruthless con-
quest; to crush the doctrine that the
| choice of development of each human
being must be wrested away from him
or from her and put in a dominant
and autocratic machine of government.
Falling to understand the nobility of
our purpose, they endure the war pas-
slvely aud prick up their ears at any
word of rumor which concerns the end
of the war,

sloppy. There are those who forget,
who do not think, who lapse into lazy
nothingness, and a8 yet far away from
the bite of war, ask each other, “Well,
when will the war end?”

Socak Oats Until They Begin to Swell
If Fowls Do Not Take Kindly to
Them—Feed Dry Mash.

If the hens do not take kindly to
oats, soak them until they begin to
swell. Buy clipped oats if you must
purchase them. Scalded oats may be
fed to chicks four or five weeks old,
with as good results as to hens.

Dry mash, being made of mill
or by-products, has not ed as
much as whole grains. Beef scrap has
shown the least change,

An economical and satisfactory dry
mash for growing stock and laying
hens Is composed of 100 pounds each
of wheat bran, flour or standard mid-
dlings, cornmeal, ground oats and beef
scrap.

Skim milk or butter milk can be
used in place of beef scrap if it is
avallable, Hens having milk usually
eat more grain, but production per
pounds of grain consumed Is greater,
