The jiower required to run the 

silage cutter, with bldwer a t­
tached, is ordinarily figured at 
one horse iniwer for each inch of 
cutter that is, a 15 inch cutter 
will require a )u horse power 
gasoline engine, hut in tilling a 
pit silo where no blower is re 
quired, only ubout half this i*ow 
er is needed.

One of the most, if not the 
most, important part hi tilling a 
silo is the packing of the silage. 
The silage must bo packed well 
if it is to keep, for this packing 
forces out the air and tho essen 
tial things in making silage is 
the exclusion of air. If air 
spaces are left in the silo, large 
amounts of silage will be lost. 
In a silo 12 feet in diameter and 
with a small cutter, use two or 
more men. In large silos ifud 
tilling with large cutters, keep 
three or more men in the silo 
and see that they tramp all the 
time. Pack the edges next to 
wall; the middle will lake care 
of itself.

When the feed is green no 
water ueed be added in making 
silage, but if the feed has begun 
to dry or cure in the held some 
water should be run into the ailo 
with the cut feed. This is done 
to bring the moisture content of 
the feed uearer to its natural

the air. One safe rule in this 
matter wuuldbe if in doubt, run 
in some water. Water will not 
hurt the silage if there is no ex 
cess, and every silo should have 
either a dirt floor or a drain, 
which will let any excess 
water escape. The beat place 
to add the water is t > run it in 
to tiie blower while cutting

An six or uiokt inches of silage 
at the top will sport, it is some 
times advisable to cover the top 
with some cheap or worthless 
feed. A layer if cut oat straw 
is sometimes run in for a cover 
mg for the silage and wet down 
and well tramped. This forms 
a seal and preserves all the feed 
When feeding is begun, all of 
this top layer of nj»oiled stuff 
should be thrown aside.

It is Advisable to tramp the 
top of the silage every day for 
ten days or two weeks after the 
silo is tilled, as this helps to 
force out the air and tends to 
prevent the silage from settling 
away fram the wall.

SUMMARY.
Cut feed for silage when seed 

are in the stiff dough stage.
Keep up with binder in the 

held; do not let seed lay in the 
held for several days.

Haul as large loads as possi­
ble, and keep all men busy all 
the time.

Cut in one half inch lengths.
Pack silage well around the 

edge. No man ever lost s c y ­
thing by packing, and many 
have lost much silage from lack 
of It.

Thev have long known that th# r a n t  did re­
sist these force* In eom# d eg ree  Th# ocean 
tides which sweep our shores twice datlv ar* 
proof of this It ha* loo* been know# that th# 
tides are caused by the attractloa of the aun and 
the moon If  th# earth offered no resistance to 
this attraction, th# whole earth would respond 
quickly to it and there would b# no tide* On 
th* other hand. If th# earth were a perfect 1) rigid 
body It would reslat this attraction com pletely, 
and th* tides would reach their maximum height. 
The amount that the tide# fall ehort o f their 
theoretical matlmnm height would m easure tb# 
degree of rigidity which the earth possesses

The nest step was to determine th# actual 
height of the tides Thlu long proved th# Mum­
bling Mock. If shore line# were perfectly straight 
end th# floor of the ocean perfectly level, the 
height o f the tides could he meaaured d irectly; 
hut crooked shore lines and shelving beaches re­
alm th* motion of th * tide* and make It Impos­
sible to determine their height with the accuracy 
demanded by science

S ir Oeorxe Pnrwln made elaborate experiment# 
to determine th* height of th# tide*, hut was 
obliged to f iv e  up the problem In despair Pro­
fessor Mlchelaon solved this difficulty by laying 
two lengths of pipe, each «v# hundred feet long, 
and m easuring 1h# rise  and fall o f th# w ater In 
them On# length of pipe wna laid aorth and 
south and th# other length enat and weat.

The maximum tide# In these pipe* did not ex­
ceed one-thousandth of an Inch; but so perfect 
was the apparatus and so accurate the readings 
by Professor Mlchelaon that all tbn variations In 
the tide* were accurately determined. Tides are 
complex things Their height varies with the 
position and distance of both th# sun and th# 
m«on and. therefore. Is never th# sam e two days 
In succession.

Professor Mlchelaon'■  experiment# revealed JO 
of thee# variation*, which corresponded almost 
axactly with the variation* obtained theoretically 
by computing the variations In thu attractive 
force# exerted by the eun and th# moon. T h t 
practical correspondence of the actual height of 
the tides with th* theoretical height proved that 
the earth through and through I* aa rigid as steel 
and that It yields to outside forces aa a perfectly 
elastic body and not as a viscous mass.

