SOME FACTS ON 
THE DEADLY 
RATTLESNAKE

The rattlesnake is not the swift, 
smart and deadly creature that 
hi* reputation might indicate.

The only "fa c ts "  of rattlesnake 
life that most people know are 
that it grows an extra rattle every 
years, revets in blistering heat, is 
fast and unfailingly deadly. Not 
one of these "fa cts '' is true, a c ­
cording to an article in the June 
issue of Reader's Digest authored 
by Colin Fletcher.

The number of rattles is almost 
no indication of age A rattler 
soon dies if thr temperature around 
it rises much over 100 degrees, and 
it crawls so slowly that the only 
dangerous rattler is the one you 
don't see, states the article.

Nor does it attack with great 
speed -a rattier's strike is slower 
than a man's punching fist. Al­
though bites are serious, especially 
for children, few prove fatal.

Outsize eastern diamond hacks may 
grow to weigh over 20 pounds and 

eight feet in

than to six feet. They m ay live 
for as long as 20 years.

According to Fletcher, rattlers 
have good eyesight only at short 
rang»' and are highly sensitive to 
ground vibration They have no 
hearing at all. hut their two small 
facial pits contain nerves so sens­
itive to heat that they can strike 
accurately at warm-blooded prey 
in complete darkness Many species 
hunt mostly at night

Warnings Given On 
Bicycle Safety

With the opening of another 
school year at hand, it's time to 
recall once again the dangers of 
bicycle riding.

Although exact figures arc lack­
ing, in recent years from 500 to 
700 deaths and 30.000 to 40.000 in­
juries a year have occurred in 
collisions between bicycle» and 
motor vehicles, says Today's Health 
Guide, the Americaa Medical As­
sociation's manual of health in- 
furmatKin and guidance lor the 
American family.

By far th«' g rrater number of 
these deaths and Injuries wen' 
suffered by children from five 
to 14 years of age.

Parents must assume the major 
responsibility for the safety of 
their childn-n Parents must s*-e 
that their young riders are taught 
when and where bicycling is safe; 
they must tu-lp get the bicycies in 
safe condition: they must promote 
a friendly and cooperative attitude 
toward law enforcement officers, 
they must help the child develop 
an understanding of the purposes 
of traffic regulations

It is important to help your child 
V ork out safe bike routes to and 
from school, the park and other 
arras where he customarily rides 
Bike riders using the roadways are 
subject to the same regulations, 
responaibilities and privileges as 
motor vehicle drivers

The Bicycle Institute of America 
offers some safety rules -

* Observe all traffic regulations
red and green lights, one­

way streets, stop signs.
* Keep to the right and ride 

single file Keep a safe dis­
tance behind all vehicles

* Have a headlight on front and 
a danger light on the rear of 
your bicycle for night riding 
Wear white or light-co|or«d 
clothing at night.

* Have a hell or horn to warn 
of approach Always ride at 
a vale speed

* Give fwdestrians th«* right of 
way Avoid sidewalks. if 
possihk*; use extra rare when 
riding on walks

* Look out for cars pulling out 
into traffic Keep a sharp 
lookout for the sudd«*n open­
ing of car doors

* Ride in a straight line Do 
not weave in or out of traffic 
or swerve from side to side

* Always use pmjx-r haml signals 
for turning and stopping Park 
your bike In a safe place

* Slow down at all street inter­
sections and look to right and 
left before crossing

* Be sure your brakes work 
properly and keep your bicycle 
in perfect running condition

* Nev«*r carry other riders 
carry no packages that ob­
struct vision or prevent proper 
control of your bicycle

* Never hitch <w other vehicles, 
"stu nt" or race in traffic. 
Never ride two on a bike.

If your child plans to ride to 
and from school on a bicycle this 
fall, make certain that there is 
a parking area at th«- school rela­
tively safe from thieves A short 
length of chain and a padlock will 
usually stop the bicycle thief.

SCS SPONSORS TOUR-TALKS 
ON WASHITA WATERSHED

The Golden Spread chapter ol 
Soil Conservation Society of Ameri­
ca sponsored a tour ot the Upper 
Washita Watershed at Miami on 
Sept 3. The group met at Ferg'a 
Cafe at TO a m The morning was 
spent in listening to talks by var- 
tonus louden in flood prevention 
and watershed work About SO 
people were present.

Curtis Schaffer gave the first 
talk He is a district supervisor 
for the Gray County SCO and one 
of the leaders In the McClellan 
Creek Watershed project. He stress­
ed the value of educating the pub­
lic as to the value of flood pre­
vention.

Virgle Brock, a local rancher 
who was active In the Upper Wash­
ita Watershed, discussed local re­
sponsibilities in getting the land 
rights and easements that are 
necessary before the building of 
flood control structures can begin

Don Powell, work unit conserva­
tionist for Soil Conservation Service 
at Canadian, discussed the various 
phases in the construction of thr 
flood control structures He dtB 
cussed relations with contractors 
and landowners, access to dams, 
inspections, and actual phases of 
the construction such as handling 
top soil, digging the core trench. 
In addition, he discussed the funct­
ions of spillways, plunge basins, 
berms and other feature*

Duane Bartee. area conservation. 
1st. SCS. Pampa. discussed and 
showed colored slides ot the various 
ways ustxl to vegetate the barren 
dam structures on their completion 
He stressed the importance of 
seeding the grasses into a good 
cover. Three different kinds of 
cover were used in re-grassmg the 
31 structures on the Upper Washita 
project. They were sorghum cover, 
hay mulch and wood pulp. The

wood pulp method ronsists of a 
mixture of wood pulp, grass seed 
and water that formed a slurry 
which was sprayed onto the dam 

In the afternoon, the group was 
taken on a tour of the Washita 
Watershed Tour leaders were Don 
Powell. Bill Brooks and Duane 
Bartee Several of the watershed 

• structures were observed. Dams on 
the French Arrington and Marion 
Robinson ranches were visited The 
tour ended on the Milton Flutter 
wwld ranch where site 21, on«’ of 
tMb largest dams on the watershed 
was observed. Also a nearby re­
creation project on Gageby CTeefc 
was visited
