farmer in any state without be
ing a graduate from a college of
agriculture, and are as follows:
i. Prepare a deep and thor-
oughly pulverized seed bed, well
drained; break in the fall 1o the
depth of 8, 10 or 12 inches, ac
cording to the soil, with imple
ments that will not bring the
sub-soil to the surface (the fore
going depths should be reached
gradually).

2. Use seed of the best vari-
ety, intelligently and
carefully stored.

3. In cultivated crops give
the rows and the plants in the
rows a space suited to the plant,
the soil and the climate,

4. Use intensive tillage dur
ing the growing period of the
Crops.

5. Secure a high content of

selected

humus in the soil by the use of

legumes, barnyard manuvve, farm
refuse and commercial fertilizers.

6.  Carry outa systematic
crop rotation, with a winter cov-
er crop on Southern farms.

7. Accomplish more work in
a day by using more horse pow-
er and better implements.
