wagon in tiers, being particular 
to have the stems all turned the 
same way. as it will be much 
easier to handle while scraping 
the seed , which should be done 
immediately after gathering.

A scraper can be purchased 
for a moderate price and should 
be run by jx>wer in order to give 
it sufficient speed to take off all 
the seed. In scraping tiie corn 
several hands should i»e employ 
ed. One keej>s the table sup 
plied with corn and picks the 
crooked out and puts it in a pile 
to itself to be baled separately. 
Another sees that the stems are 
all turned the same way and as 
Kembles it into convenient hand 
fuls, “jogging” the ends in or 
der to get them even, and hands 
it to the man at the scraper, who 
scrajK's off the seed and lays it 
in small ricks to one side. From 
there it is carried and spread 
out in the sun, where it should 
remain for a few hours before 
it is put on the shelves. Poles 
placed above the ground and 
about one foot apart make good 
shelves and the corn can be put 
on these to a depth of three or 
four inches. Can* should is- 
taken that corn is not exposed 
to rain as even a heavy dew will 
damage it to a certain extent 
A shady Place for drying is pre 
ferable as the corn then retains 
its green color and markets bet 
ter.

After laying on the shelf ten 
days it can bo piled in large

, neks and left to go through the
mating and curling process, af
• r wddeh it is reaily f°r baling,

I where broom corn is one of the 
mam crops they use a horse 
l*ower press and put an average 
of H:,° l*>unds in a bale, but 
where a man does not rare to go 
to the expense of this equipment I 
he can make a hand press. A good I 
one can Is* made by setting two 
posts in the ground about two I 
feet apart and use long jades for I 
pressing, the space between the ' 
poles giving plenty of room to 
manipulate the wires. So. 10 
Wire is preferable for this pur 
|*ose. In putting the straw in 
the press keep the stem ends as 
even as |x)«sible and let the 
brush lap in the center, the 
stems being exposed at either 
side of the bale. “Stay” wires 
should be used in order to keep 
the baling wire from slipping off 
in handling. After baling the 
corn is ready for the market.

Crooked corn is about half 
waste, bringing only half price, 
and should be baled separately. 
The concensus of opinion is that 
beginners should plant a small 
acreage at first and then extend 
his operations as he becomes 
more experienced.

W ORTH THE MONEY

Below we copy an article from
the Farmer and 8 t o c k in a n, 
which gives Home valuable in­
formation regarding the select­
ion of show corn, and the name 
care used in the selection of 
steed corn each year would soon 
bring your crop up to the high­
est standard. These r u l e s

I should be carefully studied and 
applied in the planting of at 
least a part of your next crop,
I as there will be some special 
premiums offered on corn at the 
Gray County Fair next fall and 
the following rules will probably 
iw adopted by the judges:

In selecting corn for show, 
the first important thing to have 
in mind is the character of a 
good ear of corn. A good ear 
may Is.- briefly described as fol­
lows: The ear should be around 
ten inches in length and seven 
to seven and one half inches in 
circumference, measured at a 
point one third the distance 
from butt to tip. It should be 
practically the same diameter 
from end to end; that is, it 
should not be distinctly ta|>ering 
The rows of kernels should be 
straight and the kernels should 
be of such shape that they will 
tit tightly together with no fur 
rows left between the rows. 
The butts should lx- well round 
ed out with kernels evenly ar­
ranged around a cupshaj*ed cav­
ity about one inch across. The 
tips should be well tilled out to 
the end with deep even kernels 
and if possible completely cov

same size and shape. xn  
should be wedged shaped, but

The 
ength of the kernel should be 

about one and one half times as 
great as its width at the widest 
>art, and it should be of the 

same thickness from one end to 
the other. The kernels should 
show no mixture with of the op- 
color. The coh should lx* of 
medium size, neither very large 
nor very small.

It will be well to first select 
the best twenty five or tliirtv 
ea s, lay them out on a board 
side by side and study them 
carefully, being syre to have 
the characters of a good ear well 
in mind. An hour spent in pick 
ing out of the good and bad 
points of the various ears one 
after another will help very 
much in deciding which ten ears 
will make the best exhibit. Fi­
nally pick out the most ideal ear 
in the lot and use it as a stand 
aid in selecting the other nine 
The chances are, that there will 
not be a single perfect ear In the 
lot, as there are rarely more 
than one or two perfeet ear* in 
a whole corn show. So do not 
be discouraged If the ears do not 
seem to answer the description 
of a good seed ear in every way 

A point that should not be 
overlooked in selecting theae 
ton ears in what is known as the 
uniformity of the exhibit. That 
is, every ear should look nearly 
like every other ear as possible. 
They should have all the same 
shade of color, .the same size, 
the same shape, the sane color 
of cobs (one cob of an opposite 
color will bar the exhibit from 
the show), the s a m e  char 
acter of kernel* whether rough 
or smooth, wide or narrow. 
Ears showing mixed kernels 
must he avoided.
