A lesson can be learn­
ed from this experience that will 
apply to any town; ag.icutture and 
its allied products are the base of 
all permanent prosperity, and it 
will pay every town to not lose 
sight of that fact. Oil is fine, but 
should be looked upon as only s 
transient proposition and all prep­
arations for a growing town should 
include a farm foundation to suc­
ceed.

An Open Letter to the Editor
From the President o f General A lo tors
