The Kroger Grocery & Baking Company,
operating approximately 4,000 retail
stores in the Middle West and advertising
regularly in some 1,000 daily and weekly
newspapers, is to be commended for its
stand against shopping guides and other
{ree distribution sheets.

llecognizing that these shopping guides
are a potential threat to the existence of
jewspapers, Kroger has adopted a policy
of abstaining from advertising in shop-
ping guides unless forced to do so by a
competitor.

All other stores could well afford to fol-
low Kroger's example. For the news-
paper is a valuable community enterprise.
The shopping guide is not.

The newspaper gives as well as receives.
The shopping guide receives only. The
little news it publishes is usually worth-
less trivia. It is generally published to
gratify personal vanity and is likewise
conducted largely on a “swap out” plan.
As a rule its responsibility to the com-
munity ends when its few copies are laid
on merchants’ counters to clutter up floors
and streets.

The newspaper, on the other hand, is a
standing institution with a background of
reputable and noteworthy service to the
community. To render this service the
newspaper is dependent upon revenue
irom advertising. Any reduction in ad-
vertising means a corresponding reduc-
tion in the service rendered.

Why handigap the newspaper by divert-
ing advertising funds from the news-
paper to will-o’-the-wisp periodicals? —
