tpsak of disorganisation and wide­
spread confusion.

The T exas Economy Commission 
has been appointed by Governor 
Allan Shivrra aa an advisory body 
to exam ine the state  government 
and recommend a practical pro­
gram for efficient reform .

l e t 's  take a look a t what the 
T E C  will have to exam ine:

There are nearly 200 separate 
agencies o f the executive branch 
o f the government. These are run 
by nearly 150 a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  
groups or individuals.

The sta te  conducts its  financial 
a ffairs out of more than 2H0 sep a­
rate chacking account«. Some have 
Ira.» than $50 in them. Some have 
tens of millions of dollars in them. 
Many accounts are earm arked for 
ipecia! purposes and a re  not av ail­
able aa a  general fund. A true 
general fund provides the logical, 
the pract ical. tW  economical mean* 
of carefully controlled governm ent 
spending.

T exas, unfortunately, has no 
such arrangem ent.

As fu rth er illustration  of how 
sad it the sta te  o f a ffa irs, con- 
aider all these nearly 200 agencies. 
Many of them are supervised by 
the appointees o f as many aa three 
d ifferent governors.

This simply m eant that If one of 
these agencies fa ils  to do a good 
job. the voters are too fa r  removed 
from control o f the situation. They 
cannot correct things by voting out 
the current governor: he didn't ap­
point a m ajority  of the supervisors 
of the offending agency. They can­
not vote the supervisors out of 
o ffice  because the supervisors hold 
office by appointm ent only. The 
governor him self cannot do any­
thing about the situation because 
he can only appoint a minority of 
the supervisors.

I The result o f all this division of 
authority and disconnected funds 

I is simply a mess.
W hat, then, is the answ er?
Shall we take this governmental 

house of cards, throw it into the 
scrap heap, and rebuild from 
scratch? Obviously, this is neither 
desirable nor practical.

The T exas Economy t’ommisaion 
proposes, not to  toss the cards 
•side, but to look them over and 
work for their rearrangem ent In 
logical order.

I f  the T E C  should find two 
Ja c k s  o f Diamonds, or four deuce« 
of clubs, why then in the interest 
of economy, efficiency, and fa ir-  
naas to taxp ayers the T E C  will 
recommend that the surplus cards 

I— duplicated services and overlap-

ring agencies — should be com- 
ined or elim inated.
The T E C  is not out a fte r  any­

body’* sealp. It is not a political 
organisation. I t  has no "special 
in terest"  to serve. It simply nope» 
to awaken the people of T exas to 
ibe m cd ! ' im|>.n ti.il and p rac­
tical reorganisation o f their state 
government, their public business.

That Is why you will find busi­
nessmen, fan n ers, ranchers, indus­
tria lis ts , laboring men. profession­
al men and women, homemakers, 
people in all walks of life  among 
our active member* and support­
ers.
