I’NCLE SAM AND I S
ARE YOU ONE of the many cltlxen» of the United States 
who la interested in seeing our federal government placed 
on a balanced budget basts ’ in other words, are you one 
oi those people who would like our government to get to 
the point where It will not be spending more than it la 
taking in 7

Ii so. then you must face the facts There are two routes 
by which a balanced budget can be accomplished: first 
taxes may be increased to do this balancing art. or. second, 
federal expenditures may be decreased

Already citizens of the U. S are paying more than 25 
per cent of their Income to taxes of one kind or another 
(this, of course. Includes federal, state, county, city, and 
school taxes of all kinds). Much more taxation will bring 
ui to i  complete socialistic state, and when we reach 70 
per cent taxation we will have a complete dictatorship.

The only way Hits can be done la to cut off many of the 
government spending programs. At the present time, 
pressure la being applied to the federal government which 
would add as much as 125 billion to the nation's annual 
tax burden President Truman's 1951 budget message calls 
for a total expenditure of $45 billion, including $3 billion 
for aortal security programs financed by payroll taxes The 
budget also contains 91 billkm to initiate 34 new federal 
spending program' , programs which would carry on In­
definitely and grow much larger until they would eventually 
add $4 bilbon a year to the present federal tax burdens

It is interesting to note that in the last 20 years, only two 
have found the federal government operating under a bal­
anced budget these taro years were in 1947 and 194$ In 
that 20 yean, the public debt has risen from 917 billion to 
925$ billion much of arhlch. it is true, was accumulated by 
the war
