START AT PILOT POINT

The statement by the Nazarene leader referred to the struggling,
rather inauspicious beginning of the denomination in a small brown
tent at Pilot Point, Texas, on October 13, 1908  This was the
official ®irthday of the church.

Delegates representing 228 small churches with 10414 members
in the East, West and South, had gathered for the union. The
strongest common bond was the belief in the Wesleyan doctrine
of entire sanctification, also known as heart purity or porfect love,
and the motion was adopted unanimously.

A burst of enthusiasm followed with shouts of “Hallelujah™
Handkerchiefs waved in a “Chautauqua salute” The joy was so
great it spllled over and a victory march around the teng followed
with delegates singing a song to the tune of “Dixie.”
