| it possible for him to harvest

about 2,000 pounds of grain, this
being above average production
last fall. This contour farming
is part of Mr. Winegert's com-
plete conservation plan.
Emphasis should be placed on
the fact that it is not the tech-
Job to write the con-
servation plan and give it to the
operator. The plan must be the
plan of the farmer himself, tailor-
made to his own needs, with the
technicians helping him to work
it out. A conservation plan, to
be fully useful and serve its
purpose, must be adaptable to
meet the present needs of the
owner and his land. One of the
most important things of all is to
keep the conservation plan up to
date.  Frequent reviews and al-
terations may be necessary.