This experim ent reveels th* Imagination and 
th* striking originality of Professor Michels.>n 
The first achievem ent to bring hta name to th# 
attention of the scientific world was bis accurate 
determination of the velocity of light, accom­
plished also after overcom ing tremendous experi­
mental difficulties L ight 1* th* fastest thing In 
nature: It represents th# abeoluta limit of speed 
After four year# of work and study. Professor 
Mlchelaon announced that light travels with a 
velocity of IS O Jb  mile# per second The maxi­
mum error tn this figure does not exceed one- 
fortieth o f on# per cen t

On th# enblect of spectrum analysis. Professor 
Mlchelson ha* devoted many of the beat years of 
his Ufa. Spectrum analyses a r*  obtained by 
means of lha spectroscope. T. rery  substance 
when heated emits a characteristic light. Ry 
means of the spectroecop* this light la analysed 
and tha element* giving off the light ar* thereby 
revealed The spectroscope haa anabled sol 
en lists to determine the elem ents tn fnr distant 
star* It haa made possible tremendously Impor­
tant discovert** concerning th* nature of atoms, 
th* minute particles of which nil m atter la com­
posed

T h * difficulties of spectrum analysts will he 
realised when It Is learned that a single atom of 
sodium emits soo.OOO.ntMl.flfiO vibrations per sec­
ond of two slightly different kind* of tight- Pro­
fessor Mlchelaon w as engaged In spectrum 
analysis very long before he Improved th* spec­
troscope. calling th* Improved type aa echelon 
apectroecope. This wonderful machine divide* 
tight Into Ita various constituent* aad make* poe- 
alble their separata analysis

Th* echelon spectroecop* use* a glass grating 
—a piece of highly polished glass on which Is 
ruled from 18 MO to MAOO straight equally spaced

be successfully don* either In the 
spring or In the fall |f_ however, 
poor seed It town and the ground la 
not properly prepared, there la liable 
to km a failure, no matter when the 
work to done

1 have had oucceaa tn aowtng both
In the fall and In th* spring I con 
not see much difference Fall aowlng 
ts generally preferable, because It can 
bo done at a time when there lo not oo 
much rush work on th* farm This 
being true, a better Jotf can b» don*, 
and consequently a better stand will 
be the result.

When 1 Intend to now clover In th* 
fall, I plow the ground about the mid 
die of August. About ten days after 
being plowed It Is harrowed thorooKh- 
ly and leveled with a Iona float This 
float to mad* sim ilar to a rond drvg 
and tn passing over the field. It levels 
the ground very smoothly. Kllber In 
the spring or fall seeding this float 
should be used

about a week a fter the groundIt
hue been harrowed and leveled wl 
the float. It Is worked again with tl

I harrow, followed by a light planker.
Then I sow the pint to rye. placing 

i on about threw pecks to the acre, and 
| harrow tk ^  ground twice, ones each 

way. A fter this la don* 1 sow tho 
clover seed at th* rat* of 16 pounds 
to the acre, and give the ground ona 
light harrowing

The nett year the rye Is cut for hay 
Just after It la going out of the bloom, 
or Is cut for green feed for tbs stock. 
The clover rarely (alia to come on rap­
idly and generally produces a good 
second crop.

Another plan that I have followed 
with very good succeaa la lo plow the 
ground about the middle o f Septem ­
ber, harrow It thoroughly and the fob 
lowing spring, about the time the frost 
t* going out of the ground, harrow It 
fvgsln and level with the float, then 
aow 2u pounds of clover to th* acre. 
The settling of the w ater will carry 
th* seed sufficiently Into the eoll to 
ro ver It so that It will sprout tnoro 
readily.

I am very particular about p rep ar 
lug a good seed bed. I believe tbe fa il­
ure to do this is on* of the greatest 
reasons why souio farm ers fall tn se­
curing a satisfactory stand of clover 
I us* nothing but the best plum seed, 
running all that I sow through the fan­
ning mill to Insure tbe rem oval of all 
weed seed and ttnpurltiea.

T erm  Loads Many F s rm s r s  to  B sllsvo
It M sans Growing Crop* With 

Sm all Amount of W atar—C ulti­
vation Provtnta Evaporation.

W ater rather than plant food la tha 
lim iting factor in crop production 
throughout the middle West. This 
has boeu especially noticeable during 
tbe post tew years and tbe farther 
weet of tbo Mlasourl one goes the 
more It ts true that lark  of soil mole- 
lure la responsible for abort crops 
more than any other one thing, not 
eaceptlng such Important m ailers as 
seed selection and cultivation. Weat 
of the truth merldtau In N ebraska aa 
•  ell aa In tbe Irakolae there la a sc a r­
city of moisture alm ost every year, 
hence methods of m olstura conserva­
tion are of prime Importance to the 
form ers of that territory at all times.

H ealtiing this, the N ebraska eoperl 
mem station established a  substation 
at North I’ latle  many years ago where 
for a number of yearn experim ents 
have been conducted with a view of 
learning as much as possible about 
the movement of water In the noil, 
how to conserve It for the use of 
crops, and how lo store It In the soil 
from one year to another. In othur 
words, this station has been studying 
what has come to he referred to ee 
"dry farming.**

1  he term "dry farm ing” ts a misno­
mer to aom* extent. It hao Is- * many 
farm ers to suppose that It repreeeula 
growing cropa without uioloture, or 
rather with a small amount, which It 
doea not. Cropa grown In the aornl- 
arld region* need Juat aa much water 
aa thoee grown in the humid aeclluua; 
In fact, they need more becauae ot 
the drying winds that prevail which 
Increase transpiration, that Is the e x ­
halation of m oisture by the plants. 
Hummer fallowing, that Is cultivation 
of the soil at Intervals of one to two 
wueke during the summ er season, ts 
the prluclpl* made use of In the drter 
sections of our territory to conserve 
moisture. Home farm ers have aa 
aumed. It seem s, that frequent cu lti­
vation of (he soil during tbe summer 
season Increases In some m ysterious 
way the amount of water In that soli, 
but thla la a mistake. There Is only 
one way of Increasing the water con­
tent of a  soil and that la by rain 
What surface cultivation can do, and 
doea do. la to prevent the water In th* 
soil from  eecaptng Into th * altnoa 
phere. It Is Impossible to conserve all i 
lb* m oisture of a season hy surface 
cultivation but a certain percentage 
of It can be stored In the soil through ; 
this method.

The substation at North Platte 
found that during a  aeries of y e a n  
they were able to store from 10 to 33 
per cent of a season 's rain fall by cul 
tlvatlng frequently enough to keep 
the surface three or four Inches of 
soil loose, and by preventing weed 
growth. In other words, from a 16- ] 
inch season 's rain fall they were able 
to store and retain !u the soil for 
the use of cropa tbe succeeding year 
about Ave Inches, but som etim es not ' 
more Uinu 1.6 Inches, or ten per ceut 
of the total rainfall The variation In 
the amount of water stored In differ­
ent years wits found to depend upon a 
number of conditions. In order lo re- > 
tain as m uib of that water as posslbls 
the surface must be broken up with a 
dlek or harrow or oth er'su itab le  pul­
verising Implement Immediately aftar j 
the rain.

Htnce the mulch baa to be from 
three to four Inches deep It can readl 
ly be seen that the m oisture tn only : 
about two Inches of this soil can be 
conoerv • d but auoe that stored In th* 
top mulch Is loet In a  very few days. [ 
Then, too, a very dry soil does not 
absorb m oisture so readily aa a wet 
•oil.

According to the Nebraaka Investi­
gations, such crops as spring wheat, 
oata, barley and corn draw their mots- : 
ture supply from a soil depth of only 
four Inches, whereas winter wheat, ! 
which has a longer period of growth, 
and therefor* attains greater root de­
velopment. draws m oisture from th# 
soli to a depth of slo and seven Inch**, 
l-egtim**, Ay rwasuin of tbelr being 
deep rooted plants, draw m oisture 
from still greater depths, and a lfa lfa  
the deepest rooted agricultural plant 
w-e hare, frequently draws m oisture 
front a depth of 30 to 30 feet below th* 
surface.

The Butcher 

Law

butcher law, 
irhich may be 
Chapter 12 of 
Texas. This

law contains many wholesome 
features. In the first place it 
requires all regular butchers to 
enter into bond to be filed with 
the county j u d g e ,  obligating 
himself to comply with the terms 
of the law. and providing a 
penalty for carrying on the bus­
iness without entering into such 
bond. The law requires that a 
butcher on purchasing an ani 
mal for slaughter snail take a 
bill of sale describing the ani­
mal and its appearance It fur 
ther requires that each butcher 
shall make a report to each reg 
ular term o4 the Commissioners' 
Court giving s list of all of the 
animals which he has slaughter­
ed since his last report and give 
the color, age sex and brands of 
every animal slaughtered, and 
accompany same with proper 
bill of sale to each animal.

It further requires that a 
hatcher shall supply himself 
with a book in which he shall 
keep a record of all animals

slaughtered and a description 
thereof, and from whom pur 
chased and that he shall have 
the hides inspected, and shall 
keep the hides of all animals 
slaughtered subject to inspec­
tion, within twenty days after 
the slaughter, which said book 
shall be oi*en to the inspection 
of the public; and providing a 
penalty for refusing to permit 
its inspection. Where there are 
no Inspectors, the law provides 
that any justice of the peace 
may inspect such hides. Among 
other things the law provides as 
follows:

ART. H*>.
“ If any butcher or other per 

son engaged in the slaughter of 
animals shall kill or cause to be 
killed any unmarked or unbran 
ded animal for market, or shall 
purchase and kill or cause to be 
killed any animal without hav 
ing taken a bill of sale or a writ 
ten transfer from the person sel 
ling the same, he shall be fined 
not less than fifty nor more than 
three hundred dollars. This ar 
tide shall not apply to the 
slaug tero f an animat raised by 
the person slaughtering the 
same.”

This last section of the law 
has recently been interpreted by 
an opinion of the Attorney Gen 
eral rendered to the county at 
torney of Nueces county.

Unfortunately and for some 
strange reason not in the inter

•'st of honest business, different 
members of the Legislature 
have from time to time secured 
exemptions of their respective 
counties from this law, until at 
present the list of exempt coun 
ties in the cattle raising dis 
trict is larger than the counties 
not exempt. Recently the Ere 
cutive Committee of the Cattle 
Raisers Association passed a 
resolution instructing the attor 
neys of the Association Id go be 
fore the next Legislature and 
have these exempt counties put 
back under the provisions of 
this law.—The Cattleman.
